Iron chlorosis is a eondition
which results when the green
coloring in plants fails to de-
velop or is destroyed This
green material is called chlor-
phyll reports Jake Hodges,
district conservationist, assis-
ting the Martin-Howard Soil
and Water Conservation Dis-
trict
Iron chlorosis usually appears
first on young leaves. The lea-
ves turn from light green to
yellow to almost white. This
color change is due to the lack
of available iron for plant use
Iron is essential in the devel-
opment of chlorphyll, which in
turn gives the plants the green
color.

Iron chlorosis is most pre-
valent of members of the gra-
ss family, such as Johnsongr-
ass, St. Augustine grass, and“
grain sorghum, certain fruit
trees, inciuding peach, and
many vegetables and ornam-
entals. Most soils contain iron,
but it is in a form unavailable
for plant use. Iron chlorosis is
most prevalent on alkaline

Chlorosis, or yellowing of
plants can result from other
causes also. Certain nutrient
deficiencies such as nitrogen
can cause yellowing of the lea-
ves. The lack of nitrogen and
poor soil aeration usually affe-
