Senate Bill 27. amending 
section 2 09 of the Texas Edu­
cation Code, wa.' igned Into 
law by Govirmr Preston 
Smith on April 2'i This law 
Is now In effer’ and requires 
that all children entering Te­
xas elementary or secondary 
schools or ln-,':tutlons of 
higher education must have 
been immunized .igalnst six 
dlsea.ses: dlpthena, tetanu.s, 
pollomyelites. measles, rube­
lla. and .small pox The new 
states that “the State Depart­
ment of Health >hall provide 
the required immunizations to 
children In area.- where no lo­

cal provision exists to provide 
these servlce.s ’’

Senate Bill 971, an amend­
ment to Senate Bill 27, ha.s be­
come law It enables the State 
Board of Health to modify or 
delete aiiy of the six required 
immunizations, and allows the 
provisional admittance of stu­
dents If the required immun­
ization.-! have begun a n d  
are continued to be received 
“as rapidly as is medically 
feasible.” and requires the 
State Department of Health 
to promulgate rule.s and regu­
lations relation to the provi­
sional admission of persons to 
an elementary and secondary 
.school or institution of high­
er education

This statement is issued to 
.set forth policies a n d  plans

for implementation of the law 
and the amendment thereof 

All students will be allow­
ed to enter their respective 
school systems during the 
summer and fall 1971 terms, 
with the provision that their 
immunizations agaln.st at 
least one of the aforemention­
ed di-sease will have been 
started by January 1. 1971. 
and all completed as soon as 
medically feasible

Sulphur Draw Field Of Martin

Social security benefits were 
being paid to residents of 
Martin County at a rate of 
344,000 a month at the close 
of 1«30, Ervan Fisher, soelal 
security district manager In 
Big Spring, said today.

A benefit Increase signed 
Into law by President Nixon 
on March 17, raises the mon- 
‘hly rate of payment by 10 
percent for most of the 515 so­
cial security beneficiaries In 
Martin County, Fisher added. 
A small number of beneficiar­
ies over age 72 who are not 
receiving regular social sec­
urity cash benefits received a 
five percent Increase.

The Increased benefit amou­
nts were made effective back 
to Jan. 1, 1971. First checks 
In the new monthly rate rea­
ched beneficiaries on June 3, 
Fisher said. Separate checks 
representing the amount of 
the Increase for the months 
of January through April will 
be mailed later In June.

Of the social .security bene­
ficiaries living In Martin 
County, 339 are retired work­
ers and their dependents. An­
other 123 are receiving bene­
fits as survivors of workers

Monthly .social .security 
check.s for beneficiaries 65 and 
over who have signed up for 
Medicare’s doctor bill Insur- 
ince will be reduced by 30 ce­
nts In July. Erven Fl.sher, so­
cial security manager In Big 
Spring, said today.

The checks scheduled for de­
livery on July 3, will have $5 60 
deducted for each beneficiary 
to pay the increased monthly 
voluntary medical Insurance 
premium The rate for the 
past year was $5 30 for each 
beneficiary, Fisher said 

The increase was announc­
ed by the Department of Hea- 
'th. Education, and Welfare 
In December In accordance 
with a requirement in the Me­
dicare law that makes an an­
nual review of the costs of the 
medical Insurance program 
mandatory. 'The law requires 
that the monthly premium 
rate be set at a point estimat­
ed to be sufficient to cover all 
expenses incurred during each 
premium period, with an al­
lowance for contingencies 

Fisher said that the medical 
insurance program supple­
ments the basic hospital in­
surance part of Medicare by 
helping to pay doctor bills and 
a wide variety of other medi­

cal expen.se.s in and out of the 
haspital. About 19.5 million 
people 65 and over have en­
rolled for this supplementary 
medical Insurance protection. 
Their monthly premiums cov­
er half the cast of their pro­
tection The other half comes 
from general federal reven­
ues.

The 30 cent premium in- 
crea.se for each beneficiary is 
the net re.sult of three items 
that are estimated to Increase 
costs by 50 cents In the fiscal 
year beginning July 1, and 
then a decrea.se of 20 cents 
arising primarily because of a 
reduced margin for contin- 
uenei»»<i, Fls-her .snld

The reduced margin for 
contlngencle.s Is possible, 
Fl.sher pointed out, becau.se 
la.st year, program casts for 
the medical Insurance pro­
gram were below estimates for 
the first time since the Medi­
care program started.

The items that make up the 
over 50 cent increa.se include:

— 31 cents to cover an esti­
mated increase of 6 7 percent 
in the level of physician’s fees 
recognised by the program In 
the fiscal year beginning in 
July;

—10 cents to cover an esti­

mated increa.se of 2 
In the u.se of iihyslclan.s’ serv- 
Ice.s;

- 9 cents to cover the esti­
mated increase of 15 percent 
in cost and utilization of in­
stitutional services covered by 
the progr.im (for example, for 
ho.spital outpatient and inde­
pendent clinic services).
