I fishponds are accepted 
more and more as profitable 
and delightful features of 
farms and ranches They 
make good use and .safe use of 
the land-basic steps in the 
conservation ot soil and wa­
ter Good fi.shponds furnish 
food to both rural and urban 
people They can also furnish 
water for livestock, and pro­
vide recreation.

Many farms and ranches 
have a suitable site for a good 
fishpond All ponds will pro­
duce some fish They will pro­
duce more if they are built 
right and managed right

They should be free of 
waterweeds and useless fish 
The watershed above the 
pond should be protected with 
soil con.servatlon measures 
that control eru.sion and run­
off A high yellding fishpond 
is a combination of the wa­
ters natural productive, added 
fertility and man's manage­
ment.

Fertilizing should be done 
during the growing season of 
the microscopic algae This is 
from early spring well into 
the fall. You need to build up 
the ponds fertility quickly and 
as early as you can in the 
spring Otherwise you fall to 
benefit from the algaes grow­
ing season 16-20-0 is a good

fertilizer to u.se in farm ponds 
The average pond requires 
for this part of the country 
from 800 to 1200 puund.s of 
fertilizer per acre each year 
No one cun tell exactly how 
much fertilizer a pond will 
require A.> the fertilizer is 
added the water will change 
colors to a grccnlih brown, 
this color Ls often called the 
“bloom" A properly fertilized 
pond will have enough 
“bloom" to shade out a light 
colored object at about 18 " 
deep >2 bloom should appear 
about 7 to 10 days after the 
fertilizer is added The ferti­
lizer can be broadcast by 
hand around the bank of 
.small ponds It is best not to 
apply fertilizer in water over 
five feet deep, the wave ac­
tion and undersurface cur­
rents will mix the fertilizer 
throughtout the pond The 
fertilizer added to a farm 
pond is not harmful to live­
stock Fertilizer not only pro­
vides food for fish but is very 
beneficial in controlling 
weeds and moss by shading 
out the sunlight

Cotton producers are often 
tempted to go with an over- 
the-top appllcallon to “res- 
cue" the cotton crop from 
Krasaes and weed.s, says Wea­
ver Crop damage Is often the 
result. Application of a pre­
plant or pre-emergence herb­
icide will often avoid the need 
for over-the-top salvage 
treatmenU Timely “direct­
ed” applications of post- 
emergence herbicides are also 
a safer alternative 

“Another Important consid­
eration facing many farmers 
this year is the need to re­
plant their crop.s," points out 
Weaver “The.se decisions are 
critical if herbicides have 
oeen applied prior to replant­
ing As long as the same crop 
is replanted, there u general­
ly no problem However, if a 
farmer decides to replant 
wit hanother crop, he .should 
be sure that the herbicide al­
ready applied will not damage 
the crop he plans to plant ’’ 

If a preplant incorporated 
herbicide wa^ used in colloii, I U'.en soybeans may be plant­
ed safely, however, grain 
sorghum should not be plant­
ed Neither soybeans nor 
sorghum should be planted on 
soils treated with pre-emer­
gence cotton herbicides Soy­
beans should rot follow wea­
ther-damaged sorghum if a 
pre-emergence herbicide was 
applied to the sorghum

“If farmers have questions 
regarding the use of a parti­
cular herbicide, I urge them 
to contact their local county 
Extension agent.” adds Wea­
ver “There are many parti­
cular circumstances and sit­
uations that effect herbicide 
use and performance, and the 
local county agent can pro­
vide much of this informa­
tion By obtaining all the 
facts first, potential trouble 
with herbicides can be avoid­
