ATTRACTIVE
NUISANCES

THE FAMILY LAWYER

When children come to vis-
it, chances are you feel a
sense of responsibility for
their safety. But suppose a |
child comes onto your prem- |
ises without permission -or, |
perhaps, when you are not
even home. Could you be
held legally liable in case he
gets hurt?

Indeed vou can, under the |
“attractive nuisance doctrine”
now in force in most states, |
This doctrine says you may
be responsible for having
something hazardous on your
proper'y that a child is not
likely to see and avoid

As the name implies, the
hazard must be one which
voungsters would ordinarly

find attractive

One case involved a tree
house n a family's back yvard
where neighboring children |
often came to play. The tree
house was wobbdly, and one
one day a youthful climber
lost his footing and suffered
a bad fall

Even though the parents
were not home at the time
f the accident, a court sub-
sequently held them liable
The irt said they should
have realized, with a h.uurd'
so alluring to children, that |
*hey were inviting trouble !

Furthermore, the thing
must be not only attractive
but as0 a nuisance that
is, faulty In some way

In arother case, a boy was
injured when he fell off an |
old couch in a neighbor's ga-
rage. But there was noth-

ing wrong with the couch. It
was therefore not an attrac-

*ive nuisance, a court ruled
later, and the householder
did not have to pay damage
Of course, the age of the
victim is an important ele-
ment in the situation. Courts
have {requently turned down
claims of children over 12,
sayi they were old enough
toh recognized and avoid-
ed the particular hazard that
brought them to grief

Nor does the law expect a

home owner to spend major
sun f money to clear away
minor dangers. It is not his
duty. as one judge put it, to
make his premises “child
pre
