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Beets 1st female since
since 1963 to receive
execution date in state

ATHENS, Texas (AP) — Betty
Lou Beets, convicted of killing
one of her husbands and
suspected of killing another,
became the first woman in Texas
since 1963 to receive an execution
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Mrs. Beets was convicted of
capital murder in the slaying of
her fifth husband, former Dallas
Fire Capt. Jimmy Don Beets. She
has been indicted, but not tried,
on a murder charge in the death
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Wayne Barker.

State District Judge Jack
Holland set a Nov. 8 execution
date for Mrs. Beets, who was
found guilty in the 1983 slaying,
Henderson County District At-
torney Billy Bandy said
Thursday.

“You are to be taken to a room
at some hour before sunrise as
provided by law to be injected
with a lethal substance or
substances prescribed by law,”
Holland told Mrs. Beets.

The men’s bodies were unear-
thed in Mrs. Beets’ yard near

Payne Springs, a town of about
150 in Henderson County, about
60 miles southeast of Dallas in
1983. The men had been shot in
the back of the head with the
same .38-caliber pistol, pro
secutors said.

Mrs. Beets, 52, had no com
ment after the hearing and said
she would communicate by letter
from her prison cell in Gatesville

“I feel sick,”” Faye Lane, one of
Mrs. Beets’ daughters, told the
Athens Daily Review. "It feels
like things are speeding up and
that it may happen sooner than

we thought .’

James Beets, son of Jimmy
Don Beets, said he was glad the
execution date had finally been
set

“Now my dad can rest in
peace,”’ Beets told the Tyler Mor
ning “elegraph. “I plan to
witness her execution for my
dad.”

U.S. speeds

up plan to
aid Colombia

WASHINGTON (AP) The
Bush administration, responding
to bomb attacks in Colombia, is
speeding up a $2.5 million aid
package to help train Colombian
court guards, buy armored cars
and protect judges involved in
the drug crackdown there.

Meanwhile, administration and
military sources say the Joint
Chiefs of Staff decided Thursday
to draw up a ‘“‘laundry list’" of
military hardware for President
Bush to consider sending to Col-
ombia in the event that nation re-
quests such material.

No military personnel were in-
cluded in the recommendations.

The administration reacted
with muted rhetoric to the at-
tacks in the Colombian city of
Medellin, home of the world’s
largest cocaine cartel.

The apparent declaration of
war by drug lords against the
Colombian government *‘certain-
ly heightens the concern about
security, both for the Colombian
government and for ourselves,”
State Department spokesman
Richard Boucher said Thursday.

Tech medical school approves
Cogdell plan for TDC inmates

In his monthly financial report,
Hochwalt said the hospital had a
net loss of $81,721 in July and has

$330,667.

County Judge Bobby Goodwin,
an ex-officio or non-voting
member of the hospital board,
reported that the county has been
asked to begin housing 16 federal
prisoners in the county jail for
the United States Marshal’s Ser-
vice, which would involve a
medical services contract for the
hospital.

DEAR DR. GUIT. ¥m a 28-yeai-
old female diagnosed as hypothyroid.
I’'m being treated but am still gaining
weight. Because the situation is also
complicated with emphysema, I can’t
take diet pills. Will these disorders
correct themselves?

DEAR READER: Hypothyroidism
(underactive thyroid gland) is readily
treatable with thyroid replacement in
pill form. The amount of replacement
varies from patient to patient. Hence,
your doctor — after measuring the
thyroid level in your blood — can ad-
just the dose of medicine to meet your
needs. This is a straightforward prob-
lem that most doctors can address.
The presence of emphysema, an un-
common lung disorder in a person as
young as you are, should not affect the
amount of thyroid suypplement you

You raise an interesting quesiion
ahout thyreid  dizease  and - weight
Physicians ~ have traditionally as-
sumed that because hyperthyroidism

(overactive thyroid gland) is associat- -

ed with weight loss, hypothyroidism
must be marked by weight gain. This
is not the case. Hypothyroid patients
may be puffy from fluid retention, but
they are usually not obese. Therefore,
if you are overweight, you will have
to diet. Thyroid renlacement. alone
will not be sufficient to control your
weight gain. Ask your doctor to sug-
gest a suitable diet for you, as well as
to adjust the dose of your medicine.

Incidentally, diet pills are not the
answer for you — or for anyone with
a weight problem. Although they may
cause an initial shedding of unwanted
pounds, they have unpleasant side ef-
fects — such as insomnia and over-
stimulation — and can only be used
for short periods. Most people who
take appetite suppressants end up
gaining back all the lost weight.
Therefore, diet pills can be viewed as
an inefficient and temporary expedi-
ent, having no long-lasting benefits.
You would fare better following a
low-calorie diet under your doctor’s
supervision.

Medicine to prevent the formation of
uric acid (the cause of gout), such as
allopurinol, or drugs to enhance ex-
cretion of uric acid, such as probene-
cid, will help reduce the severity and
frequency of arthritis attacks due to
gout. A doctor is the best judge of

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Health problems

along border will
take commitment

EL PASO, Texas (AP)
Health problems that ist
2long the U S -Mexice can:
be conquered-only throngh anin-
ternational commission, health
officials say.

‘“As far as public health is con-
cerned (the border) should be
considered an international
zone,” Jose L. ‘“‘Pepe”’ Gonzalez,
director of the Laredo-Webb

_County Health Department, said

THursaay.

One intent of the two-day con-
ference on border health pro-
blems was to turn the nation’s at-
tention to the Third World-like
living conditions along the 2,000
mile border.

Representatives from the four
border states — New Mexico,
Arizona, Texas and California —
attended the conference, which
was sponsored by the Texas
Medical Association.

Most have seen the emergence
of “colonias,” where residents
live without running water or
sewage systems.

The border areas are plagued
with severe air and water pollu-
tion from dumping of raw sewage
on both sides of the border and
the burning of toxic materials in
Mexico. The residents often use
the polluted water to wash dishes
and bathe and as drinking water.

As a result, colonias report out-
breaks of hepatitis, salmonella,
malaria, leprosy, tuberculosis
and measles. In some cases, the
diseases have been carried to
other parts of the nation as im-
migrants move into the country.

Gonzalez said combating the
problem will require the creation
of a commission similar to the
U.S.-Mexico Environmental
Health Project, which operated
during 1966-73.

“What we have is a monumen-
tal environmental health
blem that no one has been able to
tackle,” Gonzalez said.

The Academy of Pediatrics
adopted the border health pro-
blems as a cause in 1981 and held
a similar kickoff conference in El
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Paso, said Dr. Stanley Fisch, a
South Texas pediatrician.

“Unfortunately-the Aczdemy g o

proiects ended soon after .. and
the academy’s own attempts to
become a catalyst never really
took off,”” Fisch said.

This week’s conference ended
without the adoption of any in-
terstate plans for handling the
health problems. Dr. Laurance

Nickey said the next step would

Ve -t Cadglos aINoigll e
hoped some of the participants
may draft recommendations.

"~ Dr. Nancy Dickey, a member
of the American Medical
Association board of trustees,
pledged the association would
wage a . political battle for
development of a national policy
on the border problems.

The AMA adopted a resolution
in June calling on Congress to
establish a U.S.-Mexico commis-
sion to assist both countries in
dealing with the problems.

““With this policy the AMA says
that we recognize that the border
problem is a serious issue,” she
said. “No longer will this war
restrict its problems to the
border community.”

She encouraged conference-
‘goers to work through the
political system from the grass
roots for legislation.

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Researchers find gene for cystic fibrosis

WASHINGTON (AP)
Researchers who isolated the
gene that causes cystic fibrosis
say the discovery may lead to
breakthrough therapy within the
lifetimes of young people now
suffering from the disease.
_‘“This_is_a .milestone of the
mghest order, but it does not
have applications for'the doctor’s
office tomorrow,”’ said Dr. Fran-
cis Collins, a co-discoverer of the
cystic fibrosis gene.

Md., said that 1,000 to 1,200 new
cases, usually children, are
diagnosed annually.

The disease causes the forma-
tion of a thick, sticky mucus that
clogs the lungs and digestive
tract _blocking breathmg and

Treatment of the disease has
been symptomatic, with drugs
and therapy designed to control
the thick mucus and to help pa-
tients avoid or combat repeated
lung infections that often kill.

Voyager shoots Neptune

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) —
Voyager 2 plunged over Nep-
tune’s north pole for a close-up
look at the icy moon Triton, snap-
ping photographs and taking
measurements today as it reach-
ed the pinnacle of its epic ex-
ploration of four planets.

‘“The spacecraft passed
through its closest approach to
the planet,” navigation team
maneuver analyst Karl Francis
said today after engineers receiv-
ed a radio signal from Voyager
confirming the flyby.

‘“This is a historic occasion,”
said Lennard Fisk, an associate
administrator of the National
Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration. “It’s the last time
we’re seeing a planet for the first
time. We’'ve completed the recon-
naissance of the planets, except
Pluto.”

The one-ton Voyager probe
skimmed 3,048 miles above Nep-
tune’s icy north pole cloud tops at

8:56 p.m. PDT Thursday — the
closest of its planetary en-
counters after being ac-
celerated by Neptune’s gravity to
a speed of 61,148 mph.

““This is it! We are exploring
new worlds!”’ said Rich Terrile,
an astronomer at NASA's Jet
Propulsion Laboratory. Neptune
“is not a gee-whiz, science-
fiction, special effects movie. It’s
areal place.”

At 11:59 p.m. PDT, signals
were received showing that
Voyager had been bombarded by
dust particles up to 100 times a
second as it passed through the
plane containing Neptune’s
rings, said Donald Gurnett.

The data showed that the par-
ticles, each about a millionth of a
yard across — the size of the par-
ticles in cigarette smoke — did
not damage the spacecraft,
Gurnett said.

Confirmation of the Neptune
encounter came at 1:02 a.m.

PDT, four hours and six minutes
after it occurred. That'’s the time
it takes Voyager’s radio signal to
travel 2.75 billion miles to Earth.
Voyager beamed its radio
signal toward Earth through
Neptune’s atmosphere to study
the atmosphere as it dove over
the planet. That signal confirmed
the close approach, though nor-
mal radio transmission was turn-
ed off during the atmosphere ex-
periment, Francis said.

Scientists and engineers main-
tained an overnight vigil at Jet
Propulsion Laboratory, waiting
for signals confirming Voyager’s
pass within 23,900 miles of Triton.

Scientists announced Thursday
that Voyager discovered two
more tiny moons orbiting the
solar system’s fourth largest
planet: a 60-mile-wide moon
designated 1989 N5, and the even
smaller 1989 N6, which is a mere
30 miles wide.

BOGOTA, Colombia (AP) —

Archeologists
find artifacts

at reserv01r

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Ar-
chaeologists working on the pro-
posed Applewhite Reservoir have
uncovered historical artifacts,
buildings and trails dating from
100 to 10,000 years ago at the
7,300-acre site.

And some area residents ex-
pressed concern Wednesday that
construction of the reservoir
could wipe away the pieces of
Spanish colonial history.

Archaeologists working on the
project with the City Water
Board, Army Corps of Engineers
and Texas Historical Commis-
sion made the findings.

‘““There are prehistoric and
historic sites that would be af-
fected by Applewhite,”” said Skip-
per Scott, an archaeologist in the
Corps permits section. ‘‘Some
are going to be inundated by the
reservoir.”’

When normally full, the reser-
voir is proposed to cover 2,500
acres. Most of the archaeological
research has been centered in
that area.

The Corps’ final environmental
report on the project states that
as many as 17 sites within the
2,500 acres may be eligible for in-
clusion in the National Register
of Historic Places.

Al McGraw, a former Universi-
ty of Texas at San Antonio ar-
chaeologist, and Richard Garay,
a local historian, warned that im-
portant historic sites and
documents should be identified
and studied.

Roadside litter drops
due to ad campaign

AUSTIN (AP) — Once thought
to be too aggressive, Texas’
“Don’t Mess With Texas” cam-
paign is reducing litter at a rate
greater than any other state over
comparable periods of time, ac-
cording to the state highway
department.

Since the highway department
started the campaign four years
ago, roadside trash has declined
64 percent, according to study
results announced by the depart-
ment Thursday. The study was
conducted by the California-
based Institute for Applied
Research.

“By combining the energies of
concerned volunteers statewide

" with the ‘Don’t Mess With Texas’

message, we are reminding
everyone that we should all do
our part to make our state and
our environment cleaner and
safer,” said Don Clark, director
of the highway department’s
travel and information division.
Clark praised anti-litter efforts
by Texans, including more than
50,000 Adopt-A-Highway
volunteers and thousands of
other people in community
organizations around the state
who have supported the cleanup

effort.

The campaign was the first in
the nation to take aim at habitual
litterers, who were identified
through research as 18- to 34-
year-old men, the department
said.

Among the Texas celebrities
who have appeared in adver-
tisements promoting the hard-
hitting message are Houston
Astros pitcher Mike Scott, and
musicians Willie Nelson, Jerry-
Jeff Walker and the Fabulous
Thunderbirds.

“Overall, Texas has continued
to demonstrate a greater reduc-
tion in street and roadside litter
at lower cost in shorter time than
any state surveyed,”’ said Daniel
Syrek, director of the institute
that did the litter study.

The study also shows that the
number of bottles and cans has
declined 70 percent since Syrek
performed the first annual study
in 1985.

Corp., a strong bank holding
company from Louisiana, made
its first entry into Texas
Thursday, buying a small bank in
Pflugerville, one of four banks
shut “down by regulators
Thursday.

Texas Banking Commissioner
Kenneth W. Littlefield shut down
First State Bank, Pflugerville,
blaming weak underwriting stan-
dards of previous management
for the bank’s loan losses,
writedowns of other real estate
and heavy volume of non-
performing assets.

Littlefield—also-closed=TFroup-

Bank & Trust Co. of Troup and
Summit -Bank -of San . Antonio,
citing liberal lending practices
and other problems. Federal
regulators also shut down Park
Central Bank in Fort Worth.

All four banks were turned
over the Federal Deposit In-
surance Corp. The closures
brought to 108 the number of fail-
ed banks in Texas this year; 113
failed in 1988.

In all cases, branches of the
failed banks will reopen Friday
as branches of new institutions.

At Summit and Park Central,
however, only insured deposits
were transferred, leaving
holders of about $2.2 million in
deposits to await the sell-off of
the bank’s assets before they can
recoup their money.
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Four more Texas banks fall ‘

First State-Pflugerville had $32
million in assets. Hibernia paid
$26,000 for the 56-year-old bank’s
$32 million in deposits, plus
agreed to buy assets worth about
$8.8 million. # ,

The FDIC will advance Hiber-
nia National Bank in Texas $23.2
million in assistance, and retain
a like amount of assets to try to
recoup its cost.

Hibernia, the largest bank in
Louisiana and 81st largest in the
nation, previously has said it is
interested in expanding into Tex-
as. The company has reportedly
been interested in BancTexas
Group Inc.;which itself received
$200 million in federal and in-

vestor assistance-two years-ago,-

but has asked for additional help.
Thursday’s acquisition by
Hibernia is its first outside Loui-
siana and its eighth federally
assisted purchase overall.
Besides liberal lending, Lit-
tlefield said Troup Bank & Trust
was undermined by poor credit
administration and ‘‘numerous
violations of state and federal
banking laws and regulations.”’
‘‘Loans to insiders,.members of
the bank’s board of directors and
relatives, were also found to be of
subquality and contributed
significantly to the losses,” the
department said.
First National Bank of
Jacksonville will pay $400,000 for
Troup’s $27 million in deposits. It

will also purchase about $21
million of Troup’s total $26.7
million in assets.

The FDIC will provide $5.6
million in assistance and retain
$5.7 million in assets. ;

At Summit, which had assets of
$18.8 million, only deposits up to
the $100,000 federally insured
limit and fully secured liabilities
were transférred to The Frost
National Bank, which paid $1,000
to acquire the insured deposits.

Frost also will pay certain
assets for $4.5 million and have
options to buy other loans and
assets. The FDIC retains assets
with a bock value of $11.3million.

The FDIC said the bank had

$2.2 million in deposits above the

insured limit. Those depositors
must share with the FDIC in any
money left from the sale of re-
tained assets.

Robert J. Herrman, senior
deputy comptroller of the curren-
cy, said Park Central’s problems
also were caused by liberal len-
ding practices and inadequate
management oversight plus a
week local economy.

The insured assets and secured
liabilities were transferred to
Colonial National Bank, which
paid $1,100 to receive the
deposits. Colonial also will have
options on other loans and assets.

The FDIC retained $12 million
worth of assets.

Hightower praises exotic meat

AUSTIN (AP) Texas
Agriculture Commissioner Jim
Hightower said exotic livestock
meats may be just what the doc-
tor ordered.

At a news conference Thursday
in Dallas, Hightower, Mike
Hughes, president of the Texas
Wild Game Cooperative, and
Craig McKnight, vice president
of Tom Thumb-Page, said Texas
exotic livestock meats will be
available in the Dallas-Fort
Worth area.

‘‘Exotic livestock is becoming
increasingly popular with health-
minded consumers because of its
low-fat, low-calorie and low-
cholesterol content, compared
with both beef and chicken,”

Hightower said in remarks
prepared for delivery at the news
conference.

Hightower said there are ap-
proximately 165,000 head of ex-
otic game species now being rais-
ed in Texas for commercial meat
production and trophy hunting.
These include axis deer,
blackbuck antelope, nilgai
antelope, fallow deer and sika
deer.

The exotic livestock enterprise
could inject nearly $8 million into
the pockets of the producers and
processors of exotic livestock and
could stimulate the state’s rural
economy by approximately $32
million per year, Hightower said.

McKnight said the exotic

livestock meat products will be
offered at some 40 Tom Thumb-
Page and Simon David stores in
the Dallas-Fort Worth area.

‘“We are proud, once again, to
be out in front of the industry
when it comes to meeting con-
sumer demand for greater varie-
ty and better nutrition in retail
food products,’” he said.

Retail cuts of exotic venison

will cost about twice as much as’

comparably sized cuts of conven-
tional red meat, but because of
their low fat content, there is vir-
tually no waste or shrinkage,
Hightower said.

The Texas Wild Game
Cooperative, in Ingram, will sup-
ply the product for the Dallas-
Fort Worth market.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Commerce Department is
squelching important biological
findings and may be involved in a
“cover-up” as it prepares new
regulations to protect en-
dangered sea turtles from drown-
ing in shrimpers’ nets, a con-
servation group says.

Caught between the opposing
demands of shrimpers and en-
vironmentalists, the agency has
until Sept. 8 to draft final regula-
tions to hold down mortality rates
among five endangered species
of sea turtles.

In a news release with the
headline that says ‘‘Cover up

may be in progress at Commerce
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Department,” the Center for
Marine Conservation claims it
has been unable to obtain
biological opinions from the
agency’s own scientists on the
most effective way of preventing
sea turtle deaths.

At issue is whether shrimpers
must be required to equip their
nets with devices that allow
turtles to escape, the choice of en-
vironmentalists, or whether they
should restrict their tow times
and check their nets before the
submerged turtles drown, the
choice of many Gulf Coast
shrimpers.

Under temporary regulations,
shrimpers are being required to
pull their nets every 105 minutes
or use the turtle excluder
devices, TEDs.

The Center for Marine Con-
servation said Commerce has
“squelched’”’ biological recom-
mendations and ignored the fin-
dings of its own scientists that
TEDs are far more effective in
preventing turtle deaths than
restricted tow times.

The center’s Marydele Donnel-
ly accused the agency of
withholding so much information
on its scientists’ own studies that
her organization has been forced
to file Freedom of Information
Act requests.

“Conservation of endangered
species is not a matter of Soviet
intrigue and espionage,”’ she
said. ‘“The American public has a
right to know how and why Com-

decision-making process from
taking place is to entirely
misread how we're going about
this process,’’ Gorman said.

“Idon’t know of any attempt to
suppress any scientific findings,
any legal opinions, or any counsel
from anyone within the depart-
mggt on this issue,”” Gorman
said.

The public was given 15 days to
comment on the issue and has
deluged the department with
thousands of letters. The Na-
tional Marine Fisheries Service
has counted 3,100 letters to date
and more are coming in, said
Charles Karnella, chief of the
protected species management
division.

He said the letters are over-
whelmingly in favor of TEDs, but
would not provide a tally.

“Obviously, this issue has in-
flamed passions on both sides,”
Gorman said.

Letters have come from
members of animal-rights group
as well as ordinary citizens from
all regions of the country, in-
cluding landlocked areas where
an interest in sea turtles might
not be expected, Gorman said.

“There have been enough (let-
ters) that were personally writ-
ten to suggest this is not solely a
letter-writing campaign on the
part of animal protection
groups,”’ Gorman said.

In a 17-page opinion, U.S.
District Judge Hugh Gibson said
mandatory drug testing of junior
high and high school students is a
flagrant violation of con-
stitutional rights and intrusionon

The American Civil Liberties
Union, representing a 19-year-old
student who opposed the testing,
challenged the drug testing plan
in court. The student, a senior,
sued after he was barred from a
Putuyre— Farmers—of America
event because he refused to take
the test.

“The program brings a very
private function under rigid
scrutiny of school authorities
without any individualized suspi-
cion,” the judge said.

“It is an across-the-board,
eagle-eyed exam of personal in-
formation of almost every child
in the school district. It is dif-
ficult to imagine any search of
school children being more in-
trusive.”

Keith Davis, superintendent of
the school district, said Thursday
he was disappointed with the rul-
ing but would decline further
comment until the district school
board could review the decision.

School officials defended the
plan, saying students could avoid
peer pressure to use drugs by
giving the students an excuse not
to use drugs.

Gibson said the testing might
only encourage students on drugs
to quit extracurricular activities

A positive test would have
meant suspension from outside
activities and referral to a
counseling program. A second
positive test would result in a
one-semester suspension from
school. A third positive test would

“In the past, nobody in the little
towns (was) willing to sue,” said
Bruce Griffiths, the ACLU at-
torney who filed the suit. ““This
was the first test in Texas. I'm
pleased.”’

Defense Nuclear Agency.

Known 'as “DUG HEST" for
“Deep Underground H:gh Ex-
plosive Simulation Test,” the
series of non-nuclear explosions
would culminate in a 470-ton blast
in November 1992.

The explosions are designed to
simulate the impact of nuclear
blasts on subterranean missile
silos and to evaluate the stur-
diness of U.S. and Soviet deep
underground military command
and control centers.

Bustamante, a member of the
House Armed Services Commit-
tee, said he recognizes the na-

tional security importance of the
tests but is concerned about the
potential impact on Del Rio’s on-
ly source of water, the
underground San Felipe Springs.

“Y firmly believe that we need
to exhaust every possible alter-

~native -bofereconsidering ~the~

Buck King Ranch location,”
Bustamante told Vice Adm. John
T. Parker Jr., director of the
DNA. .

“Therefore, prior to making
your decision, I request that you
explore alternate sites which can
meet the DNA’s requirements
and protect Del Rio’s water supp-
ly,” said Bustamante, a San An-
tonio Democrat whose district in-
cludes the border city.

Officials of the Defense
Nuclear Agency, as public
pressure against the tests
mounts in Del Rio, told congres-
sional aides Wednesday that a
decision would be made within 10
days on whether to continue
evaluating the Buck King Ranch
site.

Del Rio Maybr Alfred Guter-
riez, M.D., has asked the DNA to
abandon any further geological
tests at the Buck King Ranch,
and has given Parker petitions
opposed to the explosions signed

by 12,000 of the city's 40,000
residents.

Bustamante also told Parker
he was ‘‘very concerned about
the environmental consequences
the community may have to face

as a result of _conducting this

test.”

The DNA has spent two years
looking for a site with the right
geology for the tests before it set-
tled on the Del Rio area. Agency
officials said a final decision,

however, would not be made until
tests are completed to evaluate
the geology and hydrology of the
area. An environmental assess-
ment would also have to be com-
pleted.

No other sites nationally are
currently being evaluated for the
tests. The agency, however,
visited 18 potential test areas and
then narrowed its list to four
potential sites in late 1988 before
singling out Del Rio this spring
for additional tests.

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Hobby says he’ll

write worker’s bill

AUSTIN (AP) — When
lawmakers return for a special
session on workers’ compensa-
tion they will find a bill prepared
by Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby.

Hobby, the presiding officer of
the Senate, said Thursday he will
craft a workers’ comp bill before
the special legislative session
begins Nov. 14.

“In the next two or three
weeks, I'm going to propose a bill
that I think addresses the pro-
blem,”’ Hobby said.

Hobiyy said his legistation will
include recommendations from
an interim Senate committee,
which is studying the insurance
system that provides coverage
for employees injured at work.

The committee, chaired by
Sen. John Montford, D-Lubbock,
began hearing testimony last
week and is expected to complete
its report by Oct. 1.

After a 140-day regular session
and 30-day special session,
lawmakers remain at odds over
how to reform the workers’ comp
system, setting the stage for the
pre-Thanksgiving session.

Business groups say workers’
comp insurance premiums are
too high and labor groups say
benefits for injured workers are
inadequate.

While much of the debate has

centered on whether to restrict
appeals of claims in the court
system, Hobby said one -of the
major problems is the assigned
risk pool, which is for employers
unable to buy the insurance in the
open market.

The size of the risk pool has
tripled since 1983 and is running a
deficit of nearly $400 million. In-
surance industry critics say
small employers with excellent
worker safety records are being
forced into the pool by insurance
carriers not-willfog—to provide
coverage.

But the insurance industry has
said the growth of the pool shows
that state-set rates are inade-
quate.

Hobby’s remarks came before
a meeting of the Legislative
Budget Board.

During the meeting, the LBB
approved funding for implemen-
tation of federal nursing home
reforms, and transferred $5.2
million to replenish the state's
disaster relief fund which had
been diminished by spring storm
damage.

The fund was down to about $1
million before requests for
assistance to repair damages
from Hurricane Chantal started
coming in.

Governor takes dim
view of expansion

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Bill
Clements sent architects what he
hoped was a strong signal that a
proposed underground expansion
to the Capitol had better be in
keeping with the design of the
century-old building.

Clements said Thursday after
viewing a preliminary proposal
for an underground addition,
which did not entirely please
him, that he did not want some
“oddball’’ design.

Clements, chairman of the
State Preservation Board, com-
mented following a slide presen-
tation to the six-member board,
which includes Lt. Gov. Bill Hob-
by and House Speaker Gib Lewis.

“I know all of these schemes
and all of this modeling are very
preliminary, but I want to em-
phasize that ... there really must
be, in my view, a sense of com-
patibility of this addition to this
Capitol building,”” Clements said.

“And some radical departure
into the 1990s concept of what a
building should look like that is
just as different as daylight and
dark from this original structure
doesn’t seem to me to be the way
togo at all,” he told the preserva-
tion board and architects who

made the presentation.

The board is overseeing a $150
million restoration of the Capitol.

Lewis and Hobby said they
agreed with Clements, with Hob-
by citing buildings in the Albany,
N.Y., state complex as a style of
architecture to avoid.

Clements said, ‘‘Closer to
home, all you've got to do is go
north of 19th Street’’ — renamed
years ago in memory of Martin
Luther King Jr. — ‘“‘and look at
the (University of Texas) cam-
pus.”’

“That’'s a wonderland of ar-
chitects, and every building has
the stamp of that particular ar-
chitect. And there’s only one
criterion, in my judgment, for
what we're getting ready to do
here, and that’s what this Capitol
looks like, and the era in which it
was built, and the compatibility
to this building,”’ Clements said.
