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AUSTIN (AP) —' Legislators 
who struck a deal that ended an 
il-inonth impasse on workers’ 
compensation reform were op­
timistic the bill would clear its 
final hurdle on the floor of the 
Texas Senate today.

Opponents of the House- 
authored, business-backed plan 
had the option of staging a 
filibuster to kill the measure. But 
even if a senator tries to talk the 
bill to death until midnight 
Wednesday when the session 
ends, Gov. Bill Clements has pro­
mised to call lawmakers right 
back.

The House on Monday approv­
ed the legislation, which was

given-seven amendments over 
the weekend to gain support from 
senators viewed as swing voters.

“The train is hopefully on the 
track and I hope everything hap­
pens according to plan. And I 
think it will," Speaker Gib Lewis 
said after the House vote

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Fake art displayed so public 
can learn about real thing

DALLAS (AP) — It looks like a 
magnificent Medieval Russian 
icon, depicting heaven and hell in 
a g e m -e n c ru s te d  f ra m e , 
something for which collectors 
and curators would pay a prince­
ly sum.

It hangs in the Dallas Museum 
of Art, surrounded by fine and 
priceless pieces.

But, it’s a fake.

That doesn’t dismay curators. 
The museum is putting two dozen 
similar fakes and frauds under 
the spotlight in an exhibit called 
“Artful Deception: ’The Craft of 
the Forger.”

The two dozen counterfeit 
pieces are on loan here from a 
collection at The Walters Art 
Gallery in Baltimore. Md. The 
display was conceived and 
organized by founder Henry 
Walters, who was fascinated by 
art forgeries.

The exhibit has traveled to 
several cities, bringing the lesson 
that all that glitters isn’t old, or 
even valuable. Among the bc^us

objects are jewelry, sculpture, 
antiquities, paintings, and 
decorative art.

“ There’s probably not a 
medium in thie visual arts that 
has not been affected” by 
phonies, says Dallas museum 
spokeswoman Melanie Wright.

And those fabulous fakes have 
fooled even the experts.

A few years back, the Dallas 
museum bought three ceramic 
statues from Veracruz, Mexico, 
presumed to be dated about A.D 
600.

“They had been widely publish­
ed as genuine. They were an im­
portant p art of our Pre- 
Colombian collection and they 
were very pi^Milar,” Ms. Wright 
said.

Then, word surfaced that a 
Mexico City artist produced the 
a l l i e d  1,300-year-old items in 
the 1950s, Ms. Wright said. The 
museum had the sculptures 
tested core samples of the pieces 
and learned the bad news.

“They’re in a rt storage now,” 
Ms. Wright said.

One of the museum’s curators, 
Carol Robbins, declined to say 
how much the museum lost, but 
she said, “whenever that hap­
pens, it’s a m atter of several 
thousand dollars.”

She said the museum is keep­
ing the sculptures because the ar­
tist is becoming well-known, and 
the objects may be valuable 
some day.

An examination showed the 
adult crane died from shock com­
plicated by an internal hemor­
rhage from a puncture in the 
ju g ^ar vein where a blood sam­
ple had been taken, foundatimi of­
ficiate said.

Plans called for studying the 
blood sampling proc^hure to 
discover why it would have

figured in the death.
The same procedure has been 

used more than 1,000 times to 
check new arrivals for disease.

“Losing a bird is always very 
hard, but occasional losses are a 
fact of life we must learn to deal 
with,” said Claire Mirande, 
curator of birds.

Richard Lederer, author of 
“Anguished English,” “Get Thee 
to a Punnery,” and “Crazy 
English,” is the sole judge.

“We’re not grammar police, as 
some people have called us,” 
said William S. Penn J r .,  
SPELL’S vice president and a 
retired business professor a t San 
Jose State. “We’re just people 
who think the English language 
should be s a v ^  from the 
careless and ignorant.”

A Disney official defended the 
use of “shrunk.”

“ It was done deliberately. It 
was not an e n w ,” said the of­
ficial, who wouldn’t give his 
name. “ That’s what Rick 
Moranis, the father in the movie, 
says: “Honey, I shrunk the 
kids.” The title was taken from 
that.”

And it worked, the official aaid: 
The film grossed more than $129
million.

Because West was vulnerable, he 
thought it was OK to open pre-empti­
vely with two aces. It was dangerous 
for North to bid, but worse to pasd, so 
he bid three hearts. South would have 
liked to bid three spades if it was forc­
ing, but he was not sure that North 
would bid again. So he jumped to four 
spades, ending the auction.

After the ace of diamonds lead. 
West saw that he could easily defeat 
the contract if Elast held a singleton di- 
anMMid. So he continued the suit, play­
ing the jack as suit-preference to show 
the heart ace as an entry. But East had 
to follow. Declarer played a spade

back to his 10 and then cashed the 
spade ace. Noting the fall of West's 8-9 
of spades, he decided to read that as a 
doubleton. So he led the club queen. 
Elast won the king and returned the 
heart jack. West took the ace and 
played a second heart, the king win­
ning in dummy. South now ruffed a 
heart and led the club jack, overtaking 
with dummy’s ace as West showed out. 
He ruffed another heart and got back 
to dummy with a club. That left the 
lead in dummy with East holding the 
Q-7 of spades. But South held the K-J 
and had to win the last two tricks.

It was well done, but suppose West 
had one less heart and the 9-8-7 of 
spades. There is nothing immoral 
about his playing 8-9 of spades, con­
cealing the seven-spot. In that case de­
clarer would have gone down. I like 
declarer’s play, but bear in mind that 
there was some guesswork involved.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I’ve been diag- 
noeed with a small gallstone. It 
doemH bother me, unless I get the hic­
coughs and burp up acid bile, or if I 
wear tight clothing around my waist.

DEIAR READER: A gallstone is a 
calcified object in the gallbladder, an 
organ that aids digestion by storing 
bite, then excreting it into the intes­
tine when needed A “free* gallstone 
may bounce or float around within the 
gallbladder. It will cause no harm, ex­
cept by irritating the wall of the gall­
bladder and causing occasional ab­
dominal distress. For this reason, I 
doubt yoiv h ic c o u ^  and belching 
are affecting the gallstone; more like­
ly, thme are symptoms caused by the 
stone.

The danger of gallstones is impac­
tion: when one or more stones be­
comes wedged in the ducts (tubes) 
leading in or out of the gallbladder. 
This is more common with small 
stones than with large ones, because 
the smaller the stone, the more easily 
it can enter a duct and cause trouble.

An impacted gallstone causes se­
vere abdominal colic, vomiting and 
fever that can progress to jaundice as 
the flow of bile is impeiW  and the' 
yellow liquid backs up into the sys­
tem. Since the liver and pancreas 
drain through a .common route to the 
intestine, a stone blocking this com­
mon duct can result in bite damage to 
both organs.

Gallstones don’t cause cancer, but 
during an acute gallbladder attack.

Surgery is 
then necessary to remove the stone 
and the gallbladder, thereby relieving 
the bloouge and re-establishing the 
normal flow of bite.

DEAR READER: A “tummy tuck* 
is plastic surgery to remove fat and 
sagging tissue from the abdominal 
wall. Although the actual technique 
varies from patient to patient, the 
principle is the same: surgical exci­
sion of excess fat and skin, followed 
by “tightening up* of the subcutane­
ous tissue.

There is a difference between the 
“tummy tuck* and liposuction. In the 
latter, fat is removed by suctioning, 
whereas in the former, excess skin is 
also excised.

KZEW, known as “The Rock 
and Roll Zoo,” was once highly 
regarded in the radio industry for 
its cutting edge programming 
and community service.

But recently, the published 
complaints of former KZEW 
employees prompted the sta-

Metro leader resigns again
HOUSTON (AP) — A continu­

ing dispute over the feasibility of 
a light rail system for Houston 
has prompted the resignation of 
the Metropolitan ’Transit Authori­
ty chairman — for the second 
time.

Chairman Bob Lanier, who 
previously left the Metro board 
because of his dissatisfaction 
with the $1 billion rail proposal, 
said Monday Mayor Kathy Whit­
mire told him he will not be reap­
pointed to the position in April.

“I would much rather resign,”

Lanier said late Monday.
Mrs. Whitmire, who spoke 

privately with Lanier at a 
Christmas party, said the chair­
man has agreed to stay on until 
the city finds a successor for him 
and for Metro general manager 
Alan Kiepper, who stepped down 
Nov. 21 — the day after the board 
rejected the rail plan.

Lanier, who has opposed the 
rail system, rejoined the board 
last month in time to see the 
results of a six-month study of 
the proposed system that would

link Houston’s central business 
district with the Galleria area 
and the Texas Medical Center.

Voters approved funding the 
system in 1988, but officials have 
been unable to come up with a 
workable plan. Last month, 
Metro board members axed the 
plan, saying it would not have 
enough riders for funding. In­
stead, they suggested that 
benefactors in the private sector 
suggest a plan.

’I%e Justice Dei»rtment an­
nounced Monday it was awarding 
Houston a $45,500 grant to docu­
ment its use of “Neighborhood 
Oriented Policing” so other law 
enfwcement agencies can also 
apirtytae techniques. ^

“I m  program is designed to 
deliver law enforcement services 
to each city neighborhood consis­
tent with ^  needs and expecta­
tions of local residents for safety 
in their homes and com­
munities,” Thornburgh said. 
“This grant will create a model 
for law enforcement agencies 
throughout the nation that want 
to duplicate these new police 
management techniques.”

Lt. Timothy Oettmeier, direc­
tor of the Houston Police Depart­
ment ’Training Academy, said the 
ttehniques are being used on a 
prototype basis at Houston’s new 
Westside Command Station. The 
department, however, wants to

eventually phase in neighborhood 
policing throughout the city.

“This new program has helped 
to drive drug pushers out of hous­
ing projects, renovate or seal off 
empty apartm ents and en­
courage citizens to plan new 
security projects for themselves 
and fcH* the neighborhood at 
large,” Oettmeier said.

Oettmeier said neighborhood 
policing is a philosophy “design­
ed to cause police personnel to ‘ 
think differently a b w .h W  th^;~; 
go about conducting their job'-*!- 
to try to identify the needs and 
concerns of citizens living and 
working in neighborhoods 
throughout our city, and to try to 
work with them to solve those dif­
ferent needs and problems.”

Police departments in the past 
have tried to deliver services to 
the community as a whole, he 
said.

The goal of neighborhood polic­
ing is to help officers build a 
trusting relationship with the 
people of the areas they patrol.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep.
Martin Frost says the Pentagem 
should spare weapons systems 
when it cuts its budget and find 
savings in deeper reductions of 
U.S. t r o ( ^  in Europe.

Just back from a trip to the 
Berlin Wall, Frost, D-Dallas, said 
Monday he would urge President 
Bush to consider r^uc ing  U.S. 
troop strength in Western Europe 
by up to a third rather than 
canceling weapons systems that 
provide thousands jobs to Tex­
ans.

In a report this spring, the Cen­
sus Bureau said Texas received 
$9 billion in defense procurement 
mmiey last year, more than all 
but two other states. More than 
one-third of the state’s share, or 
$3.6 billion, was spent in Tarrant 
County alone.

Once we getcha, we gotchal
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Poland’s 1990
crops critical

WASHINGTON (AP) — Three 
organizations trying to pull 
Poland into the world of 
agricultural capitalism say the 
1990 harvest is critical, and are 
urging DtS. agribusiness to 
d o n a te  m a c h in e ry  and  
chemicals.

The U.S. Chamber of Com­
merce, Sabre Foundation and the 
Foundation for the Development 
of Polish. Agriculture told 
representatives of farm-related 
businesses at a seminar Monday 
that their donations would be tax 
deductible.

The U.S. tax code allows for a 
deduction of twice the cost for 
donations of inventory property 
for the care of the ill, the needy or 
minor children. Private Polish 
farmers qualify as needy under 
the code, said tax lawyer Stuart 
A. Smith, who appeared on a 
panel at the seminar.

“Poland has the potential to be 
a major contributor to the world 
food supply, but it is not a major 
contributor at this time,” said 
David Hopper, World Bank 
senior vice president.

He said 77 percent of the farms 
are privately owned, while 23 
p e rcen t a re  s ta te-ow ned  
cooperatives that have been the 
on ly  b e n e f ic ia r ie s  of 
technological advancem ents 
made in Polish agriculture.

“The private sector has been 
starved from modern inputs,” 
Hopper said, adding that produc­
tivity is low as a result.

“They are good farmers, but 
they don’t know how to farm in 
th e  c o n te x t of m o d e rn  
agriculture,” Hopper said.

Under the plan devised by the 
S abre F oundation , s ta te  
cooperatives would be omitted 
from U.S. private sector dona­
tions because the tax code re­
quires the donations to go to 
private individuals to qualify as 
deductions.

That will keep the remnants of 
the communist system from 
benefiting from American 
private industry’s efforts and 
will boost the private side of 
Poland’s agricultural economy. 
Smith said. <

The donations are needed 
because of a gap in the $533 
million aid pacl^age Congress 
provided Hungary and Poland, 
said Josiah  Lee Auspitz, 
secretary of the Sabre Founda­

tion.
• The government is sending 
commodities and expertise to 
Poland, but there was no jH'ovi- 
sion if. the law for the products 
and equipment needed to make a 
modem farm  system work, 
Auspitz said.

Polish banks don’t have the 
•money that Americans banks do 
to give loans against next year’s 
harvest to enable the farmers to 
buy machinery, pesticides and 
fertilizers, he said.

F e r ti l iz ^ , animal care pro­
ducts, animal feed, pesticides, 
fungicides and herbicides top the 
list of items Polish farniers need. 
Also needed & machinery such as 
tractors, planters, grain drills, 
po ta to  seed e rs , fe r til iz e r  
spreaders, manure spreaders, 
plows, sprayers, chain saws and 
harvesters.

Many of the private farms are 
small and others are part-time 
operations used by families as a 
buffer against food shortages, 
said J.B. Penn of Sparks Com­
modities Inc. Penn has been 
working with the Foundation for 
the Development of Polish 
Agriculture.

Of the 2.7 million farms in 
Poland, about 1.25 million are 
producing for the marketplace, 
he said.

The experts at the seminar 
were optimistic about Poland’s 
ability to move to a privately con­
trolled agricu ltu ra l system  
because of the large number of 
private farms already operating.

But success rests on proving 
the private farms can get more 
food to the Polish people than 
they’ve been getting from the 
state cooperatives, they said.

Polish farm ers need the 
m a c h in e  and chemicals by 
April 1, the beginning of the 
growing season, to show prioress 
in the 1990 harvest.

Commerce Secretary Robert 
Mosbacher sent a letter to the 
seminar encouraging participa­
tion, saying Sabre’s plan follows 
the intent of the agreement he 
signed on private sector coiqiera- 
tioni bptwwen J*olaqd and the 
U n it^  States.

Founded in 1969 as an 
ed u ca tio n a l-sc ien tific  tax- 
exempt organization, the Sabre 
Foun^tion describes itself as 
“devoted to the philosophy and 
practice of free institutions.”

Officials: Texas 
could get more

AUSTIN (AP) — Federal 
highway money coming into the 
Texas could double by 1995 under 
a new proposal offered to Con­
gress by transportation officials 
from the states.

Arnold Oliver, the engineer- 
director of the Texas Department 
of H ighw ays and  P ublic  
Transportation, said the $987 
million Texas now receives could 
go up by $350 million in 1992 and 
nearly double to $1.9 billion by 
1995 under a proposal was offered 
by the American Association of 
S ta te  H ighw ay  an d  
Transportation Officials.

“At the present time, our 
department’s budget is sufficient 
to address only 60 percent of the 
needs we have identified in the 
state,” he said Monday.

Oliver said the current federal 
surface transportation plan ex­

pires in 1991 and state officials 
believe transportation needs 
have been shortchanged in recent 
years.

“ It is clear that we need to ex­
pand our highway program na­
tionally. But at the same time, we 
need to eliminate the needless 
red tape that makes it difficult 
for us a t the state level to meet 
our needs in a timely fashion,” 
Oliver said.

Oliver said the proposal calls 
for creation of a new national 
highway system made up both oi 
the current interstate system and 
other primary highways.

The Texas official said the 
state played a significant role in 
developing the new proposal.

“The six Transportation 2020 
fiHiims we Jield across Texas in 
1988 were the backbone Of our in­
put,” he said.

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More trees being 
ordered by mail 
for this Christmas

TRAVERSE CITY, Mich. (AP) 
— Americans a re  ^ ick in^ 
Christmas trees this season by 
poring over catal()gs rather than 
trudging around farms or buvins 
from hucksters along uity^ 
streets.

Companies ranging from ma­
jor m erchandisers to tiny 
nurseries are selling freshly cut 
evergreens by mail.

“ I suppose some people con­
sider it a very strange thing to do 
or perhaps the ultimate in being 
overboard with catalog ideas,’’ 
says Katherine H ai^e tt of L.L. 
Bean Inc.

Freeport, Maine-based Bean is 
in its fifth year of offering holi­
day greenery as well as clothing 
and outdoor gear. Hartnett said 
the mail-order company’s trees 
sold out this year.

About'^ 500,000 people will 
bypass comer C h^tm as tree 
lots and garden su i^ y  stores this 
year and order their trees from a 
catal(^, said Dave Baumann, 
associate executive director of 
the Milwaukee-based National 
Christmas Tree Association.

“People want tradition, the 
feeling, the scent, the beauty ot a 
real tree,’’ he said. “But time is 
at a premium.’’

Mail-order trees make a small 
dent in the estimated 35.2 million 
Christmas trees that will be sold 
nationwide this season, but they 
have been a welcome new 
market for an industry facing an 
increasing oversupply problem.

The market for real trees is 
larger than ever, but growers 
this year a re  cutting an 
estimated 40 million trees, accor­
ding to Barry Brand of the 
M ichigan C hristm as T ree  
Association. That could mean 
millions of trees will remain in 
growers’ yards and on retailers’ 
lots by Dec. 25.

“Trees by mail have come on 
very strong in the last five years, 
when L.L. Bean was one of the 
first direct-m ail m erchan­
disers,” Brand said. “This year.

they’re being sold by Spiegel and 
Sears and Neiman-Marcus and 
lYte Sharper Image. ... Literally 
all of the catalogs are  carrying »  
real tree. They’r e joking 
something from a fad to an 
establish^ practice.”

Mail-order trees generally are 
cut days before being stuffed into 
narrow boxes and shipped, usual­
ly by private delivery companies. 
The trees are expensive, but their 
prices often are matched by 
those on Christmas tree lots in 
some of the nation’s larger cities.

A 7-foot Sears Roebuck and Co. 
tree sells for $74.86. A Maine- 
grown tree from L.L. Bean costs 
$55. Neither company would give 
figures for its tree sales.

But mail-order trees haven’t 
necessarily been an easy sell.

In Michigan, the nation’s 
largest Christmas tree producing 
state, nursery owners Paul and 
Jaye Shereda have had trouble 
pitching their mail-order trees to 
Chicagoans.

“People are very suspicious,” 
Jaye Shereda said from her home 
in Custer, in central Michigan’s 
Christmas tree country.

“Even though we’re charging 
$35 a tree, or $55 for the package 
with the stand, they’re afraid 
we’re  too cheap. They’re 
suspicious we’re going to send 
them junk,” she said.

Their company. Land O’ Pines, 
spent $10,000 in advertising dur­
ing the past two seasons but sold 
only 85 trees, Shereda said.

Chicagoan Dan Herrin thought 
his catalog tree was just perfect, 
although he said his neighbors 
were surprised to see a 6-foot 
evergreen slide out of the box left 
on the doorstep of his 16th-floor 
apartment.

“I think everybody thinks it’s a 
good sign of what technology can 
do for us all,” Herrin said. “Here 
we’r e , getting at a reasonable 
price a better product than what 
you used to be able to find.

“It’s the overall picture of con­
venience.”

Explorer’s K in  says 
findings “vindicate” 
Peary’s expedition

WASHINGTON (AP) — In- 
ve^igators who rraxamined the 
dogsled trek of Robert E. Peary 

. over the Arctic ice say he 
discovered the North Pole exact­
ly where, when and how be claim- 
^  — the snow, cold, “dead 
re c k o n in g ”  n a v ig a tio n a l 
methods and skeptics not­
withstanding.
“The family is vindicated!” 
declared Peary grandson Ed­
ward Peary Stafford, a retired 
Navy commander, after the 
Navigation Foundation, at the 
behest and expense of the Na­
tional Geographic Society, ac­
cepted Peary’s account in every 
detail.

People who still disagree, said 
Stafford, “should join the Flat 
Earth Society.”

But National Geographic 
President Gilbert Grosvenor said 
he suspects doubters will persist, 
as they have fes* 80 yeaik.

One the most insistent is 
Baltimore astronomer Dennis 
Rawlins, who called the founda­
tion’s findings a “whitewash.” 

Rawlins claimed in a 1973 book 
that Peary had not gotten within 
100 miles of the North Pole and 
had perpetuated, the greatest 
scientific hoax of the century.

“Bias can do a lot, and when 
you want to believe something it 
is easy to,” Rawlins said. “ It is a 
tragedy fexr American science.” 

At a 95-minute news conference 
Monday, retired Adm. Thomas 
D. Davies, president of the 
Navigation Foundation, said 
scientific aiutlysis establighed 
that Peary was where he claimed 
to be on April 6, 1909 — on “the 
top of the world.”

A study of the endow s in 
Peary’s photographs mmblished 
they were taken en rodla to and 
at the pole, he said. And the <lepth 
m easurem ents the eXMNrer 
made by dropping a piece dflm d 
tied to (Hano wire in holes in 
ice were verified by m o d m  
maps of the Arctic Ocean’s hot* 
tom.

The foundation said its MO- 
page report will “perhaps put an 
end to the long process of vilificn* 
tkm of a courageous American 
explorer.”

“(hir an a l^ is  of the data 
Peary b ro u ^ t back from his 
journey — his cdestial sights, his

diary, his ocean sounding and his 
photographs — has convinced us 
that their final camp, named 
Camp Jesup, was no more than 

'five miles from the Pole, allow­
ing for some inaccuracy in their 
instruments,” the report said.

From the start, Peary’s claim 
that he and companion Matthew 
Henson and four Eskimos reach­
ed the pole has been wrapped in 
controversy.

Upon reaching home, a 
dismayed Peary discovered that 
another explorer, Frederick 
Cook, said he had beaten Peary 
by a year. Cook’s claim was 
eventually rejected and in 1911 
Congress certified Peary as the 
discoverer.

The issue reopened in 1983 
when a television docudrama 
gave the credit to Co(*. Then 
Rawlins raised fresh doubts, 
causing the society to commis­
sion the foundation to study all 
the evidence anew.

The foundation concluded that 
P eary ’s “ dead reckoning” 
method of navigation, corrected 
by observations of the position of 
the sun every day at noon, was 
“entirely adequate for polar 
latitudes.”

And it found nothing sinister in 
some of Peary’s behavior that is 
often cited by doubters — his 
depression after achieving a 
lifetime goal, the fact that his 
diary entry, “The Pole at 
last!!! ” was written on a detach­
ed piece of paper and his coolness 
toward Henson.

Peary was withdrawn and 
d e sp o n d e n t a b o a rd  th e  
Roosevelt, but that may have 
been because a member of the 
expedition. Professor Ross Mar­
vin of Cornell, had died on his 
trek back to the ship. Or Peary 
nuiy have been physically and 
emotionally exhaust^, the scien­
tists said.

The statement in the Com­
munist Party newspaper Neues 
Deutschland was one of the 
bluntest official assessments to 
date of the country’s increasingly 
troubled situation. It came a (lay 
after shouting matches broke out 
over German reunification dur­
ing pro-democracy protests in 
Leipzig and Dresden.

Secretary of State 
James A.. Baker III, urging cau­
tion on the reunification issue, 
m e t w ith  W est G e rm an  
Chancellor Helmut Kohl and 
visited the Berlin Wall.

In another development, the 
largest opposition movement.

The paper repeated the Com­
munists’ promise to work for a 
new “democratic socialism” 
within a multi-party system.

Dallas County Assistant District

W eapons-grade 
uranium shipm ent 
possib le for Bulgaria

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Despite criticism of Romania’s 
policies, U.S. officials say they 
will send w eapons-grade 
uranium to the hard-line East 
Bloc country as soon as it comes 
up with a suitable way to ship the 
material.

Opponents of the sale, which 
was approved in 1988, call it 
“crazy” and say Romania can’t 
be trusted with the dangerous 
material. The 16.4 kilograms of 
uranium are slated to be used at 
the Triga research reactor near 
Bucharest.

“ In light of the Romanians’ in­
creasing isolation and instability, 
this is not the time to be sending 
Romania the means to make an 
atom ic bomb,” said Gary 
Milhollin, director of the Wiscon­
sin Project on Nuclear Arms Con­
trol, a group that 0|q;)06es nuclear 
proliferation.

“ I think it’s crazy,” said 
Vladimir Tismaneanu, a resident 
scholar a t the Foreign Policy 
R e s e a rc h  I n s t i tu te  in 
Philadelphia.

“We shouldn’t provide him 
with any encouragem ent,” 
Tismaneanu said, referring to 
R om anian  le ad e r N icolae 
Ceausescu, who rules the country 
with a Stalin-like grip.

U.S. officials have hanihly 
critich«d Ceausescu’s regime.

Both sides talk with judge
PECOS, Texas (AP) — Gov. 

Bill Clements says he wants to 
call a special legislative session 
in late spring to reform the way 
state district judges are elected.

Clements told U.S. District 
Judge Lucius Buntonon Monday 
that he plans to appoint a com­
mittee to consider judicial elec- 
tion reform and make a recom­
mendation to the Legislature. A 
critic accused the governor of 
stalling.

Bunton ruled last month that 
the at-large countywide method 
of electing judges violates the 
Voting Rights Act because it 
dilutes the votes of blacks and 
Hispanics in Bexar, Dallas, Ec­
tor, Harris, Jefferson, Lubbock, 
Midland, Tarrant and Travis 
counties.

The suit was filed in 1988 by the 
League of United Latin American 
Citizens. LULAC attorney Rolan­
do Rios said the group wants 
judges in the nine counties to be 
e lec ted  in sing le-m em ber 
districts instead of countywide.

Bunton did not suggest any 
remedies in the Nov. 8 opinion, 
but said he would consider block­

ing next year’s judicial elections 
if he didn’t see progress <mi 
reform by Jan. 3.

Clements and Rios said Mon­
day’s gathering in Bunton’s 
chambers satisfied the Jan. 3 
deadline because they showed ac­
tion was being taken. Bunton 
ordered both sides to submit for­
mal plans by the end of the mon-

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — 
An Arlington teen-ager has been 
found guilty of shooting his junior 
high school’s assistant principal 
in the back.

A state district judge on Mon­
day ruled that the 13-year-old boy 
was guilty of delinquency- 
aggravated assault in the Nov. 15 
shooting of Andy Chambers at 
Workman Junior High School in 
Arlington.

Judge Scott Moore will 
sentence the seventh-^ader at a 
hearing Dec. 19. The teen could 
face probation or be sent to a 
Texas Youth Commission facility 
until he is 21.

The boy is in custody at the 
Lynn Ross Juvenile Detention 
Center in Fort Worth, where he 
has been since the shooting.
