- Tensions remain high in Panama

PANAMA CITY, Panama (AP)

Government troops with
machine guns blocked the street
in front of Panama’s military
headquarters today, but life was
normal in the rest of the city
despite tension over the killing of
a'l.S. serviceman.

American soldiers were put on
maximum alert after the officer
was fatally shot and a Navy cou-
ple arrested and beaten Saturday

night not far from the military
headquarters of the Panamanian
leader, Gen. Manuel Antonio
Noriega.

Troopers in battle gear patroll-
ed perimeter fences of U.S. bases
today. Panama’s military said it
was bracing for a U.S. invasion.

In Washington, the White
House deplored the violence, ter-
ming it a ‘‘consequence’’ of
Panamg's being run by Noriega.

BOSTON (AP) — Twenty years
after the United States put men
on the moon, the Soviets have ad-
mitted they raced to get there
first, U.S. scientists say.

The Massachusetts Institute of
Technology released
photographs of a landing craft
and a module built — but never
used — to put cosmonauts on the
moon and bring them back to
Earth.

The pictures were taken last
month by one of a group of U.S.
aeronautics engineers who were
shown the equipment while tour-
ing the Moscow Aviation In-
stitute.

“We are almost positive that
we are the first Westerners to
have seen this,” said Edward F.
Crawley of MIT.

Characterized by numerous
small oil reservoirs that run ver-
tieally, the Pearsall PField en-
joyed its last heyday almost a
decade ago.

The Leta Glasscock No. 10 rig
came-in-two-weeks ago and-is
said to have a potential of 5,470
barrels per day. Even at its cur-
rent allowable rate of 1,312 bar-
rels per day, the No. 10 will in-
crease daily oil production for
Zavala County by about two-
thirds over last year.

““This is the most exciting thing
I've ever been around,” Riddle
said. “I never thought I'd see
flow rates like this domestically.
For this, I thought I'd have to go
to the Middle East.”’

Family airlifted to safety

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) —
A family living in the shadow of
reawakened Redoubt Volcano
was airlifted to safer ground, and
scientists warned that the moun-
tain could go on launching ash
and steam for some time.

The continent’s most notorious
volcano, Mount St. Helens in
Washington state, also showed
signs of life after more than three
years of silence.

In Alaska, the rescue came on
the fourth day of intermittent ash
and steam eruptions from the
mountain, which lies in a

sparsely populated region 115
miles southwest of Anchorage.
Nancy and Steve Jones and

their 13-month-old son, Henry,
were evacuated from Tuwalaka
Lodge, 10 miles south of the
volcano, by a private helicopter
company >unaay. For two days,
ash clouds and poor weather had
stymied efforts to reach the
Joneses, who are caretakers at
the lodge.

The lodge wasn’t damaged,
and no debris landed nearby, but
the family fretted through the
first days of the eruption, Mrs.
Jones said.

In Washington on Thursday,
Mount St. Helens issued a small
burst of steam, gas and ash, but
scientists said an eruption did not
appear to be imminent.

Witnesses
tell story
of killings

NEW YORK (AP) A
Salvadoran couple who witnessed
the massacre of six Jesuit priests
described a night of terror they
blame on their country’s
military.

The couple later recanted the
account, but now say that was
because they were intimidated
under questioning by FBI agents
and a Salvadoran colonel, The
New York Times reported today.
U.S. officials, including Presi-
dent Bush, have denied there was
any intimidation.

The story of Lucia Barrera de
Cerna and her husband, Jorge
Cerna, and their accusations of
intimidation have been widely
reported by church and human-
rights groups. Today, a brief,
first-hand account from the cou-
plea red in the Times.

“I felt terrible, terrible, when I
changed my version, but I chang-
ed it out of fear,”” Mrs. Cerna told
the paper Sunday.

The slaying of the priests, their
housekeeper and the
housekeeper’s daughter in San
Salvador on Nov. 16 came at the
height of an offensive by leftist
rebels, and provoked widespread
anger among those who im-
mediately suspected it was the
work of death squads allied with
the military.

The Cernas took their story to
foreign embassies and were
brought to Miami on Nov. 23 to be
protected and interviewed by
U.S. authorities.

Mrs. Cerna said she was
awakened about 1 a.m. the night
of the massacre by gunfire and
looked outside to see five men, at
least two in camouflage fatigues,
carrying rifles and wearing caps

with visors.

“They looked like the soldiers I
have seen on the streets, the ones
with uniforms who patrol parts of
the city,” she told the newspaper.

One of the priests was speaking
as the men entered their
building, she said.

“Then the firing increased and
the father stopped speaking,”
she recalled.

Cerna said he saw seven or
eight men wearing soldiers’
uniforms with wide suspenders
and belts.

“I believed at that moment
that they were soldiers of the ar-
my,” he said. “I believed that
because the whole area we were
in was controlled by the army
and because no private citizen
could walk around with the
curfew and the patrols.”

The punishment might not
have remained so clearly in my
memory except for the fact that it
prevented me from becoming saluta-
torian of my class, which would have
meant a lot to my parents.

It is said that people can touch
the lives of others in very significant
ways through the smallest of ac-
tions. You can bet I'll never forget
that teacher’s name.

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Dispute over bus
wreck prompts
slander lawsuit

HARLINGEN, Texas (AP) —
A slander suit and a dispute
between the McAllen and San An-
tonio offices of the League of
United Latin American Citizens
are the latest developments in
the competition among lawyers
who want to represent families of
children killed in the state’s
worst school bus accident. -

San Antonio attorneys Rubén
Sandoval, who is LULAC’s na-
tional counsel, and Jim Perkins
have filed a slander suit against
five McAllen lawyers and two of
ficials of LULAC’s McAllen of-
fice.

The suit, filed in 150th District
Court in Bexar County, alleges
false, defamatory and
slanderous statements were
made against Perkins and San-
doval.

Named in the suit are McAllen
LULAC officials Augie Pena and
Noe Torres and McAllen at-
torneys Rafael H. Flores, Albert
A. Munoz, David H. Hockema,
Roger H. Reed and Mark Cantu.

The McAllen and San Antonio
attorneys are fighting for
representation of two families
that lost children in a Sept. 21
school bus accident in the
Hidalgo County town of Alton. A
soft drink truck ran a stop sign
and knocked the bus into a water-
filled pit, killing 21 students on
their way to school in Mission,
just west of McAllen.

Flores, Munoz, Hockema and
Reed in November filed a suit
seeking an injunction against
Perkins and Sandoval to stop
them from communicating with
one of the families.

They accused Perkins and San-
doval of stealing their clients.

Ms. Pena, executive director of
LULAC’s McAllen office, joined
last month in the attack on San-
doval and other LULAC officials.

She questioned how Sandoval’s
law firm ended up obtaining
business from grieving families
of children killed in the bus acci-
dent after Sandoval and other
LULAC officials traveled to Alton
in October on a mission to protect
the families from unscrupulous
attorneys.

Sandoval made the October
trip with LULAC National Presi-
dent Jose Garcia de Lara, and
Cruz Chavira, LULAC national
chief of staff. Sandoval at the
time said their only purpose was
to advise Alton families that they
were being taken advantage of
by lawyers who would take 40
percent of any settlement.

“They (the accusations) are a
bunch of malarkey,” Sandoval

Bush won’t rule out military response
to shooting of U. S. officer in Panama

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush today called the
weekend slaying of an American
officer in Panama ‘‘an enormous
outrage’’ and said he is reviewing
a range of options in response. He
pointedly did not rule out
military action.

“I think a president, all
presidents, have options, but
they don’t discuss what they
might be,”” Bush said. He
repeated the answer when asked
if military action was among the
options available. :

He said the U.S. failure to drive
Gen. Manuel Antonio Noriega
from power in Panama was ‘“‘an
enormous frustration’’ of his first
year in office.

The president made his com-
ments in an Oval Office interview
with reporters from The
Associated Press and three other
news agencies. His remarks
followed the shooting Saturday
night of a U.S. military officer
who was in a car with other
Americans trying to flee a crowd
of Panamanian troopers and
civilians.

Bush’s voice was raspy, show-
ing signs of the laryngitis that
forced him to cancel a
speechmaking trip to New York
last Friday.

Deaths reported during latest riots

VIENNA, Austria (AP)
Romanian police opened fire on
protesters during weekend anti-
government riots, and at least
two people were killed, including
a child, a person traveling in the
region said today.

The traveler, a Yugoslav who
refused to give his name, told The
Associated Press that other
Yugoslav tourists reported see-
ing more dead in the city of
Timisoara after security forces
intervened to break up the
largest anti-government protests
in two years.

The reports could not be in-
dependently confirmed, and
Romania has refused to allow
Western journalists into the coun-
try.

“Police and troops moved in
quickly,” the traveler said after
leaving Romania today. He said
only police, but not troops, were
seen firing at the demonstrators.

“I saw two dead, including a
child, on the streets,’’ the source
said.

Romania sealed its border with
Yugoslavia today to all but of-
ficial traffic and tanks were
reported patrolling Timisoara
and a nearby city.

Western diplomats contacted
by telephone in Romania said
security forces guarded Otopeni
international airport and refused
to allow a plane carrying about

Western tourists to land.

Hungarian border officials also
reported that entry to Romania
by \|Hungarian visitors was
severely curtailed following the
weekend demonstrations.

Zoltan Kiraly, a Hungarian
parliamentarian, told legislators
tanks were on the streets of
Timisoara, where a protest over
an ethnic dispute evolved into a
violent demonstration against
President Nicolae Ceausescu.

Timisoara, with a population of
350,000, is the country’s fourth-
largest city and is in the region of
Transylvania, about 30 miles
from the Yugoslav and
Hungarian borders.

GOTT, What is
finasteride?

DEAR READER: Finasteride is a
drug made by Merck and Co., Inc. for
treatment of benign prostatic hyper-
plasia, or BPH, in men.

As yet, finas-
teride has only investigational status,
meaning that until it has been fully
tested, it will not be released for gen-
eral use.

V“' While cur Auuluy Gocior does not
seem too concerned, he thinks it
might be a good idea to start her on
hormone treatments. I don’t like ex-
posing her to this, unless it’s really
necessary. Please give me your
opinion.

DEAR READER: 1 don’t believe
hormone treatments are necessary
for your daughter.

The age at which menarche (first
menstruation) appears varies greatly
from culture to culture and race to

race. For example, young black Afri-
can girls customarily experience
menarche several years earlier than
their white American counterparts.
Even among healthy white young-
sters, first menstruation follows a
variable pattern; some girls menstru-
ate at 11 or 12, others don't mature
until their midteens.

I think your family doctor is cor-
rect in adopting a “laid back” atti-
tude, but I disagree with the recom-
mendation to start hormone
treatments. In my opinion, the use of
hormone pills to stimulate menstrua-
tion is inappropriate for a 15-year-
old. I suggest you wait a year or two.
If your daughter has not menstruated

DALLAS (AP) — A published
report says a former professor
and his wife who shot themselves
to death had consulted a spiritual
guide who is facing lawsuits in
the deaths of seven associates.

David and Glenda Goodman,
who killed themselves in late Oc-
tober, were members of a tightly
knit group following the

teachings of Terri Hoffman, who [

reportedly told students she was
an incarnation of Christ, The
Dallas Morning News reported in
a copyright story Sunday.
