PANAMA CITY, Panama (AP) 
— U.S. troops controlled major 
Panamanian militai> bases to­
day but still met stiff resistance 
as they searched for the cagey 
<^n. Manuel Antonio Noriega, 
who vowed over clandestine 
radio to “win or die.”

The general’s loyalists ap­
parently still held at least a dozen 
Americans hostage and sporadic 
gunfire rattled early today 
through the capital’s streets, 
where armed thugs roamed and 
looters reigned.

Small explosions occasionally 
boomed in a relative lull a day 
after troops backed by warplanes 
and light tanks launched the big­
gest U.S. military operation since 
the Vietnam War.

Shortly „ before midhighf 
Wednesday, a day of terror ended

for 29 Americans and other 
foreigners at the Marriott hotel 
when about 90 paratroopers from 
the U.S. 82nd Airborne Division 
secured the building after a 
march and firefight.

AUSTIN (AP) — State health 
workers say identifying <Nie 
strain of the influenza virus that 
is striking residents of central 
Texas indicates that vaccina­
tions and antiviral drugs pro­
bably should be an effective 
weapon against it.

Dr. Lyhne Sehulster, an 
epidemiologist for the health 
department, said the department 
had isolated a sub-type <rf the in­
fluenza A virus in cultures taken 
from two University of Texas 
students.

Identifying the virus “gives us 
an idea of what viruses are going 
to be in circulation,’’ she said. 
“There’s a wide variety that are 
possible, but in any given season 
we see one, possibly two major 
types, with variations in those.”

The cases don’4 represent the 
first cases of the flu, only the first 
two confirmed by the health 
departm ent, which receives 
cultures from several clinics to 
t ^ t  for the. strain of virus that 
will be prevalent in a givm 
season. Flu season generally 
peaks in January and February, 
Dr. Sehulster said.

The Centers for Disease Con­
trol and the World Health 
Organization attempt to predict 
which viruses will predominate 
during the coming flu season by 
monitoring world.

A lesson 
in card-placing
By James Jacaby

. Wsst’s opening lead is a good choke, 
etren. af,^r South has shown a four- 
card spade suit. If East has a spade 
honor, even as little as the 10, it may 
be the only chance to beat the con­

tract. And we can see that East does 
have the queen of spades. So what 
should h ap ^ ?

Declarer needs to know his card 
combinations here. If he ducks at trick 
one, Elast will take the queen and play 
another spade. West now comes in im­
mediately with his ace of hearts and 
cashes out the spade suit to defeat the 
contract. Of course South might try to 
run the clubs, but East has that suit 
stMped.

There are good reasons for making 
the winning play. Obviously West is 
not leading from K-Q-J-x-x of spades. 
(With that holding, he would lead the 
king.) And if West is leading from a 
four-card suit, it doesn’t matter. But 
declarer can protect against West’s 
having five spades headed by only two 
honors, by rising right away with dum­
my’s ace. He then plays a heart. West 
can take the ace but has no way of run­
ning the spades. So declarer makes his 
game contract.

Lesson: Against a no-trump con­
tract, don’t te afraid to lead into de­
clarer’s known four-card suit, if catch­
ing a good card in partner's hand can 
beat the contract.

The bet was suggested by Marvin Kunyon, chairman of the Ten­
nessee Valley Authority, headquartered in Knoxville It was ac­
cepted by Jerry Maulden, chairman Arkansas Power and Light 
Co. in Little Rock.

At stake are a Tennessee country ham and an Ozark ham.
The winner will claim his prize from the loser a t a bridge spanning 

the Mississippi River, which separates the two states.
In addition, each honcho agreed to wear the winner’s colors to 

work the next day if his team loses.
The guy who started all this actually was Alabama coach Bill 

Curry, who the week before the Tennessee game dubbed the 
Volunteers’ offensive line “ the Tennessee Valley Authority.’’

“ In anticipation of the impending victory of our namesake ‘power 
line’ and their Tennessee t^m m ates, we’re willing to bet a prize 
Tennessee ham,’’ Runyon said in a letter to Maulden.

“We challenge you to support your team in the same manner ... 
That kind of wager is certainly in keeping with the spirit of the game. 
After the Vols finish slaughtering the Razwbacks, we’ll be ready to 
turn the Cotton Bowl into a real old-fashioned pig roast. ’’

This sort of talk naturally didnot sit well in Little Rock. A response

An Ordinance enacted by the

S e c u re , m a i n t a i n  and  
preserve the sanitary condition 
of all water in and to flow into 
any reservoir owned by the 
District, to secure and maintain 
safe, sanitary and adequate 
plumbing installations, connec­
tions and appurtenances as sub­
sidiary parts of sanitary sewer 
systems, to prevent waste of 
water or the unauthorized use 
thereof, to regulate residence, 
hunting, fishing, boating and 
camping, and all recreational 
and business privileges, along 
or around' any such reservoir 
and the Colorado River and its 
tributaries, or, any body of land, 
or easement owned or controll­
ed by the District.

Regulating toilets and sewage 
disposal; regulating industries

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UJS. soldiers’ bluff results in
freedom for two Amerieans
EDITOR’S NOTE: The follow­

PANAMA CITY, Panama (AP) 
— Two American women were 
held hostage at gunpoint in an 
aih|Mrt terminal for more than 
six hotu^ before they were freed 
by U£. soldiers who bluffed the 
Panamanian captors into believ­
ing that Gen. Manuel Noriega 
had been killed.

M ary  R e b h a n ,  24, of 
Hollywood, Fla., and Tara King, 
25, of Dallas, told reporters they 
were used as shields to buy time 
for a group of Noriega loyalists 
who holed up in a sweltering 
customs room at Omar Torrijos 
International A irport when 
American forces moved in.

“They had us in choke holds for 
most of the time,” said Rebhan.

“They made us kneel down and 
held guns to my back and to her 
head," said King.

The two women said they had 
gone to the airport Tuesday even­
ing to pick up Rebhan’s brother, 
who was flying in for her wedding 
ceremony at the end of the mon­
th.

They were told his flight was 
de lay^ , and went outside to wait 
in the car — until'dbout 12:30 
a.m. Wednesday when the bombs 
started to drop.

Dashing inside the terminal, 
the women were accosted by a 
group of about 30 armed men in 
civilian clothes. When it was 
revealed the women were 
Americans, they were taken to a 
locked room.

“A guy named Sanchez was in 
charge,” Rebhan said, adding 
that two other men were address­
ed throughout the night as “sar- 
jinto,” or sergeant, leading the 
women to believe they were 
members of the Panamanian 
Defense Forces.

American troops began to a r­
rive in force to take over the air­

port but the Panamanians held 
them off with the women.

“For six houre they made us 
keep shouting, ‘Go away. We’re 
Americans. They’l l  going to kill 
us and the children if you come,’” 
Rebhan said.

Fake bombs were taped to 
their bodies. One was a plastic 
bag stuffed with a pair of pants.

King said their captors turned 
the lights off in the room to con­
fuse the Americans. Rebhan said 
Sanchez kept an Uzi machine gun 
on her shoulder, pointed at the 
door.

The women, who were both 
raised in the canal zone, acted as 
t r a n s l a t o r s  b e tw ee n  the  
Americans and Panamanians.

J u s t  b efo re  dawn, the 
Americans set a deadline of 6:30 
for the men to surrender and told 
them they were surrounded and 
that General Noriega was 
already dead. In fact, Noriega’s 
whereabouts were not known.

The Panamanians finally gave 
up, leaving the room with tlje 
women held in front of them.

“They were really afraid. We 
could feel their hrarts on. our 
backs as they held us,” Rebhan 
said.

But the women said they were 
a t  least equally frightened.

“We were terrified,” King 
said, “ I thought I was going to 
d i e ”

Rebhan,' speaking on the air­
port tarmac before hitching a 
ride with a Pentagon press pool, 
said she was acting calmly 
because “ it really hasn’t hit me 
yet. I just really want to get 
home.”

Rebhan, whose father is the 
chief mechanical engineer for the 
Panama Canal, said she planned 
to hold a church wedding 
ceremony in Panama on Dec. 30. 
She was married to Jeff Rebhan 
in a civil ceremony in Warren.

In Romania...
D em onstrations spread

VIENNA, Austria (AP) — 
Demonstrations against the 
tyrannical rule of President 
Nicolae Ceausescu spread to 
Bucharest today, with protesters 
c h a n t i n g  “ Down w ith  
Ceausescu” in the streets of the 
Romanian capital, a diplomat 
said.

M ore  a n t i - g o v e r n m e n t  
demonstrations occurred during 
the night in the western city of 
Timisoara, where witness securi­
ty forces killed hundreds of anti- 
government protesters over the 
weekend.

And there were chilling repo ts  
by Yugoslav media that soldiers 
and police who had refused to 
shoo t  in to  c ro w d s  of 
dem onstrators in Timisoara 
were publicly executed.

A diplomat in Bucharest who 
asked not to be identified said by 
telei^one that Ceausescu was 
booed a t an official rally called to 
support his tough stance against 
the anti-government protesters 
in Timisoara.

His speech was interrupted for 
about three minutes on a radio 
and television broadcast.

Afterwards, protesters march­
ed through the streets  of

DALLAS (AP) — Nelson 
Bunker Hunt and William 
Herbert Hunt have gccepted 
lifetime bans from trading com­
modities futures and will pay a 
$10 million penalty after they 
emerge from bankruptcy.

But the Hunts, who officials say 
came within weeks of cornering 
the world’s silver market, have 
neither admitted guilt nor claim­
ed innocence under terms of the 
agreement.

The move will help the brothers 
speed the settlement of their per­
sonal tonkruptcy cases, filed 
after tl^y  lost a court case stem­
ming from their silver specula­
tion.

In 1985, the federal Commodity 
F\itures Trading Commission fil­
ed a complaint that sought more 
than $50 million in fines from the 
Hunts.

“ It could have been a very ex­
tensive fight and they wouldn’t 
have had the money to hire at­
torneys and continue to litigate 
a f te r  s e t t lem en t  of their

bankruptcy cases,” CFTC at­
torney Linda Groves told the 
Dallas McH-ning News.

Bunker Hunt’s bankruptcy 
neared end last week with U.S. 
Bankruptcy Judge Harold 
Abramson’s approval of a 
reorganization plan. Herbert 
Hunt’s case may end this week.

“We were happy to get the 
CFTC decision tehind us,” said 
Russell Munsch, Bunker Hunt’s 
lead bankruptcy attorney. “It is 
one of those things that Bunker 
would have liked to have gone 
and litigated.”

Under the agreement, on file in 
Dallas bankruptcy court, the 
Hunts agreed to pay the $10 
million penaHy out of future in­
come, gifts and inheritances once 
they emerge from bankruptcy.

The terms of the CFTC agree­
ment say the Hunts consent to 
findings the brothers violated the 
Commodity Exchange Act by 
manipulating the price of silver.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I would like in­
formation on how long I should take 
hormone shots for osteoporosis. My 
former doctor told me to take them 
for five years, but my new doctor tells 
me I should continue them for the rest 
of my life. What’s your opinion?

DEAR READI^: Female hor­
mones often reduce the tendency, 
common in women after menopause, 
to lose calcium from the bones (osteo­
porosis). Ordinarily, the medicine is 
given in pill form; injections are not 
necessary.

Although there is continuing debate 
about how long to administer hor­
mones, most specialists recommend 
hormone replacement for an indefi­
nite period. Because you have re­
ceived conflicting opinions from two 
doctors, I think you should obtain a 
third opinion from a certified gyne­
cologist, a doctor trained in diagra- 
iqg and treating women’s medical 
problems.

I suspect you will eventually be giv­
en an oral estrogen/progestin combi­
nation; this appears to be the most 
suitable treatment for the majority of 
women. I also suspect you will be en­
couraged to take the medicine, under 
regular medical supervision, for sev­
eral years — the exact length of time 
to be determined by your specialist.

cure. Metastatic tumors require 
chemotherapy.

Since you apparently were fortu­
nate to have a single tumor that was 
removed and you’ve had no trouble in 
10 years, I believe you needn’t worry 
about a recurrence. However, you 
should follow your doctor's advice 
about periodic checkups. For exam­
ple, the physician may suggest that 
you have a liver s(»n (to check for 
metastases) or occasional urine tests 
to identify whether you are excreting 
small amounts of the substances se­
creted by the tumor.

ATLANTIC CITY, N.J. (AP) — The Rolling Stones got short- 
circuited for more than three minutes during their pay-per-view 
concert, depriving their TV fans of a little bit (rf “Satisfaction.”

A technical difficulty in the time delay transmission of Tues­
day’s pay-per-view audio signal produced a network outage of 
three minutes and nine seconds just after 10:59 p.m. EIST, said 
Brian Lewis, a spokesman for Set Pay Per View, the distributors 
of the show.

“It affected the last minute and a half of ‘Satisfaction’ and 
* some crowd scenes, ” Lewis said.

“Satisfaction” is the next-to-last song of tlie' Stones’ concerts 
on the “Steel Wheels” tour, which ended its 32-city run Wednes­
day in Atlantic City.

Lewis said the outage would not affect the replay of the repeat 
pay-per-view telecasts scheduled for Saturday.

Suzan Couch, another spokeswoman for the distributor, said 
each of the 815 cable companies receiving the program would 
have to decide whether to refund any of their customers’ money.

Hance warns o f p ossib le energy crisis
AUSTIN (AP) — Another 

energy crisis that could hike gas 
prices to $2 a gallon may occur as 
early as 1991 unless the federal 
government acts to increase 
domestic production and reduce 
dependence on foreign oil, the 
head of Texas’ oil and gas 
regulatmy agency says.

Kent Hance, chairman of the 
Texas Railroad Commission, 
said Wednesday a successful na- 
tiraial energy plan should include 
a floor price for ml and elimina­
tion of Uie minimum tax on oil or 
gas investments.

Hance, a Republican candidate 
for governor, told a news con­
ference that energy crises, in 
1973, 1978-79 and 1985 clearly 
dem onstrate the economic 
danger of relying on foreign oil.

“We must break this vicious * 
cycle,” he said. “Unless the 
federal government adopts a na­
tional energy strategy to in­
crease domestic production and 
reduce U.S. dependence on 
foreign oil, the next energy crisis 
could be severe enough to push 
gasoline prices up to $2 per 
gallon.”

“ If we do get to the point that 
we’re 65 percent dependent on 
foreign oil, and we think that’s a 
possibility by 1991 — late 1991 to 
early 1992 — then we’re setting 
ourselves up to have another 
miergy crisis that will be very 
harmful to the American con­
sumer,” Hance said.

“ It doesn’t matter whether 
they shut off the oil spigots, or 
turn them on full blast, one thii^ 
is clear — we become economic 
hostages to foreign nations,” he 
said.

The commissioner reviewed 
the oil and gas industry in Texas 
in the 1980s, saying the decade 
“will be rem em ber^ as a period 
of time that we had unstable 
prices, a lot of volatility — ex­
treme volatility — in the Texas 
oil and gas industry and a big 
economic transition for this 
state.”

For example, he said, oil and 
gas taxes provided $3.71 billion in 
state revenue in 1980-81 but that

figure fell to $2.07 billion for 1988- 
89. Those taxes accounted for 28.3 
percent of all state revenue in the 
1981 fiscal year but only 8 percent 
in 1989.

Hance said Texas’ oil produc­
tion declined steadily throughout 
the decade, from 931 million bar­
rels in 1980 to less than 700 million 
barrels in 1988.

The level of foreign importe 
reached their M g l^ t level this

year, averaging 8 million barrels 
per day through mid-December, 
compared with a decade-low of 
slightly more than 5 million .bar­
rels per day in 1983, he said.

“Without a doubt, the 1986 qol- 
lapse in oil prices ranks as the 
most depressing business news Ol 
the decade here in Texas,” he 
said. “Depressed oil prices trig­
gered an economic depression in 
Texas of historic p ri^ rtio n s .

“The good news is our Texas 
economy is bouncing back.” 

Hance said the price of West 
Texas Intermediate crude oil, 
which rose to a record high of $35 
a barrel in 1981 before falling to 
$10 in 1986, closed a t $22.33 on 
Tuesday. *

“You have to have a  stable 
price. If you don’t have that 
stable price, nothing else mat­
ters,” he said.

I t’s going to be expensive to sk ip  school
McKINNEY, Texas (AP) - It 

won’t pay to skip school under a 
new policy adopted by the 
McKinney school board, but 
those who do skip school will
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wind up paying for their truancy.
’The new policy mill requ&e 

students who miss more than the 
allotted number of days, or who 
are absent from school without 
parental permission, to pay tui­
tion to make up the days missed. 
State law requires studoits to at­
tend school 80 days per semester.

The money will pay teachers 
who must work after hours to 
tutor the students.

“These are not kids who have 
missed a couple of days; these 
are kids who have been giv«i 
every opportunity ... but have 
habitually missed school,” said 
school board member Lynn 
Sperry. “I think they (school of­
fic ia ls )  have  bent  over 
backwards a t this point. If they 
(the students) seriously want to 
finish their education, this is the 
district’s last-ditch effcn^ to help 
them.”

The plan calls for students who 
are a b ^ n t under what their prin­
cipals determine to be “non­
extenuating circumstances” to 
pay $10 a day to make up the 
class time missed. Truants 
whose parents were unaware of 
their atoence must pay $25 a day.

“I think drastic action is 
necessary to force kids to pay the 
consequences their actions and 
to appreciate the education that’s

being offered them,” said Anne 
Presley, president of the Secrai- 
dary Schools PTA.

But she admits the new policy 
probably will anger some 
parents.

“But the school district really 
is just trying to shake people up,” 
shie said. “It costs quite a bit of 
money to educate a child these 
days. And if it has to come out of 
(parents’) pocketbooks, this will 
get them involved.”

School board President Mike 
Vance said the action was taken 
primarily to get the attention (rf 
stiKlents who carelessly miss 
school.
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
