An early morning fire today
destroyed the 2611 37th St. home
of Northeast Elementary School
principal Wayne Kennedy and his
family.

On perhaps the coldest morn-
ing yet this year, with 2-degree
temperatures and a wind chill
factor of more than 30 below,
firemen were caked with ice and
plainly suffering as their efforts
lasted into mid-morning.

The blaze was reported at 4:25
a.m. by the Kennedys’ 14-year-
old son, Damon, who ran to the
2612 36th St. home of Mr. and
Mrs. Jimmy Hess to call for help
after the family was awakened
when the fire caused the doorbell
to short out and start ringing.

‘“We got the kids out and us out,
so that was the main thing,”’ Ken-
nedy said.

Kennedy and his wife, Peggy,
have another son at home, 13-
year-old Brett.

All three Snyder banks have
established accounts to assist the
family.

had ‘“‘a house offered to us to stay
in for a few days until we get
some of our furniture back.”’

Firefighters got a large
amount of the Kennedys’ fur-
niture out of the house and had it
spread out over the front lawn
before a moving truck came for it
at mid-morning.

“Our insurance company
wants to have everything cleaned
to see what can be salvaged,’”’ he
said.

A fire department spokesman
said the cause had not been deter-
mined, although the fire may
have started in the garage.

Kennedy said he was not sure if
it originated in the garage or the
attic.

‘““Most of the department,’”’ or
more than 40 men, responded to
the call and worked until after
daybreak, with many of them
finally having to leave to go to
work, he said.

Communist leader
Ceausescu ousted

VIENNA, Austria (AP)
Romanian President Nicolae
Ceausescu, the last hard-line
Communist leader in the Soviet
bloc, was toppled from power to-
day by an outraged populace that
turned against his 24 years of op-
pressive rule.

There were numerous conflic-
ting reports about the chaotic
situation in the nation. Early
reports said Ceausescu was cap-
tured trying to flee the country,
but a later report said he had
escaped his captors.

Fighting was reported between
army units siding with protesters
and forces loyal to Ceausescu,
and there were conflicting
reports about who was in power.

Ceausescu was forced to flee by
a popular revolt that lasted less
than a week but claimed the lives
of hundreds of anti-government
demonstrators killed by security
forces. Hundreds of thousands of
people filled the streets of
Bucharest and other cities today
as reports of Ceausescu’s ouster

spread.
The - upheaval in Romania
comes at the close of a

remarkable year during which
the hard-line leaderships of
Poland, Hungary,
Czechoslovakia, East Germany
and Bulgaria were ousted by
massive protests and replaced by
reformers.

Protesters seized state televi-
sion to announce the ouster. But
hours later, television broadcasts
abruptly stopped and were
replaced by recorded music.

Radio, still in the hands of
demonstrators, said that this was
because television transmitters
— which under Ceausescu work-
ed only two hours each weekday

evening — were giving out.

But minutes earlier, an uniden-
tified announcer said on radio
that the demonstrators were ‘‘in
danger’’ from security forces.

News reports said Ceausescu,
71, and his wife and second-in
command, Elena, fled their
presidential palace in Bucharest
by helicopter. Romanian televi-
sion, urging everybody in the
country to stop the ruler fleeing,
said they landed at the Titu
military airport outside
Bucharest, then got into a red
Dacia sedan.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm a 4-year-
old male and have been taking Xv::u
for 2% years.

X, an anti-anxiety medicine,
has an addiction potential, as do other
mind-altering drugs. The manufac-
turer recommends that Xanax be
used only for short periods; long-term
effectiveness (more than four months)
has not been proved by scientific
studies.

I think you would be better off seek-
ing other ways to cope with anxiety.
For example, ﬂl might be helped by
counseling. I don't believe continued
use of Xanax is in anyone’s best inter-
ests. If your doctor insists remain
on Xanax, consider ¢ doctors
or seeking a second on.

Remember that, after 2% years of
treatment, you should not stop Xanax
without medical supervision. If the
medicine is not tutgred you are at
risk of having wi al symptoms,
such as craving, nervousness and
seizures.

I might add that your pharmacist

has played an important role in pro-

your health by informing you

of the potential dangers of your medi-

cine. Your doctor, who has continued

to supply your prescription, is in
error.

rax occurs when tiny blebs (weakened
portions of the lung burst,
causing a defect through which air es-
capes. The situation is analogous to
lea of air from the inner tube of
an old-fashioned tire.

Violent coughing is a common
cause of this, because the sudden
buildon of pressure within the lane
can rupture a bleb.

Therefore, the cough from your

umonia was probably a contribut-
factor to the pneumothorax. No
one knows why blebs form on lungs;
:.;ﬁ' appear to be related to asthma
in some patients.
Fortunately, once a bleb bursts and
the lung collapses, healing occurs, the
lung re-expands with time and the
pneumothorax resolves. Sometimes,
doctors have to place a plastic tube
into the chest cavity to remove the air
and allow the lung to expand to its
normal position.

I don’t know whether you have
more than one bleb. If you do, this can
be determined by X-ray and may lead
to another pneumothorax in the fu-
ture. Your doctor can advise you
about methods of preventing this. At
the very least, you should use
&edlclne to mﬁ strenuous

, should you develop upper -
tory infections, su¢h as pnnmr::ﬂ in
the future. Also, if you smoke ciga-
rettes, stop.

The 5-foot-9, 180-pound Houston
native capped his career with a
third straight Harlon Hill
Trophy, given to the best player
in NCAA Division II. The Littie
All-America team is composed of
players from Divisions II and III
of the NCAA and all NAIA
schools.

Joining Bailey in the backfield
are quarterback Kirk Baumgart-
ner of Wisconsin-Stevens Point
and running back Ricky Gales of
Simpson College in Iowa.

Baumgartner, who passed for
3,692 yards and 39 touchdowns
this season, ended his career with
13,028 passing yards and 110 TD
passes — both second on the all-
time list.

Walsh signed with the Cowboys weeks after the team made Troy
Aikman of UCLA the No. 1 pick in the regular NFL draft.

Walsh said he thinks coach Jimmy Johnson is going to “treat me
fairly, and that’s why I think something’s going to happen this off-
season. I think he would be treating me unfairly by not doing

anything.”

The problem for the Cowboys is recapturing their investment,
which is probably impossible because Walsh has cost them the No. 1
overall pick in the upcoming draft and nearly $1 million already.

“They’re eventually going to have to pull the trigger,” Walsh said.
““To be honest with you, I don’t think they can afford having both of
us. They know it’s not the best situation for Troy or me. I don’t think
either one of us feels great that we’re both in this situation.”

A dia-
mond is ked to dummy'’s king, and the
last spade is ruffed. Declarer can then
get back to dummy with the king of
clubs, pick up the last outstanding
trump with the heart king (throwing
away a losing club), and claim the rest
of the tricks with his good minor-suit
cards.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Ex-
cessive heat plagued U.S.
soldiers fighting in Panama, said
a wounded Army private who
was.reunited with his family here
and says he can’t wait to see his
fiancee again.

“I'm doing pretty good now.
They’re taking pretty good care
of us,” Pvt. Richard Turner Jr.
said Thursday ‘night in a
telephone interview from his
ward at Brooke Army Medical
Center.

He was one of nearly 200
wounded military men brought to
San Antonio by transport planes
Wednesday and Thursday for
treatment at Brooke and the Air
Force’s Wilford Hall Medical
Center.

Turner, a 19-year-old with the
82nd Airborne Division head-
quartered at Fort Bragg, N.C.,
suffered a concussion when a

bullet grazed his helmet.

‘It was a sniper. It was outside
of Panama (City). We were try-
ing to take a hill and there was a
sniper in the village behind us,”
Turner said.

But the biggest problem for the
soldiers, he said, was sweltering
heat that caused many in the U.S.
military — including Turner — to
suffer heat exhaustion.

When Turner and his fellow
troops left North™Carolina they
were in an 18-degree chill. In
Panama they faced enemy forces
in temperatures hotter than 105
degrees, he said.

Turner declined to discuss
specifics of the military action,
citing security concerns.

But he was quick to say that he
can’t wait to leave the Army
hospital, where he is staying in a
ward with about 20 other soldiers
and was receiving medicine

Turner’'s mother and father,
Richard and Linda Turner, as
well as a sister and grandmother,
came to San Antonio Thursday to
see him.

Despite their son’s injury and
the loss of more than 20 U.S.
lives, the Turners said they sup-
port President Bush’s attempt to
oust Gen. Manuel Noriega as
Panama’s leader.

“l think we've got to do
something about these drugs,”
Mrs. Turner said. ‘I definitely
think that (Noriega) is one of the
main runners of drugs. Because
of this awful man, the drugs are
so0 heavy in our country.”’

Though her son was in good

physical condition, he was
‘“shaken up quite a bit,”” Mrs
Turner said, ‘‘He saw one of his

friends killed. He cried quite a
bit.”

The mood was upbeat among
the soldiers in the Brooke ward
where Turner was treated, he
said.

‘“Everybody’s got a real good
attitude — a positive attitude,
he said. ““The doctors have taken
real good care of us.”’

Turner comes from a family
rich in military tradition. His
father is a retired military man,
and his grandfather also was in
the 82nd Airborne Division

The Turners said their son
decided to join the division last
February after his grandfather
died the previous December.

' Valley growers worry
about cold weather

McALLEN, Texas (AP) - Temperatures plunged below freezing in
the Lower Rio Grande Valley, threatening to seriously damage the
area’s multi-million dollar citrus and vegetable crop before the bit-
ter cold weather tapers off late in the weekend.

Cold rain fell Thursday across the Valley as workers feverishly
harvested oranges and grapefruit from trees in a race against the

sub-freezing temperatures.

Workers also harvested some winter vegetables, but lettuce and
cabbage are considered to be able to withstand more cold than some

crops.

The mercury had dipped to 38 at McAllen in the heart of the citrus
area by 2 a.m. today and forecasts called for a low in the upper 20s
before daybreak. That reading would not be cold enough to cause

serious damage.

But temperatures were forecast to reach into the upper teens by
early Saturday and during Saturday night :

Joe Kutzenberger, who has a 450-acre grove near Harlingen, said
the citrus industry was gravely concerned about the predicted freeze
that could devastate Texas’ $86 million a year citrus industry

Temperatures on the

western and northern fringes of the Valley were expected to drop in-

to the high teens and lower 20s Saturday and Sunday morning

There are about 35,000 acres of citrus in Hidalgo, Cameron and
Willacy counties in the subtropical Lower Rio Grande Valley

The citrus growers just this year were beginning to recover from

the 1983 freeze - sending their first significant shipment of citrus in

six years.

“This year is about the first year I consider we’'re almost back,”

Kutzenberger said.

The 1983 freeze killed or severely damaged virtually every citrus
tree in the Rio Grande Valley, and commercial production the next
year was zero. Orange and grapefruit production the year before the
freeze had been worth $50.5 million.

The wholesale value of the state’s citrus crop grew to $86 million
for the 1988-89 season, up from $77 million the year before, according
to figures from the Texas Valley Citrus Committee.

Preliminary industry projections have forecast as a slight drop
from last year, said Ray Prewett, executive vice president of Texas
Citrus Mutual, a McAllen-based growers’ organization.

After freezing or drought-like conditions annihilate a crop, it takes
at least four years for new orange and grapefruit trees to reach a

significant production level.

“It’s on the same magnitude as what happened in '83,"" said Jerry
Walzel of the Texas Citrus and Vegetable Association.

“When it gets down below 20, (citrus trees) just explode — they're
evergreen trees and are full of water, and they split,” Walzel said
‘““You can actually hear it — it sounds like a 30-30 rifle cracking.”’

Bush vows:
Noriega hunt
will continue

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
denl Bush says (he Uniled Stales
will hunt for deposed dictator
Manuel Antonio Noriega for *‘as
long as it takes’’ to bring him to
justice, at the same time
thousands of U.S. troops settle in
on Panamanian soil to help
restore order in a chaotic coun-
try

‘“T'his operation is not over, but
it’s pretty well wrapped up,”
Bush said Thursday at a news
conference that coincided with
return of the first bodies of U.S.
soldiers killed in the massive
strike in Panama.

‘“‘General Noriega is no longer
in power. He no longer com-
mands the instruments of
government or the forces of
repression that he's used for so
long to brutalize the Panamanian
people,”’ Bush said.

At the same time, the president
said the U.S. mili operation
was “ as far as going
after Noriega, open-ended as far
as restoration of order in
Panama,” where looters were

hauling away goods [rom virtual
ly every shop in Panama Cily.
Defense Seeretary Dick Cheney
said a sizeable troop presence
would remain until a ‘“‘condition
of normalcy’’ had returned.

The Pentagon said 21 troops
were killed in the first two days of
patlie, 206 were
was missing. American military
aircraft were bringing the bodies
of the dead back to Dover Air
Force Base in Delaware, their
coffins draped with American

flags.

Bush, Cheney and other key ad-
ministration officials hastened to
claim success for the military
strike force at the same time the
United ' States came under
criticism from Latin American
nations for its armed interven-
tion. The Organization of
American States held backstage
meetings on a resolution condem-
ning the action, and Peru
withdrew its ambassador from
Washington.

President preparing to lift government ban on sales to Irag

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush is preparing to lift a
ban on federal government loans
to Iraqg, a move expected to rile
lawmakers opposed to the coun-
try’s human rights abuses, heavy
indebtedness and ballistic
missile program, administration
officials say.

Bush is expected to invoke a
provision allowing him to lift the
ban — imposed by Congress
several months ago — on grounds
of U.S. national interests, accor-
ding to the officials who spoke
Thursday on condition of
anonymity.

The United States, which
reestablished ties with Iraq in
1984, has been seeking to increase

its influence over the government
of strongman Sadam Hussein.

The administration is especial-
ly eager to expand trade with
Hussein, who commands a
powerful military force and the
world’s second largest proven oil
reserves.

U.S. oil companies have sharp-
ly increased imports from Iraq
over the past two years, jumping
from a daily average of 83,000
barrels in 1987 to 345,000 barrels a
day in 1988, according to Energy
Department figures. The year-
end figures for 1989 are expected
to show about a 40 percent in-
crease over 1988.
