VATRE canvass on tap for Coahoma school board

Canvass of the results of the
Nov. 8 voter-approval tax rate
election are among the items
the Coahoma ISD school
board will consider when it
meets at 6 p.m.

The meeting's Consent

election, which sought to
increase the district's ad va-
lorem property tax rate to
$1.1646 per $100 valuation,
a proposed increase of 59.89
percent or $3,581,732 over the
current year. According to
preliminary results issued by
the Howard County Elections
Office, the measure failed to
pass, with 522 votes (43.25 per-

cent) in favor, and 635 (52..61
percent) against. No response
was given to the item on 50
ballots, or 4.14 percent.

The board will consider ap-
proval of a District Improve-
ment Plan for the 2022-23
school year, and conduct its
annual review of the dis-
trict's Emergency Manage-
ment Plan.

Next, the board will con-
sider several informational
items, including enrollment,
average daily attendance,
and weighted average daily
attendance reports; financial
reports; and board meeting

dates.

Coahoma Superintendent
Brad Cox will give his regu-
lar report, including items
on COVID-19 Elementary
and Secondary School Emer-
gency Relief Fund Phases 2
and 3, and the 2023-24 School
Calendar.

Roberta Flack has ALS, now
‘impossible to sing,

NEW YORK (AP) — A repre-
sentative for Roberta Flack an-
nounced Monday that the Gram-
my-winning musician has ALS,
commonly known as Lou Geh-
rig's disease, and can no longer
sing.

The progressive disease "has
made it impossible to sing and
not easy to speak," Flack's man-
ager Suzanne Koga said in a re-
lease. "But it will take a lot more
than ALS to silence this icon."

The announcement of the
amyotrophic lateral sclerosis di-
agnosis comes just ahead of the
premiere of "Roberta," a feature-
length documentary debuting
Thursday at the DOCNYC film
festival.

Flack is known for hits like
"Killing Me Softly With His Song"
and "The First Time Ever I Saw
Your Face," the latter of which
catapulted her into stardom af-
ter Clint Eastwood used it as the
soundtrack for a love scene in
his 1971 movie "Play Misty for
Me."

The release says that the Gram-
my-winning singer and pianist,

now 85, "plans to stay active in
her musical and creative pur-
suits" through her eponymous
foundation and other avenues.

The Antonino D'Ambrosio-
directed documentary will be in
competition at the festival and
available via DOCNYC's website
for a week after, before airing on
television Jan. 24 as part of PBS'
"American Masters" series.

Flack also plans to publish a
children's book co-written with
Tonya Bolden, "The Green Piano:
How Little Me Found Music,"
that month.

The North Carolina-born, Vir-
ginia-raised Flack is the daugh-
ter of pianists and classically
trained herself — her talent won
her a full ride to Howard Univer-
sity at just 15.

"I have long dreamed of telling
my story to children about that
first green piano that my father
got for me from the junkyard in
the hope that they would be in-
spired to reach for their dreams,"
Flack was quoted in the release.
"I want them to know that dreams
can come true with persistence,

encouragement from family and
friends, and most of all belief in
yourself."

The documentary's television
debut and book's publication
kick off 2023, which also will see
the commemoration of the 50th
anniversary of her fourth album,
"Killing Me Softly," with a reis-
sue. Her label for the first three
decades of her career, Atlantic
Records, is also celebrating its
75th anniversary.

Flack had a stroke in 2016 and
spoke to The Associated Press a
little over two years later about
returning to performing.

When asked if she'd sing one
of her old hits at a then-upcom-
ing event, she quickly retorted:
"There's no such thing as an old
hit," preferring the term "classic"
instead.

"I could sing any number of
songs that I've recorded through
the years, easily, I could sing
them, but I'm going to pick those
songs that move me," Flack said.
"Now that's hard to do. To be
moved, to be moved constantly
by your own songs."

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Walmart offers $3.1 billion to settle opioid lawsuits

Walmart proposed a $3.1 billion
legal settlement on Tuesday over
the toll of powerful prescription
opioids sold at its pharmacies,
becoming the latest major drug
industry player to promise ma-
jor support to state, local and
tribal governments still grap-
pling with a crisis in overdose
deaths.

The retail giant's announce-
ment follows similar propos-
als on Nov. 2 from the two larg-
est U.S. pharmacy chains, CVS
Health and Walgreen Co., which
each said they would pay about
$5 billion.

Most of the drugmakers that
produced the most opioids and
the biggest drug distribution
companies have already reached
settlements. With the Ilargest
pharmacies now settling, it rep-
resents a shift in the opioid liti-
gation saga. For years, the ques-
tion was whether companies
would be held accountable for
an overdose crisis that a flood of
prescription drugs helped spark.

With the crisis still raging, the
focus now is on how the settle-
ment dollars — now totaling
more than $50 billion — will be
used and whether they will help
curtail record numbers of over-
dose deaths, even as prescription
drugs have become a relatively
small portion of the epidemic.

Bentonville, Arkansas-based
Walmart said in a statement that
it "strongly disputes" allegations
in lawsuits from state and local
governments that its pharma-
cies improperly filled prescrip-
tions for the powerful prescrip-
tion painkillers. The company
does not admit liability with the
settlement, which would repre-
sent about 2% of its quarterly
revenue.

"Walmart believes the settle-
ment framework is in the best

governments faster than any oth-
er nationwide opioid settlement
to date," the company said in a
statement.

Lawyers representing local
governments said the company
would pay most of the settlement
over the next year if it is final-
ized.

New York Attorney General Le-
titia James said in a release that
the company would have to com-
ply with oversight measures,
prevent fraudulent prescriptions
and flag suspicious ones.

Some government lawyers sug-
gested Walmart has acted more
responsibly than other pharma-
cies when it came to opioids.

"Although Walmart filled sig-
nificantly fewer prescriptions for
opioids then CVS or Walgreens,
since 2018 Walmart has been the
most proactive in trying to moni-
tor and control prescription opi-
oid diversion attempted through
its pharmacies," Nebraska Attor-
ney General Doug Peterson said
in a statement.

The deals are the product of
negotiations with a group of
state attorneys general, but they
are not final. The CVS and Wal-
greens deals would have to be ac-
cepted first by a critical mass of
state and local governments be-
fore they are completed.

Walmart's plan would have to
be approved by 43 states by Dec.
15, and local governments could
sign on by March 31, 2023. Each
state's allocation depends partly

"This deal with Walmart adds
to the important progress we've
already achieved through our
settlements with the opioid man-
ufacturers and distributors — and
we're not done yet."

The share of Walmart's pro-
posed settlement going to Native
American tribes is $78 million, to
be divided among all the federal-
ly recognized tribes, said Robins
Kaplan, a law firm representing
tribes.

After governments used funds
from tobacco settlements in the
1990s for purposes unrelated to
public health, the opioid settle-
ments have been crafted to en-
sure most of the money goes to
fighting the crisis. State and lo-
cal governments are devising
spending plans now.

Opioids of all kinds have been
linked to more than 500,000
deaths in the U.S. over the past
two decades.

In the 2000s, most fatal opioid
overdoses involved prescription
drugs such as OxyContin and
generic oxycodone. After govern-
ments, doctors and companies
took steps to make them harder
to obtain, people addicted to the
drugs increasingly turned to her-
oin, which proved more deadly.

In recent years, opioid deaths
have soared to record levels,
around 80,000 a year. Most of
those deaths involve illicitly pro-
duced version of the powerful
lab-made drug fentanyl, which
is appearing throughout the U.S.

Russian missiles cross into Poland during

KYIV, Ukraine (AP) — A Russian
missile barrage on the UKrainian
power grid sent the war spilling over
into neighboring countries Tuesday,
hitting NATO member Poland and
cutting electricity to much of Mol-
dova.

It was Russia's biggest barrage yet,
and some of the missiles crossed into
Poland, where two people were killed,
according to a U.S. official. It marked
the first time in the war that Russian
weapons have come down on a NATO
country.

Polish government spokesman Pi-
otr Mueller did not immediately con-
firm the information from a senior
U.S. intelligence official, who spoke
on condition of anonymity because of
the sensitive nature of the situation.
But Mueller said top leaders were
holding an emergency meeting due to
a “crisis situation.”

Polish media reported that two
people died Tuesday afternoon after a
projectile struck an area where grain
was drying in Przewodow, a Polish
village near the border with Ukraine.

Neighboring Moldova was also af-
fected. It reported massive power out-
ages after the strikes knocked out a
key power line that supplies the small
nation, an official said.

Zelenskyy said Russia fired at least
85 missiles, most of them aimed at
the country's power facilities, and
blacked out many cities.

“We’re working, will restore every-
thing. We will survive everything,"
the president vowed. His energy min-
ister said the attack was “the most
massive” bombardment of power
facilities in the nearly 9-month-old
Russian invasion, striking both pow-
er generation and transmission sys-
tems.

The minister, Herman Haluschen-

ko, described the missile strikes
as “another attempt at terrorist re-
venge” after military and diplomatic
setbacks for the Kremlin. He accused
Russia of “trying to cause maximum
damage to our energy system on the
eve of winter.”

The aerial assault, which resulted
in at least one death in a residential
building in the capital, Kyiv, followed
days of euphoria in Ukraine sparked
by one of its biggest military suc-
cesses — the retaking last week of the
southern city of Kherson.

The power grid was already battered
by previous attacks that destroyed an
estimated 40% of the country’s ener-
gy infrastructure.

Russian President Vladimir Putin
has not commented on the retreat
from Kherson since his troops pulled
out in the face of a Ukrainian offen-
sive. But the stunning scale of Tues-
day’s strikes spoke volumes and hint-
ed at anger in the Kremlin.

By striking targets in the late after-
noon, not long before dusk began to
fall, the Russian military forced res-
cue workers to labor in the dark and
gave repair crews scant time to assess
the damage by daylight.

More than a dozen regions — among
them Lviv in the west, Kharkiv in the
northeast and others in between —
reported strikes or efforts by their air
defenses to shoot missiles down. At
least a dozen regions reported power
outages, affecting cities that together
have millions of people. Almost half
of the Kyiv region lost power, author-
ities said. Ukrainian Railways an-
nounced nationwide train delays.

Zelenskyy warned that more strikes
were possible and urged people to
stay safe and seek shelter.

“Most of the hits were recorded
in the center and in the north of the
country. In the capital, the situation
is very difficult,” said a senior offi-
cial, Kyrylo Tymoshenko.

He said a total of 15 energy targets
were damaged and claimed that 70
missiles were shot down. A Ukraini-
an Air Force spokesman said Russia
used X-101 and X-555 cruise missiles.

As city after city reported attacks,
Tymoshenko urged Ukrainians to
“hang in there.”

With its battlefield losses mounting,
Russia has increasingly resorted to
targeting Ukraine’s power grid, seem-
ingly hoping to turn the approach of
winter into a weapon by leaving peo-
ple in the cold and dark.

In Kyiv, Mayor Vitali Klitschko
said authorities found a body in one
of three residential buildings that
were struck in the capital, where
emergency blackouts were also an-
nounced by power provider DTEK.

Video published by a presidential
aide showed a five-story, apparently
residential building in Kyiv on fire,
with flames licking through apart-
ments. Klitschko said air defense
units also shot down some missiles.

Dutch Foreign Minister Wopke
Hoekstra took to a bomb shelter in
Kyiv after meeting his Ukrainian
counterpart and, from his place of
safety, described the bombardment
as "an enormous motivation to keep
standing shoulder-to-shoulder” with
Ukraine.

“There can be only one answer, and
that is: Keep going. Keep supporting
Ukraine, keep delivering weapons,
keep working on accountability, keep
working on humanitarian aid," he
said.

Ukraine had seen a period of com-
parative calm since previous waves
of drone and missile attacks several
weeks ago.

The strikes came as authorities
were already working furiously to get
Kherson back on its feet and begin-
ning to investigate alleged Russian
abuses there and in the surrounding
area.

The southern city is without power
and water, and the head of the U.N.
human rights office’s monitoring
mission in Ukraine, Matilda Bogner,
on Tuesday decried a “dire humani-
tarian situation” there.

Speaking from Kyiv, Bogner said
her teams are looking to travel to
Kherson to try to verify allegations
of nearly 80 cases of forced disappear-
ances and arbitrary detention.

The head of the National Police of
Ukraine, Igor Klymenko, said author-
ities are to start investigating reports
from Kherson residents that Russian
forces set up at least three alleged
torture sites in now-liberated parts
of the wider Kherson region and that
“our people may have been detained
and tortured there.”

The retaking of Kherson dealt an-
other stinging blow to the Kremlin.
Zelenskyy likened the recapture to
the Allied landings in France on D-
Day in World War II, saying both
were watershed events on the road to
eventual victory.

But large parts of eastern and south-
ern Ukraine remain under Russian
control, and fighting continues.

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‘Childress pulls away late in fourth quarter
for a 46-20 win over Coahoma

FLOYDADA - For two-and-a half quarters the Coahoma Bulldogs gave the
Childress Bobcats all they wanted in Friday's Class 3A Bi-District playoff
matchup at Charles Tyer Stadium. The last quarter-and-a-half belonged to the
Bobcats as Childress walked away with a 46-20 win, propelling the 7-4 Bobcats
into the second round of the playoffs.

Coach Chris Joslin's Bulldogs ended a fine season with a 7-4 mark. The Bull-
dogs made their final run in the third quarter trailing 26-13 and Childress
heading in for another score. Coahoma safety Billy Bailey intercepted a Drake
Rabe pass at the Coahoma five-yard line and returned it 50 yards to the Chil-
dress 43.

Childress was flagged for pass interference which was followed by an 18-
yard run by Bailey. A few plays later Boyd Cox, facing a fourth and seven,
hooked up with Landon Wells in the corner of the endzone for a 13-yard scor-
ing pass. Reagan Chapman's kick cut the deficit to 26-20 with 9:12 left in the
third quarter.

The Bobcats piled on three fourth quarter touchdowns putting the game out
of reach. In all fairness to Coahoma, two of those touchdowns came on short
scoring drives of 12 and 21 yards when the Bulldogs had to gamble and go for
it on fourth down and failed deep in their own territory.

The game was a tussle at the start. On Coahoma's opening drive of the game
the Bulldogs moved deep into Childress territory, but Childress' Lamont Nick-
leberry intercepted Cox's pass in the endzone, killing the drive.

On Coahoma's second possession of the game, the Bulldogs completely fooled
the Childress defense when running back Isaiah Eleda threw a 50-yard half
back pass to a wide-open Austin Perkins for a score.

Coahoma led 6-0 with 5:56 left in the opening quarter. Childress quickly tied
the game on its third possession with Rabe throwing a 20-yard scoring pass
to running back Dareon Mathis. After a Coahoma fumble, Childress scored
again when Rabe threw a 26-yard scoring pass to Seth Taylor.

The extra point put Childress up 13-6 with 3:22 left in the first quarter. Co-
ahoma answered quickly when Eleda took an option pitch from Bailey and
scooted 55 yards down to the Childress five. The next play Jaidyn Vineyard
scored and Reagan Chapman's kick tied the game at 13-13 with 1:26 left in the
first quarter.

Rabe's 21-yard scoring run put Childress up 20-13 at halftime. This pretty
much set the stage for Childress' big fourth quarter. Joslin was dishearten
with the loss but said his team hung in here to the end.

"With six minutes left in the third quarter we had cut it down to a one score
game. Then we had some things go wrong and it kind of steamrolled against
us. But I'm very proud of this group. They had a great season," said Joslin.

The main thorns in Coahoma's side were Mathis and Nickleberry. Mathis fu-
eled the run game with 200 yards on 26 carries. In the end his punishing runs
simply wore the Coahoma defense down. Cornerback Nickleberry intercepted
Cox twice, the second theft resulted in a 25-yard score, putting Childress up
26-13.

Perkins had a strong all-round game for the Bulldogs, catching seven passes
for 77 yards. He put Coahoma in good field position several times with good
kickoff returns and also averaged 44 yards on three punts.

Big 12 teams enter final stretch knowing there are no gimmes

With two weeks left in the regular season, six
teams remain alive for the second spot in the Big
12 championship game and others are still trying
to become bowl-eligible.

Based on how the season has played out so far, it’s
likely many of these final games will be close.

The average winning margin in Big 12 games is
13.5 points, lowest among the Power Five confer-
ences.

In 27 of the 35 conference games, the margin at
some point in the fourth quarter was one score (8
points or less), according to Sportradar. Fifteen of
those 27 games ended up decided by one score.

TCU coach Sonny Dykes points to high-level
coaching and recruiting across the board as rea-
sons for the competitiveness.

“There's just no layups," Dykes said. “Some peo-
ple have the good fortune of being in leagues where
the season starts and they go, ‘Well, we’re going to
(win) these six games, then these three games are
going to be tough.” Well, that doesn’t happen in the
Big12.”

Dykes also said teams near or at the bottom of
the standings have continued to play hard. Among
them is West Virginia, which forced out athletic di-
rector Shane Lyons this week largely because of its
struggles in a season that began with a one-score
nonconference loss to Pittsburgh and has seen an
overtime loss to Kansas before last week's win over
Oklahoma on a game-ending field goal.

"We’re going to continue to fight and get better
and win as many games as possible, and do it the
right way, like he would want,” coach Neal Brown
said.

Oklahoma, tied with the Mountaineers for eighth

place, has lost its last two games by a total of four
points, which brought home the nature of the sea-
son to coach Brent Venables.

“It will punish you for mistakes, a lack of tech-
nique, bad timing, a lack of precision,” he said,
“but it will reward you when you do things the
right way.”

No. 4 TCU (10-0, 7-0 Big 12) has done plenty right.

The Horned Frogs beat Texas 17-10 last week to
clinch its spot in the Dec. 3 Big 12 title game in
Arlington, Texas. They have prevailed in six con-
ference games that had one-score margins in the
fourth quarter and are firmly in the mix for the Col-
lege Football Playoff.

“If you're going to get on the kind of run that we’re
on and you’re going to play as many close games
as we've played,” Dykes said, "then you're going to
have to figure out different ways to win them.”

Entering this weekend, Kansas State, Oklahoma
State, Baylor, Texas, Texas Tech and Kansas are
mathematically alive for the second spot in the
championship game.

No. 19 Kansas State (7-3, 5-2) has the inside track
and would clinch on Saturday if it wins at West
Virginia and Texas loses at Kansas. If that scenario
does not unfold, the race would be decided the fol-
lowing weekend.

K-State is 3-2 in Big 12 games that had one-score
margins in the fourth quarter. Texas is 2-3 in such
games.

TheBig12already has six teams thathavereached
the minimum of six overall wins to be qualified to
play in a bowl. Texas

State would need to win out.

Iowa State (4-6, 1-6) has been the team with
the hardest luck in close games. The Cyclones
opened conference play with four losses by a total
of 14 points. All seven of their Big 12 games have
had one-score margins in the fourth quarter, and
they've lost six.

Coach Matt Campbell saluted his players' perse-
verance through so many tough losses.

“Ninety percent of the teams I've been around
fold their tent,” Campbell said. “The next thing you
know, you get blown out here, you get blown out
there, but this team never has and it hasn’t because
our seniors have held the standard."
