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Part of the joy of Thanksgiving is not just eat-
ing, but preparing the food for eating. While most
would likely say that it's really about just being
with family, I believe there is a lot to be said about
family members getting together in a kitchen cre-
ating dishes.

My fondest childhood memories are of my grand-
mother and her sisters and daughters laughing and
talking while preparing holiday dinners.

As a child, family gathered from all over Texas
and parts of Colorado in my grandmother's little
house on the west side of Big Spring.

I can still smell the coffee and hear the percolator
as my grandmother and her sisters would sit at the
kitchen table into the wee hours of the morning,
drinking coffee and catching up. I can still hear
their laughter as they exchanged funny stories and
reminisced about their own childhoods.

The Thanksgiving meal was always lavish. My
granny would prepare the turkey; the dressing

and other side dishes were usually a group effort
of all the women in my family, laughing and talk-
ing while they chopped celery and onion and broke
up the still-hot-from-the-oven cornbread into a big
bowl.

My great-aunt Nancy from East Texas would
bring the most delicious fudge and divinity I've
ever tasted to every Thanksgiving, neatly packed
into old Christmas tins. It was the only time of the
year when I had divinity. It wasn't sold in stores in
those days. Not local ones anyway.

The house would be noisy and crowded for a few
days with myself and my half a dozen or so cous-
ins playing games or running around outside. If it
snowed, we would bundle up and put socks on our
hands to build snowmen or sled down the snow-
covered hill down the road on a cardboard box. If
we were sequestered to remain indoors, we played
board games or watched TV.

I believe that if a family is lucky, it will have one
person who binds the family together. Mine was,
at least for awhile, until we lost my grandmother
to cancer.

But before then when I was still of school age, my

family was as old fashioned and traditional as you
can get. And although her family was spread out,
my granny's sisters and children would travel long
distances just to spend the holidays with her.

The halls were decorated with paper chains and
hand made turkeys and pilgrims. She made her
home cozy, warm and inviting.

I'm sure we had our fair share of drama, but for
the most part, our holidays were enjoyable and no
one left hungry or in poor spirits.

For my family, Thanksgiving is a time of not only
appreciating the things we have, but that we have
each other.

For me I am grateful for having people close to me
who have personalities that are genuine, idiosyn-
cratic, quirky and genetically magically endear-
ingly anomalous, for lack of better terms.

So, this Thanksgiving, embrace the crazy as a
friend once told me. Don't stress over things that
won't be remembered 20 years from now and hold
on to those who endear themselves to you.

No. 4 Texas beats N. Arizona 73-48
in Rio Grande Valley

EDINBURG, Texas (AP)
Marcus Carr scored 17 points and
fourth-ranked Texas beat North-
ern Arizona 73-48 on Monday
night in the first game the Long-
horns have ever played in the
Rio Grande Valley in far South
Texas.

“Maybe as important as the
game tonight was bringing Texas
and our brand and our program
down to the Valley, and I thought
that was awesome,” Longhorns
coach Chris Beard said.

Carr had 10 of his points when
Texas (4-0) scored 17 in a row
for a 41-11 lead late in the first
half. Dylan Disu had an alley-
oop dunk on a pass from Tyrese
Hunter to start that five-minute
stretch before Carr had back-to-
back 3-pointers.

Texas played for the first time
since its 93-74 dismantling at
home last Wednesday over then-
No. 2 Gonzaga.

The Longhorns moved up seven
spots in the new AP Top 25 ear-
lier Monday, while the Bulldogs
dropped four spots to sixth.

Arterio Morris added 11 points
for Texas, which shot 50% (28 of
56). Hunter and Disu each had 10
points, while Timmy Allen had
10 rebounds.

Xavier Fuller had 15 points for
Northern Arizona (2-4), which
finished with more turnovers
(21) than made field goals (17).

“I look at our players as a bas-
ketball family, and in the first

half, I thought we got punked.
I was honest, and we got after
them at halftime," Northern Ari-
zona coach Shane Burcar said.

“The score is irrelevant to us,
but I think they got the message.

.. We need a few more players to
step up and be a little bit more
edgy. They all got the message.”

The Longhorns led 50-22 at half-
time, then shot only 29.2% (7 of
24) from the field while scoring
only 23 points in the second half.

“We played really well in the
first half, and in the second half,
it was not our better 20 minutes,”
Beard said.

"I was really impressed with
Northern Arizona how they kept
chipping away and basically
played real basketball in the last
20 minutes. So lots to learn from
for our guys and we’ll embrace
that.”

The game was played in
the home arena of the NBA G
League's Rio Grande Valley Vi-
pers, which is about 300 miles
south of the Longhorns campus
home in Austin, and not far from
the U.S.-Mexico border.

HONORING COACH

The game was part of the Leon
Black Classic honoring the for-
mer Longhorns player and coach
who passed away last year at age
89.

“One of the all-time great
coaches, great men, great former
players, great assistant coaches
and obviously great head coach-

es that our program’s ever had,”
Beard said. "And a trailblazer in
our sport, gave so many opportu-
nities, first black players to play
at Texas. It’s just awesome to
honor coach and his family.”

Jerry Jones: Rout of Vikings makes
Cowboys title contenders

FRISCO, Texas (AP) — Jerry Jones is talking
Super Bowl after the Dallas owner watched the
Cowboys dismantle Minnesota while ending the
Vikings' seven-game winning streak.

The outspoken and often-too-optimistic Jones has
stayed away from such bold thoughts as the years
without even a trip to the NFC championship game
have piled up (this is 27).

The talk would have seemed crazy just a week
earlier after a collapse the franchise had never seen
in Green Bay. The Cowboys were 195-0 when lead-
ing by at least 14 points entering the fourth quarter
before Aaron Rodgers and company rallied for an
overtime victory.

Then again, the biggest road rout in club history
— 40-3 over Kirk Cousins and the Vikings — can
change things in a hurry.

“A resounding yes. Yes. Unequivocally,” Jones
told reporters Sunday. “I think we've had adversi-
ty. We very easily could have more adversity.

“But I sure do think that what I see out here right
now is the team like that, you could go get a Super
Bowl with.”

The Cowboys (7-3) might not get a home game
in the playoffs with Philadelphia leading the NFC
East with the best record in the NFL.

Dallas is tied with the Giants with New York vis-
iting on Thanksgiving. The Cowboys won the first
meeting at the Meadowlands.

It seems safe to say any wild-card host wouldn't
be thrilled to find out Dallas is the visitor.

Tony Pollard had a career-high 189 scrimmage
yards and two receiving touchdowns, including
a 68-yarder. Ezekiel Elliott scored twice on short,
powerful runs.

Dak Prescott was 22 of 25 without a sack or inter-
ception while Kirk Cousins was just 12 of 21 with
a career-high seven sacks by a defense that held
Dalvin Cook and company to 73 yards rushing —
thanks in part to Minnesota's huge deficit — after
giving up more than 200 in each of the previous two
games.

In other words, it was about as complete a perfor-
mance as Dallas has had, and quite an emphatic re-
sponse to a defeat that led to questions of whether
the Cowboys were contenders.

“I too thought this game was going to tell us what
we are,” Jones said. “I don’t know that we’re that.
I really don’t. But I know

had the ball on the Minnesota 1-yard line, the Cow-
boys didn't bother trying Pollard. Elliott converted
again, this time on his second push after initial
contact.

WHAT NEEDS HELP

The Cowboys need to make sure they're on their
recruiting game this week. Jones confirmed re-
ports that free agent receiver Odell Beckham Jr.
planned to visit the Cowboys and Giants sometime
after their Thanksgiving meeting could end up de-
ciding between the two.

Beckham, who tore an ACL in the Super Bowl
with the defending champion Los Angeles Rams,
knows both teams well. He was Dallas' division ri-
val his first five seasons with the Giants.

“Certainly it's time for us to sit down and visit,”
Jones said.

STOCK UP

LB Micah Parsons had his fifth two-sack game of
the season, which accounts for all 10 of his sacks.
The reigning NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year
had 11 QB pressures a week after getting shut out
in that category for the time in his career, accord-
ing to NFL Next Gen Stats.

STOCK DOWN

Connor McGovern's days as the starting left
guard this season could be numbered. Rookie Ty-
ler Smith, who replaced Tyron Smith at left tackle
after the elder Smith tore a hamstring in training
camp, replaced McGovern with the game out of
reach.

It was an indication Tyler Smith could slide over
a spot if Tyron Smith returns in December as the
Cowboys hope. Smith was working at left guard in
the offseason and camp before Tyron Smith's in-
jury.

INJURIES

LB Anthony Barr's absence when he was close to
a return from a hamstring injury could mean that
he will get to play against the Giants even though
it's a short week. Parsons limped off in the third
quarter after getting a lower leg rolled up on during
a tackle. He later returned and said after the game
he was OK.

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13 gratifying Thanksgiving facts

Thanksgiving is a time to gather with
family and friends and reflect on one’s
blessings. In 2022, Canadian Thanks-
giving takes place on October 10, while
Americans celebrate on November 24. In
anticipation of these holidays, here are
some interesting facts about the Thanks-
giving celebration.

1. American Thanksgiving is largely
modeled on a 17th century harvest feast
shared by the English settlers and the
Wampanoag tribe.

2. Canadians celebrate Thanksgiv-
ing on the second Monday of Octo-
ber. It is based on European har-
vest festivals.

3. The National Turkey Fed-
eration says around 45 million
turkeys will be eaten on Thanksgiving,
which equates to about 720 million pounds
of turkey being consumed (with the aver-
age turkey size being 16 pounds).

4. The Butterball hotline answers rough-
ly 100,000 calls every year on its turkey
question hotline.

5. In 1953, the Swanson company over-
estimated the number of frozen turkeys
it would sell for the holiday season by 26
tons. Rather than waste the meat, Swan-
son sliced it up, repackaged it and created
the first frozen TV dinners.

6. Thanksgiving in America may be old-
er than many recognize. While Thanks-
giving is largely tied to the 17th century
settlers, the National Parks Service says
in 1565 Spanish settlers in St. Augustine
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(now Florida) celebrated by having a meal
to which they invited the native Seloy
tribe. The Spanish served pork stew, sea
biscuits, red wine, and garbanzo beans.
Some say the Seloy contributed turkey,
venison and maize.

7. Thanks-giving didn’t become a

civic oliday until Abra-
ham Lin-
coln

made it one
after the Civil War
tragedy. Thanksgiving
was de- clared a national holiday on
October 20, 1864.

8. The Pilgrims did not refer to
themselves as “pilgrims.” They used the
word “separatists” as they were separat-
ing themselves from a larger belief sys-
tem.

9. In addition to Canada and the United
States, Grenada, Liberia, the Philippines,
Saint Lucia, and the Netherlands cele-
brate their own versions of Thanksgiving.

10. Each year, the American president

“pardons” a turkey from slaughter on
Thanksgiving. This tradition dates back
to when Abraham Lincoln’s son was up-
set that his family’s turkey that was going
to be killed for Thanksgiving dinner.

11. According to the U.S. Calorie Control
Council (CCC), an average American may
consume 4,500 calories and 229 grams of
fat on Thanksgiving Day.

12. The Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Pa-
rade is an annual tradition. People line
the parade route in New York City or tune
in to watch the parade on television.
