THAT PROMISED 
HOl'SECLEANING

If President Richard M. Nixon 
really want.s to st*t this nation 
on a truly new course, he will 
have to end the Liberal Estab­
lishment's control over key gov­
ernment jobs at the middle eche­
lon level. Conservative govern­
ment cannot be achieved simply 
by installing a new President in 
the White House. The White
House, executive department
and agency staffers and aidi-s 
mu.st be persons imbued with a 
realistic, conservative outlook.

Thus far Mr. Nixon has moved 
slowly in filling these middle 
echelon posts. .A number of for­
mer administration aides are 
even being held over.

Texas counties experienced an 
increase in beef cow numbers of 
at least 24 per cent during the 
period.

Adequate fertilizer on pasture 
crops can help insure good pro­
duction whether wet or dry says 
county agent B. T- Haws. Most 
soils in the pa.sture area of the 
county are low in nitrogen, pho­
sphorus and sometimes potash 
and other nutrients and an ade­
quate amount of fertilizer is 
needed to produce good tonnages 
of good-quality hay in grazing 
crops.

Haws warns that plants which 
starve have a weak root system 
and are unable to obtain nutri­
ents from the soil. “Start with a 
soil test," is anile to remember.

Tests will help determine the 
amount of fertilizer . needed 
throughout the season to main­
tain high production of good 
quality grazing.• * «

Coastal bermudagress main­
tains a high position with Texas 
farmers and ranchers as a popu­
lar permanent pasture. More ac­
res are planted to Coastal than 
any other permanent pasture 
grass because it has proved to 
be a high-producing, good-qual­
ity forage species for hay and 
grazing.

This is a good time of the 
year for growers to sprig Coas­
tal since it is planted from veg­
etative material and sprigging 
during the dormant season has 
proved desirable Coastal sprigs 
can be dug from the field with a 
spiketooth harrow or mechanic­
ally.

The sprigging rate of at least 
ten bushels per acre should be 
used when planting in rows and 
at least 25 bu.shels per acre 
when planted broadcast. The 
more sprig.s planted the faster 
the stand and cover.

Also important in establishing 
a good stand is firming of the 
sprigs into the soil. In broad­
cast planting, a cultivator-packer 
or oth^er firming equipment sho­
uld be rolled over the soil to as­
sure proper packing.

Weed control is important with 
Coastal and Haws suggests using 
a pre-emerge chemical. If a her­
bicide is not applied immediate­
ly after sprigging then a post­
emergence chemical should be 
used. To receive maximum re­
turns from Coastal or any other 
hay crop, proper fertilization is 
important. A soil test is the 
best way to determine the 
amount of fertilizer needed.

Teen­
age girls, too, frequently do not 
get enough iron in their diets. 
Good food sources of iron in­
clude whole grain and enriched 
cereal products, eggs, meat and 
poultry, apricots, prunes, raisins

Along with the calcium you get 
a favorable amount of phosphor­
ous, top quality protein, and ribo­
flavin (a most important vita­
min), as well as other vitamins 
and minerals.
