UNIDENTIFIED FOOD SUBSTANCES
As cxcitinf u  “who dunnits" 

are — and u  completely Interest­
ing as some televisign “private 
eye” series may be —  it’s my 
opinion that Just as much gla­
mour is present in the detective 
work MW oeeuting daily in the 
worlds nutritioa gVMorch labora- 
toiias.

We are, in fact, very probably 
on the threshold of sene of the 
most exciting findings In the his­
tory of moderp.nytritipn research. 
Earlier in this te i i f ry we began 
idenUhdnc, and realUtai the es- 

. a en ti^ y  of, vitamins. Now we 
arc on the verge of determining 
possible “hidden deddeiicies” add 
minimal needs for sc^alfed 
“ trace”  minerals By this I mean 
our needs for minute amounts <rf 
minerals such as zinc, copper, 
nickel, aluminum, vanadium, and 
others. Plant life and other lower 
forms of life are known to need 
these minerals for normal func­
tioning. We are beginning to 
learn that humans need them, too 
And human needs for iron in the 
diet are, of course, well known.

More to be Identified
Equally, we are on the track 

of uncovering unidentified sub 
stances in fo<^ that we know arc 
there but researchers must iden 
tify and catalogue with respect 
to human nccd.s These factors 
represent the most exciting nutri 
tion research questions facing us 
today.

How do we know that uniden­
tified factors exist?

The device that research “de 
tectives" use is similar to that 
employed by the scientists who 
discovered vitamins many years 
ago. You start with a so-called 
“ purified’' diet that contains all 
the known nutrients in sufficient 
amounts This calls for a mix of 
pure proteins, carbohydrates, fats 
vitanUns and minerals Fed to ex­
perimental ammals, and keeping 
a record of the results in terms

of growths and reproductive abil­
ities yields information to the 
scientist. If he can get better re­
sults by adding any natural foods 
to this diet he can be fairly cer­
tain that nptwal food contains 
some unidentined factor —  some- 
t t o g  we don't know about —  that 
is rs^nsib lc for the b ^ e r  
health of the experimeiltal ani-

Many Clues
Thu ugat job is to identify ox- 

aetly wrhat it is that makes the 
ditantaeu. Tbu.challangiug char­
acter of today’s resesrch is the 
fact that maay clues are coming 
to the fort. So arc new research 
techniques for fhiding answers. 
Heretofore uaknown vitamins, 
trace miiwrala, the iataractions 
between varlooa nutrients and 
their presenca in foods in certain 
balsnced amounts, and antitoxic 
factors are among the uniden- 
tided food substances I am talk­
ing about Research techniques 
and new systems for analysing 
data are reported with increasing 
regularity.

Until we know exactly what it 
is that we do not now know, nutri­
tionists are anxious that people 
protect themselves from under­
nourishment In other words, be­
cause we do know that unidenti­
fied .substances in our foods of 
animal and plant origin do exist, 
it is obviously wise for you to eat 
a wide variety of food from the 
four food groups —  the milk 
group, the meat group, vegetables 
and fruits, and enriched or whole 
grain breads and cereals.

Adopt Routine
If you do this routinely, you’ll 

be providing for your good health 
now. Later scientists can tell you 
why it waa a auch a good idea. 
You'll be smug, snug, and lecure 
in the knowledge that you won't 
be missing needed health-giving 
food elements

Should Schools Consolidhte?
Legislative action can soon be 

expected on proposals that will 
have tremendous impact on our 
state’s public school system and 
the young people of Texas for 
years to come.

The recent and controversial 
report of the Committee on Pub­
lic School Elducation is represen­
ted in several bills already in­
troduced in both houses of the 
Legislature.

OI primary concern is the pro­
posal to force consolidation of 
865 of the state's 1,218 districts, 
creating 353 districts containing 
no less han 2,600 students. This 
would obviously eliminate prac­
tically every rural and small 
community school in the state.

A lto of great significance is 
the proposal to institute a sweep­
ing re-evaluation of all real pro­
perty in Texas, a progratn that 
wilL for all practical effect, es­
tablish the state board of educa­
tion as a statewide tax assessor 
for local school taxes.

That this is aimed directly at 
the thousands of rural landown­
ers and residents in Texas can 
hardly be doubted, as the com­
mittee’s report declares: 'The 
Bartlett study verified the fact 
that cliy school districts are be 
ing cheated in the distribution of 

I state school aid because county 
tax rolls favor rural areas.”

Certainly it should be reco- 
gnixed that there are s''hools. 
supporting only a handful of ,'tu 

I dents, that should consider con­
solidation with neighboring dis 
tricts. certainly it shou'd be re 
cognized that tax inequities, fav 

I oring some rural districts, d 
I exist.
I But we submit tha arbitrar>
I elimination of our rural schools 
I and resultant decay of thousand- 
j of rural communities, and the 
many complex problems arising.

is not the answer. Voluntary con 
solidation should be encouraged, 
but mere b.gness is no guarantee 
of quality or economy.

We also submit that the tax 
proposal, that will result in tax 
bills to our state's rural resi­
dents — farmers and ranchers 
who live on their land and make 
their living from the land — 
increasing two, three and four 
limes in size, is certainly as in­
equitable as IS now claimed by 
the committee on behalf of ci­
tizens of metropolitan renters. 
The old saying that two wrongs 
don't make a right certainly 
seems appropriate in this area.

It would appear much more 
logical and practical, then, while 
encouraging volunary consoli­
dation of many o f our smaller 
schools, to seek new ways to im­
prove and upgrade the curricula 
o f these schools and to spend our 
tax money to heij> accomplaish 
this goal; to bring advanced and 
im p rove  educational opportuni­
ties to the students rather than 
forcing them to ravel manv ad­
ditional miles per day for their 
education, and to keep control 
of our schools where it always 
has been and should always be— 
in the hands o f our local citizens 
and taxpayers.

The Breathalyzer, a portable j 
instrument used for determining 
the alcohol content of the blood 
by a simple “breath test," which 
was put into operation Novem- 
bera 1968. over the state of Tex­
as is proving to be quite useful 
m the Northwest Texas area, 
announced Major C W. Bell, 
Regional Commander of the 
Texas Department of Public Saf- 
et.v for this Region.

During the months of Novem­
ber and D«'cember of 1968, there 
were 1164 .“uspected drinking 
drivers who took various types 
of tests to determine tjje amount 
of alcohol in their blood. O f this 
number 957 or 82% took the 
Breathalyzer test as compared 
to 207 or 18% who took other 
types of tests.

Major Bell stated that the 
Breathalyzer not only will help 
in convicting a drunken driver, 
buf assists in ab^olvir>g a person 
who appears intoxicated, but 
may actually be suffering from 
epilepsy, a heart attack, an over­
dose of insulin, or many other 
pathological conditions.

The magnitude of the problem 
IS reflected in studies conducted 
by the Texa.s Department of Pu­
blic Safety, Based on a ten-year 
traffic death toll of 27,000 in 
Texas, the ui-o of alcohol may 
have accounted for about 50% 
o f these fatalities.
