Bowles currently is president 
of the cotton gin cooperative

Holdover directors include 
Sharrell Reed and Hertis Baber 
of Randlett.

Copc of Iowa Park.

A. G. Earp is gin manager and 
Justine Hooper is bookkeeper 
for the cooperative located in 
Burkburnett.

Earp reported 3,100 bales aver­
aging 500 pounds had been gin­
ned during the past year as com­
pared to 2,085 the previous year-

Best news to the co-op mem­
bers w-as the $4 per bale divi­
dend as compared to last year's 
$1.50 return.

Bowles told the membership 
that the cooperative had com­
pleted paying off a debt of $180,- 
000 during the past year for 
a new gin machinery installed 
in 1964. He said this was one 
year earlier than called for by 
the note.

The membership approved a 
financial statement indicating 
total net earnings of $15,694.29 
for the year which paid a $4 per 
bale dividend. This was based 
on total sales of $341,226. The 
report was prepared and audited j 
by Romine and Thomas, public' 
acruuntanU from Enid, OMa.

Organic matter ia the store­

house of plant nutrients in the 
soil. It is often, says county 
agent B. T. Haws, referred to 
as the “ fat of the land ” It re­
sults from the decomposition of 
plant and animal materials by 
soil organisms. On the average 
it contains about 56 per cent 
carbon and 5 per cent nitrogen, 
says Haws.

I Organic matter improves soil 
I structure and its ability to take

in water and hold it in storage 
for later ust by plants- It also 
improves soil aration. loosens 
dense compact soils and granu­
lates loose, open sandy soils to 
give them a friable crumb struc­
ture.

Too. organic matter exerts a 
strong influence on the ex­
change capability of the soil, 
and also acts as a buffer to pre­
vent rapid changes or fluctua­
tions in soil acidity or a alka­
linity, explains the county 
agent.

During the decomposition pro­
cess, a continuous supply of car­
bon dioxide, nitrogen in various 
forms, phosphorus and other nu­
trients so essential to plant 
growth are listed and liberated. 
Organic matter serves as a stor­
age facility for mineral nutri­
ents .such as calcium, nitrogen, 
magnesium, and many others 
making them less likely to be 
lost in drainage or water seep­
age. It also makes the soil more 
favorable for vigorous, rapidly 
developing root systems on

young plants.
Continuous cultivation with 

out giving attention to regular 
additions of residues gradually 
lowers the organic matter in 
the soil. The level may become 
so low that maximum cannot be 
obtained. Soil tests will show 
the organic level in the soil, 
says Haws.

Poison ivy can be controlled 

This dangerous pest is now mak­
ing its ^ rin g  appearance and is 
most commonly found along 
streams and in shaded areas 
All parts of the plant are toxic 
and especially its sap. The easi 
eat and most effective control 
method is with herbicides.

Hand chopping, grubbing or 
mowing is not as effective as 
the uae of a herbicide in a spray 
solution- He pointed out that 
the best control chemicala are 
ammonium sulfamate (ammate), 
amino triazole, 2,4-, 5-T, tlivex, 
and 2,4-D. All are abaorbed 
through the leaves and steins of 
the plants.

THE AB.M FIGHT

When Senate ‘ ‘liberals," led 
by Senator J. William Fulbnght 
(D-,\rk) began their battle 
again.st an anti-ballistic missile 
system, the operation seemed to 
be just another emotional pro­
test by the defense-abolitionist 
element in the Senate. The fight 
against the .'kBM has taken on a 
new character in recent weeks, 
however. It apparently repre­
sents a bold bid by Senator Ed­
ward Kennedy (D-Mass) and 
Kennedy faithful to defeat and 
humiliate President Nixon in 
the early months of his presi­
dency, thereby turning him into 
a virtual lameduck president 
from the start.

Members of the Kennedy fam­
ily and former Kennedy admini­
stration officials are in the key 
positions of the anti-ABM move­
ment. Dr. Jerome Weisner, chief 
scientific adviser to the Kenne­
dy administration and a fervant 
advocate of quick disarmament, 
is masterminding efforts among 
"liberals” in the scientific com­
munity to discredit defense 
against Soviet ballistic missiles.

In New York State, Stephen 
Smith, a Kennt>dy brother-in- 
law, and Roswell Gilpatric, a 
former high official under the 
New Frontier, are leaders in 
a so-called “ ad hoc Committee 
Against ABM.” Abraham Chay- 
es, a Harvard professor and for­
mer State Department official 
in the Kennedy administration, 
also is deeply involved. The 
depth and scope of the anti-ABM 
effort is indicated by the fact 
that it even includes massive 
telephone-calling operations such 
as are used in presidential elec­
tions. Committees are being 
formed to write letters to ap­
pear in newspapers across the 
country.

This power drive by New 
Frontiersmen, who would like 
to mark Richard M. Nixon as a 
one-term President, cannot be 
regarded, however, as an ordi­
nary exercise of politics. The de-

fense of the United States should 
not be involved in the political 
game.

In the past, both major part­
ies have closed ranks on nation­
al defense. Even when a Presi 
dent lacked a majority in Con 
giess. the majority accepted his 
leadership on vital defense de­
cisions, holding that the U.S. 
can have only one Commander- 
in-Chief at a time.

Thus the Republicans went 
along with President Truman’s 
basic decision on Korea. And 
during the Eisenhower admini­
stration, when the Democrats 
controlled the Senate, the Dem­
ocratic leadership accepted Pre­
sident Eisenhower’s leadership 
and judgment on defense. Again, 
during the Kennedy administra­
tion, the opposition fully accept­
ed President Kennedy’s leader­
ship in the Cuban missile crisis.

■rhe foes o f ballistic missile 
defense are throwing overboard 
all the precedents insofar as de­
fense is concerned. President 
Nixon has said that the Safe­
guard ABM system is essential 
to the security of the American 
people and to the protection of 
the nation’s nuclear deterrent 
force. Mr. Nixon has the consti­
tutional responsibility for the 
defense of the United States, 
but the anti-ABM lobby clearly 
intends to usurp his constitution­
al authority.

In trying to justify their ruth­
less opposition, "liberals" in the 
Senate say that the ABM would 
endanger peace. But Senator 
Richard Russell (D-Ga) rightly 
has characterized this argument 
as absurd. In a recent talk in 
Atlanta, Senator Russell pointed 
out that the ABM is a defensive 
system. He asked how the Rus­
sians could possibly be angered 
by an American defensive sys­
tem. The absurdity is all the 
greater inasmuch as the Soviets 
already have an ABM system 
deployed around Moscow and 
Leningrad.

As for the need of the ABM, 
the President is in a better po­
sition than anyone to know 
the full extent of the Soviet 
missile menace today. As for 
the system’s feasibility, the sci­
entists who have the greatest 
expertise in ABM systems are 
those employed in developing 
them.

But leaving such questions 
aside, the attempt to reject 
President Nixon’s first major 
proposal for national defense 
threatens the credibility of Ame­
rican leadership between now 
and 1972. If Mr. Nixon is defeat­
ed on the ABM. what foreign 
country will regard him as the 
real leader of his country? 'What 
ally will believe that Mr. Nixon 
ran assure American aid, in 
view of his defeat on a basic 
element in defense of the con­
stitutional United States? A de­
feat of Mr. Nixon on the ABM 
would not only make him ap­
pear a lameduck, but would lea­
ve the Russians with the convic­
tion that the United States was 
in the grip of the defense-aboli­
tionists. The USSR would be 
encouraged to commit aggres­
sion against the United States.

If the spirit of national de­
fense is struck a blow by the 
U. S. Senate, the American peo­
ple may be exposed to more 
serious peril than at any time 
in hiatory. The Soviet marshals 
may counsel the Kremlin lead­
ers that the time has come to 
attack the United States.
