They are finding 
far broader applications today than the primary mi-̂ sion 
of putting a man on the moon.”

Specifically, Mr. .Anderson points out, there is a 
new and rising trend in the United States to make use of 
the technological resources of the largest electric-electron­
ic-aerospace corporations to find solutions to such public 
problems as poor housing, congested mass transportation, 
air pollution and inadequate health, education and wel­
fare.

Brazelon and Wright of the fed 
eral courts in Washington, have 
been engaged in business toge­
ther in the nation's capital — a 
curious relationship indeed for 
jurists who are supposed to 
avoid even the appearance of 
impropriety.

Chief Justice Earl Warren’s 
call for a code of ethics for fed­
eral judges amounts to closing 
the tarn door after the cows 
have strayed away. Chief Jus­
tice Warren cannot escape re­
sponsibility that easily. He has 
supervisory authority over the 
federal courts, but failed to ex­
ercise it. Apparently he was so 
busy promoting his pet political 
theories that he didn't have time 
or the inclination to look for un­
ethical behavior on the bench.

'The problem of the judiciary 
is not simply in the area of eth- 
ics, however. The Supreme 
Court has been busily undermin­
ing authority in the nation. For 
example, in mid-May a unanim­
ous Supreme Court threw out 
the conviction of Timothy F. 
Leary, former Harvard Univer­
sity researcher and drug experi­
menter. The ruling unquestion­
ably complicates the U.S. gov­
ernment’s ability to deal with 
the possession and use of mari­
juana, a profoundly hurtful 
mind-influencing drug.

The Associated Press, in re­
porting the decision, said that 
the ruling "seriously damaged— 
perhaps fatally — the marijuana 
laws.” This surely would be a 
tragic development for the coun­
try. Marijuana, while not addic­
tive in the manner of heroin 
and other hard drugs, upsets 
and deranges a user’s personal­
ity and moral v’alues. The Bu­
reau of Narcotics of the Justice 
Department has pointed out that 
marijuana use is the stepping 
stone to hard drugs and to dan­
gerous chemicals such as LSD.

In other words, the Supreme 
Court had a duty to be mindful 
of the social consequences of 
robbing the federal government 
of lawful authority over mari­
juana. But, as in so many other 
cases in the past 15 years, the 
court has been unmindful of the 
right of society to protect itself 

against known evils. Instead in 
the Leary marijuana ruling, the 
court said the government had 
denied Timothy Leary protection 
against self-incrimination.

Hopefully, Judge Burger will 
bring a new outlook to the Su­
preme Court. He is on record, 
in a 1967 dissent to a reversal 
of a narcotic conviction, saying;

"I refuse to join in what I 
consider an unfortunate trend 
of judicial decisions in this field 
which strain and stretch to give 

. , the guilty not the same, but 
3 ! I va.stly more protection than the 
3 J law-abiding citizen.”

HAPPY HAMBURGERS FOR 65 YEARS
Hamburger on a bun may be 

a 65-ycar-old food tdea, but it’s 
not about to retire from the 
American scene.

Hamburger alone has been 
around for centuries. However, 
it didn’t catch up with the bun 
until 1904. That was the year 
that somebody decided to serve 
hamburgers on buns at the great 
St. Louis Exposition. Introduc­
tion of the hamburger on a bun 
shared the spotlight with an­
other great American innova­
tion,, ice cream in an edible 
cone.

The hamburger’s incestory 
goes back as far as arKient Eg­
ypt when meat was minced for 
quicker cooking. Through the 
ages, men found that grinding 
meat was a good method of ten­
derizing it.

Exactly how ground beef 
came to be called hamburger is 
a bit obscure. However, it was 
probably named for the German 
seaport of Hamburg. In medie­
val times, traveling merchants 
from the city of Hamburg went 
to the Baltic lands. They saw 
the Tartars scrape raw meat 
and season it with salt, pepper, 
and onion juice to make what 
we now call "Steak Tartare.”

This is the way the Hamburg­
ers ate their beef until some 
cook decided to shape the raw 
meat into patties and broil them 
crisp on the outside, nearly raw 
inside.

German immigrants brought 
their rare hamburger idea with 
them to America. Here people 
of English-Irish-Scotch ancestry 
leaned more to the welLdone 
variety of hamburger. In Eng­
land It was called ‘Salisbury 
Steak’’ after physician, Dr. Ja­
mes H. Salisbury.

Dr. Salisbury had recommend­

ed to his patients that they eat 
such ‘‘steak’’ three timc>3 a day 
with hot water before and after 
each meal. It was his contention 
that such a diet would relieve 
an assortment of conditions from 
asthma and bronchitis to hard­
ening of the arteries and gout. 

Nevertheless, it was simply 
because the hamburger proved 
to be so easy, economical, and 
popular with everybody in the 
family that it became a regular 
item in the weekly eating sche-

Teaching Si.n.eone To Drive
On the day Margaret got a 

learner’s permit, her boy friend 
Fred took her out for a driving 
le^.on. As they approached an 
/thcr car. waiting at a stop 
light. Margaret suddenly “ fro­
ze.” Worse, so did Fred.

Result: a collision, with con­
siderable damage to the other 
car. In due cour.se, the driver 
filed a damage suit against Fred.

“ I'm not liable,” Fred protest­
ed in court. “A driving teacher 
does not guarantee that his pu­
pil will driv’e carefully.”

Neverthele--s, the court held 
him liable — not for Margaret’s 
bad driving but for his own bad 
teaching. The judge said Fred 
should have made some effort, 
either by word of gesture, to 
avert the crash.

According to law, if you take 
on the rcsponsibil.ty of teaching 
someone to drive, you also take 
on the responsibility of doing so 
with reasonable care.

However, the law docs recog­
nize that a teacher’s control has 
practical limits. In another case, 
after the driving lesson was sup­
posed to be over, the pupil — 
acting on impulse — started 
the car again and jerked for­
ward. The teacher shouted a 
warning and pulled the emer 
gency brake, but not quickly 
enough to avoid hitting a pedes­
trian.

This time a court ruled that, 
while the teacher did have a 
special re^mnsibility, he had 
fulfilled that responsibility by 
his effoits.

Nor are you held to a teach­
er’s responsibility if you do not, 
in fact, occupy that role. Thus:

When an accident resulted 
from the improper parking of a 
car by the roadside, a claim was 
filed not only against the driver 
of the car but also against his 
passenger. It seems that, while 
the driver was parking the car, 
the passenger had remarked;

“There. I think you are far 
enough off the road ”

But the court ruled that the 
passenger could not be held lia­
ble for merely giving bad ad 
vice. ’The judge said the occu­
pant of a car does not take over 
the role — and the responsibil­
ity — of a teacher, just by try­
ing to be helpful.
