The Test Of Time

The first savings and loan association in
t United States was organized in Frankford
(<uburb of Philadelphia), Pennsylvania in
1931, patterned after similar institutions which
hod been operating under the name of “build-
ing societies” in England for a half century
prior to that. The first house on which the
first American association made a loan is
still standing at 4276 Orchard Street, Phila.
delphia. It has been dedicated as a home
ownership shrine by the savings and loan as-

seiations of Philadelphia and Pennsylvania,
and now bears a bronze plague signifying its
listinction in the American home ownership
tradition

After that one small association, which
had 37 people saving up their money out of
weekly and monthly pay envelopes, associa-
tions were organized and spread all over the
United States. Their establishment in frontier
towns was simultaneous with the coming of
the first evidences of permanent culture and
community life in nearly every case. They
have offered for four generations a way to
thrift which can be fitted to diverse types and
sizes of individual and family incomes. Thus,
they have definitely encouraged thrift as well
as offered a safe employment for the funds
of those already following the time honored
American practice of setting aside something
for the future.

By originating the monthly instalment
plan for paying for a home, the savings and
loan associations have been, from the begin-
ning, a great influence in making home own.
ership possible for people of all income
classes.

One hundred and thirty-five years after
the founding of the first association, 63% of
the American families had reached the de-
sirable status of home-owners,

Saving Money

Probably the least complicated way to
be thrifty which has ever been devised is to
put moneyv into a savings and loan association.
Amounts as small as $1.00 or as large as one

wishes can be put in
Savings can be mailed to the association
The saver is always entitled to receive back

the full amount he has paid in, plus credited
earn.ngs. He alwavs knows exactiy much he
will get if the withdraws all of his savings

Savings may be built up by additions to
the account at any time that is convenient to
the saver or at regular intervals; and by the
crediting of earnings directly to the account.
Or, savings may be placed in the institution
in lump-sums with earnings to be paid at reg-
ular intervals by check.

One of the minor but important simplici-
ties of the savings method of these institutions
is the fact that a lost savings account book or
a lost investment account certificate can be
replaced without annoying red-tape. The logal
nature of the association, the handiness of its
records, and the personal character of its ser-
vice permit replacements without long delays
and with only those technicalities which are
necessary for the protection of the saver.

The return paid on the savings at work
in a savings and loan association is usually
larger than that paid by any other savings in.
stitution. The overhead of an association is
traditionally small; and most important, it
has larger earnings to distribute than other
savings institutions by virtue of the simple
fact that the major part of its funds are in-
vested in home loans which, being long term
traditionally command a higher rate of in-
terest than business loans and other short
term investments.

The Safety Factor

From the safety point of view, the record
of savings and loan associations is a remark-
able one over a period of more than a century
and a third. Local management of the in-
stitutions, the excellence of homeowners as a
moral and credit risk, the simplicity of the
savings and loan plan of operation, the re-
serves of the associations whose adequacy
ranks high among financial institutions, all
make for the essential safety of this type of
savings institution.

Associations whose assets make up some
96% of the entire savings and loan resources
of the country now carry insurance on the
funds of their savers up to $15,000 per in-
sured account. This insurance is carried with
the Federal Savings and Loan Insurance Cor-
poration and is an added factor assuring the
saver that his money is as safe here in one of
these associations as an agency of the United
States Government can make it.

Investments by trustees, fiduciaries, life
insurance companies and estates are also part
of the funds of many savings and loan asso-
ciations. Most states have laws permitting
trust funds to be invested in this type of in-
stitution, and savings and loan accounts have
been used by many trustees for the safe in-
vestment of funds under their supervision.

Should an insured savings and loan as-
sociation be faced with default, the Federal
Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation acts
to protect the savers whose funds are insured
by its provisions. An insured association need
not be closed before the FSLIC acts to cor-
rect an unsound condition, however. The Cor-
poration may make loans to, purchase assets
of, or make contributions to, insured associa-
tions to prevent default or to restore infured
associations in default to normal operation.

If, despite these provisions, default should
occur, payment of each saver’s account in that
insured institution, when surrendered and
transferred to the Corporation, shall under the
law be made as soon as possible,

Borrowing For A Home

Single family homes are the principal type
of property acquired with a savings and
loan association loan. People boriow to build
or buy such homes and those who already
have homes frequently borrow on their se.
curity to obtain cash. In addition to single
family home, small flat buildings and com-
bination store and flat buildings are generally
ncluded in the associations lending operations.
To a limjted extent apartment buildings of
various sizes can be bought or built with
funds borrowed from a savings and loan asso-
ciation.

Typically the money borrowed is paid
back in monthly installments to the associa-
tion. The period over which repayment may
be stretched varies with any number of fac-
tors, including the association's appraisal of
the personal risk represented by the loan ap-
plicant as well as the physical condition, lo-
cation and marketability of the property. The
range is from fifteen to thirty years. Nat-
urally, the longer a borrower takes to repay
his loan, the smaller the monthly payments.
Conversely, the shorter the time he permits
the debt to remain on the property, the larger
payments he must make per month, but the
smaller will be the overall amount of interest
he pays.

Monthly payments of $116.11 would be re-
quired on a $10,000 loan written at a 7% rate
of interest if the loan were to be paid off
in 10 years. If 15 years were taken to pay
off the loan, monthly payments would be
cut to $89.89 and $77.53 on a 20 year term.

Usually, but not invaribly, a down
ment of from 20% to 30% of the total
to be invested in the building and the
expected, with the association lending
balance of the price of the property to the
borrower.

The interest rate charged by a savings
and loan association is usually comparable
to that charged elsewhere in the community
for home loans. The better the risk the loan is
to the association, the lower rate the borrower
can obtain within the range of the associa-
tion's current policy on rates. In the last
five years the typical home loan rates have
been 6% to 7%.

Savings and loan associations can make
all types of home loans so that a borrower
has a wide choice in making his interest pay-
ment and principal repayment arrangements.
(This is the major phase in which the differ-
ent types of home loans make any difference
to the borrower.) The choice may include
FHA.insured loans and loans to veterans gua-
ranteed or insured by the Veterans Admini.
stration.

The borrower’s chief concern, in arrang-
ing for his home loan, is in fitting the repay-
ment schedule to his income, getting a sound
house, paying a sound price for it in terms of
the market, and having a sensible and work-
dble relationship with the lending institution
in case something happens to upset the origi-
nal arrangement,

Children’s koot Health Stressed During Foot Health Week

The living rome floor might
be a safe place for youngsters
learning to walk, but it is not
80 RO for their feet, says
a Chicazo podiatrist, stressin
the importance of foet healt
for children during Foot
Health Week, May 9-16.

In fact, walking on flat, un-
cobstructed surfaces could be
largely responsible for pigeon-
toed and slew-footed gaits in
children, according to Dr. Phil-
ip R. Brachman, professor of
podopediatrics and director of
the Department of Orthopedics
at the Illinois College of Pod-
fatric Medicine.

The varied terrain which
tended to develop equally all
muscles of the locomotive sys-
tem has been covered up and
smoothed over with flooring,
sidewalks, asphalt and other
flat surfaces of “civilized” so-
eiety, Dr. Brachman asserted.

This civilizing process, he
uiid.tbashlctuall_v gotten to‘:)line
point where parents possibly
should use some type of re-
straining device for all infants
md young children to train

m in walking.

“By using such restraining
devices on a lunporary basis,
we can correct inordinate pat-
terns of severe intoeing and

can create

outtoelng, and we
better b:h.nco for those chil-

dren who lack proper coordi-
nation,”” Dr. Brachman sug-
gested.

A persistent coordination
roblem which hampers a child
earning to walk often may be
traced back to peculiarcrawling
patterns in the pre-walking
p:;ue. the podiatrist contin-

ued.
“The parents of a child whe
crawls backward or sidewise
think it cute,” he said, “but
there may be some obstruction
in the development of the
motor system that makes it
necessary for the infant to
move about in this manner
“When a child crawls prop
erly, he develops the muscular
power and e¢oordination that
will enable him to walk better
Children should erawl norm-
ally,” Dr. Brachman said,
“anywhere between their fifth
and ninth months with the

walking phase beginning be-
tween the 12th and 14th
months

“Children who take an addi-
tional month or two before
they begin to walk should not
be considered abnormal in
most instances,” Dr. Brach-
man concluded. “However, if
the child is still not walking by
the 16th month, an examina-
tion should be conducted to
determine why walking has
been delayed.”
