Sweetwater car theftsuspects arrestedin Big Spring
Sheriff Deputy in good condition, vehicle totaled, following high speed chase

Special to the Herald

The Howard County Sher-
iff's Office issued the follow-
ing press release regarding
the high speed chase, which
left one Sheriff Deputy SUV
in the side of Sam's Package
Store, on Friday morning.

According to the press re-
lease, the Howard County
Dispatch Center was noti-
fied, Friday at 6:34 a.m., that
two stolen vehicles had been
located in Sterling City. Fri-
day morning it was reported,
as it was originally believed
- the vehicles were stolen in
Sterling County, however,
it was later learned the ve-

hicles had been stolen from a
Hotel in Sweetwater, Texas.
Both vehicles, 2014 Dodge
Ram 3500 Pickups, were
registered to Utilitec LLC
from Oklahoma. The trucks
were unlocked and the keys
were in the vehicles. How-
ard County Dispatch was
told the vehicles were on
Hwy 87 headed toward How-
ard County at speeds over
90 mph. Deputies with the
Howard County Sheriff’s Of-
fice engaged both vehicles
approximately seven miles
south of Big Spring. Both
vehicles refused to stop and
Deputies began pursuing
both vehicles. As the vehi-
cles approached Big Spring,
members of the Big Spring
Police Department and the
Texas Department of Public
Safety also engaged in the
pursuit.

According to the press re-
lease, as the vehicles entered
Big Spring, one vehicle lost
control while attempting to
turn onto FM 700. The ve-
hicle regained control and

“turn around” lane over FM
700. The vehicle then entered
back onto Hwy 87 (Gregg St)
as he was followed by a Dep-
uty. As the Deputy entered
back onto Hwy 87, he was
intentionally struck by the
second stolen vehicle forcing
the Deputie's vehicle into the
Sam’s Package Store build-
ing located at 2409 S. Gregg.
At that time, an ambulance
was called for Deputy Domi-
nic Rocha.

Deputies, Big Spring Police
Department, and DPS contin-
ued with the pursuit of the
stolen vehicles as one mem-
ber of the Howard County
Sheriff’s Office attended to
Deputy Rocha. Deputy Rocha
was transported to Scenic
Mountain Medical Center by
ambulance.

As the pursuit continued,
one vehicle was stopped in
the 400 block of S. Nolan and
three persons were arrested.
One 16-year-old female from
San Angelo, a 17-year-old

male, and Ricco Lujan from
Sweetwater were charged
with unauthorized use of a
vehicle. A third 16-year-old
male from Sweetwater, the
driver of the vehicle, was
charged with aggravated as-
sault on a public servant,
evading arrest and unau-
thorized use of a vehicle. The
two juveniles are currently
in custody of Juvenile Proba-
tion, Ricco Lujan is current-
ly residing at the Howard
County Detention Center.

The second vehicle was
found abandoned in the al-
ley of the 1900 block of South
Nolan.

The press release stated,
Deputy Dominic Rocha was
treated for his injuries and
later released. He is said to
be in good condition, but is
beat and bruised from the
multiple impacts, and is cur-
rently at home recovering
from his injuries.

It’s probably erroneous to paint
the era in a hue far too “dreary,”
and/or with a brush much too
wide.

Many folks who remember
those years do so fondly, and
foundational values born of this
time shaped a nation. Patriotism
shone at its utmost brightness
when courageous and commit-
ted men and women shouldered
heavy loads leading to victory in
World War II.

“The Greatest Generation” de-
scription was earned. Few Amer-
icans challenge this monumental
acclaim.

Two births of infant boys in
Texarkana, TX, occurred in 1930.
One was a few months older, and

for whom I was a pall-
bearer at his funeral in
1978.

He spoke positively and often
about how Perot-a high school
friend--had influenced his life.
Upon graduation in 1947, Perot
distinguished himself at Texar-
kana College before he was ac-
cepted to the Naval Academy.

That’s where Anthony headed
after high school graduation a
year later. Later, Anthony was
a distinguished graduate of East
Texas Baptist University.

Dr. Anthony was one of sev-
eral friends who knew Perot “up
close.” I was never privileged to
meet Dr. Perot, but respectfully
add the “Dr.” to his name, since
19 higher education institutions
conferred honorary doctoral de-
grees.

I was privileged to work along-
side Don Anthony at Tarrant
County College for a half-dozen
years or so. He was president of

the Northeast Campus; I was the
“flack” whose job it was to keep
TCC “in the news and off the
front page.”

Ever the gentleman, he was re-
vered by the faculty he led and
the students he served.

Few of us remember what long-
ago friends said, verbatim any-
way.

Facing death with courage,
dignity and great faith, Dr. An-
thony often shared a conviction
with friends about his declining
health. He was a devout Chris-
tian, and smiled with the recita-
tion that reflected his innermost
being. “I am prepared for the
probable, and praying for the un-
likely.”

Now there’s a quote worth tak-
ing to heart.

A life worth taking to heart is
that of Eddie Janek, a 92-year-old
Galvestonian whose good cheer
heartens us upon every visit to
his beautiful city.

He’s a successful businessman
“still at it”--an icon who started
out “pore.”

Reared by a widowed mother
near West, TX, he remembers oc-
casional Saturdays when she al-
lowed him to take two chickens
to town.

A grocer paid him 15 cents for
the chickens.

That’s all he needed.

Three nickels bought admis-
sion to the Best Theater, a soda
water/popcorn treat and a comic
book. Life, he claims, was good
then, and good now.

Profit flat as Southwest

takes $175 million hit
from Max jet

DALLAS (AP) — Southwest Airlines doesn't ex-
pect to use Boeing 737 Max jets until January, and
it is talking to Boeing about compensation for the
grounding, which the airline says cost it $175 mil-
lion in the second quarter.

The loss of about 5% of its fleet is causing South-
west to take the unusual step of shrinking rather
than growing its passenger-carrying capacity. And
it said Thursday it will shut down operations at
Newark Liberty International Airport in November
and consolidate the service at New York's LaGuar-
dia Airport.

The grounding is also adding to rising costs at
Southwest, which reported that second-quarter prof-
it rose a mere 1% from a year ago, to $741 million.

Still, the results were slightly better than analysts
expected. Brisk demand for travel translated into
fewer empty seats than ever before, and Southwest
said it expects revenue to remain strong through
September.

Shares fell, however, in trading before the market
opened.

Southwest, the fourth-biggest U.S. airline by rev-
enue, had more Boeing Max jets than any other air-
line when the plane was grounded in March after
two accidents killed 346 people. With 5% of its fleet
sitting on the ground, the Dallas-based airline can-
celed 20,000 flights in the quarter, although not all
were due to the Max.

"We have had preliminary discussions with Boe-
ing regarding compensation for damages due to the
MAX groundings," Chairman and CEO Gary Kelly
said in a statement. "We have not reached any con-
clusions regarding these matters, and no amounts
from Boeing have been included in our second quar-
ter results."

Boeing said this week that it expects the Max to
resume flying around October. It is working to fix
flight-control software on the plane, and expects to
submit its final changes to federal regulators in Sep-
tember.

Southwest said it will take one to two months to
conduct pilot retraining and other requirements im-
posed by the Federal Aviation Administration, and
so it has removed the Max from its schedule through
Jan. 5 — after the busy holiday travel period.

Southwest had 34 Max jets out of its fleet of about
750 planes when the jet was grounded. Without
those planes plus others that it expected to receive
this year, the airline has delayed retiring some oth-
er aircraft but still expects its passenger-carrying
capacity for all of 2019 to fall about 1% to 2% below
2018.

The second quarter profit was $8 million higher
than a year ago. On a per-share basis, the Dallas-
based company said it earned $1.37, which was 2
cents higher than the average forecast from 10 ana-
lysts surveyed by Zacks Investment Research.

Revenue was $5.91 billion, slightly below the ana-
lysts' average forecast.

In trading before the market opened, shares were
down $2.25, or 4%, to $52.45.

US government holding

facility for children closes

HOUSTON (AP) — The last teenagers have left
the U.S. government's newest holding facility in
the South Texas oilfields, just one month after it
opened.

The U.S. Department of Health and Human Ser-
vices said Thursday that it would keep access to
the site at Carrizo Springs, Texas.

The facility opened in response to reports of
children being detained without beds or adequate
food by the U.S. Border Patrol, but it opened just
as border crossings dropped as they normally do
in summertime.

The nonprofit BCFS had said Tuesday that the
facility was on track to close by week's end. Kevin
Dinnin, BCFS' CEO, says the facility might serve
as backup if the HHS facility in Homestead, Flor-
ida, were to be threatened by tropical weather.

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Cowboys' Elliott skips camp start with 2 years left on deal

OXNARD, Calif. — Though his math was a little
fuzzy, Dallas Cowboys owner Jerry Jones opened
training camp by making a point that every player
on the roster was under contract.

What Jones really had in mind while mention-
ing 80 players when it should have been 90 was one
in particular: star — and how holdout — running
back Ezekiel Elliott.

Once the questions began on reporting day Fri-
day, Jones declared Elliott "late." With two years
left on his rookie deal, the two-time NFL rushing
champion wasn't around for a physical or condi-
tioning test a day after missing the team's flight to
California.

The first practice is set for Saturday, with no indi-
cation that anything will change with Elliott. One
of Elliott's representatives didn't return a message
seeking comment.

The fourth overall choice in the 2016 draft, Elliott
is due to make $3.9 million this season and $9.1 mil-
lion in the fifth year, which was a team option since
the former Ohio State star was a first-round pick.

An opening day of the talk dominated by Elliott's
absence wasn't what the Cowboys in mind with ex-
pectations of getting past the divisional round for
the first time since the last of the franchise's five
Super Bowl titles nearly 25 years ago. But Jones
was undeterred.

"I don't want to seem cavalier about it, but I also
don't want to be unrealistic being alarmed about it,"
Jones said. "This is the air we breathe. And if you
flared and knee-jerked or went just because you
have parts of it that need addressing, you wouldn't
be able to manage."

While Elliott has been among the league's most

productive backs while helping the Cowboys win
two NFC East titles in his three seasons, the 2016
All-Pro also has had off-field issues.

Elliott was suspended for six games over domes-
tic violence allegationsin 2017, and was recently
cleared by the league office for his part in an inci-
dent with a security guard in Las Vegas earlier this
year.

Jones went to great lengths to defend Elliott dur-
ing the investigation over the domestic case, even
threatening to sue his fellow owners over a contract
extension for Roger Goodell when Jones was upset
with the commissioner over Elliott's punishment.

"All of that comes to mind," Jones said. "My time
with Zeke has been based on just that, supporting
him. And I do support him. I think he has a fabu-
lous future here. So maybe I should be sure and say
that."

Speaking of fuzzy math, the standoff with Elliott
is reminiscent of Jones' contract stalemate with
Emmitt Smith in 1993 after the first of three Super
Bowl victories for Dallas in four seasons.

As Jones remembers it, Smith wasn't under con-
tract — and Smith himself was adamant that his
situation was a negotiation, not a holdout. But
there were initial reports of a four-year deal after
Smith's long holdout as a rookie in 1990, and Smith
had just finished his third season on his way to be-
coming the NFL's all-time leading rusher.

There's nothing murky about Elliott's contract
status, and Jones will have to hope that's not the
only difference. When Smith remained unsigned
two games into the 1993 season, the Cowboys lost
both before a deal suddenly got done and Dallas
went on to a second consecutive title.

Darius Jackson is the only experienced running
back on the roster, and all six of his carries for 16
yards came in a meaningless regular-season finale

at the New York Giants last season when Dallas
had already wrapped up the division.

The Cowboys drafted two running backs this
year and are particularly high on fourth-rounder
Tony Pollard out of Memphis. Mike Weber Jr. was
a seventh-round choice from Ohio State.

"When someone is not there, step up, next man
up and let's see what you got," coach Jason Garrett
said. "It's a great opportunity for us as coaches to
evaluate that player, see if he can hold up, see if we
need to go get somebody else."

Elliott isn't the only young star looking for a new
contract. Quarterback Dak Prescott, the 2016 NFL
Offensive Rookie of the Year in the dynamic first-
year pairing with Elliott, is arguably the biggest
bargain in the league at the moment ($2 million
base salary in 2019).

Receiver Amari Cooper, a midseason trade acqui-
sition who provided a big boost to a sagging offense
last season as the Cowboys surged to the division
title in the second half and won a wild-card game,
is in the final year of his contract.

"We've worked on multiple ones before," execu-
tive vice president of personnel Stephen Jones
said. "We can work on three; we can work on four.
When you decide you're going to do them, it hap-
pens quickly. And when nothing's going on, noth-
ing's going on."

Now it's time to see whether a star holding out
will change things.

HOUSTON — Russell Westbrook
knows he's in for a huge change in his
move from the Oklahoma City Thun-
der to the Houston Rockets.

And he's ready to do whatever it
takes to make the move work as he
prepares to play with James Harden
for the first time since 2012.

"To be able to win something you
have to be able to sacrifice some parts
of your game and we both understand
that," Westbrook said. "We both un-
derstand that we have one common
goal and that's to win championships.
We understand what we have to do."

Westbrook was introduced in Hous-
ton on Friday after being traded from
the Thunder for Chris Paul and draft
picks this month. General manager
Daryl Morey beamed as he sat next to
Westbrook when he made his first ap-
pearance as a Rocket.

"Obviously, we're here for one rea-
son only, to take that next step that
we've been trying to do for the last
few years," Morey said.

The 2017 Most Valuable Player joins
the Rockets after spending his first 11
seasons with Oklahoma City, which
included playing with Harden in his
first three seasons. Though the two
are close friends and played together

the days since the trade, many have
wondered if pairing these two ball-
dominant guards will be successful
in Houston.

Westbrook brushed off such con-
cerns.

"I'm not worried about it," he said.
"I know James is not worried about
it. I can play off the ball. I don't have
to touch the ball to impact the game.
I can do other things on the floor to
make sure we have a better chance to
win."

Harden didn't speak to reporters
Friday, but did attend the press con-
ference, sitting on the front row smil-
ing at his buddy and often chuckling
at Westbrook's comments and jokes.

The Westbrook who showed up in
Houston on Friday was a kinder and
far less angry one than the version he
was during last year's playoffs when
a sneering and glaring Westbrook
made headlines more for his "next
question" responses during press con-
ferences than his play as the Thunder
were eliminated by Portland in the
first round.

He smiled often and laughed a lot,
and when asked what he wished
people knew about him he quickly
responded with: "that I'm a nice guy."

Westbrook said he'll never stop play-
ing with the intensity and attitude

career, but seemed to be taking a step
to try and repair the negative image
that came from last year's press con-
ference antics by sharing thoughts on
his personality.

"I'm going out to compete and going
out to be able to win and I don't really
care how that looks and I'm always
going to stay that way," he said. "But I
think off the floor it's a huge thing fig-
uring (out) and understanding that I
am human. I am a human being. I am
a good person, just so you guys know.
And I do care about the community,
my team, my teammates, everybody
and I just want to do whatever I can to
make sure we have a chance to win."

The opportunity to win his first
championship was the biggest lure to
Westbrook's desire to be in Houston.

"I thought it was the best decision
for me and my career right now," he
said. "And to be able to reunite with
my brother, a friend, to be able to
do that is something that you dream
about and you live for."

Westbrook is an eight-time All-Star
who has averaged a triple-double in
each of the last three seasons. He led

sons and ranked second in the two
seasons before that. The 30-year-old
has averaged 23 points, 8.4 assists and
seven rebounds in his career and has
played 80 or more games in seven sea-
sons.

The Rockets hope his addition will
help them win their first champion-
ship since taking back-to-back titles
from 1994-95. After falling to the War-
riors in the playoffs in four of the last
five seasons and seeing the Lakers
and Clippers make huge offseason
moves, Houston is betting on West-
brook to elevate this Harden-led team.

"He plays with an energy, a passion
and a will to win that I think is really
unparalleled in the league," Morey
said.

Lynn struck out eight in six innings and Willie
Calhoun homered in his return to the majors, help-
ing the Texas Rangers beat the Oakland Athletics
5-2 on Friday night.

Pet Talk:

How to ‘Chews’ the Best Dog Chew Toys

COLLEGE STATION, July 26, 2019 — Pet stores often carry an overwhelming
number of dog chew options, from rawhides and antlers to rubber toys and
ropes. With so many choices, how do you know which is the best for your dog?

To help with this decision, Dr. Lori Teller, a clinical associate professor at
the Texas A&M College of Veterinary Medicine & Biomedical Sciences, weighs
the pros and cons of the most common types of dog chews.

Teller describes dogs as “innate chewers” that enjoy having some sort of dog
chew or toy to sink their teeth into. From a young age, they often “explore
the world with their mouths,” so it is better to give them their own chew toys
rather than sacrifice your shoes and furniture.

“Chewing can help relieve stress and anxiety, keep their teeth clean, and
keep their minds stimulated,” she said. “Puppies also chew to relieve the pain
and irritation of teething.”

While there are countless dog chew options on the market, the most common
include rawhides, real bones and antlers, pig ears, and chew toys made from
nylon or rubber.

“Rawhides can help limit plaque and tartar buildup, keep jaw muscles
strong, and potentially slightly freshen a dog’s breath,” Teller said. “Look for
rawhides sourced from American beef and processed in the U.S.”

While rawhide has its benefits, it can also cause some problems that dog own-
ers need to watch out for. Some dogs develop gastrointestinal upset, vomiting,
or diarrhea after chewing rawhides, and others may chew off pieces that can
become choking hazards or create intestinal blockages.

Rawhides approved by the Veterinary Oral Health Council tend to be safer
and cause fewer problems, Teller said.

“It is also important to pick a rawhide chew that is the right size and shape
for your dog to minimize these risks,” she said. “In multi-dog households, sep-
arate the dogs when giving chew treats to eliminate potential competition or
the urge to gulp down a treat before another dog can steal it.”

Real bones, antlers, and hooves can seriously injure dogs if pieces splinter off
and cause obstruction or puncture wounds. The U.S. Food and Drug Adminis-
tration also warns owners against giving dogs these chews because bones can
cause cuts in the mouth and fracture teeth.

“When antlers became popular as dog chews, veterinarians and veterinary
dentists noticed an uptick in the number of fractured teeth they were seeing
and started cautioning owners to avoid these chews for their dogs,” Teller said.

Most dogs enjoy the strong scent of pig ears, but these chews are frequently
contaminated with bacteria like Salmonella, which can be dangerous for both
dogs and people who come into contact with the chews.

Finally, while chew toys made from nylon and rubber can be good options,
they can also be dangerous if a dog begins to tear off and eat pieces that are too
large to pass through the gastrointestinal tract.

“Remove any toy that has reached the size where it can become a choking
hazard or cause an intestinal obstruction,” Teller said. “If your dog chews off
large pieces of the toy and swallows them, then that toy should also be taken
away.”

Teller recommends testing nylon toys by trying to indent them with a
thumbnail and avoiding extremely hard options that could break teeth. For
both these and rubber toys, make sure to buy an appropriate size toy; larger
dogs have been known to swallow or choke on small toys.

Similarly, rope toys can be a lot of fun for dogs but should only be played with
under supervision. When ropes begin to fray, remove them to avoid pieces of
string getting stuck in the dog’s gastrointestinal tract.

While some dog chews are better than others, it may still take time to find the
best option for your pup. Keep in mind the potential health concerns and fo-
cus on finding a safe option that will allow your dog to be a happy and healthy
chewer.

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Roger’s Retro Review

So I've reviewed everything showing at Big
Spring’s Cinemark Cinema 4 theater. I contem-
plated making a trek to Midland to watch a movie
not playing here — maybe “Stuber” or “Once Upon
a Time in Hollywood” — but then I had another
thought.

Regular Roger’s Reviews Readers — at least those
who have been with me for a while - may remem-
ber the Roger’s Retro Reviews. A couple of years
ago I was doing two reviews each week — one my
regular “In Theaters Now” review like I do each
(most) Sundays; and another on Wednesdays of a
“retro” movie, anything that came out before 1990.
I had some fun with that idea. I
watched and reviewed some of the
great oldies I'd never seen before —
“Citizen Kane” and “Breakfast at

Tiffany’s” — some nostalgic films I
grew up with - “Benji,” “E.T.” and
“The Last Starfighter” — and my fa-

vorite film of All Time: “Dr. Stran-
gelove: Or How I Learned To Stop
Worrying and Love the Bomb.”

So my thought is, in the rare in-
stances when I'm “caught up” and
have reviewed all the offerings at
Cinemark, I'll break out another
Retro Review.

This week, with the passing of the phenomenal
Rutger Hauer, I'm going to take a quick look at my
favorite of his films.

You may already be guessing “Blade Runner.”
(or you would if you hadn’t already seen the title
of this review). It’s a great movie, and Hauer’s per-
formance as Roy Batty, the deeply flawed synthetic
man, is exquisite.

But my pick is the much more accessible 1985 fan-
tasy classic “Ladyhawke.”

In “Ladyhawke,” Hauer plays the stoic Captain
Etienne Navarre, a fugitive knight who enlists the
aid of sneak thief Phillipe “The Mouse” Gaston
(Matthew Broderick!) to break an evil curse and re-
unite him with his love Isabeau of Anjou (Michelle
Pfeiffer).

The movie begins with Gaston escaping from the
dungeons of Aquila, where he’s been sentenced to
death, by prying up the floor grate and making his
way through the sewers to the moat. The Bishop’s
(John Wood) guards are soon after him, and corner
him at a nearby inn, but they’re distracted when
they see the outlaw Etienne Navarre, their former
captain of the guard. Navarre defeats the guards
and rides off with Gaston as his hawk harries the
guards as they try to mount a pursuit.

After making their escape the two take refuge in
a barn for the night, but Gaston is awakened by the
farmer, who attacks him. Suddenly a large black
wolf attacks the man and Kkills him. Gaston runs
into the barn to alert Navarre, but can’t find him.
He grabs the knight’s crossbow to defend himself

from the wolf, but a mysterious beautiful woman
appears and stops him.

The next morning, Navarre returns, and tells
Gaston he intends to kill the Bishop of Aquila, and
asks Gaston’s help in infiltrating the city.

Much to my surprise, there are many people out
there who haven’t seen this wonderful movie, so
I’ll stop the narrative there to avoid any 34-year-old
spoilers. Other characters include Imperius (Leo
McKern), an old monk living in a ruined castle;
Captain Marquet (Ken Hutchison), Navarre’s re-
placement as captain of the guard; and Cezar (Al-
fred Molina!), a crazed wolf trapper who serves the
Bishop.

“Ladyhawke” is a movie which could very easily
have descended into cheesy, cliched schlock. Its
central conceit is blatantly obvious, its characters
are standard fantasy tropes, and its setting gives
little semblance of reality or a larger world beyond
the narrow confines of the story.

What saves the movie and elevates it kicking and
screaming above the mire of forgettable ‘80s fare -
or, at best, cult movie status - is the pure acting
talent of its small cast, and the not-inconsiderable
directing talent of Richard Donner at the helm.

Matthew Broderick plays Gaston without a hint
of the Frenchiness that his name implies. Instead,
he imbues the Mouse with every bit of Ferris Buel-
ler’s mischievousness and humor. Or rather, I

guess you could say he imbued Ferris with Gas-
ton’s mischievousness and humor, since “Lady-
hawke” came first. Instead of talking to the camera
like Ferris does, Gaston routinely talks to God, bar-
gaining and berating the Almighty for his predica-
ments. And it works beautifully. Gaston is fun and
engaging to watch, and we want him to succeed.

Then there’s Navarre and Isabeau. In this movie,
the audience relates with Gaston - along with him,
we get to watch the story of the cursed lovers un-
fold like Romeo and Juliet on the stage before us.
Their chemistry is necessarily uncertain through
most of the movie, but shines through at the end
like the beams of sunshine that pierce the roof of
the Bishop’s cathedral.

McKern as Imperius plays along with Broderick
as the movie’s comic relief, the gruff-but-whimsi-
cal hermit and the witty, mischievous boy.

Ilove “Ladyhawke.” Nine stars out of 10.

AAA Texas: State gas price average
decreases for first time in weeks

The statewide gas price average in Texas is $2.51 for a gallon of regular unleaded fuel, according to the
AAA Texas Weekend Gas Watch. That price is three cents less than this day last week and is 12 cents less
per gallon compared to this day last year. Of the major metropolitan areas surveyed in Texas, drivers in
Midland are paying the most on average at $2.68 per gallon while drivers in McAllen are paying the least
at $2.36 per gallon. The national average price for a gallon of regular unleaded is $2.75, which is four cents
less than this day last week and a dime less than the price per gallon at this same time last year.

Texas, along with most other states, have seen gas prices remain stable or even decrease week-over-
week. This is the first time in four weeks that statewide and national averages have seen a weekly decline.

“Gasoline stocks remain ample amid a recent dip in demand, which could be one reason we are seeing
pump prices starting to roll back,” said Joshua Zuber, AAA Texas/New Mexico spokesperson. “It is too
soon to know if this downward trend will continue, but it is certainly a welcome relief for motorists dur-
ing the summer driving season.”

Market analysts will be watching to see if oil prices will be impacted by further U.S.-China trade talks
and tensions in the Middle East.

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McDonald's sales growth impresses in 2Q)

NEW YORK (AP) — McDonald's newly mod-
ernized stores and growth in delivery helped the
world's largest hamburger chain serve up the
biggest increase in
global sales at estab-
lished locations dur-
ing the second quar-
ter in seven years.

The Chicago-based
chain reported a 6.5
% gain in sales at
locations opened at
least 13 months. It
marked the biggest
gain since the first
quarter of 2012 when
it posted a 7.3 % in-
crease. It was also
its 16th consecutive
bump in compara-
ble-store sales globally.

In the U.S., second quarter comparable sales in-
creased 5.7%. That gain reflected the successful
national and local deal offerings including the two
for $5 Mix and Match incentive, newly remodeled
stores and strength in its core menu items like Big

McDonald’s

Macs and Quarter Pounders, the company said.

McDonald's has been investing in a number of
initiatives to help it stay on top of the highly com-
petitive fast-food market. Last week, it announced
it was adding DoorDash as a new delivery partner,
ending an exclusive agreement with UberEats.

The hamburger
chain's partnership
with DoorDash will start
Monday in Houston,
Texas region in more
than 200 restaurants.
McDelivery launched in
the U.S. in 2017 and glob-
ally, it has grown to a $3
billion business for both
McDonald's and fran-
chise restaurants, the
company said.

The chain is also up-

® dating its locations with
self-order kiosks to help
increase convenience.

"By engaging our guests on their terms, whether
it's through delivery, an enhanced dining experi-
ence at one of our Experience of the Future restau-
rants, or through our evolving digital offerings,
we're becoming a better McDonald's," said Steve
Easterbrook, CEO and president of McDonald's in

a statement.

Still, the sales boost in the U.S. was driven by peo-
ple spending more per visit because of factors like
higher pricing and more expensive items. At the
same time, McDonald's has been struggling with
ongoing declines in how frequently customers visit
its stores, which is a key indicator of a restaurant
chain's popularity.

McDonald's Corp. is also under pressure to make
its workplace safer for employees. It said in May
that it was enhancing training and offering a new
hotline for workers in response to mounting alle-
gations of sexual harassment. That came as the la-
bor group Fight for $15 filed 25 sexual harassment
charges against McDonald's with the U.S. Equal
Employment Opportunity Commission. The Amer-
ican Civil Liberties Union and the Time's Up Legal
Defense Fund are providing legal support.

The company posted earnings of $1.52 billion, or
$1.97 per share for the three month period ended
June 30th. Earnings, adjusted for restructuring
costs, came to $2.05 per share, which was a penny
shy of expectations, according to Zacks Investment
Research.

Revenue was $5.34 billion, a bit better than ex-
pected.

Shares of McDonald's Corp. rose 90 cents to
$215.35 in mid-day trading.

Assume you’re in six spades and
West leads the diamond queen, which
you win with the ace. After cashing
the queen of hearts, you play dum-
my’s A-K of trump, hoping the queen
will fall. When it doesn’t, you obvi-
ously must attempt to dispose of your
three remaining diamonds before
East gains the lead with his queen of
trump.

Let’s say you next play the A-K
of hearts from dummy, planning to
discard two diamonds and then lead
four rounds of clubs to dispose of
your last diamond. But East unex-

An abnormal procedure

pectedly ruffs the king of hearts and
cashes the king of diamonds to put
you down one.

“Very unlucky,” you could say to
yourself and anyone else who might
listen — after all, the 7-2 heart split
was extremely unlikely. However,
when you give the matter a bit more
thought, you realize that it was wrong
to have played the A-K of hearts
when you did. Instead, you should
have played the clubs first!

Why? Because you had no chance
to make the slam unless East had at
least three clubs, so no harm could
come from testing your luck in clubs
before cashing dummy’s hearts.
Then, if East turned up with exactly
three clubs, you could stop playing
the suit and try the A-K of hearts
before playing the fourth club.

In the actual deal, had you led the
K-Q-A of clubs first, you would have
learned that East had started with
four clubs, and you could then have
safely played a fourth round of the
suit, discarding a diamond.

It’s true that when you next played
the A-K of hearts, East would ruff the
king, but this would not stop you
from making the slam. You would
simply discard your last diamond as
he ruffed to secure the contract.

Thus the seemingly abnormal —
but entirely logical — procedure of
trying to cash dummy’s clubs before
dummy’s hearts is the right way to
play the hand.

What
you can do is make
her feel better about
herself. Build her up.
Compliment her deci-
sions. The next time
you're out to a steak
dinner and she's wear-
ing her white dress and
navy heels, tell her how
gorgeous she looks
and what a great pick
the restaurant was. If
she feels validated and
confident in making her
own decisions, she'll

HSU hosts Tri-University trauma training

Special to the Herald

Hardin-Simmons University hosted a Trauma-Informed Care (TIC) training
for about 60 professionals from HSU, ACU, and McMurry on Aug. 24. Police of-
ficers, student life coordinators, and counselors learned from specialists from
Resolution Solutions during the three-hour course.

“Trauma-Informed Care is so important for professionals engaging with stu-
dents on a day-to-day basis,” said Nikki Rhodes, HSU director of counseling
services. “As reporting rates increase, our campuses are realizing just how
many students are impacted by trauma, either present or historical—and this
offers us a specific tool to care for our students holistically.”

Tony Barker gave practical advice to help professionals communicate with
victims who have experienced trauma. He outlined the four tools of effective
communication: listening, communicating, perspective, and creativity. He
also suggested using a non-judgmental, attentive posture and stimulating dif-
ferent areas of the brain by taking the victim on a walk, giving them a glass of
water, or even applying lotion to activate different sensory responses.

Patty Wenetschlaeger shared about the importance of self-care for anyone
who deals with people who have experienced trauma. She explained that phys-
ical, psychological, moral, and interpersonal symptoms of trauma victims can
all be experienced through secondary or vicarious trauma as well. She empha-

Under hyperbaric conditions, oxygen molecules in the patient's red blood
cells become reduced in size to more easily dissolve into the liquid portion of
the blood and be transported throughout the body to speed healing.

During the non-invasive procedure, the only sensation patients experience
is a slight pressure in the ears, as on an airplane, when the pressure changes.

HBO treatments are used for wounds that have not responded to tradition-
al treatments. Treatments are typically covered by Medicare, Medicaid and
most insurance plans.

"Hyperbaric oxygen therapy has proven, well-documented results healing
numerous conditions including diabetic foot ulcers, radiation injuries to tis-
sue and bone and some types of vascular disorders resulting in poor blood cir-
culation," Chief Clinical Officer Katy Rowland said.

Chronic wounds affect more than eight million people in the United States
and the incidence is rising fueled by an aging population and increasing rates
of diseases and conditions such as diabetes, obesity and the late effects of ra-
diation therapy.

The Wound Healing Center located at 1501 W 11th Place, Suite 106 in Big
Spring also offers negative pressure therapies, bioengineered tissues and bio-
synthetics to treat chronic wounds.

sized that symptoms of secondary trauma directly mirror those of primary
trauma, meaning that caregivers and first responders experience the same
physical and mental symptoms as the abuse victims they are near.

Wenetschlaeger gave easy self-care tips that everyone can do throughout
their day: taking deep breaths, going for a walk, using a stress ball, and putting
cell phones away at least one meal per day. She also encouraged the audience
to find what self-care habits work best for them. Listening to music, baking,
yoga, meditation, and other relaxing activities help the brain to recover. She
advocated for accountability partners and “finding your tribe,” as self-care
includes talking through trauma with others who understand.

50 communities, 750 miles, 3 days

Locals welcome to come along on the 1968 ‘blue line,” July 29-31

You've seen those blue-and-white highway signs
across Texas, right? They were put up back in 1968
— some 1,500 of them — to help travelers discover
the history, culture, and scenery of every corner of
the state.

That year, Gov. John Connally designated the 10
Texas Travel Trails, a program that encouraged
HemisFair ’68 visitors to stay longer and spend
more in the Lone Star State. The promotion was
fun, inexpensive, and very successful. Motorists
could pick up a map brochure with waypoint infor-
mation, jump in the car, and go.

These days the Texas Heritage Trails program is
managed by the Texas Historical Commission, and
the Trail Regions serve every county, whether situ-
ated on the original driving trail or not.

But those 1968 signs are still there, and they beck-
on travelers to experience the panorama of heri-
tage represented along the 10 routes.

On Monday, July 29 through Wednesday, July 31,
2019, the Texas Plains Trail 50th Anniversary Cara-
van will drive the “blue line” starting in Lubbock,
heading east to Matador and Caprock Canyons; up
to Hamblen Drive across Palo Duro Canyon into
Canyon (where the group will see the TEXAS Out-
door Musical); up to Amarillo, Borger, and Dumas;
and back south and west across Route 66 to Vega,
the Muleshoe National Wildlife Refuge, and back
via Morton and Levelland to Lubbock.

The Texas Plains Trail Region is the official heri-
tage tourism for our state, working in partnership
with the Texas Historical Commission since 1998

and the state of Texas since 1968.

Lubbock will be the starting point of the 750-mile
journey to celebrate our golden anniversary, visit
heritage sites, and express our thanks to communi-
ties and tourism leaders all along the way.

The aim of our delegation is to be a heritage tour-
ism delegation as well as to introduce participants
from outside the Plains and Panhandle to some of
the treasures of our region. We will conduct Face-
book Live sessions all along the route, for the bene-
fit of those who can only come along on the “virtual
tour,” but we invite residents of all our communi-

ties to just ride along for a portion of the itinerary.

Full Caravan participation includes two nights’
lodging, all meals and museum admission fees,
TEXAS ticket and dinner, and van transporta-
tion, is available for purchase.

Hamblen Drive; Canyon; Amarillo; TEXAS Out-
door Musical; lodging in Amarillo.

* Day 3, Wednesday, July 31: Amarillo; Borger;
Sanford; Dumas; Vega; Muleshoe; Morton; Level-
land; return to Lubbock.

Options are also available for travelers to par-
ticipate in portions of the itinerary in their own
vehicles, or to simply meet up and greet the group
along any part of the itinerary.

what we wanted to investigate with this show,
is it may be that the Meg went extinct a million
years earlier than previously thought at a time
when there was no real big climactic change.
And if that’s the case, it means that it probably
died out because it was outcompeted by other
animals.”

In another piece of noteworthy programming,
Tuesday’s “Laws of Jaws: Dangerous Waters”
places hosts Paul de Gelder, Jamin Martinelli,
Mike Dornellas and Nick LeBeouf in harm’s
way to re-enact five recent shark attacks to find
out how things could have ended differently
and what people can do to prevent or fend off
an attack.

In one experiment, Martinelli climbs on a
paddleboard in the Bahamas to test how sharks
react to her presence and various actions, such
as falling off the board.

Her advice to someone confronted by a shark?

“Try to make eye contact,” she says. “...
That’s the most important thing, is for them
to know that you are alert and youre watching
them. Also, if you do have a paddle, thats great
because you can actually keep your distance
from them, so they may circle just to kind of
check you out but you can keep a barrier.

“And ... just remain calm,” she continues.

“In any amped up situation, if you kind of

get hysterical or (start) freaking out, then you
just forget all of this. So if you're super-calm,
then you're more aware to be totally in the
situation, saying, ‘OK, I see the shark, all he’s
doing is checking me out. I can (handle) this.
I’'m watching him, he’s watching me.” And then
from there, either get back on the board or the
boat but just do everything super-slow while
watching him the entire time.”

hourlong anthology series explores

these and other subjects that have stumped mankind for centuries, be
it mysterious structures, cursed ancient cities, extraterrestrial sightings
and bizarre rituals. Scientists, historians, engineers, researchers and
other experts offer up their opinions and possible explanations.

“All these mysterious things that defy explanation,” Shatner says,
“and yet people educated in science or people educated in faith or
people uneducated but they know what they see or feel and it’s all
mysterious. We're living in a mystery.”

“What you have to also appreciate,” he continues, “not only do they
not have the same answer but they might not be seeing the same thing
because we're all filtering the same information through our different
filters. ... So were looking at the same thing, the same circumstances
but we don't know what it is because I don’t know what you're
thinking.”

This week’s episode, titled “Strange Creatures,” considers the possible
existence of beings such as the Chupacabra, the Mongolian Death
Worm and the Mothman, which have been sighted myriad times but
still go unrecognized by mainstream scientists.

“Every so often people see the same strange-looking entity,” Shatner
says, “the Mothman and the Goatman. The Mothman thing is really
strange. The town has seen this entity (and) they don’t have any
explanation for it.”

Jeffrey Marshall Foxworthy was born on Sept. 6,
1958, in Atlanta. He had a Southern Baptist up-
bringing, but maintained that he wasn’t comfortable
with certain aspects of the religion. He followed his
father into the computer-maintenance business, and
some of his co-workers inspired him to enter a come-
dy-club contest ... which he won.

Recordings helped give Foxworthy’s career early
boosts, particularly 1993’s “You Might Be a Red-
neck If ... ,” the title of which also gave him his
signature line. The 1998 album “Totally Committed”
yielded Foxworthy an associated HBO special.

Foxworthy went mainstream when the sitcom “The
Jeff Foxworthy Show” began on ABC in 1995. Can-
celed after one season, it then was picked up by NBC,
where it aired for one more season.

Foxworthy found television success as a game-
show host with “Are You Smarter Than a 5th Grad-
er?,” presiding not only over the primetime edition
on Fox (which was resurrected for another season
after its original run ended), but also a syndicated
version that aired for two years.

“The American Bible Challenge” and “The Amer-
ican Baking Competition” let Foxworthy hone his
game-hosting abilities. He's now back in that genre,
but as a panelist instead of a host: He sits alongside

fellow judges Chrissy Teigen and Kenan Thompson
on the NBC comedy contest “Bring the Funny,” with
Amanda Seales in the host role.

In live-performance terms, apart from his solo act,
Foxworthy is known for being a part of the success-
ful Blue Collar Comedy Tour ... along with Larry the
Cable Guy and Bill Engvall (and, on occasion, Ron
White). The early success of that venture led to a
television-series spinoff, “Blue Collar TV,” which later
was redeveloped into the show “Foxworthy’s Big
Night Out.”

An author of several books - including the cook-
book “The Redneck Grill,” which he co-wrote — Fox-
worthy also has an outdoor-product line. He and his
wife Pamela have two daughters.

“Jezebel” (1938) Sort of a “Gone With
the Wind” without the same exact characters,
this well-regarded drama casts Bette Davis as a
willful Southern belle who wants to retrieve the
man she let get away (Fonda).

“The Best Man” (1964) Gore Vidal's
play made a fine screen vehicle for Fonda and
Cliff Robertson as highly dissimilar rivals for a
political party’s presidential nomination during
a very eventful convention.

A great example of that, he says, is the corn
chowder he made in one recent episode.

“We've got a bucket where every vegetable end,
were throwing it in there and making stocks from
it,” he says. “We just did a corn chowder ... where
the broth was literally corn husk and cob leftovers,
like made a corn broth. I mean, that’s just saving
money. That’s cheaper than using a bouillon cube.
It’s cheaper than using three boxes of vegetable stock.
It’s a byproduct of the main ingredient. It’s good.”

Celenza also doesn’t like the fact that Americans
consume a lot of food prepared outside the home,
such as canned foods and takeout. With the advent
of this, he says, people didn’t need to cook and so
they never learned. He intends to give that power
back to them by giving them knowledge.

“Food cost is high in America,” he says, “and this
is the country that has made it easier than any other
in the world for you not to cook — because youre too
busy, you can’t cook. “We'll do it for you, have this
frozen food. Go through this drive-thru.” They've
made it really easy and stolen — I personally think
since the 1970s on, we kind of like lost a generation |
of home cooks and I think people want it back.”
