SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Sam Ehlinger and the 
Texas Longhorns finally looked like the team ev-
eryone thought they could be when the season be-
gan. 

Ehlinger passed for three touchdowns, ran for an-
other and the Longhorns took out a season of frus-
tration on No. 12 Utah with a dominant 38-10 Alamo 
Bowl win Tuesday night.

After a 10-win season in 2018 and an impressive 
Sugar Bowl win over Georgia set up a Top 10 rank-
ing for the Longhorns to start 2019, Texas (8-5) un-
derwhelmed in a season they fell to the middle of 
the pack in the Big 12. As the pressure mounted on 
third-year coach Tom Herman, he replaced both 
his offensive and defensive coordinators and Texas 
entered the Alamo Bowl unranked with a fan base 
unnerved.

The release came in a romping New Year's Eve 
party in front of a "home" crowd dominated by Tex-
as fans who made the one-hour drive from Austin.

"Our talent can take us pretty far," Ehlinger said. 
"When you add mistake-free football, watch out."

For Utah, it was a bitter end to a season that was 
so promising just a month ago when the Utes were 
on the verge of making the College Football Playoff.

Utah (11-3) didn't get there after it was swamped 
in the Pac-12 title game by Oregon and perhaps 
struggled to shake off the heartbreak of what could 
have been. 

Texas physically handled the Utes at the line of 
scrimmage. Longhorns linebacker Joseph Ossai 
had three sacks of quarterback Tyler Huntley and 
six total tackles for a loss.

"We knew that we were going to have to play with 
a greater passion and physicality than they would," 
said Texas coach Tom Herman, who is 4-0 in bowls 
in his career with three wins in three seasons at 
Texas.

Texas also pounded out 231 yards against the na-
tion's No. 1 rush defense, which had held 10 oppo-
nents under 70 yards. Texas' biggest run came on 
a 31-yard burst by Ehlinger on third down on the 
drive that led to his 6-yard touchdown that made 
it 24-3 late in the third quarter. Keaontay Ingram 
later added a 49-yard TD burst late in the fourth. 

"Very disappointing end to a very good season," 
Utah coach Kyle Whittingham said. "We got out-
played, we got outcoached. It doesn't diminish one 
iota what this senior class accomplished."

Ehlinger finished with 201 yards passing. His first 
touchdown went to Collin Johnson, who missed six 
games this season with a nagging hamstring in-
jury. His last was to Devin Duvernay, who caught 
three passes for 92 yards.

"I'll take those guys in 1-on-1 coverage against 
anybody in the country," Ehlinger said.

THE TAKEAWAY
Utah: The Utes delivered a dud after a season that 

was so good until December. Whittingham had 
talked about what a boost getting a 12th win would 
be, particularly against a name program like Tex-
as. Now the Utes head into 2020 needing to replace 
nine senior starters, six on a defense that was 
among the best in the nation much of the season.

"They just played harder than us," Huntley said. 
"We took it more as a vacation than preparing for a 
game and it came back to bite us."

Texas: For the second straight year, Texas used 

a bowl win to pummel a team that just missed the 
national playoff and a conference championship. 
What it means for 2020, there's no way to tell. Texas 
will have new offensive (Mike Yurcich) and defen-
sive (Chris Ash) coordinators in what will be a piv-
otal year for Herman. The Longhorns expect to re-
turn 15 starters and Herman expects to relinquish 
play-calling.

"It would have been easy for guys to splinter af-
ter the regular season was not what we had hoped," 
Herman said. "These guys are competitors. They 
want to win." 

SENIOR NIGHT
Both teams have several players who expect to be 

in the NFL draft combine, but only Utah junior cor-
nerback Jaylon Johnson skipped the game. Texas 
seniors Johnson and Duvernay had a huge impact, 
while Utah's senior leaders were non-factors. Zack 
Moss, a 1,300-yard rusher this season, finished with 
57 yards. Huntley passed for just 126 yards and de-
fensive end Bradlee Anae was in on one sack but 
otherwise struggled to get much pressure on Eh-
linger.

BIG HIT BIG PENALTY
Utah's biggest hit backfired. In the third quarter, 

defensive lineman Maxs Tupai leveled Ehlinger 
with a shove but did it right in front of a game of-
ficial and drew a 15-yard penalty. The heated mo-
ment only seemed to fire up Ehlinger, and three 
plays later he smashed through the middle of the 
Utah defense for a 6-yard touchdown that put Texas 
ahead 24-3.

UP NEXT:
Utah plays BYU in Salt Lake City on Sept. 5.
Texas hosts South Florida on Sept. 5.

Ehlinger leads Texas’ Alamo Bowl romp over No. 12 Utah 38-10

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — North Carolina State has hired Tim Beck as offen-
sive coordinator and quarterbacks coach, completing a revamp of Dave Do-
eren's coaching staff after a four-win season.

Beck had spent the past three seasons as offensive coordinator at Texas, 
though he was demoted from coordinator as part of a staff shakeup there after 
the regular-season finale and before the Longhorns' Alamo Bowl victory over 
Utah. He was quarterbacks coach for that game.

Beck and Doeren coached together at Kansas in 2005, with Doeren saying in 
a statement that he has known Beck for more than two decades.

"He will take our offense and build it around the strengths of our personnel," 
Doeren said. "It will be versatile, aggressive, and player-friendly."

Beck had also worked at Ohio State and Nebraska in the past decade. Athlet-
ics spokesman Fred Demarest said Beck is set to make $700,000 annually for 
two years with the Wolfpack.

N.C. State's offense faltered after coordinator Eli Drinkwitz left to become 
head coach at Appalachian State. The Wolfpack's numbers dropped with run-
ning backs coach Des Kitchings and receivers coach George McDonald serv-
ing as co-coordinators, with N.C. State averaging 30.1 points and 398.9 yards.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Georgia freshman receiver George Pickens left be-
hind his regrettable ending to the regular season and put the rest of college 
football on notice that he will be an exceedingly tough cover in 2020.

Pickens caught 12 passes for 175 yards and a touchdown, and No. 5 Georgia 
defeated eighth-ranked Baylor 26-14 in the Sugar Bowl on Wednesday night.

"I've still got growing to do, but I can kind of tell myself I'm improving every 
day," said the 6-foot-3 Pickens, who was suspended for the first half of Geor-
gia's SEC title game loss to LSU because of his fight with a Georgia Tech player 
in the Bulldogs' regular-season finale. "It was a great season to me. You win 
some, you lose some."

Baylor quarterback Charlie Brewer, coming back from a concussion in the 
Big 12 title game on Dec. 7, was sidelined again in the fourth quarter when the 
back of his head appeared to hit the turf hard as he was taken down by two 
defenders while going out of bounds.

Baylor coach Matt Rhule said Brewer did not appear concussed this time. 
Medical staff was concerned about possible spinal and neck injuries. Rhule 
expected Brewer to be monitored overnight, but added that early indications 
were the injuries were not career threatening.

"It's scary when they were holding his head and stabilize his neck and he's 
yelling at them to let go of him and let him go back in the game," Rhule said. 
"He's a great player whose best football is in front of him."

Travon Walker was penalized for a late hit, giving Baylor a first down, but 
the drive stalled on a sack of backup Jacob Zeno on fourth down with five min-
utes to go and Baylor down 12.

Jake Fromm completed 20 of 30 passes for 250 yards and two touchdowns 
without an interception for Georgia (12-2), which lost the Sugar Bowl to Texas 
last season.

Zamir White carried 18 times for 92 yards and a touchdown, and Matt Land-
ers caught his first career TD on a 16-yard pass. 

Georgia defensive back Richard LeCounte intercepted two passes, the sec-
ond sealing the victory in the final minutes.

Pickens was selected the game's most outstanding player.
"Seeing him do something like he did today — no surprise to us," Fromm 

said. "He's just going out and playing the game he loves."
Brewer completed 21 of 41 passes for 211 yards and one touchdown to Denzel 

Mims.
After Georgia led 19-0 at halftime, Baylor (11-3) showed signs of mounting a 

comeback on the opening series of the second half with a scoring drive domi-
nated by Mims. He had catches of 40 and 8 yards before his 12-yard touchdown 
grab trimmed the Bulldogs' lead to 19-7. Mims also surpassed 1,000 yards re-
ceiving for the season on the drive.

The Bears quickly forced a Georgia punt and moved back across midfield 
when momentum suddenly changed. Linebacker Azeez Ojulari sacked and 
stripped Brewer on fourth-and-4 and Walker recovered on the Baylor 47. 

"I really, really regret my decision to go for it on the one fourth down," Rhule 

said. "That was a bad coaching moment on my end. It quickly led to points. So 
that goes against me."

The Bulldogs capitalized with a touchdown drive extended by a fake field 
goal in which holder Jake Camarda ran off tackle for 6 yards on fourth-and-2. 
White finished the series with a tackle-breaking 13-yard run to the pylon to 
make it 26-7.

Brewer's short, second-effort TD run late in the third quarter trimmed Geor-
gia's lead, but Baylor got no closer.

PICKENS' HIGHLIGHTS
Pickens' 46-yard catch deep down the middle on a flea flicker set up the first 

points of the game on Rodrigo Blankenship's field goal.
The Bulldogs widened the lead on Fromm's 27-yard fade pass to the Pickens 

in the left side of the end zone.
"When we left him 1-on-1, he made the plays," Rhule said. "When we played 

off him a little bit, he made guys miss."
STEPPING UP
Georgia was without about a dozen regulars, including three starting offen-

sive linemen. Some players were hurt while others sat out to preserve their 
health for the NFL draft.

Meanwhile, top running back D'Andre Swift saw only limited action because 
of an ailing shoulder.

LeCounte wasn't surprised to see younger reserves step in effectively.
"These guys, four-star, five-star guys. They're more than capable of coming 

in and doing what they've got to do," LeCounte said. 
THE TAKEAWAY
Georgia: The Bulldogs demonstrated their depth and motivation to turn in 

a better Sugar Bowl showing than a year ago. Georgia's running game, which 
produced 130 yards, was strong enough to give the Bulldogs nearly five min-
utes more possession.

Baylor: The defense sacked Fromm three times and was solid enough to keep 
the Bears in the game until the fourth quarter, but Baylor's offense struggled 
much of the night and had little balance with just 61 yards rushing.

UP NEXT
Georgia: The Bulldogs await Fromm's decision on whether he'll turn pro 

with one season of eligibility left. Georgia will open next season in Atlanta on 
Labor Day against Virginia. The SEC opener comes 12 days later on Sept. 19 
at Alabama. 

Baylor: The Bears expect to have prominent players back and once again 
be among the contenders to win the Big 12. They open on Sept. 5 in Houston 
against Mississippi and play at Oklahoma in a rematch of the conference title 
game on Oct. 3.

Former NBA Commissioner 
David Stern dies at 77

NEW YORK (AP) — David Stern had basketball as a passion and law as a pro-
fession, one he figured he could return to if a job at the NBA didn’t work out.

He never did.
Instead he went to Europe, Asia and plenty of other places around the world, 

bringing with him a league that was previously an afterthought in the U.S. 
and turning it into a global powerhouse.

Stern, who spent 30 years as the NBA’s longest-serving commissioner and 
one of the best in sports history, died Wednesday. He was 77.
