Big Spring High School 
students are getting hands 
on training at being a CSI 
(Crime Scene Investiga-
tor) through the Career and 
Technical Education pro-
gram implemented recently. 
This  past weekend, the stu-
dents were able to take part 
in a practice meet at the 
High School.

The Big Spring High 
School forensics class is 
one of the many options of-
fered to the students as part 
of the Career and Technical 
Education (C.T.E) program. 
For the past two years, Mrs. 
Whitford has been teach-
ing the forensics class and 
directing the student who 
have shown interest in this 
career field choice. The first 
year she only had one class, 
but this year she teaches 
three classes. There are 70 
students split into three 

classes mostly made up of ju-
niors and seniors. 

“It’s not like a lot of stu-
dents want to continue on 
and do forensic science,” 

Mrs. Whitford, Forensics 
Teacher said. “I think it 
gives the kids an opportunity 
to be excited about science 
and then also gives them 

good  observational 
and reasoning skills 
because it opens your 
mind up to see things 
a bit differently.”  

The class learned 
about blood splat-
ter in the fall semes-
ter, along with blood 
types. This semester 
they have been study-
ing hair and fibers.  
Every six weeks stu-
dents do a case study 
on famous serial kill-
ers or murders that 
relate to the topic 
they are studying.  
Currently the class 
is learning about fin-
gerprints;  how to 
lift them and differ-
ent ways to uncover 
them. 

“We also have a 
C.S.I (crime scene investiga-
tors) team for competitive

Howard College Career Fair offering students 
opportunity to explore local job opportunities



Clayton Wheat Williams Jr.
Clayton Wheat Williams Jr. passed into heav-

en’s gates surrounded by his lov-
ing family on Feb. 14, 2020. Clay-
ton was born Oct. 8, 1931, in the 
small West Texas town of Alpine, 
to Clayton and Chicora (Graham) 
Williams. The son and grandson 
of legendary pioneering West Tex-
ans, he grew up in nearby Fort 
Stockton and graduated from Tex-
as A&M in 1954 with a degree in 
animal husbandry. He then served 

two years in the U.S. Army before being honorably 
discharged.  While in the Army, he waited tables at 
the Baker Hotel in Mineral Wells and learned first-
hand that people like to be treated with respect and 
consideration.

Clayton took the $5,000 he saved from waiting ta-
bles and discharge pay, and, from scratch, started 
selling life insurance back in Fort Stockton. Soon 
after, Clayton entered the oil and gas business as 
an independent oil lease broker in 1957. From his 
Coyanosa Oil & Gas discovery, he founded Clajon 
Gas in 1959 which went on to be the largest individ-
ually-owned gas company in Texas when he sold 
it in 1988. He loved building pipeline and eventu-
ally built pipeline throughout Texas. A former em-
ployee said of Clayton that he out-worked everyone 
around him. Future employees for decades would 
also find that to be true. His legion of former and 
current employees loved him not only as a boss 
but as a friend and admired his work ethic. He felt 
the same way about his employees. He often said 
that he “ran his business like Christopher Colum-
bus; when he left, he didn’t know where he was go-
ing; when he got there, he didn’t know where he 
was; and when he got back, he didn’t know where 
he’d been. And like Christopher, in 1984, Clayton 
founded the first all-digital long distance company 
in Texas, ClayDesta Communications. Because 
an actor was too expensive, Clayton starred in his 
own commercials that were filmed on his Alpine 
Ranch. He would go on to be an industry leader in 
oil and gas exploration, production and transporta-
tion, Brangus cattle, commercial alfalfa operation 
at Fort Stockton Farms, oilfield services, telecom-
munications and diversify into banking and real 
estate. Along the way, he founded more than two 
dozen companies. Clayton Williams Energy owned 
3,000 wells scattered over Texas, New Mexico, 
Louisiana, Alabama, Oklahoma and Utah and was 
a publicly traded company on the New York Stock 
Exchange until he sold it in 2017. Clayton’s outspo-
ken leadership during Texas' economic ups and 
downs earned him respect as a survivor and a man 
with tremendous tenacity and foresight.

Always a Texas Aggie, he continued to support 
his alma mater, Aggie football and contribute to 
many scholarship projects. One of his great joys 
was teaching a course in the business school at 
A&M from 1983-89. In 1989, the Clayton W. Wil-
liams Jr. Alumni Center was named in his honor.

An Eagle Scout and an All-American Wildcatter, 
he has received many awards for his leadership 
in oil and gas, agriculture and real estate develop-
ment. He was honored with the A&M Distinguished 
Alumni Award in 1981, inducted into the Petro-
leum Museum Hall of Fame in 2005, earned many 
Lifetime Achievement Awards and was honored to 
give the Aggie Muster address at A&M in 2005.         

When he wasn’t working, Clayton and Mod-
esta traveled and hunted all over the world. They 
loved seeing new countries and the adventures 
their many travels took them on. Clayton earned 
the Grand Slam and Super Slam of sheep hunting 
and loved retelling the stories that went along with 
each trip.

In 1990, Clayton was the Republican Party’s nom-
inee for Governor of Texas and continued to sup-
port Republican, conservative efforts.  

Clayton was modest about his faith in God but 
gently shared the gospel of Jesus with others. He 
always had his favorite scriptures to quote with 
sick friends and loved ones to be sure they knew Je-
sus. On various tables in his CWEI offices, Clayton 
had the “Plan to Salvation” pamphlets for anyone 
to read or take home. He was a member of Commu-

nity Bible Study for many years. He liked to re-
fer to it as “cramming for finals”. Clayton was an 
American patriot, loved God and his country and 
loved supporting the military, veterans and local 
and state law enforcement. Clayton and Modesta 
established The 200 Club in the 1970’s to provide 
support for local disabled and wounded officers or 
for their families if the officers are killed. He felt 
privileged to also be a part of thanking America’s 
wounded veterans at the annual Show of Support/
Hunt for Heroes event and hosted hunts for some 
of the veterans every year.

Clayton is most proud of his 55 year marriage to 
his wife Modesta, and the couple’s five children, 
nine grandchildren and five great-grandchildren. 
Clayton and Modesta took delight in their fam-
ily and took every opportunity to be at activities 
they were involved in. Family gatherings at their 
Alpine ranch were memorable times that forever 
linked the generations.

Clayton is survived by his wife, Modesta; and 
their five children, Kelvie Cleverdon and husband, 
Tim of Midland, Allyson Groner and husband, Jer-
ry of Midland, Clayton Wade Williams and wife. 
Kristy of Midland, Jeff Williams and wife, Erin 
of Alpine, and Chim Welborn and husband, Greg 
of Midland. He is also survived by grandchildren, 
Joshua and Jered Groner, Michael Clayton Muhl-
bauer, Anna Baum, Aubry and Chance Williams, 
Hyson and Modesta Welborn, Alex Williams; and 
five great-grandchildren, Ava Muhlbauer, Brooks 
Groner, Cooper, Caleb and Logan Baum. He leaves 
behind many nieces, nephews, dear friends and 
loved ones.

Corps of Cadets, Clayton Wade Williams, Jeff Wil-
liams, Jerry Groner, Greg Welborn and Tim Clev-
erdon.

MIDLAND, Texas (AP) — One per-
son was killed and three others in-
jured Sunday following a shootout be-
tween rival motorcycle gangs at a bar 
in Midland Texas, authorities said.

Officers were called to the Your 
Place bar at 8:26 p.m. Sunday and dis-
covered four people had been shot, 
one fatally, according to the Midland 
Police Department. The three injured 
victims were taken to the hospital, 
where one was in criti-
cal condition.

Authorities said of-
ficers responding to 
the scene subsequently 
learned that there had 

been a shootout at the bar between 
rival motorcycle gangs. Police be-
lieve multiple suspected gang mem-
bers were involved.

The suspects were last seen head-
ing westbound toward Odessa.

No other information was immedi-
ately available.

1 dead, 3 hurt after motorcycle gang 
shootout at Texas bar

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — A third 
member of a suburban Oklahoma 
City high school cross-country team 
who was struck by a speeding pickup 
truck earlier this month has died.

Kolby Crum, 18, died Saturday at 
the University of Oklahoma Medical 
Center, said hospital spokeswoman 
April Sandefer.

Crum was among seven members 
of the Moore High School cross-coun-
try team who were struck while run-
ning on a Moore sidewalk on Feb. 3, 
authorities said. According to police, 
the driver, 57-year-old Max Leroy 
Townsend, was going 79 mph (127 
kph) in a 25 mph (40 kph) zone when 
he crossed two lanes of traffic onto 
the sidewalk and struck the students 
and several parked cars.

Student Rachel Freeman, 17, died 
on the day of the crash and Yuridia 
Martinez, 16, died the next day.

Townsend was charged last week 
with two counts of manslaughter, 
and several counts of driving under 
the influence of alcohol and leaving 
the scene of an accident. He remained 
jailed Saturday on $1.2 million bond.

Cleveland County District Attorney 
Greg Mashburn told The Oklahoman  
that he plans to charge Townsend 
with a third manslaughter count.

The day before the crash, 
Townsend's 28-year-old son was 
killed in a multi-vehicle auto acci-
dent in Moore. 

Court records do not list an attor-
ney who could speak on Townsend's 
behalf.

Third student-runner who was struck by 
speeding truck dies

ALLENTOWN, Pa. (AP) —  Thanks  to modern technology and some expert 
detective work, a nearly 400-year-old painting that had long been attributed 
to an unknown artist in Rembrandt's workshop has now been judged to have 
been a work of the Dutch master himself.

For decades, the Allentown Art Museum displayed an oil-on-oak panel 
painting called "Portrait of a Young Woman" and credited it to "Studio of Rem-
brandt." Two years ago, the painting was sent to New York University for con-
servation and cleaning. 

There, conservators began removing layers of overpainting and dark, thick 
varnish that had been added over centuries — and they began to suspect Rem-
brandt himself was responsible for the original, delicate brushwork under-
neath.

"Our painting had numerous layers of varnish and that really obscured what 
you could see of the original brushwork, as well as the original color," said 
Elaine Mehalakes, vice president of curatorial affairs at the Allentown Art 
Museum.

Conservators used a variety of tools, including X-ray, infrared and electron 
microscopy, to bolster the case that it was the work of one of the most im-
portant and revered artists in history. The scientific analysis "showed brush-

work, and a liveliness to that brushwork, that is quite consistent with other 
works by Rembrandt," said Shan Kuang, a conservator at New York Univer-
sity's Institute of Fine Arts who restored "Portrait of a Young Woman."

Outside experts who examined the 1632 painting after the completion of its 
two-year restoration concurred with the NYU assessment that it's an authen-
tic Rembrandt.

"We're very thrilled and excited," Mehalakes said. "The painting has this in-
credible glow to it now that it just didn't have before. You can really connect 
with the portrait in the way I think the artist meant you to."

When "Portrait of a Young Woman" was bequeathed to the museum in 1961, 
it was considered to be a Rembrandt. About a decade later, a group of experts 
determined that it had been painted by one of his assistants. Such changes in 
attribution are not unusual: Over the centuries, as many as 688 and as few as 
265 paintings have been credited to the artist, according to Mehalakes.

The museum has not had the painting appraised — and has no intention of 
selling it — but authenticated works by Rembrandt have fetched tens of mil-
lions of dollars.

The painting, currently in the museum's vault, will go on public display 
starting June 7.

Museum's Rembrandt knockoff turns out 
to be the real thing

FALFURRIAS, Texas 
(AP) — Authorities are 
searching for vandals 
who damaged a south 
Texas shrine to faith 
healer Don Pedrito Jara-
millo. 

The damage to the 
shrine to Don Pedrito 
Jaramillo in Falfurrias, 
about 150 miles (241 ki-
lometers) south of San 
Antonio was reported 
Friday, according to 
Brooks County Sheriff 
Urbino "Benny" Marti-
nez.

"We're really work-
ing hard on it because 
I think it's really unfor-

tunate that that would 
happen to Don Pedri-
to," Martinez said. "It's 
been there for years and 
years.

"Right now we're all in 
the dark as far as the mo-
tive," Martinez told the 
San Antonio Express-
News.

Jaramillo was known 
as "the healer of Los Ol-
mos," for using natural 
remedies to heal the 
sick. 

He came to the Los Ol-
mos Ranch near Falfur-
rias in the early 1880s 
and died in 1907. The 
shrine began at his buri-

al site and received a 
Texas Historical Mark-
er in 1971. 

Falfurrias City Ad-
ministrator Melissa 
Landin said damage 
to crosses and statues 
of Jaramillo may be ir-
reparable.

"The cross with Je-
sus, a large one that 
was on the wall, was 
on the floor broken 
in pieces. The Virgin 
Mary was broken into 
pieces. Two statues of 
Don Pedro were shat-
tered," Landin told The 
Monitor.

South Texas shrine to Don Pedrito 
Jaramillois vandalized

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HERMLEIGH — Playoff basketball was in 
full swing on Monday night in Hermleigh. 
The Forsan Lady Buffs (14-16, 5-5) took on the 
Stamford Lady Bulldogs (24-7, 9-2) in a first 
round bi-district matchup.

Stam-
ford’s Tylee Jo Bevel notched 12 points in the 
first quarter and was controlling the low post. 
Her teammate Laylonna Applin scored six 
points in the opening quarter and the duo set 
the tone for the Lady Bulldogs’ offense. They 
would finish the game having scored 38 total 
points between the both of them.

Forsan was being captained by a committee ap-
proach that had multiple players getting involved 
on the offensive end. Senior guard Katelin Colvin 
was able to hit two shots from deep when her team 
needed it most and kept the game close at 22-15 
heading into the second frame.

The Lady Buffs were trailing by seven and need-
ing a hot streak to start the second quarter. Forsan 
forward Aubrie Smith was dominating the boards 
for her team and came up with seven first-half re-
bounds. Vedder’s defense was able to limit Bevel’s 
second quarter production and cut the lead to four 
points at halftime.

Stamford was only able to score six points in the 

second quarter and there game-plan seemed to 
change in the process. After beginning the game 
with a high-pressure, trapping style of defense, the 
Lady Bulldogs laid off of the Forsan ball-handlers 
in the second quarter.

“We can’t duplicate size and speed in practice 
and it takes us a few possessions to get going,” Ve-
dder said. “Once we started adjusting to what we 
were seeing, I thought we did really well. Them go-
ing to the half-court trap was something I haven’t 
seen them do. At times we did what 
we were supposed to do and other 
times we put our head down.”

Forsan was trailing 28-24 at half-
time and gas seemed to successful-

ly swing momentum in their direction. A mix-
ture of good shot selection and the rowdiness of 
the crowd had put the Lady Buffs in the driver’s 
seat.

Both teams failed to get their offense’s going 
in the third quarter and the Stamford lead was 
held steady at four points going into the fourth.

Then, the Lady Buffs offense stalled and Stam-
ford ran away with the game. Forsan was out-
scored 17-2 in the final eight minutes of action. 
After a back-and-forth game that could have 
gone either way, the Lady Buffs had an ineffec-
tive fourth quarter and had their season ended. 

The Lady Buffs have a young core group of 
players that will be back next season. With 
only one senior leaving the team, the potential 
for next year’s bunch will be sky-high. They are 
a strong shooting bunch that play with a lot of 
heart and hustle on both sides of the ball.

“They never give up,” Vedder said. “They 
find a way to keep getting after it. No matter 
the situation, they always kept going. I haven’t 
seen those kids quit one time.”

A disappointing finish to the season will not 
get in the way of appreciating all of the great bas-
ketball this Lady Buffs’ squad has played this sea-
son.

There is always next year.

Bulldogettes season ends 
following tough loss to 

Cisco

MERKEL - The No. 16 ranked Cisco Lady 
Loboes were in a dogfight in the Class 3A 
bi-district game on Monday night. The 
dogs giving them the fight were the Co-
ahoma Bulldogettes and Cisco got all it 
wanted. In the end, the Lady Loboes held 
on for a 68-56 win over Coahoma.

On paper, the game wasn't supposed to 
be this close. The Lady Loboes have lost 
just four games all season. They have an 
impressive resume that includes beating 
Brock, the No. 6-ranked class 3A team in 
the state. They also lost to No. 2-ranked 
Class 3A Jim Ned and to No. 6-ranked Class 
2A school Mason, each by two points.

On this night, however, the Lady Lo-
boes were taken to the wire by a resil-
ient Coahoma squad of eight players who 
full-court pressed them as hard as they 
pressed Coahoma.

In the end, it was Cisco's height advan-
tage and its abundance of personnel that 
proved the difference. It eventually wore 
down a Coahoma squad that perhaps 
played its best game of the season.

It started out like a blowout as the Cisco 
pressure forced Coahoma turnovers.  Co-
ahoma led 22-11 late in the first quarter 
until Coahoma's Caitlyn Corley trimmed 
it late in the quarter with a put-back bas-
ket and promptly got a steal and turned it 
into a layup. Cisco led 22-15 after one quar-
ter, a quarter Coahoma turned the ball 
over seven times.

The game was fast paced from start to fin-
ish and the Coahoma trio of Corley, Julia 
Cox, and Makynlee Overton wouldn't let 
the Bulldogs fade away. Cox jump started 
Coahoma in the second quarter with two 
free throws and a short jumper to go along 
with a steal and a basket by Abby Lopez. 
Now Cisco was turning the ball over. Co-
ahoma took its first lead of the game, 25-
24, on another Overton basket. Later Cox 
added another basket and Coahoma took a 
big bite out of the Lady Loboes , taking its 
first lead of the game, 29-24 ,with 3:22 left 
in the first half. 

Cisco, however, bit back by outscoring 
Coahoma 14-2 rest of the way to take a 38-
31 halftime lead.

The second half was played pretty much 
on even terms. Every time Cisco would 
make a run, Coahoma would answer. The 
Bulldogettes made one last run in the fi-
nal minutes of the game. Lopez scored a 
basket inside and Corley sunk two free 
throws, cutting the deficit to 60-55 with 
less than two minutes remaining. 

That's as close they would get as Cisco 

made it free throws down the stretch.
Overton put in a hard night's work, fin-

ishing the contest with game high of 24 
points. She out-battled her taller oppo-
nents to grab 15 rebounds. Corley, who is 
now college bound for Sul Ross, put up 17 
points on a 8-for-13 shooting night and also 
had seven rebounds, four assists and four 
steals. Cox was on the floor all night, claw-
ing her way to seven points, six rebounds 
and five steals.

Cisco, which had a 10-player rotation, 
was paced by senior guard Landi Edgar 
who finished with 17 points and seven 
assists. Sophie Hurtado, a 6-foot-1 sopho-
more had 15 points, including hitting three 
three-pointers. Freshman forward Justice 
Fox ignited Cisco in the second half with 
her eight points and six rebounds.

Coahoma coach Jim Kinnear had noth-
ing but praise for his squad that loses only 
two seniors (Corley and Macee Grant) . "I 
am so proud of them. They played  hard all 
year long. They fought to the very end," he 
said. "In the first quarter they broke our 
press down. We were not setting up. In 
the second quarter we got restarted and it 
led to some steals and easy baskets.  They 
(Cisco) hit some threes and got the lead. 
Every time they got the lead  we fought 
back."

Coahoma finishes the season with an 21-
12 record. Cisco advances at 21-4.

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Today in History
Today is Tuesday, Feb. 18, the 
49th day of 2020. There are 
317 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On Feb. 18, 1970, the “Chi-
cago Seven” defendants were 
found not guilty of conspir-
ing to incite riots at the 1968 
Democratic national con-
vention; five were convicted 
of violating the Anti-Riot Act 
of 1968 (those convictions 
were later reversed).
On this date:
In 1546, Martin Luther, lead-
er of the Protestant Refor-
mation in Germany, died in 
Eisleben.
In 1564, artist Michelangelo 
died in Rome.
In 1861, Jefferson Davis 
was sworn in as provisional 
president of the Confederate 
States of America in Mont-
gomery, Alabama.
In 1885, Mark Twain’s “Ad-
ventures of Huckleberry 
Finn” was published in the 
U.S. for the first time (after 
being published in Britain 
and Canada).
In 1930, photographic evi-
dence of Pluto (now desig-
nated a “dwarf planet”) was 
discovered by Clyde W. Tom-
baugh at Lowell Observatory 
in Flagstaff, Arizona.
In 1943, Madame Chiang 
Kai-shek (chang ky-shehk), 
wife of the Chinese leader, 
addressed members of the 
Senate and then the House, 
becoming the first Chinese 
national to address both 
houses of the U.S. Congress.
In 1983, 13 people were shot 
to death at a gambling club in 
Seattle’s Chinatown in what 
became known as the Wah 
Mee Massacre. (Two men 
were convicted of the killings 
and are serving life sentenc-
es; a third was found guilty of 
robbery and assault.)
In 1988, Anthony M. Ken-
nedy was sworn in as an as-
sociate justice of the U.S. Su-
preme Court.
In 1994, at the Winter Olym-
pic Games in Norway, U.S. 
speedskater Dan Jansen fi-
nally won a gold medal, 
breaking the world record in 
the 1,000 meters.
In 1997, astronauts on the 
space shuttle Discovery com-
pleted their tune-up of the 
Hubble Space Telescope after 
33 hours of spacewalking; 
the Hubble was then released 
using the shuttle’s crane.
In 2001, veteran FBI agent 
Robert Philip Hanssen was 
arrested, accused of spying 
for Russia. (Hanssen later 

pleaded guilty to espionage 
and attempted espionage 
and was sentenced to life in 
prison without the possibil-
ity of parole.) Auto racing 
star Dale Earnhardt Sr. died 
in a crash at the Daytona 500; 
he was 49.
In 2003, an arson attack in-
volving two South Korean 
subway trains in the city of 
Daegu claimed 198 lives. 
(The arsonist was sentenced 
to life in prison, where he 
died in 2004.)
Ten years ago: In Austin, 
Texas, software engineer 
A. Joseph Stack III crashed 
his single-engine plane into 
a building containing IRS 
offices, killing one person 
besides himself. President 
Barack Obama personally 
welcomed the Dalai Lama to 
the White House, but kept 
the get-together off camera 
and low key in an attempt 
to avoid inflaming tensions 
with China.
Five years ago: President 
Barack Obama, hosting a 
White House summit on 
countering violent extrem-
ism, said Muslims in the U.S. 
and around the world had a 
responsibility to fight a mis-
conception that terrorist 
groups like the Islamic State 
were speaking for them.
One year ago: Scientist Wal-
lace Smith Broecker, who 
raised early alarms about cli-
mate change and popularized 
the term “global warming,” 
died at a New York hospital 
at the age of 87. President 
Donald Trump urged Ven-
ezuela’s military to sup-
port opposition leader Juan 
Guaido (gwy-DOH’), and 
warned that soldiers would 
find “no safe harbor” if they 
continued to back President 
Nicolas Maduro’s govern-
ment. (Despite U.S. pressure 
including new sanctions on 
members of Maduro’s inner 
circle, efforts to unseat Mad-
uro have floundered.) New 
York City officials issued le-
gal guidance saying that the 
city’s existing human rights 
law protected against hairdo 
discrimination, allowing 
New Yorkers to maintain 
hairstyles “closely associated 
with their racial, ethnic or 
cultural identities.”
