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CHS band steps up to atyplcal competltlve season

COAHOMA — New guidelines for
the Texas public school marching sea-
son meant to help slow the spread of
the Coronavirus have presented some
unique challenges to the Coahoma High
School band program.

“In the past, we’ve always been able to
learn the music and some of the auxilia-
ry parts at any time, but we couldn’t put
the show drill to music,” explains CHS
Band Director Michael Cason. “UIL
pushed back that date which was Aug.
1. Now we have to wait until Sept. 7.”

In July, the University Interscholastic
League (UIL) — the governing body for
extracurricular activities for public pri-
mary and secondary schools in Texas —
announced guidelines that delayed the
start date of competitive practices and
contests for marching bands across the
state. The delay is a way of leveling the
competitive playing field for the metro-
plex-area schools hit hardest from the
Covid-19 pandemic. Large schools such
as Dallas and Houston ISDs will not be-
gin classes until September.

What the new guidelines mean for the
61-member CHS band is an extra month

and trying to get that as clean and memorized as
possible before the Sept. 7 start date comes up,” he
said.

CHS students began getting used to the new nor-
mal the last week of July with the start of summer
band. Individual areas are sanitized at the end of
every practice which means wiping off individual
chairs, stands, and equipment. Shared equipment
such as percussion are also sanitized after use.

“We’ve had pretty good responses,” Cason said.
“The kids have been pretty good about doing that
so far.”

Tostay within the state guidelines, students spend
more time rehearsing in smaller groups than pour-
ing over the music as a full band. Cason and his
assistant Kira Landin are also making use of the
school’s auditorium which provides ample space to
spread out for full band rehearsal. The same strat-
egy applies for practice time on the marching field.
Students are also asked to keep their face mask on
when not marching or playing.

“It’s not an ideal situation, but it works,” Cason
added.

One noticeable change for football fans this sea-
son will be the absence of the band at out-of-town
football games. It was one of the harder choices Ca-
son has had to make.

“It has to do with Covid-19 guidelines for busing,”
Cason said. “It’s hard enough to move everybody
on a Friday night as is. Can things change, can
things be revisited as the year goes on? Absolutely.
Based on the information we know, we felt like that
was the best decision we can make.”

With many stadiums enforcing a 50 percent ca-
pacity rule, it was also a practical decision to sacri-
fice out-of-town games.

Risk and Risk Tolerance

nvestors talk about “risk” and “risk tolerance.” A few years
ago, even the most conservative of investors could expect to
receive a return of 5% percent, or more, by simply placing
their money in CDs or savings accounts. But times have
changed.

Those kinds of risk free investments have disap-
peared. Savings Accounts usually earn fractions of
a percent. Certificates of Deposit do little better.

Those who want to invest for the future, includ-
ing retirement funds, are left with higher risk op-
tions. But for many of us, risk leaves our stom-
achs queasy. Our introduction to 2020 has been
gut wrenching. The Dow Jones industrial average
recorded its worst ever loss in March, with many
economists predicting the “greatest depression”
in history. But a massive $3 trillion infusion of
money by the government created an immediate
rebound.

The stock market, since that time, seems disconnected from
the economic indicators.

Stocks, investments and economics have always confused me.
I have never been able to figure it out.

I guess that is why I find Jesus’ story in Luke 19 confusing. He
told of a wealthy owner who left his servants in charge of his
money while he was gone. To each he gave the same amount.
Let’s say he gave each $1,000.

When he returned one servant had invested and multiplied the
$1,000 into $10,000. Another had invested and multiplied it into
$5,000.

But the third was afraid of losing the $1,000. Maybe he wrapped
it in some newspaper and hid it under his mattress.

The wealthy owner commended the first two, but he was furi-
ous with the third.

“You should have at least put it in the bank so it could earn
interest,” he said. He then took the $1,000 from the last one and
gave it to the one who had $10,000. He said, “I tell you that to ev-

eryone who has, more shall be given, but from the one who does
not have, even what he does have shall be taken away.” (Luke
19:11-27).

As with all of Jesus’ stories, there are many applications to be
made and much to learn. Of course, I don’t think Jesus was all
that concerned about money. After all, when he died all he had
were the clothes on his back. But he clearly understood how the
world works. And he clearly understood how life works.

So, what was his point? It seems to me that Jesus wants his
followers to learn to take risk for the Kingdom’s sake. When-
ever we grow fearful and withdraw into ourselves, we shrivel
up. What little we have is taken away from us. I have watched
people do this.

I have even seen churches do this, pinching pennies and wor-
ried that they will not make budget. But when we lay it all on
the line, when we give our lives away for others, we experience
pleasure and joy unspeakable. This is why he said, “Give and
it shall be given unto you, good measure, shaken together and
running over.” And, again, “He that will save his life shall lose
it, but he who will lose his life for my sake and the gospel shall
find it.”

Jesus’ early followers clearly understood this. There is no
evidence that any of them became

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Abbott offer proposal punishing Texas
cities choosing to 'defund' the police

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas Gov. Greg Abbott
on Tuesday proposed punishing cities that cut po-
lice funding by freezing property tax revenue, the
main funding source for local government services
including schools, roads and law enforcement.

Other top Texas Republicans joined Abbott in an-
nouncing what they promised would be a priority
during the 2021 legislative session. The announce-
ment came days after the Austin City Council voted
to slash its police budget over the next fiscal year as
the U.S. continues reckoning with racial injustice
in law enforcement.

Details of the proposal were thin, including what
would constitute a city "defunding" its police de-
partment, and the legislation is far from a done
deal.

The proposal by the state's top Republicans also
comes less than three months before an Election
Day that is expected to be the closest in decades
in America's biggest red state. President Donald
Trump has zeroed in on a law and order message to
boost his own reelection prospects, and on Monday
called former Vice President Joe Biden a "puppet
of left-wing extremists" who are out to "eliminate

our police."

Democrats need to win only nine seats in Novem-
ber to take control of the Texas House for the first
time since 2002, a scenario that would all but ex-
tinguish Abbott's proposal even before the Legisla-
ture returns in January.

Abbott, Patrick and Bonnen blasted the an-
nouncement as an attempt shift attention away
from the governor's handling of the coronavirus
pandemic that on Monday surpassed 10,000 deaths
in Texas.

"When crime is on the rise, the last thing we
should do is defund law enforcement," Abbott said
during a press conference in Fort Worth, adding
that he hopes Austin leaders will reverse their de-
cision if his proposal becomes law. "We will ensure
that these communities continue to be protected. "

In his own press conference, Austin Mayor Steve
Adler countered that Abbot should focus on pro-
tecting Texans from COVID-19, and he held a mo-
ment of silence for the dead.

Even with a recent increase in homicides, Adler
said, Austin is a safe city. Budget changes, he said,
were reflective of community conversations.

In a unanimous vote Thursday, the City Coun-
cil shifted about $150 million, or one-third, of next
year's $434 million police budget in favor of spend-
ing more money on social services, following
moves of other cities in the wake of the police Kkill-
ing of George Floyd.

Adler reiterated that the changes would affect un-
filled police positions. Some duties will be shifted
to mental health, first responder and social worker
jobs.

The mayor himself responded to some commu-
nity pushback and referred only to $21 million as a
cut, saying the other $129 million would be used to
"move certain functions to civilian control."

Sherri Greenberg, a former Texas representa-
tive and public policy professor at the University
of Texas, said the state Constitution requires bills
addressing taxes originate in the House, where it
will be sent to a committee for review.

This kind of proposal is not unusual, Greenberg
said, pointing to a bill from the 2019 legislative ses-
sion that was approved and lowered the amount
cities are allowed to collect from property tax.

News Briefs

Texas reports more than 200 new virus deaths

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas reported more than 200 additional coronavirus
deaths Tuesday as the total number of infections surpassed 550,000 statewide.

Texas this week reached 10,000 virus deaths, joining New York, New Jersey
and California as the only states to reach that grim milestone. Nearly four in
five of those deaths have come since the beginning of June, and August has
routinely seen hundreds of deaths added daily in the aftermath of a massive
summer outbreak in Texas.

Despite the mounting deaths, Republican Gov. Greg Abbott and local leaders
say the outlook in Texas is improving. Hospitalizations have plunged by the
thousands from July's peak and held steady with about 6,200 patients Tues-
day. The rolling average of people who test positive for the virus in Texas also
remained around 11%.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has said a positivity rate
under 10% is an indicator that a state has robust testing. Texas health officials
say demand for testing has dropped in recent weeks even though plenty of
tests are available.

Firefighters battling large blaze at Dallas-area factory

GRAND PRAIRIE, Texas (AP) — A large fire believed to be ignited by a fall-
ing power line burned Wednesday at a Dallas-area factory that makes trash
bags and other plastics, authorities said.

There were no reports of injuries from the massive blaze at the Poly-Ameri-
ca complex in Grand Prairie, authorities said. No evacuations were ordered,
but people with underlying health conditions were asked to avoid the area.

“This is going to be burning late into tomorrow,” Grand Prairie Assistant
Fire Chief Bill Murphy said during a Wednesday morning press conference.
“These are rolls of plastic sheeting, huge rolls, and they’re stacked sometimes
eight feet high. Plastic is hard to put out and it’s just gonna burn.”

Firefighters believe the blaze started when a power line fell near an area
where plastic rolls were being stored, causing them to catch fire, Dallas TV
station KTVT reported.

Man featured on reality TV show charged in nephew’s killing

ST. LOUIS (AP) — The son of the owner of a St. Louis-area soul food restau-
rant that was the setting for the reality show “Welcome to Sweetie Pie’s” has
been charged in a murder-for-hire plot that resulted in the death of his nephew
four years ago.

James Timothy Norman, of Jackson, Mississippi, was arrested Tuesday in
the March 14, 2016, fatal shooting of his nephew Andre Montgomery, who was
gunned down near a park in St. Louis. Norman, the 41-year-old son of Sweetie
Pie’s owner Robbie Montgomery, faces a federal charge in St. Louis of conspir-
ing to use interstate commerce facilities in the commission of a murder-for-
hire, resulting in death.

The U.S. Attorney’s office in St. Louis said in a news release that Norman
conspired with a woman, Terica Ellis, of Memphis, Tennessee, in Montgom-
ery’s killing. In 2014, when Montgomery was 18, prosecutors say Norman ob-
tained a $450,000 life insurance policy on his nephew that listed Norman as the
sole beneficiary.

The obligation to rebid a
six-card suit is deliberately bypassed
because of the more pressing need to
show minimum values.

East won the spade lead with the
jack and continued with the A-K.
Declarer, fully aware thal Wes! had
almost surcly started with a double-
ton spade, ruffed with the king and
was overruffed by West with the ace.
South then won the club return with
the ace, drew trump and claimed.

However, West should have
defeated four hearts. Had he dis-
carded at trick three instcad of over-

— instead of one. Furthermore, West
was in an ideal position to know this,
since he could see that if he refused
to overruff South’s king, the ten
would automatically become pro-
moted into a second trump trick.

It is true that detenders are usually
delighted to overruff declarer when
the opportunity presents itself, but
this was one of thosc occasions where
that impulsc should have been
rejected. The ace of trump could
never get away, but the contract might
if the ace was played prematurcly.

Today is Thursday, Aug.
20, the 233rd day of 2020.
There are 133 days left in
the year.

Today’s Highlight in His-
tory:

On August 20, 1964, Presi-
dent Lyndon B. Johnson
signed the Economic Op-
portunity Act, a nearly $1
billion anti-poverty mea-
sure.

On this date:

In 1862, the New York Tri-
bune published an open
letter by editor Horace
Greeley calling on Presi-
dent Abraham Lincoln to
take more aggressive mea-
sures to free the slaves and
end the South’s rebellion.
In 1920, pioneering Ameri-
can radio station 8MK in
Detroit (later WWJ) began
daily broadcasting.

In 1940, exiled Communist
revolutionary Leon Trotsky
was assassinated in Coyo-
acan, Mexico by Ramon
Mercader, a Spanish Com-
munist agent working at
the behest of Josef Stalin.
(Trotsky died the next day.)
In 1953, the Soviet Union
publicly acknowledged
it had tested a hydrogen
bomb.

In 1955, hundreds of
people were killed in anti-
French rioting in Morocco
and Algeria.

In 1968, the Soviet Union
and other Warsaw Pact
nations began invading
Czechoslovakia to crush
the “Prague Spring” liber-
alization drive.

In 1981, Michael Devine,
a member of the Irish Na-
tional Liberation Army,
died after a 60-day hunger
strike at the Maze Prison in
Northern Ireland; he was
the tenth and last hunger-
striker to die that year.

In 1986, postal employee
Patrick Henry Sherrill
went on a deadly rampage
at a post office in Edmond,
Okla., shooting 14 fellow
workers to death before
killing himself.

In 1989, entertainment ex-
ecutive Jose Menendez and
his wife, Kitty, were shot to
death in their Beverly Hills
mansion by their sons, Lyle
and Erik. Fifty-one people

died when a pleasure boat
sank in the River Thames
(tehmz) in London after
colliding with a dredger.

In 2005, Northwest Air-
lines mechanics went
on strike rather than ac-
cept pay cuts and layofs;
Northwest ended up hiring
replacement workers. San
Francisco 49ers offensive
lineman Thomas Herrion,
23, died of a heart attack
shortly after a preseason
game against the Denver
Broncos.

In 2008, a Spanish jetliner
crashed during takeoff
from Madrid, killing 154
people; 18 survived.

In 2017, actor, comic and
longtime telethon host
Jerry Lewis died of heart
disease in Las Vegas at the
age of 91.

Ten years ago: President
Barack Obama invited Is-
rael and the Palestinians
to meet face-to-face in
Washington the following
month for talks aimed at
achieving an agreement to
establish an independent
Palestinian state and se-
cure peace for Israel.

Five years ago: With a
broad smile and an upbeat
attitude, former President
Jimmy Carter told a news
conference in Atlanta that
he had cancer in his brain,
and felt “perfectly at ease
with whatever comes.” (In
March 2016, Carter an-
nounced that recent scans
had shown no signs of can-
cer and that he no longer
needed to receive doses
of an immune-boosting
drug.)
