form, connect and embrace 
a community around his-
tory which helped form their 
foundation.

“It started very simple ... 
sometimes you think you 
have an idea and all of  a sud-
den it comes to your mind, 
but it doesn’t. God gives it to 

you and tells you what to do, 
Raul Marquez said. “One day 
God told me to start this for 
the community.” 

At the time, Marquez 
wasn’t sure where to start, 
but he kept his heart, his 
mind and his eyes open for 
some sign of direction. One 
day, during his day to day, 
he saw a photograph of the 

Northside from the 50s and 
that picture can been when 
you first arrive to the El 
Northside De Big Spring 
Texas Facebook Page. 

“I selected that picture be-
cause you can see the North-
side. It’s the best picture I 
have found of us looking into 
the old bridge and seeing all 
the business to the side. You 
can picture where you are at 
that corner. That corner is 
still there. The businesses 
may not be there, but that

Safety first when heading out for New Years

El Northside De Big Spring 
Keeping history alive one story at a time

A New Year is arriving and while so-
cial distancing is still highly encour-
aged, there will be those who will be out 
on the road this holiday. In an 
effort to reduce the amount of 
accidents that occur 

According to statistics, 
in 2019 the State of 
Texas alone saw 
24,617 DUI crashes. 
Crashes which in-
volved alcohol impaired 
driving accidents in-
cluded motor vehicle 
collisions, property 
damage, and fatalities.  A c -
cording to Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention statistics, na-
tionally there are 300,000 incidents per 
day linked to drinking and driving. 

“Drinking and driving is a choice. 
While many are not getting behind the 
wheel with the intention of hurting 
someone on their way to the next des-
tination, the fact of the matter is some-

one could get hurt, someone could get 
killed, and someone's life could forever 
be altered,” Ashley Teel, recent acci-
dent victim, said. “

Teel and her children, along with 
her fiance at the time, were hit 
head on by a drunk driver about 
a month and a half ago. The 
driver had just recently left his 

home and was headed to 
a bar when he collided 
with Teel's vehicle as 

they were heading home. 
The children ended up with 
seatbelt burns and minor 
injures, while Teel had to 
have surgery to repair her 
shattered arm. Her fiance 

ended up with a traumatic brain in-
jury and minor injuries on the outside. 

Once an alcoholic drink is consumed 
it can take the body one to two hours 
to process a drink. Keeping with that 
process, for every drink consumed one 
should wait an hour before driving. 
However, even though consumption 
has stopped alcohol levels can continue 

to rise over the next few hours while the 
body processes the alcohol. 

“Drinking and Driving is not only 
about you but others on the road around 
you. You may know the path you are go-
ing to travel, but you never know some-
thing unexpected will cross that path or 
change up your direction needing to be 
traveled.. ” Teel said. “Life changes in a 
matter of seconds.” 

Drunk driving accidents statistically 
tend to increase around the holidays, 
especially on New Years Eve. Drink-
ing and driving related accidents can 
change the lives of those who choose 
to get behind the wheel intoxicated 
and their families, and possibly other 
families. One person's choice can have 
a ripple effect that may not fully be un-
derstood.

“Do not be the reason peoples lives 
change forever just because of the deci-
sion you make to get behind the wheel,” 
Teel said. 

A DWI or DUI could end up costing

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you a year's worth of salary if convicted. Accord-
ing to TxDOT drivers charged with a third offense 
can face up to $10,000 in fines, have their license 
suspended and can face between two to 10 years in 
prison.

“Each year Texas ranks in the top 10 states with 
the most DWI related deaths,” Big Spring Police 
Chief Chad Williams said. “Make sure you have a 
clear plan before heading out on New Years Eve. 
Have a clear plan to get children home safely if 
they’re likely to be present where alcohol is served, 
and if you are hosting keep an eye on your friends. 
Don’t let them leave your residence intoxicated.”

Chief Williams also reminds the community it 
is a violation of a city ordinance to explode, set off 
or ignite or discharge within the corporate limits 
of the city any firecrackers, roman candles, torpe-
does, or any other fireworks of any kind or make. 
In addition, Howard County issued a burn ban and 
a restriction on the use and sale of fireworks with 
fins or sticks. It is also unlawful for any person to 
discharge a gun, pistol or firearm of any kind with-
in the city limits. 

“Patrol officers concentrate on finding drunk 
drivers on these known heavy celebrated days, and 
our patrol is increased around bar areas,” Chief 

Williams said. “Please be safe if you are heading 
out this holiday season.”

A few safety tips to remember before heading out 
New Years Eve: 

• Assign a designated driver before heading out 
that way all are on the same page and you know 
who to turn to when it's time to go. Make sure this 
person is holding the car keys so nobody who has 
been drinking tries to leave the gathering intoxi-
cated. 

• If you see a friend drinking, ask if they need a 
ride or call a cab. If at all possible keep the intoxi-
cated person from getting behind the wheel. 

• If you have been drinking and do not have a 
designated driver already, find one, call a cab or 
a friend to drive you home. Do not get behind the 
wheel and attempt to drive. 

• If you are the host of the party and are offering 
alcoholic beverages double check with guests to 
ensure they have a des-
ignated driver or set up 
a place for them to stay 
the night if needed.

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corner is still there,” Marquez said. “You can stand 
at that corner and look toward the bridge and see 
all those businesses.”

Marquez is a lifetime Big Spring resident, Navy 
Vietnam Veteran - served 1968 to 1972 - and pre-
viously named Man of the Year. Throughout his 
lifetime he has - and continues to - serve his com-
munity. Over the years he has been involved in 
numerous organizations, including LULAC which 
is where his foundation for community service be-
gan. 

“Our family has always been a close knit family, 
and when I came home after serving I stayed, most-
ly for my mother... I had been all over the world 
with the Navy and had no desire to see anything 
else,” Marquez said. “I made a choice and joined 
the Navy and when I was finished I came home. 
I did what many want to do; I left home, saw the 
world, and came home. I am a hometown boy and 
always will be.”

There are those who aren’t able to find value in 
the community in which they live, but Marquez is 
not one of those people. He has been and is one who 
sees the importance of the different people, differ-
ent thought processes and different foundations 
that work together to make a community a place 
to call home. 

“Big Spring has always been my community, and 
I love my community. I wanted to be part of some-
thing that would address the things that were hap-
pening, which is how I became invovled in LULAC. 
That (LULAC) was the vehicle that got me to under-
standing more things, addressing more things and 
learning how to address things without violence,” 
he said. “I realized if you really don’t get invovled 

in the whole community structure you don’t know 
anything. You think ... you have to set some kind of 
credibility for yourself.” 

In an effort to better himself so that he could be 
help better the community, Marquez found dif-
ferent avenues to get invovled in that would help 
serve as a catalyst for change. Over the years he 
has served on the College Board and school board 
to name a few. 

“You learn all the mechanics of everything. My 
goal was to learn about everything, volunteer my-
self and learn everything about the inner works of 
all the government agencies,” he said. “At the same 
time they get to know who Raul is ... while I may 
have been accused of being a rebel at one time. The 
thing is, sometimes being a rebel is what it takes to 
change things, and if they call me then that’s okay; 
that’s what I was. I was here to change things.”

He continued, “Everything that I’ve changed, 
while I may have started to do it for my children 
or my grandchildren, the whole town benefits from 
the changes. My goal is to better the lives of every-
body.”

While the Facebook Page has two years under the 
belt, the history that has been displayed so far is 
only the tip of the iceberg.  Those visiting the page 
will see family photos, community events, school 
photos and more. Each member - now totalling 
more than 2600 - of the group has been carefully 
selected and accepted into the group in an effort 
to maintain the authenticity and truth behind the 
page’s mission.

“The goal is to preserve the history of the North-
side and the people who live there, who grew up 
there. Everyone went through the same thing, but 
we are able to share those stories together,” he said. 
“There are so many places on the Northside - Kate 
Morrison, Lake View, Bauer - rich in history from 

the beginning until the end... Through this page we 
can highlight that history and keep it alive.”

Anyone who has Northside community connec-
tions or history to share can reach out to Marquez 
or request admission to the group. 

“This is a private group because if you aren’t 
from the Northside then what is being posted won’t 
make any sense to you. Those with no connection 
to the Northside won’t understand what we are 
posting or find meaning in the posts,” Marquez 
said. “Each post is designed to not only preserve 
the history, but to stir conversation, bring more 
memories and bring more history.” 

He continued, “There is lots of history to cover 
and this page isn’t stopping anytime soon. As more 
people come in more history appears.”

Forsan Lady Buffs lose offensive battle 
with Top 5-ranked Rankin 59-51

Lady Steers drop second 
game of back-to-back 47-29

It was a match-up of two offensive jugger-
nauts on Wednesday afternoon when the 
Forsan Lady Buffs battled the Rankin Lady 
Devils. After four back-and-forth quarters 
of play, the Lady Devils prevailed 59-51.

“I thought our effort was really good. 
They jumped out on us quick and for our 
girls not to check it in at that point was 
awesome to see,” Head Coach Seth John-
son said. “They just had more bodies to roll 
in there than we did and we started to get a 
little bit winded.” 

Rankin is a Top 5 team in the state that 
continues their undefeated season (14-0) 
while the Lady Buffs (11-3) winning streak 
was snapped at four games on Wednesday 
afternoon. 

The game began with a fast pace and kept 
up its speed throughout the entire contest. Forsan scored two quick baskets as 
Reagan Phillips and Kaeli Woodall swapped baskets and assists to go up 4-2. 
Rankin then drilled a three-pointer and got hot whole Forsan got cold during 
a run where the Lady Devils ended up with leading 10-4 before Johnson called 
a timeout with just under four minutes remaining. The Lady Buffs closed out 
the first quarter strong and trailed 15-11 following eight minutes of nonstop 
action.

Forsan began the second quarter by scoring 13 straight points and taking a 
24-15 lead. Rylee Evans knocked down two shots from beyond the arc, Woodall 
converted a nice and-one, and Ella Hoff came off the bench to add four points 
for the Lady Buffs as they began to swing the momentum in their direction.

They finished the quarter by outscoring Rankin 18-10 and turned a four-point 

deficit at the end of the first into a four-point 
lead at halftime (29-25).

“To be able to take all the good things we 
did from this game speaks to our players’ at-
titude. I think they’ll learn from it and be 
better because of this game.” 

Rankin came out with a full-court press 
defense and began to knock down some 
three-pointers as they went on an 8-0 run to 
start the third. Forsan then fired right back 
to take the lead behind two three-pointers 
from Evans and Hoff. Both teams were trad-
ing the lead and neither side was giving the 
other an inch. Rankin ended up outscoring 
the Lady Buffs 18-10 in the third quarter and 
once again Forsan trailed by four points (43-
39) heading into the final eight minutes.

The Lady Devils closed out strong and 
were able to hold Forsan to 12 points in the 
fourth quarter to continue their undefeated 

season. Forsan should not be disappointed with the loss however, as they led a 
top-ranked team for half of the game and pressured them until the final buzzer. 

“We’ll learn from this game, keep working, and come back better because of 
it.”

UP NEXT: Forsan will head to Brownfield this weekend to challenge the 
hometown Lady Cubs. The game will be at the high school and will be played 
at 11:30 a.m.

The Big Spring Lady Steers (6-9) went down early and were never able to dig 
themselves out of the hole on Wednesday afternoon when they fell to the visiting 
Sundown Lady Roughnecks 47-29. 

“I just feel like we were a half-step behind and playing tired. Playing a back-
to-back isn’t easy and we’re also nursing a few minor injuries. We did a good 
job playing through some stuff and I think we played better defensively in the 
second half,” Head Coach Eric Tuttle said. 

Sundown took a quick lead and were able to control most of the first half as 
Big Spring was noticeably slower during the second game of their back-to-back. 
Forward Ryen Terrazas notched seven points in the first half, Jacqueline Belew 
knocked down three free throws, and Tristan Smith converted on one layup as 
the Lady Steers headed into the halftime break trailing 27-12.

The third quarter was not much kinder to the Lady Steers as they could not 
stop turning the ball over with sloppy passes. It was not all bad, however, with 
Ryen Terrazas consistently crashing the boards and adding four more points to 
her total on the day. She would finish the game with 15 points. 

“They shut her down a little bit yesterday and she came in today and went to 
the hoop,” Tuttle said. “I was proud to see her step up and play hard in this one.” 

Outside of her two baskets near the net, Alex Enriquez was able to score one 
shot from beyond the three-point line. Sundown was moving the ball well on the 
offensive end and were finding the open shooter consistently and held a 42–19 
lead heading into the final quarter.

Terrazas added a few more points to her total while Mya Blanco and Enriquez 
both knocked down a three, but that was all of the scoring for Big Spring. The 
Lady Steers outscored the Lady 10-5 in the fourth but it was too little, too late for 
Big Spring.

“These back-to back’s are both good and bad. It’s good because we need to play 
after having those days off. I hate having that break right before district starts, 
but it is what it is.” 

The Lady Steers have one non-district game remaining on the schedule when 
they will host the Fort Stockton Lady Panthers on Saturday afternoon.

The following letter in-
cludes a few more tips. 

      Dear Annie: "Sin-
cerely Confused" 
should notify the dogs' 
owners' home insur-
ance company of the 
incident. She'll need to 
provide a detailed, writ-
ten personal account 
of what happened. She 
should also seek such 
statements from those 
good samaritan wit-
nesses, too, if possible. 
Additionally, she should 
include copies of the 
police reports, as well 
as copies of her hos-

pital records and any 
notes from follow-up 
doctor visits. And she 
should compile an item-
ized list of every single 
medical cost associat-
ed with her attack (the 
full charges, not just 
co-pays).

   Since some time has 
passed, it seems she 
might be reluctant or 
fearful of pursuing a 
lawsuit. But she should 
still talk it over with 
an attorney. At the 
very least, she may 
be able to negotiate 
a settlement with the 
insurance company 
privately. I encour-
age her to choose an 
amount sizable enough 
to compensate her for 
all expenses incurred, 
plus the lifelong burden 
caused by her injuries. 
Project what it will cost 

to pay for future medi-
cal visits and to buy the 
equipment and thera-
pies necessary to cope 
with her condition for 
the rest of her life. 

   If the cops or city 
doesn't do it first, a 
claim like this might 
get the dog owner's 
attention. If they hope 
to stay insured, I'll bet 
they build a fence. My 
heart goes out to her! --

The vote passed with a 4-2 vote after a rather 
lengthy meeting. As the Council took to the 
vote Councilman Doug Hartman was absent, 
Councilmembers Gloria McDonald, Jim De-
Pauw and Terry McDaniel along with Mayor 
Shannon Thomas cast a yes vote; and Council-
members Camilla Strande and Raul Marquez 
cast a no vote. With the majority ruling in 
favor of the ordinance, it passed, making Big 
Spring one of the first in the state to establish a 

Sanctuary City for the Unborn. 
The discussions surrounding the 

ordinance first surfaced in Novem-
ber 2019, with several of the meetings 
having to be held in the Municipal 
Auditorium due to the influx of at-
tendees at the meetings. Over the 
course of the months, numerous resi-
dents addressed the council voicing 
their opinions on both sides of the 
fence. 

One of those speaking in favor of 
the ordinance was Lindsey Pinker-
ton from Big Spring; during her 
speech she asked that the council 
pass the ordinance as she spoke up 
for those who could not.   John Fer-
guson Big Spring resident since 1962, 
spoke about how the ordinance was 
not constitutional.   He said that he 
could address the issue that would 
make Big Spring a laughing stock 

across the nation but he would focus on other 
things.  In closing, he asked the council to let 
the decision be a private one between a woman 
and her doctor and to leave the judgement up 
to God.  “You are not God,” Ferguson said.  

And others voiced their opinions merely 
reflecting on that they believe this wasn't for 
City Council to be deciding. In addition to nu-
merous residents of Big Spring voicing their 
concerns, there were those who traveled form 
outside of our community to speak their minds 
on this ordinance and the impacts it could have 
across the state and for generations to come. 

Big Spring City Council 
passes Sanctuary for the 

Unborn ordinance, 4-2 vote

Following the 2006 season, Big Spring Steers starting quar-
terback Ryan Tannehill was the 630th-ranked player in his 
recruiting class. He was moved to wide receiver in his red-
shirt freshman season at Texas A&M after finishing third in a 
starting quarterback position battle behind two players who 
combined to start one game in the National Football League. 
He was the third quarterback drafted in the first round in the 
2012 NFL Draft by the Miami Dolphins and was traded away 
after seven seasons and over 20,000 passing yards.

What do all of those things have in common?
None of them matter to the current Tennessee Titans’ start-

ing quarterback, his courteous and humble parents, or the 
Big Spring community.

“I think he knows having these small-town roots is very 
beneficial where you have the support you have from our 
community,” Tannehill’s mother Cheryl said.

Tannehill passed for over 5,000 yards in his senior season 
at Big Spring High School. The local legend went on to break 
the Texas A&M school record for passing yards in a game and 
season. He also finished one touchdown short of a tie for ca-
reer passing touchdowns in only 20 games as the starter. In 
a loaded first round that included first overall pick Andrew 
Luck and Heisman-winner Robert Griffin III, Tannehill is the 
only starting quarterback remaining of the trio. In an NFL 
playoffs that featured two other quarterbacks from his draft 
class, Kirk Cousins and Russell Wilson, the former Steer is 
the last one standing.

The Tennessee Titans began the 2019 season 2-4 behind 
the second overall pick and former Heisman Trophy-winner 
Marcus Mariota. After the less-than-impressive start to the 
season, Titans’ head coach Mike Vrabel knew he needed to 
make a move to kickstart an offense that was averaging only 
16.3 points per game through that six-game stretch.

“Just felt like now was the time,” Vrabel said to ESPN fol-
lowing his decision to make Tannehill the starter following 
his fill-in performance against the Buffalo Bills in Week 6. 
“Sitting at that game, sitting where I was, made the decision 
during the game and then just was able to think about it, eval-
uate it, and move forward and make a decision to try to spark 
the offense, to try to do something to get us going, to score 
some points and to help us win.”

Tannehill has answered the call.
“One thing his dad has always said is ‘You may not have 

that position right now, so you need to work hard so that if 
you get an opportunity, you can be successful at it,’” Cheryl 
Tannehill said. “I think that’s just his mind-set is ‘I want to 
be ready when I get the opportunity.’”

Tim Tannehill, Ryan’s father, added, “He takes care of his 
body, he stays committed to what his goals are and works 
through those issues. He stays positive and that’s worked out 
for him.”

Since taking over the starting job, the Titans have gone 9-3 
while averaging 29.3 points per game. Tannehill led the NFL 
in multiple categories such as passer rating (117.5), yards 
per attempt (9.6) and yards per completion (13.6) while pass-
ing for 22 touchdowns and only six interceptions. Tennessee 
seems to collectively be playing with more confidence and 
swagger than they had been with Mariota under center and 
are participating in their first AFC Championship Game in 
exactly 17 years.

The Big Spring Fire Department received a help-

ing hand this past year, as AutoPulses were added 
to the ambulances. With the addition of these ma-
chines, more support was offered to EMS while they 
were in the field helping cardiac patients. 

An extra set of hands can be helpful, especially in 
the case of an emergency. The Big Spring Fire De-
partment has an extra set of hands on two of their 
units with the new Autopulse machine, which as-
sists in CPR for cardiac patients. 

“This is another tool for the toolbox to help us pro-
vide adequate care for our community,” Lt. Albert 
Cavazos, said. 

When the Firefighters and EMS teams arrive on 
scene, access the situation and determine the pa-
tient is in cardiac arrest manual CPR will be started 
until the Autopulse device can be introduced. Once 
the device is introduced which only takes a few sec-
onds to apply get started, according to Cavazos. 

“Once the device is implemented it is going to al-
low our hands to be free which will allow us to put 
an airway in such as an ET tube, attaching moni-
tors, getting machines and IVs started for medica-
tions,” he said. 

Apparatice Engineer Bryant Kleman added, “The 
biggest thing is adequate CPR. We are all human 
and when we become fatigued, especially doing 
compressions at a 30-2 rate, thirty compressions, two breaths delivered over two minutes. 
This adequately provides blood throughout the body; it releases our hands to be able to do the 
other things that are needed to try to save a life. It's ultimately better for the patient going into 
cardiac arrest and increases that survival rate to a 75 percent success rate. You take out the 
fatigue, the human factor and deliver the compressions adequately.” 

Cavazos and his team each echoed the benefits of the Autopulse, not only for the crew, but 
for the community. 

However, while the BSFD was celebrating the addition of the new equipment, they were also 
awaiting to hear news of an injured fellow firefighter who was injured in one of the structure 
fires that the BSFD had to battle this month. After a few weeks, the firefighter made a complete 
recovery.

Business and industry growth has been tak-

ing place throughout Howard County over the 
past few years. According to a study recently 
conducted by LendEDU using U.S. Census 
Bureau data. The data showed Big Spring is 
ranked number 11 in the state and 251 in the 
country for number of business openings in 
recent years. 

According to data that reflects growth across 
the nation – business openings and closings 
– Big Spring netted 13 business openings be-
tween 2015 and 2016. This report from the U.S. 
Census Bureau was released July 31, 2019 and 
is the most recent report available. Overall, 
Big Spring had 69 businesses open and only 
had 56 businesses close during that time. 

“Big Spring has netted one of the highest 
numbers of business openings out of any 
place in the country is a testament to the eco-
nomic environment that has been cultivated,” 
Teresa Darden,  Associate Director at the Big 
Spring Economic Development Corp., said. 

New business is a positive sign of growth in 
a community, whether it be a large corpora-
tion bringing in hundreds of jobs or a small, 
family-owned business; regardless of the size 
new jobs created brings revenue and econom-
ic health to a community. In addition to the 
business profit, there will be additional tax 
revenue for the local government, increased 
foot traffic in the area and for other business-
es and increased options for local consumers. 

According to the BSEDC, each city was 
ranked according to its net number of busi-
ness openings, meaning the number of busi-
ness openings minus the number of business 
closings over the same period of time.

The data showed that in the state Big Spring 
has seen more business growth than sur-
rounding areas, including Midland, Odessa 
and Sweetwater. According to the report, 
Midland is ranked 29 in the state and 462 na-
tionally; Odessa is ranked 57 in the state and 
711 in the nation; and Sweetwater is 17 in the 
state and 373 in the nation.

Near the beginning of a new year it is always interesting to see 
just how far things have come along since you last checked-in 
on them. In the city of Big Spring, several things have changed 
over the past year. This includes the city golf course and a new 
leader who has taken over at the helm.

Longtime Big Spring resident Howard Stewart took over as 
Course Superintendent for the Comanche Trail Municipal Golf 
course last summer. In that time, Stewart has made multiple 
changes in improving the appearance and overall efficiency of 
the course.

“We’ve had our wells re-done, we’ve got a new computerized 
sprinkling system, and we’re doing a lot more work ourselves,” 
Stewart said. “We’ve stayed busy. We’re doing little things 
that have needed to be done that and have just been neglected.”

The changes also include the fact that Comanche is now the 
home course for a handful of schools around the greater-Big 
Spring area and have over 25 tournaments scheduled from 
now until the end of the year. Big Spring, Coahoma, Forsan 
and Garden City will be playing their host tournaments at Co-

manche Trail this season.
Stewart grew up in Big Spring and has been in love with the 

game of golf for decades. As a top-notch young player, Stewart 
played golf at Odessa College for two years before moving onto 
Hardin-Simmons to finish out an impressive collegiate career. 
Golf has always been one of the focal points of Stewart's life. 
After completing college, his first job was as Big Spring High 
School golf coach when he returned to town.

Stewart has been heavily involved with the beautiful game 
ever since.

Comanche gained a tremendous golf enthusiast when they 
elected to hire Stewart as the newest superintendent last July. 
After working at the Big Spring Country Club for years, the 
opportunity arose for Stewart to take a step up in the ranks 
and move on to run his own course.

“My whole life it seem like I’ve been in the right place at the 
right time,” Stewart said. “It’s not like I was looking for any 
of this. It just kind of fell in my lap and I can’t say no. I love a 
challenge.”

With a new and humble leader running the show there has 
been obvious advancements in both course upkeep and tech-
nology. Comanche has a brand-new computerized watering 
system that hydrates the grass every day automatically. If it 
rains, the system can sense that and will adjust itself to pro-
duce as much water is needed on the course.

Some of the other improvements that Stewart has made 
since taking over a little over seven months ago include: tak-
ing down three old, dead trees that were becoming an eyesore 
and re-doing some cart paths that have needed repair after 
years of wear-and-tear.

There are also things that Stewart still wants to improve and 
change as the year progresses and the schedule begins to fill-
up. The superintendent would like to fix two water pumps that 
have an issue with leaking, continue to clean up the course, 
and have the fairways and greens up to his standards before 
this time next year.

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Mayor uses veto power on $6 
million dollar EDC project

During a special meeting of The Big Spring 

City Council and a lengthy discussion sur-
rounding the final reading of a Resolution of 
the City Council of the city of Big Spring, Tex-
as authorizing and approving a project and a 
loan (and terms thereof) in the amount of up 
to six million dollars to finance infrastructure 
and road improvements to the Big Spring Air-
park, approving the execution and delivery of 
loan documents relating thereto, delegating 
authority to the President of Big Spring Eco-
nomic Development Corporation to consum-
mate the loan and containing other matters 
related thereto.

The proposed BSEDC project is to build a 
road from the reliever route into the Industrial 
Park in order to allow for easier access. The 
access into the Industrial Park is projected to 
be under $6 million and is to take around three 
months, according to the information provid-
ed in the contract discussed.

After hearing and reviewing the proposed in-
formation presented in the meeting, the City 
Council passed the final reading of the Reso-
lution with a 5-2 vote; Council members Raul 
Marquez, Terry McDaniel, Gloria McDonald, 
Camilla Strande and Jim DePauw voted for 
the approval of the loan with Councilman 
Doug Hartman and Mayor Thomason voting 
against.

A press release was sent out to local media 
the Sunday afternoon following the meeting 
regarding Mayor Shannon Thomason’s veto 
regarding the $6 Million loan to the Big Spring 
EDC for financing of the road construction at 
the Big Spring McMahon-Wrinkle Airpark. 
This is an issue that was discussed at the past 
few City Council meetings. Last Thursday, the 
Big Spring City Council held a special meeting 
regarding this issue - after Mayor Thomason 
removed the final reading of the resolution 
from the regular meeting on Tuesday. Dur-
ing the special meeting, the Council passed 
the resolution with a 5-2 vote, with Mayor 
Thomason and Doug Hartman voting against. 
The following is the press release related to 
the Mayor’s veto along with the letter Mayor 
Thomason sent to City Secretary Don Moore 
stating his reasoning behind the veto. 

On March 29, 2020, City of Big Spring Mayor 
Shannon Thomason notified City Secretary 
Don Moore of his veto of Resolution 006-2020, 
which approves a loan of up to $6 million to the 
Big Spring EDC to Finance road construction 
at the Big Spring McMahon-Wrinkle Airpark.

Mayor Thomason’s veto of the resolution 
cites financial uncertainty during the current 
COVID-19 pandemic as well as issues with the 
project itself.

Countless sporting events, 
concerts, celebrations, etc.

Back in early December, 
these two superb fighters 
battled it out for three five-
minute rounds. Martinez 
was named the winner by a 
split decision and retained 
her championship belt. The 
fight’s outcome was highly 
controversial with a lot of 
people saying that Yanez was 
robbed after dominating the 
majority of the fight.

“I feel like I have some un-
finished business to take care 
of,” Yanez said.

In the sport of fighting, 
the incumbent champion 

usually always retains their 
title as long as they are not 
knocked out or submitted. 
Yanez knew this heading into 
their first fight and was moti-
vated to end the match before 
the decision was forced to be 
made by the judges.

She was unable to make the 
knockout happen in Decem-
ber and is still motivated by 
the judges slighting her.

“I stressed and stressed not 
leaving it to the judges and I 
ended up doing that,” Yanez 
said. “I thought I was going 
to be able to finish her in that 
second round. I kind of emp-
tied my gas tank on her with 
all of the punches and blows 
and I really was just tired in 
the third round and wasn’t 
able to get that finish.”

The upcoming fight was go-
ing to be held in Martinez’ 
hometown of Mexico City. 
With the location seemingly 
setup to favor the champion, 
Yanez was ready to embrace 
the role of the villain.

Yanez only has a handful of 
wins under her belt, but she 
carries herself with the con-
fidence of a future champion 
and the heart of a warrior. 
Following the first loss of her 
career, Yanez returned to 
knockout her next opponent 
just over two minutes into 
the first round. She went on 
to win her next three bouts 
before the loss to Martinez 
last winter.

During that winning streak 
in a fight against Paulina 
Vargas, Yanez said after the 
fight that she did not want to 
hit again following the first 
two rounds. So, she changed 
up her strategy mid-fight. 
That strategy involved Dirty 
Dez breaking Vargas’ ankle 
in a submission win that led 
up to the first matchup with 
Martinez.

Dirty Dez will return to 
the octagon after this public 
health situation is resolved 
with the goal of having an-
other early-round knockout 
following a loss.

“My mindset going into this 
fight is finishing her,” Yanez 
said.

She stressed that she needs 
to not get too comfortable in 
the rounds and also needs 
to always keep the pressure 
on her opponent. The fight-
er who graduated from Big 
Spring High School says her 
endurance is the best it has 
ever been and can not wait 
for the opportunity to step 
back into the cage against 
Martinez.

Yanez is a determined 
fighter who always respects 
her opponents and respects 
the art of mixed martial arts 
fighting. She is also a brawler 
who prefers to inflict pun-
ishment on her opponents 
through heavy punches and 
strikes.

Since the last fight, Yanez 
feels that Martinez’ corner 
has been disrespectful be-
cause of the outcome of the 
last fight being branded as 
controversial and so highly-
contested by fans. 



Editor’s Overview: 
April began with Governor Greg Abbott issuing 

an announcement closing non-essential business-
es across the State of Texas in an effort to slow the 
spread of the coronavirus. With the announcement 
from the Governor, restaurants began offering 
curbside service and delivery in an effort to keep 
their doors open; grocery stores began offering free 
curbside services and community members began 
stepping up to deliver groceries for those who were 
unable to get to the stores. Grocery story shelves 
began to empty as community members began 
to stockpile foods, toiletries and other everyday 
items. 

The May elections – across the county – were 
postponed with the uncertainty of the pandemic 
and it's impacts. The City of Big Spring, Howard 

County, Big Spring ISD, and Howard College post-
poned their elections in the contested races until 
November with the General Election. 

The first confirmed case of Covid-19 was an-
nounced in Howard County on April 9 and the 
first fatality from the virus was announced April 
10. School closures were extended until the end of 
the semester, Big Spring Art Association Art Show 
was postponed and the State Park closed. In an ef-
fort to ensure the youth in the community had ac-
cess to at least two full meals a day while 
the schools were closed, area schools set 
up pickup locations were those under 18 
could get breakfast and lunch. 

As the pandemic impacts continued to 
hit, West Texas saw oil prices plummet 
to negative numbers – a first for the oil 

industry (to the recollection of those in the area.)
As uncertainty continued, there seemed to be a 

light at the end of the tunnel or at least a little relief 
as food pantries began to open across the commu-
nity, small business loans became available and 
the government pushed out different avenues to 
help provide a little relief to small business owners 
and communities. Talks about re-opening began 
and slowly the economy began to receive increased 
business.

West Texas oil prices hit an all-time low  as 

oil prices plummeted. In less than a couple 
of hours oil prices took more than a 300% 
drop going from less than $5 a barrel to well 
below $0. By mid-afternoon oil was sitting in 
the negatives and steadily declining. The oil 
market closed at -$37.60 a barrel on Monday 
afternoon. 

“This price drop was drastic and unless 
there is some relief that comes from the gov-
ernment, of which there is chatter about, 
there is a discussion about what to do,”  Quin-
cy Krosby, Prudential Financial Chief Mar-
ket Strategist, said. “The shale producers are 
incredibly important. It's difficult to imagine 
the producers in the Permian and across the 
country are going to be left without aide.”

As Krosby stated, the decline of oil prices 
have a a domino effect on the economy. If you 
have shale producers default on their debt, 
they go under, they fire people and then the 
banks in the region aren't getting paid and 

are under pressure, as well as the other com-
panies associated in shale production and hy-
draulic fracturing. 

“The government is keen on avoiding; the 
idea is to shut down the economy to cushion 
the downturn so when we come out of it there 
is an upside of consumers and businesses 
ready,” she said. 

According to Krosby there is chatter at the 
higher levels of government about financial 
aide programs or facility, to keep producers 
from producing, to stop oil production but 
still be paid until the global demand picks up. 

Monday's oil prices decline was the first 
time in history that oil prices dropped as 
quickly and as low as they did. The last ma-
jor downturn, as referenced by Krosby was 
in November 2014, when the Saudis began 
pumping oil at increased rates. The idea be-
hind the increased production was to put 
pressure on those producers who were inable 
to function because of high prices and then to 
dramatically drop prices forcing a consolida-
tion in the industry.

Abbott also an-
nounced statewide the closure of non-essen-
tial businesses through April 30, 2020 and ex-
tended school closures through May 4, 2020. 

Shortly after the order was announced, lo-
cal school districts began communicating 
with students and families via Facebook 
pages and other avenues of communication 
regarding extended closure. 

Following the announcement area school 
announced their plans for virtual learning 
and continuing education of Howard County 
youth. Upon receiving the Governor's Execu-
tive Order Mayor Shannon Thomason met 
with the Emergency Management Team to 
discuss and review the order. 

The Governor's order read as follows: 
NOW, THEREFORE, I, Greg Abbott, Gover-

nor of Texas, by virtue of the power and au-
thority vested in me by the Constitution and 
laws of the State of Texas, do hereby order the 
following on a statewide basis effective 12:01 
a.m. on April 2, 2020, and continuing through 
April 30, 2020, subject to extension based 
on the status of COVLD-19 in Texas and the 
recommendations of the CDC and the White 
House Coronavirus Task Force: 

In accordance with guidance from DSHS 
Commissioner Dr. Hellerstedt, and to achieve 
the goals established by the President to re-

duce the spread of COVID-19, every person in 
Texas shall, except where necessary to pro-
vide or obtain essential services, minimize 
social gatherings and minimize in-person 
contact with people who are not in the same 
household. 

In providing or obtaining essential servic-
es, people and businesses should follow the 
Guidelines from the President and the CDC 
by practicing good hygiene, environmental 
cleanliness, and sanitation, implementing 
social distancing, and working from home if 
possible. In particular, all services should be 
provided through remote tele-work.

In accordance with the Guidelines from the 
President and the CDC, people shall avoid 
eating or drinking at bars, restaurants, and 
food courts, or visiting gyms, massage estab-
lishments, tattoo studios, piercing studios, or 
cosmetology salons; provided, however, that 
the use of drive-thru, pickup, or delivery op-
tions for food and drinks is allowed and high-
ly encouraged throughout the limited dura-
tion of this executive order. 

This executive order does not prohibit 
people from accessing essential services or 
engaging in essential daily activities, such 
as going to the grocery store or gas station, 
providing or obtaining other essential ser-
vices, visiting parks, hunting or fishing, or 
engaging in physical activity like jogging or 
bicycling, so long as the necessary precau-
tions are maintained to reduce the transmis-
sion of COVID- 19 and to minimize inperson 
contact with people who are not in the same 
household.

Gov. Abbott closes non-essential 
businesses due to pandemic

The day that high school sports players, coaches and fans 
were dreading has arrived. After Governor Greg Abbott an-
nounced that all schools will finish the year through distance 
learning late last week, the University Interscholastic League’s 
(UIL) decision came soon after.

All 2019-20 spring sports and state championships are now 
cancelled. No high school program will be returning to play 
against competition until next fall at the earliest.

“Our staff had been working hard on plans to resume activi-
ties this spring, but without schools in session, interscholas-
tic activities cannot continue,” UIL Executive Director Dr. 
Charles Breithaupt said. “Our highest priority during this 
challenging time is ensuring the health and safety of our stu-
dents and communities and making progress in the contain-
ment of COVID-19 in Texas. We are now turning our attention 
to the 2020-2021 school year.”

While all in-person practices now have no chance of resum-
ing, coaches can still get in contact with their players through 
online meetings. Online video chats such as Zoom and Google 
Classroom are being used to communicate with these stu-
dents and athletes and that will continue now into the summer 
months.

Even though it is an unfortunate situation for the athletes 
who are graduating next month and all of the others who have 
worked so hard for their spring sports season, there is still con-
fidence surrounding Big Spring about what the future of sports 
in town holds.

“It’s not the ideal situation for us but it will make us better in 
the end,” Big Spring assistant coach Eric Tuttle said. “We have 
to respond like champions.”

Now that no students will be returning to school this year, 
there will be no team workouts for sports that will start in the 
fall until further notice. The next big sport to be played is now 
the upcoming football season which will start in August.

The UIL has said that they will “continue to follow the di-
rection of state authorities and will work closely with member 
schools to navigate this unprecedented time.”

This is a time unlike any other in this country’s history. We 
are now in the second month of there being no sports and social 
distancing still being in full effect. Sports are an easy escape 
for the mind and people have been growing anxious without 
any athletics going on.

Seniors who participate in spring sports at Big Spring, Co-
ahoma, and Forsan will never get to finish out their athletic 
careers the correct way. The coaches who have developed 
those players for years to lead the team will now never get to 
see those players thrive in those leadership roles. Parents will 
now be unable to see their sons or daughters complete their 
high school playing careers the way they had done years before 
them.

From the Forsan basketball Twitter account, Coach Cory 
Richardson tweeted out “To our seniors: we feel bad for you 
just like everyone else, but sports has prepared you for the ‘un-
fair.’ You have the ability to overcome this and anything else 
this world can throw at you. Two claps, next possession. You’ve 
been given a head start on your future-how will you use it?”

Those seniors will now move on to their new colleges or ca-
reers in the next few months and will always think that they 
were the unlucky ones who had their senior year cut short by 
a virus. But Richardson poses a great question for his players. 
How will they respond to this negative news? The answer to 
that question might not be known for a while but the impor-
tant thing is that all of those players have strong supporters all 
throughout their programs.

Sports are now done for the 2019-20 school year. All we can 
hope for now is the next few months to fly by.

Earlier this year, in one of the many sports she plays and ex-
cels at, Coahoma student-athlete MaKynlee Overton broke the 
school shot put record.

The mark of 35’ 6” is an outstanding throw and even more 
impressive when you realize that Overton is only a junior. She 
still has an entire year to get stronger and try to make her re-
cord as untouchable as possible.

“I’m hoping (to add) quite a bit,” Overton said. “I feel like if 
we had been able to continue the season I would have been able 
to throw even farther,”

Track and Field Head Coach Mitchell Woodard also believes 
that she could add some solid distance to her record before her 
high school career is finished.

“I would say she can put another two feet on it,” Woodard 
said.

The initial thought was that Overton broke the record at the 
first meet of the year at Big Spring High School. But after fur-
ther judgement it was known that she had come up just a few 
inches shy of the record.

Following some more practice time, the extremely competi-
tive Overton went out to the home meet in early March and 
finally etched her name into the Coahoma record books with 
her eye-popping throw.

“I was amazed, honestly,” Overton said. “I wanted to win 
but I didn’t think about any records or anything and so when I 
broke it, it kind of caught me by surprise.”

Overton will now have her name displayed in the Coahoma 
weight room for her record-breaking throw. The Coahoma 
coaching staff celebrated her record-setting throw and Over-
ton was ecstatic with her performance. Even though she is 
only a junior, Overton and all of her coaches seemed to expect 
this type of performance out of her.

“After the first track meet at Big Spring when she threw al-
most 34 feet and I saw that she could’ve put a lot more into it, I 
knew she was close. In practice she kept getting better every-
day and I knew she was going to break it pretty soon,” Coach 
Steven Arista said.

There is going to be a long time away from practice now and 
Overton might not have a chance to pick up a shot put until 
next spring. Athletic Director Chris Joslin is still hoping, and 
planning, to have summer workouts where all of his student-
athletes can come up to the school to improve their skills.

During last year’s summer workouts, in the first year of their 
existence, is where Woodard believes that Overton took a big 
step forward with her track and field throwing skills.

“She’s one heck of a competitor and she’s going to do what-
ever it takes to win,” Woodard said. “She always showed up 
to our summer workouts last year and worked hard so she’s 
going to do whatever it takes to win.”

Whether there are summer workouts are not this year, Over-
ton will surely be back next year to star on and lead the Bulldo-
gettes’ volleyball, basketball, softball and track & field teams.

She has already begun to step into those leadership roles dur-
ing this past school year and has brought her skills to the next 
level. Next year, the ball will move through her on the court 
in Head Coach Jim Kinnear’s system and she is expected to be 
the Ace on the mound when softball starts back up next year. 
There is no reason to believe that she will not also excel in vol-
leyball and in her shot put throwing.

“I feel like I’m ready and I’m excited to be able to be looked 
up to as the leader. I feel like I’m ready for it,” Overton reiter-
ated.

Overton has established herself as one of the premier ath-
letes in the Coahoma program over the past year-plus. With 
still more time to grow and develop as an athlete, the sky is 
the limit for Overton and the Coahoma community should get 
prepared to start cheering for the future college choice of the 
star shot putter, pitcher and forward.

the year - four council members walked out of 
a City Council meeting in the late part of the 
month. The Council was discussing the Infill 
Development Incentive Program at the time, 
with the feeling of inability to truly represent 
their constituents with the constant silencing, 
the four chose to walk out of the meeting and 
take a stand. 

Shortly after the councilmembers walked 
out of the meeting, recall petitions began to be 
filed. The first recall petitions were for Council-
woman Camilla Strande and Councilman Jim 
DePauw. Both petitions cited dereliction of du-
ties. 

The original petition which was filed against 
Jim DePauw was thrown out due to the peti-
tion being filed by a resident of another district. 
Shortly after, a resident of District 6 resubmit-
ted a recall petition for DePauw. 

Editor’s Overview: The month of June brought a 
sense of unrest across the nation as the death of 
George Floyd stirred all communities and brought 
the issue of racism to the forefront, in addition to 
the ongoing pandemic. While the nation dealt with 
riots, looting, protests and heightened confusion, 
the community of Big Spring continued to stand 
together and come to a peaceful resolution. For a 
few nights peaceful protests took place along Gregg 
Street and in the Heart of the City Park, residents 
attended in mass numbers to speak with the City 
Council about possible outreaches and changes 
that could take place in our own community to 
avoid an instance like George Floyd's from happen-
ing. 

The community of Big Spring dealt with another 
first this year as news was released that an arrest 
had been made for voter fraud in the March elec-
tion. 

The Big Spring community was dealt another 
hard blow as the death of Marj Carpenter was an-
nounced. Carpenter had made an impact in the 
world of journalism and throughout her lifetime 
had seen and been part of many pieces of history, 

across the nation. Carpenter brought a piece of no-
toriety to Howard County and the legacy she left 
behind won't soon fade. 

The turmoil in the community grew as four of 
the City Council members walked out of a meeting 
one evening, after months of tension loomed at the 
meetings. As the Council discussed 
the infill development incentive pro-
gram discussions became heated and 
the council members walked out. Soon 
after recall petitions were filed for two 
of the four members who walked out. 

On a positive note, Big Spring High 
School students were able to celebrate 
their graduation outdoors in a full cer-
emony. While the routine may have 
looked a little different, the celebra-
tion took place and it drew attention 
from the entire community. A gradu-
ation parade took place as graduates 
entered Memorial Stadium from a pa-
rade and the sunset offered the perfect 
backdrop to the occasion.  

Big Spring EDC welcomed a new di-

rector, Mark Willis and the Big Spring Area Com-
munity Foundation offered a little relief to local 
businesses and families. Small businesses were 
able to apply for a relief grant and more than 100 
residents had their water bills paid up.

A few days after making his decision to continue his basket-
ball playing career at Mary Hardin-Baylor, former standout 
Forsan guard Kobe Richardson was named to the West Texas 
All-Decade Team.

“I was happy about it and I really liked it,” Richardson said 
in response to being named to the list. “I think that that’s a 
pretty big deal and there are a lot of great players on that list 
and being named to it is a great honor.”

Richardson scored over 2,000 points during his high school 
career and was a superb threat from beyond the arc. He spent 
last season as a redshirt on the Howard Hawks and will now be 
moving on to his next college stop in a couple months.

“Richardson was one of the area’s best players and perhaps 
the best 3-point shooter,” the article announcing the All-De-
cade Team said. “He scored 2,065 points in his career, and 
nearly half of them came from long range as he knocked down 
341 3-pointers. As a junior, he had 117 of them, which was sixth 
in Texas and 21st in the nation, according to maxpreps.com. 
Richardson was the Offensive MVP of his district as a sopho-
more, then won back-to-back MVP awards. He averaged 21.3 
points, 4.8 assists, 5.9 rebounds, 5.3 steals and 1.1 blocks as a ju-
nior, leading Forsan to a 29-5 record and a spot in the regional 
semifinals. As a senior, he averaged 23.8 points, 6.1 rebounds, 
4.8 steals and 3 assists to earn All-State honors.”

Being recognized as one of the best players in all of West Tex-
as over the past 10 years is a great accomplishment. Another 
unique wrinkle to Richardson’s story is the fact that he was 
coached by his father, Forsan coach Cory Richardson, while 
growing up. Cory has had a frontline view of the work his son 
has put in over the years and he was very happy to find out that 
Kobe had made the All-Decade Team.

“I thought that he may have been deserving but to actually 
see him on there it was very neat as a dad,” Cory Richardson 
said. “As a Coach, it’s good to have one of our players on there. 
I coached against a lot of the people on the list so I know how 
good they are. It felt good to see one of our own on there and my 
own son on there.”

Now, the younger Richardson will be suiting up as a Crusad-
er this winter under a coach who has a similar style to the one 
he played in at Forsan. He should be able to earn some time on 
the court during this upcoming season if he can show his long-
range shooting ability and relentless effort in practice in front 
of his new teammates and coaching staff.

Following years of having his father coach him while grow-
ing up in Forsan, Richardson will now enter his second sea-
son playing under a new head coach. Having your father as a 
coach can put a lot of pressure on the player but Kobe knows 
that a big part of the reason he was so successful in high school 
was because of the high standard his father kept him to on the 
hardwood.

“He pushed me everyday and I think he really made me be 
the best player that I possibly could be,” Kobe said.

Cory added, “Knowing his desire to be above average and to 
be great and the amount of work he was willing to put in, I 
may have pushed his buttons a little bit. But he put the work 
in showed on the court.”

One of the most memorable moments from Kobe’s playing ca-
reer at Forsan was a last-second shot that he hit against Chris-
toval during the first-place district tiebreaker his sophomore 
year. Like most times when the Buffs needed a shot the most, 
Richardson would find himself wide open for a three-point 
shot. In this game, he sealed the win with the corner three and 
it is a game that is remembered fondly by the father and son 
combo more than three years later.

Kobe Richardson left a mark on Forsan basketball that will 
not soon be forgotten. The high-scoring, high-energy baller 
will now be playing at the NCAA Division III level and is ready 
and waiting to show the Crusaders, and all of their opponents, 
what he has got.

An arrest had been made in Howard 

County in reference to illegal voter fraud. 
On June 16, 2020, Isabel Calderon, 46, of Big 
Spring, was arrested after an investigation 
took place by the Texas Rangers. 

According to a press release issued by the 
Howard County Sheriff’s Office, on March 
13, 2020, Ranger Tod Reed requested assis-
tance from the Howard County Sheriff of-
fice with an illegal voting investigation. The 
complete investigation was turned over to 
the Texas Rangers due to the conflict of Sher-
iff Stan Parker being on the election ballot in 
the impacted election. Ranger Reed learned 
that Howard County was contacted by the 
Secretary of State Elections Division in ref-
erence to the suspect identified as Calderon 
having duplicate ballots issued. According 
to records received, Calderon voted in the 
early voting for the primary election – which 
was held at the Howard County Courthouse 

- and once again in the primary election, on 
Election Day. 

“After each election, an audit is conducted 
to ensure voting activity is documented for 
each voter. Even though the ballot is secret, 
the day, party affiliation, and voting location 
is noted for each voter,” Jodi Duck, Howard 
County Elections Administrator, said. “It 
was discovered that one voter had duplicate 
activity for the March Primary Election 
held March 3, 2020.” 

According to Duck, once the determina-
tion had been made that a voter had indeed 
voted twice by personal appearance, the 
Howard County Attorney was contacted for 
direction on how to proceed with this matter 
and from there the issue was turned over to 
the Texas Rangers. Ranger Reed conducted 
an interview with Calderon who confessed 
to voting twice in the 2020 primary election. 
An arrest warrant was issued for Calderon 
who was arrested and formally charged with 
illegal voting.

Johnson will be taking over a very talented roster that has plenty of expe-
rience and is led by senior sharpshooter Rylee Evans. Following a season 
where the Lady Buffs only had one senior, the younger players should be 
able to take their games to the next level after all of the valuable on-court 
experience they gained over the course of last season.

“Experience is going to go a long way for us this year,” Johnson said. 
“We know we’ll need Rylee to be a leader again this year but we’re going to 
have to have some other players step up and relieve some of those duties.”

On the other hand, Vedder has already moved to his new hometown of 
Woodward, Oklahoma, and is thrilled to be able to focus all of his coaching 
ability on his new girls’ basketball team.

“It was a really good situation and we made the jump,” Vedder said. “I 
was offered the head coaching position at a 4A traditional girls basketball 
power and not having to coach a second and third sport played a huge part 
in the decision.

On a positive note, Kelly Seales was welcomed as the new Justice of the Peace 
for Precinct 2 and Scenic Mountain Medical Center welcomed Stacy Brown as 
the new President of the newly acquired Steward facility. Former CEO Emma 
Krabill resigned her position as she pursued her career in another small com-
munity hospital.

The Howard County Bowl kicked off football season in West 
Texas once again.

Following four quarters of close battling on the gridiron, For-
san sophomore kicker Nolan Park missed a potential 34-yard 
game-winning field goal with one second left on the clock. The 
kick sailed wide left of the goal post and allowed Coahoma to 
come away with a nail-biting 15-13 victory to start the season.

“We knew they were going to be physical, we just had to match 
their physicality, and that’s what we did,” Coahoma Head Coach 
Chris Joslin said.

This was Coahoma’s fourth straight victory over Forsan in the 
annual season-opening Howard County Bowl. The crosstown 
rivals both delivered big play after big play and kept the game 
close for the entire 48 minutes of regulation.

Coahoma received the opening kickoff to start the game but 
they were unable to get anything going with penalties halting 
their momentum and forcing them to punt it away after just a 
few inconsistent plays.

That opened the door for Forsan to go for the home run on the 
first play of the game, and they did just that. Quarterback Saw-
yer Stallings was able to find Major Stockton down the right side-
line for a 53-yard touchdown on the Buffs’ first offensive play. 
The extra point was good and Forsan led Coahoma 7-0 just a few 
minutes into the game.

The Bulldogs then quickly went three-and-out following three 
runs up the middle by running back Brysen Kerby. Forsan was 
able to gain a couple of first downs on their second possession 
but ended up punting the ball all the way down to the Coahoma 
1-yard line courtesy of a generous bounce.

Coahoma once again stalled out before they could reach mid-
field and punted it away to Forsan with just over a minute left in 
the first quarter.

Each team had only one drive each in the fourth quarter and 
Coahoma was doing their best to dominate the second half time 
of possession. After trailing for most of the game, the Bulldogs 
kicker, senior Isaiah Martin, drilled a 21-yard chip shot to cap off 
a 15-play drive with three-and-a-half minutes remaining in the 
game to put his team ahead for good.

Forsan had one last long drive of their own to put together but 
the Coahoma defense locked them down once they reached the 
red zone.

“They got one on us on the first play of the game but I feel like 
the rest of the time, other than the time we gave them the short 
field before halftime, our defense played great.”

The 2020 Howard County Bowl lived up to and exceeded expec-
tations. It was great to see the bleachers lined with fans cheer-
ing on their team and everyone appeared ecstatic that football 
season is back.

segment has been completed. On Wednes-
day morning, dignitaries, city and county 
leaders, along with TxDot officials, and 
community members, gathered together to 
celebrate another portion completed with a 
ribbon cutting. 

“We are excited about the opportunities 
coming to us,” Jeff Ward, President of the 
Economic Development Board, said. “There 
is going to be significant, economic growth, 
and a lot of expansion here in Howard Coun-
ty. We are excited for it to pave the way for 
Ports to Plains and I-27 to plow right through 
here for Big Spring.”

The relief route projects – which can be 
found on the South end of Big Spring and 
now the North side -  have been in the con-
struction phase for almost 10 years. The 
project is a collaboration that exhibits the 
progress that can be made with teamwork 
and initiative across all levels of commu-
nity and government. The Relief Route was 
made possible from the original visioning 
concept of Bill Crooker – former County 
Commissioner – presented the idea and 
through numerous local support avenues 
was able to garner Congressional and Leg-
islative support. 

“When you look at this and it’s a nice piece 
of highway, but in a way it’s not just a high-
way. It’s a vision that people have had for a 
long time here,” Senator Seliger said. 

In 2013 the groundwork began on the 
southern portion of the relief route, and 
the ribbon was cut on the southern sector 
of the relief route in 2016 and the completed 
portion was named Bill Crooker Memorial 
Highway – honoring the man who started 

the vision. 
“The thing about vision is it doesn’t quar-

antine. It doesn’t take time off and it doesn’t 
quit working because it’s the image that 
people have for their community, their fu-
ture and the dedication to it. We may see a 
slow period of business now and again, but 
it’s clear with the dedication of the commu-
nity to this and other transportation assets, 
the community is building for the future 
with the realization that it’s not all going to 
be rosy, but there most certainly will be a 
vision.”

The Big Spring community, over the past 
10 years, has placed a heavy emphasis on 
building up not only the industrial sector, 
but also expanding the transportation plat-
forms through highways, railroads and lo-
cal improvements. 

“There is no Texas community more fo-
cused on the role transportation plays in 
economic development  and growth. You 
are leading the way into the future and it’s 
going to be a very bright one for this com-
munity,” Seliger said. 

The relief route is the largest project thus 
far in the Abilene TxDot District. The to-
tal funding for the project is $118 million, 
with $25 million of those funds coming from 
Proposition 12 designated from other TxDot 
districts. The surrounding districts saw 
the importance of the relief route and the 
positive impact that could result from the 
completion of the project – not only for the 
region, but the economy on a national level 
– and decided to provide funding from the 
designated period to the project. The relief 
route spans 16 miles of roadway and is part 
of the Ports to Plains Corridor.

However, with recent 
rainfall amounts in the summer months, the Coun-
ty Commissioners were able to safely lift the burn 
ban for two weeks and allowed for residents to clear 
out some brush in hopes of lessening the fire dan-
ger in the Fall and Winter months. 

The Howard County Library was the recipient of 
four grants which provided aid to the community 
resources. At the time of numerous job layoffs from 

the oil industry plummet and the increase unem-
ployment from shutdowns across the state, library 
resources were more important than ever. 

The DAV (Disabled American Veterans) celebrat-
ed their 100th anniversary and the continued im-
pact the organization has on veterans in need. The 
community came together in  small ceremony to 
remember the lives lost on Sept. 11 and the battles 
following. 

The Social Security office moved to a new loca-
tion, after many years on FM 700. Howard College 
approved a 2% tax increase, after heated discus-
sions amongst the community. 

During a City Council meeting the City Manager 
contract was terminated immediately and Shane 
Bowles was named as Interim City Manager in a 
special meeting shortly after.

The proposed budget for How-

ard College including separate 
budgets for the Big Spring, San 
Angelo, and Lamesa campuses 
was set at $53.3 million which 
included the insurance money 
for the roof project that is meant 
to take place later this year. Ac-
cording to Dr. Cheryl Sparks, 
this would mean the Big Spring 
budget for next year would be 
less. The proposed SWCD budget 
was $6.7 million. The SWCD bud-
get is not included in the Howard 
College budget, as it is a special 
item for Howard College with 
a separate budget. Howard Col-
lege's unrestricted budget was 
set at $32.4 million; SWCD's unre-
stricted budget is $4 million. The 
combined Howard College bud-
get and the SWCD budget do in-

clude both the restricted and un-
restricted sides. The combined 
deficit budget for Howard College 
is $1.943 million.

“The debt rate was going to be 
going up regardless. That debt 
rate obligation was something 
that was approved back when 
our bond was approved in 2007. 
So, until that bond is paid off, we 
will have that be our debt. We're 
asking the tax payers to pay more 
because of what's happened with 
our debt rate which is based on 
a tax rate calculation worksheet” 
Sparks said.  

“The taxes are only for this 
campus [Big Spring], that's it. 
The Big Spring campus only. 
SWCD is funded by the state, San 
Angelo is funded by the people 
in San Angelo, tuition and fees, 
as is Lamesa. So, your taxes are 
not going out of this city. You're 

not funding San Angelo, Lamesa, 
and SWCD,” Board Chairman 
President John E. Freeman said.

After lengthy discussion, The 
Howard College/SWCD budgets, 
as presented, was   were passed 
unanimously.

After approving the budget, 
Trustees were then provided sev-
eral tax rate options for the How-
ard College Big Spring budget 
including: 

A 2% increase in M&O equal-
ing a total tax rate of $0.216675, 
for a total of 2.87% increase in the 
total tax rate

A motion was made to approve 
a 2% increase in M&O for a total 
tax rate of $0.216675.  The mo-
tion passed in a 6 to 1 vote. Last 
year’s total tax rate was $0.210637 
and the total tax rate proposed is 
$0.216675, an increase of 2.87%.

During the evaluation, Councilmembers Raul 
Marquez and Doug Hartman spoke highly of the 
dedication Darden has shown to Big Spring and his 
position. McDaniel cited the recent $2.2 million in 
collections outstanding, in addition to several oth-
er occurrences that have been brought before the 
Council's attention in the past,as indication there 
was a void in the collection procedure that cost the 
City of Big Spring $2.2 million. 

“Based on these things, I know we have the op-
portunity to simply give you a bad review and go 

on down the road, but in this particular case I am 
going to make the motion that the City Manager be 
dismissed immediately,” McDaniel said. 

McDonald's second to the motion was followed by 
a heartfelt expression and explanation of her rea-
soning behind her decision. 

“Even after making this motion, I still have a lot 
of warmth for Todd, a lot of like for Todd. Todd has 
always been very good to me, as I hope I have been 
fair to him,” McDonald said. “This is not about 
what or who I like, this is about the best for Big 
Spring and to try to get some of our departments 
back in the running where we are not on Facebook 
against our discretion. Personally this hurts me to 
do, but I was elected to see the city ran well and to 
see we had opportunity for growth and that is what 
I feel I have done tonight.”

The motion passed 4 to 3 with Council members 
Marquez, Hartman, and Thomason voting against.

Sports have been an instrumental part in Eric Tuttle’s life since 
he was very young.

The new Big Spring Girls’ Head Basketball Coach was intro-
duced to competitive sports by his parents just after beginning 
grade school. He began playing T-Ball, Pop Warner, and basket-
ball while growing up in Tempe, Arizona. In fifth grade, Tuttle 
and his family made the move just outside of Fort Worth, Texas, 
where he eventually would participate in multiple varsity sports 
at Springtown High School. Tuttle was a tight end/wide receiver 
on the gridiron, ran middle distance while also throwing discus 
and high jumping in track and field, and began to excel at the 
sport that would put him through college – basketball. 

Tuttle was a versatile player who could line up at all five spots 
on the court and played collegiately at the University of Texas-
Permian Basin (UTPB). While in college, Tuttle discovered that 
he was interested in a career of teaching and majored in educa-
tion while also showing interest in the criminal justice field. 
Tuttle made the switch over to being a criminal justice major but 
would never close the door on a future working in education.

“When I was finishing up, I knew that there was going to be a 
calling to get back into education and coaching. When I got my 
degree, I got with an alternative certification program in Weath-
erford at the Junior College and finished that up in about a year-
and-a-half,” Tuttle said. 

He worked as a substitute teacher while working some other 
jobs and living back in Fort Worth. After feeling out the business 
of being a substitute and discovering that being a teacher and 
coach is what Tuttle wanted to do, he dove headfirst into his new 
career. 

Tuttle ended up at Big Spring during the 2008-09 school year 
when he gave a call to an old college roommate who was work-
ing at Big Spring ISD at the time. The current Lady Steers' Head 
Basketball Coach just wanted to know if Big Spring was looking 
for any new coaches or teachers when he was put in contact with 
past Athletic Director Phillip Ritchey. 

As they say, the rest is history. 
Tuttle has been involved with the Big Spring basketball pro-

grams since he first started working as a teacher at Big Spring 
over a decade ago. Late in the summer, an opportunity arose and 
came knocking on Tuttle’s door.

“Coach Tuttle has a good basketball background, he's also been 
an assistant under several head coaches who were very success-
ful so he knows how to build a winning philosophy,” Big Spring 
High School Principal Mike Ritchey said. “His enthusiasm is im-
peccable, he's been a Steer for a long time, and we love that he 
bleeds black and gold.” 

Ritchey was in the process of looking for a new Head Girls’ 
Basketball Coach to take over on the hardwood this winter. The 
previous coach, Krystle Jim, is no longer at Big Spring and the 
Lady Steers needed a new leader at the helm. After a long time 
spent “paying his dues” as an assistant coach, Tuttle was caught 
off guard by Ritchey’s proposal but ultimately agreed to filling the 
position.

“Mr. Ritchey approached me and asked me if I’d like to be the 
new Head Girls’ Basketball Coach and we talked for a little while 
about it,” Tuttle said. “I went home and thought about it, spoke to 
my wife, and I gave him a call later that night and told him, ‘Yes 
sir, I’m ready to roll.’”

Big Spring had a hard time on the court last season under first-
year coach Jim and were only able to compile a handful of wins. 
Tuttle knows that he will have his hands full but is also looking 
forward to the challenge.

The Lady Steers won eight games in the 2019-20 season and at 
times the negative mood on the court was directly reflected on 
the scoreboard.

Howard County bars re-open

A Big Spring restaurateur who illegally 
employed undocumented immigrants was 
sentenced today to 15 months in federal 
prison and ordered to pay a $100,000 fine, 
announced U.S. Attorney for the Northern 
District of Texas Erin Nealy Cox.

In March, Voum Chhuon, 45, owner of the 
Texas Cajun in Big Spring, Texas, pleaded 
guilty to harboring illegal aliens and un-
lawful employment of illegal aliens, both 
felonies. He was sentenced today before 
U.S. District Judge James Wesley Hendrix.

According to court documents, Homeland 
Security Investigations (HSI) received a 
tip from the Howard County Sherriff’s Of-
fice that Mr. Chhuon was illegally employ-

ing undocumented workers at the Texas 
Cajun restaurant. Agents obtained search 
warrants for Mr. Chuuon’s residence and 
the restaurant, where two illegal aliens 
were present.

During an interview conducted by law 
enforcement, Mr. Chhuon admitted that 
all his kitchen staff were undocumented 
workers, and that he had been unlaw-
fully employing illegal aliens since he 
purchased the restaurant. To disguise the 
employment of unauthorized workers, Mr. 
Chhuon paid the kitchen staff in cash and 
others by paycheck.

In furtherance of the scheme, once Mr. 
Chhuon unlawfully hired the illegal aliens, 
he would then provide them with room and 
board at a Big Spring residence. Mr. Chhu-
on would also arrange transportation.

Howard County and Big Spring lost a piece of his-
tory as the original Prosperity Bank building was 

demolished in order to prepare for a new building. 
Former County Commissioner Oscar Garcia also 
passed away, leaving the Precinct 1 seat vacant for 
a couple of weeks before the new County Commis-
sioner Eddilissa Ray was sworn into office. 

Howard College celebrated 75 years of serving 
Howard County and surrounding areas in the pur-
suit of achieving ones dreams. 

In a twist of events, the new City Council reap-
pointed Todd Darden as City Manager.

In Howard County, unofficial results at the end 

of Election Day, showed that the Mayor recall 
failed with 50.67% voting Against and 40.26% 
For; The Recall for District 5 and District 6 were 
successful with 44.40% voting For the District 6 
recall and 41.52% Against; and 49.94% For and 
35.24% Against the District 5 recall. These totals 
reflect that Mayor Shannon Thomason will re-
main as Mayor of Big Spring, and is not subject 
to recall for at least three months from Election 
Night; Councilmembers Jim DePauw and Camil-
la Strande's seats will be put to a special election 
and both will be removed from their position. De-
Pauw's term was set to expire in May 2021 and the 
special election will be held to fill the unexpired 
term. Strande's term was set to expire in May 
2022, with the special election to be held to fill the 
unexpired term.

In the City Council District 1 Seat election, 

Nick Ornelas received the highest percentage 
of the vote with 48.16%; City Council District 3 
Cody Hughes received the highest percentage of 
the vote with 40.87%, however, no official winner 
has been named. 

In the Big Spring ISD School Board Election for 
District 1, incumbent Tom Olague received the 
highest percentage of the vote with 49.44%. 

With the School Board Election, City Council 
District 1 and District 3 elections having neither 
of the candidates receive more than 50% of the 
vote, a winner has not officially been declared. 
For a candidate to be considered a winner, 50.1% 
of the votes have to be obtained.

In the Howard County Commissioner Precinct 
1 seat, Eddilissa Saldivar won with 59.69% of the 
vote and Incumbent Jimmie Long won the Pre-
cinct 3 seat with 73.8% of the vote. 

The Howard County Assistance District propos-
al failed with 66.70% voting Against the proposal.

Coahoma junior running back and team cap-
tain Brysen Kerby just finished up his extremely 
impressive 2020 regular season with 1,504 rush-
ing yards, 183 receiving yards, and 24 touch-
downs. He is a hard-nosed runner that keeps his 
legs moving through the whistle, does not shy 
away from contact, and runs north and south to 
always get the most yardage possible. 

“He had an awesome year,” Head Coach Chris 
Joslin said. “It’s been great to see him mature 
over the last three years with his body. He has 
really bought-in to the weight room.”

Kerby used the past Covid-filled offseason to get 
stronger and improve his body. He decided to set 
up his own weight room at home over the sum-
mer and when all of the players returned, Joslin 
was thrilled with the mass his star running back 
had put on.

“Me and him just talked the other day and the 
main thing was - as many times as he carried the 
ball this year, his body held up really well be-
cause of the bulk that he had put on. He was able 
to keep his speed,” Joslin said. 

When speaking to Kerby, he comes off as a hum-
ble and intelligent high school student. He usu-
ally defers any personal praise to how well the 
entire team has been playing, and the first words 
that Head Coach Chris Joslin uttered about him 
to this reporter seemed to be spot on.

“He definitely is a great player, but he is an 
even better young man,” Joslin said.

While Kerby may not be one to toot his own 
horn, the humble playmaker has undoubtedly 
proven himself to be one of the best running 
backs in all of West Texas during the course of 
this season. Of course, he cannot produce those 
types of numbers all by himself, and Kerby 
would be the first one to tell you that. The entire 
Coahoma team has played with a chip on their 
shoulders all season-long, and it shows with the 
way they play on Friday night’s.

“The main thing that excites me and makes me 
overall happy is the fact that so many people said 
that we wouldn’t do very well this year since we 
lost so many people last spring. All of the guys 
that we have all stepped up and they’re doing 
their jobs. They’re all doing it to the best of their 
ability and that leads to the success of any indi-
vidual person on the team,” Kerby said.

As a sophomore, the 5-foot-9, 180-pound running 
back carried the ball 114 times for 778 yards (6.8 
avg) and scored 17 total touchdowns. Head Coach 
Chris Joslin knew before this season started that 
getting the ball into his Kerby’s hands would be 
a vital part to their offensive game-plan in 2020.

“This past season, he was the only junior that 
was voted a team captain and it’s because of his 
work ethic,” Joslin said. “We’re going to lean 
on him not just on the offensive side, but for his 
leadership as well. I just got a text from him over 
the holiday weekend that he’s ready to get back 
to work. That’s the dedication it takes. With as 
good a football player as he is, and he’s one of the 
best we’ve had around here, he’s even a better 
young man.”
