Being educated on the things to look for can help save a 
life. As the new year rolls in, the opportunity to raise aware-
ness on Human Trafficking and Smuggling is upon us. Over 
the past several months human trafficking has 
come to the forefront of the national media and 
local community awareness efforts. As the 
new year begins, a new awareness opportu-
nity is before us. National Human Traffick-
ing Awareness Day was January 11, but the 
attention to the issue isn’t limited to one 
day. 

“Every day we come to work to prevent 
and rescue people from human trafficking,” 
Oscar Villarreal, Texas Department of Public 
Safety, said. “Our focus every day is safe guard-
ing the citizens of Texas and the nation who are trav-
eling through our state all the time.”

Throughout the month of January, in conjunction with 
National Human Trafficking Awareness Month Texas DPS 
increases educational information regarding signs to look 
for, awareness and safety tips across social media platforms 
and outreach efforts. In 2011 President Barack Obama is-
sued a Presidential Proclamation, designating each Janu-
ary to be National Slavery and Human Trafficking Preven-
tion Month. The anniversary of the proclamation became 
known as National Human Trafficking Awareness Day – 
January 11.

“On the enforcement side, this is something we tackle ev-
eryday by the people with boots on the ground,” he said.

The focus isn’t only on human trafficking and smuggling, 
but crosses into safety on social media platforms for teens 
and young adults. Being aware of what children and young 
adults are doing on the internet know a days is important 
and one of the first steps to limiting the dangers from enter-

ing your home and family.
“Apps like Snapchat and Instagram which primarily use 

photos as a way of communicating; a child may post a com-
pletely innocent post at the park by themselves … you have to 
think what did you just do?” Villarreal said. “You let everyone 

who has access to that 
public domain know 

you are alone, at 
the park … you 
aren’t doing any-
thing wrong, 
but at the same 
time, is it the 
safest thing to 

do. You have to 
think there could 

be someone on the 
other end of that and 

the potential for kidnapping 
just opened a door.” 

In 2009, Texas Department 
of Public Safety developed 
a program Interdiction for 
the Protection of Children 
(IPC). The program is ap-
plicable to all levels of law 
enforcement.  Major  Der-
ek  Prestridge  developed the 
program and curriculum.

“The primary message of 
this program is to teach us 
to stop waiting for children 
to tell us where they are and 
that they are victims of

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The Life Center was created in Howard Coun-
ty to support mothers and fathers experiencing 
pregnancy, offer practical educational tools, 
spiritual support, and overall embody a valu-
able pregnancy resource center for its’ commu-
nity.

“We help from the time someone finds out 
they’re pregnant, all the way up until the baby 
is three. We not only help with diapers, wipes, 
formula, and connecting with doctors... but we 
also mentor them,” Director of the Big Spring 
Life Center Tracy Watson said.

According to Watson, The Life Center also 
offers support in educational means including 
parenting and prenatal classes, caring for a new 
baby, and SIDS and CPR classes.

“We can mentor them through education... 
with our classes, but also with our spiritual 
department. We even have one on one mentor-
ing,” she said. “So we can mentor them on a practical level, which has to do with their preg-
nancy or just life in general, or we can mentor them on a spiritual level.”

The Life Center also brings support to sexually active teenagers who are either in compli-
cated situations or need help – whether it

The City of Big Spring will 
be hosting a Community 
Blood Drive on Feb. 26 in the 
City Council Chambers. As 
the pandemic continues and 
many blood drives, along 
with other outreach events, 
have been cancelled, the 
need for blood is of utmost 
importance. While blood do-
nations are always needed, 
there is a demand for those 
who have had Covid-19 to 
come out and donate. 

“The blood supply is ex-
tremely low,” Dianne Scott 
with Vitalant said. “This is 
an ongoing problem in all 
communities, and all blood 
types are needed.”

As healthcare providers 
across the nation continue to 
try and understand Covid-19, 
information is coming to 
the forefront regarding the 
importance of 
blood and plas-
ma donations 
from those who 
have recovered 
from the virus. 

“People who 
have had Covid 
can donate CCP 
Plasma, but the 
criteria is strict. You can not 
have taken the Covid vacci-
nation and still donate CCP 
Plasma,” Scott said. 

According to information 
provided by Vitalant, blood 
donations are being tested 

for Covid-19 antibodies. Even 
those who may have had the 
virus, but no symptoms could 
still hold antibodies and not 
know it. Those whose blood 

tests positive 
for antibodies 
of the virus 
will be noti-
fied to see if 
they would 
like to donate 
plasma to help 
a Covid-19 pa-
tient. 

“Even if the blood test is 
negative for Covid-19 anti-
bodies, blood donations are 
still urgently needed for pa-
tients undergoing surgery, 
cancer therapy and other 
medical treatments,” accord-

ing to Vitalant information 
handouts. 

Convalescent plasma is one 
of the few treatment options 
for Covid-19 patients. Ac-
cording to data, on average, 
one out of four hospitalized 
Covid-19 patients receives 
convalescent plasma. There 
is an emergency need for con-
valescent plasma. 

While Covid-19 antibodies 
plasma is urgently needed, 
Vitalant staff wants to re-
mind donors to review the 
safety precautions before 
heading to donate blood. 
Those who are not feeling 
well should not donate blood. 

“We encourage the

trafficking or abuse and neglect,” he said. “Instead it’s meant to train front 
line officers to take action when they come into contact with children who 
need their help.”

Since the inception of the program the department has formed partnerships 
with numerous local agencies, businesses and school districts to help provide 
specialized training needed to help identify those in trafficking or abuse situ-
ations. 

“We were exceptionally well at finding and arresting criminal interdiction, 
whether it was illegal gun trade, drug trafficking or money laundering. We 
had troopers making arrests whether road side or through investigation, no-
table arrests and seizures, but we didn’t have anything in place to focus on 
human trafficking and kidnaping.”

Since the inception of the program launch the results have been dramatic. 
The most notable and most visible branch – DPS – stops nearly 3 million ve-
hicles per year.

“It’s a proactive way to prevent crimes by helping officers remove offenders 
from the street by teaching them to recognize high risk threats to children 
and adults. The training includes human trafficking, abduction, sex traffick-
ing, assault and more,” Villarreal said. “It’s a lot at once, but it added a tool to 
our toolbox that is vital.”

In one year, the numbers were astronomical. What used to be one or two re-
coveries a year from these dangerous situations, quickly turned to hundreds. 
According to Villarreal there were 433 children rescued by DPS by the 10th an-
niversary of the program. Part of the increased attention can be attributed to 
the pioneering of the program through the Department of Public Safety. 

“Since the pioneering of the program, we have shared it with numerous 
agencies. It has rolled out like a diesel locomotive, at great speed. You have 
someone each time connecting to the training adding to a car in a good posi-
tive way because everyone is jumping on board saying we need that train-
ing,” he said.

In addition to law enforcement training, the program has been tailored to 
help educate the communities – no matter their size – on what to look for; po-
tential violators, ways to recognize a child or adult who may be in harms way. 

“You have local organizations and communities, like the Lions Club or 
church organizations, and county commissioners saying come teach a class 
to the community,” Villarreal said. “We have so many people aware of it now 
because of social media, of media, and because of organizations who have 
stepped up and doing the fundamental things that help us further the mis-
sion.”

In addition to the trainings and education, there is an app that helps report 
situations called the Iwatch App

“If you see something, say something, whether it be trafficking, terrorism 

or whatever. If you see something that doesn’t look right say something. A lot 
of people are timid and don’t want to be a snitch; they are scared that some-
thing will come back. Nobody wants to stand up in court – like you see on TV 
– and identify someone; it’s a genuine fear of those things,” he said.

While human trafficking may be an issue many associate with metroplex’s 
and more urban areas, the truth of the matter is that it is happening every-
where and no place is off limits. While rural areas may make up the majority 
of West Texas, the accessibility for transportation 
is available.

“Human trafficking and smuggling are present 
in this area because of the I-20 access points. You 
can get on the interstate and connect El Paso to Dal-
las in a matter of hours. You have a main artery 
of transportation running through the Permian 
Basin,” he said. “While we may be far from the bor-
der, in reality we aren’t that far from it. In a couple 
of hours you could be across the border into Big 
Spring quick. Texas is big, but in a matter of hours 
just think how far can someone go.” 

“By the time someone says something and gets 
the ball rolling that person could be an hour or 
more away from you. It’s important that if we see 
something we say something,” he said.

He continued, “Don’t wait for the children to say 
something, ask. If you see something that doesn’t 
look right, say something. It is better to make the 
call and say something, investigate and it be noth-
ing than us to turn a blind eye and we leave an indi-
vidual at risk or in harms way. There are multiple 
avenues of making a claim, from 9-1-1, calling lo-
cal law enforcement, to using the app. Don’t wait... 
Too often we as people are slow to react and quick 
to rationalize what we 
think is happening and 
that hesitation could be 
the difference in type of 
crime we are investigat-
ing.”

be physical, emotional, or spiritual.
“We do a lot of listening because sometimes men-

toring is about listening. People just need to be 
heard. Then, we try to guide them the best that we 
can,” Watson said. “I mean, life’s hard. So we want 
to encourage them to make positive decisions for 
life. For their life... For the child’s life... We just 
want to help them make positive decisions overall. 
The education that they receive can be life-chang-
ing.”

Through donations from the community, The 
Life Center was able to complete Phase Two of 
their plans where a new sonogram machine was 
added into the building. There is also a nurse on 
staff one day a week to be able to provide the most 

upmost care for visitors. Sonograms for The Life 
Center are expected to be available as soon as a few 
weeks from now, according to Watson. 

Watson also made note of their baby boutique 
where visitors can utilize “baby bucks” that are 
given when attending prenatal or parenting class-
es held at The Life Center. The baby boutique in-
cludes bran new baby items such as diapers, wipes, 
bottles, and other baby supplies.

“We can always use baby supplies,” she said. “We 
need help to support us financially, yes... but we 
can always use baby items to keep our baby bou-
tique stocked.”

The Life Center extends its gratitude towards the 
Howard County community for all they have done 
for both soon to be mothers and more. Watson also 
noted plans for the future that include the addition 
of a classroom to the building allowing for classes 
to take place and serve multiple individuals at one 

time rather than their current one-on-one lessons.
“I want to say thank you to Big Spring for all the 

support they’ve given us in the last four years. I 
look forward to the future growth in Big Spring 
and for your support in the future,” Watson said. 
“I just believe the things that we do affect our com-
munity in such a profound way because it affects 
generations to come. If we can empower the moms, 
then that also affects the children. So, we can em-
power future generations.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Donald 
Trump's impeachment trial is likely to start after 
Joe Biden's inauguration, and the Republican lead-
er, Mitch McConnell, is telling senators their deci-
sion on whether to convict the outgoing president 
over the Capitol riot will be a "vote of conscience."

The timing for the trial, the first of a president 
no longer in office, has not yet been set. But House 
Speaker Nancy Pelosi made it clear Friday that 
Democrats intend to move swiftly on Biden's $1.9 
trillion COVID aid and economic recovery package  
to speed up vaccinations and send Americans re-
lief. Biden is set to take the oath of office Wednes-
day. 

Pelosi called the recovery package a "matter of 
complete urgency."

The uncertainty of the scheduling, despite the 
House's swift impeachment of Trump just a week 
after the deadly Jan. 6 siege, reflects the fact that 
Democrats do not want the Senate trial to dominate 
the opening days of the Biden administration. 

With security forces on alert over the threat of 
more potential violence heading into the inaugura-
tion, the Senate is also moving quickly to prepare 
for confirming Biden's nominee for national intelli-
gence director, Avril Haines. A committee hearing 
is set for the day before the inauguration, signal-
ing a confirmation vote could come swiftly once the 
new president is in office.

Many Democrats have pushed for an immediate 
impeachment trial to hold Trump accountable and 
prevent him from holding future office, and the 
proceedings could still begin by Inauguration Day. 
But others have urged a slower pace as the Senate 
considers Biden's Cabinet nominees and the newly 
Democratic-led Congress considers priorities like 
the coronavirus plan.

Biden's incoming White House press secretary, 
Jen Psaki, said Friday the Senate can do both.

"The Senate can do its constitutional duty while 
continuing to conduct the business of the people," 
she said. 

Psaki noted that during Trump's first impeach-
ment trial last year, the Senate continued to hold 
hearings each day. "There is some precedent," she 
said.

Trump is the only president to be twice im-
peached, and the first to be prosecuted as he leaves 

the White House, an ever-more-extraordinary end 
to the defeated president's tenure. He was first im-
peached by the House in 2019 over his dealings with 
Ukraine, but the Senate voted in 2020 to acquit.

When his second trial does begin, House im-
peachment managers say they will be making the 
case that Trump's incendiary rhetoric hours before 
the bloody attack on the Capitol was not isolated, 
but rather part of an escalating campaign to over-
turn the November election. It culminated, they 
will argue, in the Republican president's rally cry 
to "fight like hell" as Congress was tallying the Elec-
toral College votes to confirm he'd lost to Biden.

For Republican senators, the trial will be a per-
haps final test of their loyalty to the defeated presi-
dent and his legions of supporters in their states 
back home. It will force a further re-evaluation of 
their relationship with Trump, who lost not only 
the White House but majority control of the Sen-
ate, as they recall their own experiences sheltering 
at the Capitol as a pro-Trump mob ransacked the 
building. 

"These men weren't drunks who got rowdy — 
they were terrorists attacking this country's con-
stitutionally-mandated transfer of power," said 
Sen. Ben Sasse, R-Neb., in a statement Friday.

"They failed, but they came dangerously close to 
starting a bloody constitutional crisis. They must 
be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law."

McConnell, who has spent the past days talking 
to senators and donors, is telling them the decision 
on whether or not to convict Trump is theirs alone. 
His stance, first reported by Business Insider, 
means the GOP leadership team will not work to 
hold senators in line one way or the other.

Last week's assault angered lawmakers, stunned 
the nation and flashed unsettling imagery around 
the globe, the most serious breach of the Capitol 
since the War of 1812, and the worst by home-grown 
intruders.

Pelosi told reporters on Friday that the nine 
House impeachment managers, who act as the 
prosecutors for the House, are working on taking 
the case to trial.

"The only path to any reunification of this broken 
and divided country is by shining a light on the 
truth," said Rep. Madeleine Dean, D-Pa., who will 
serve as an impeachment manager.

Trump was impeached Wednesday by the House 
on the single charge, incitement of insurrection, 
in lightning-quick proceedings. Ten Republicans  
joined all Democrats in the 232-197 vote, the most 
bipartisan modern presidential impeachment.

It's unclear who will make up the legal team rep-
resenting the outgoing president at the trial. Demo-
crats are tapping lawyer Barry Berke among oth-
ers who worked on Trump's first impeachment. 

McConnell is open to considering impeachment, 
having told associates he is done with Trump, 
but he has not signaled how he would vote. Mc-
Connell continues to hold great sway in his party, 
even though convening the trial next week could 
be among his last acts as majority leader as Demo-
crats prepare to take control of the Senate with the 
seating of two new Democratic senators from Geor-
gia. 

No president has ever been convicted in the Sen-
ate, and it would take a two-thirds vote against 
Trump, an extremely high hurdle. But conviction 
is not out of the realm of possibility, especially as 
corporations and wealthy political donors distance 
themselves from his brand of politics and the Re-
publicans who stood by his attempt to overturn the 
election.

Sen. Lisa Murkowski, R-Alaska, said Thursday, 
"Such unlawful actions cannot go without conse-
quence." She said in a statement that the House 
responded "appropriately" with impeachment and 
she will consider the trial arguments.

At least four Republican senators have publicly 
expressed concerns about Trump's actions, but 
others have signaled their preference to move on. 
Sen. Tom Cotton, R-Ark., issued a statement say-
ing he opposes impeachment against a president 
who has left office. Trump ally Lindsey Graham of 
South Carolina is building support for creating a 
commission to investigate the siege as an alterna-
tive to conviction. 

The riot delayed the tally of Electoral College 
votes, the last step in finalizing Biden's victory, as 
lawmakers fled for shelter and police, guns drawn, 
barricaded the doors to the House chamber.

A Capitol Police officer died from injuries suf-
fered in the attack, and police shot and killed a 
woman. Three other people died in what authori-
ties said were medical emergencies.

President-elect Joe Biden on Saturday filled out 
his State Department team with a group of former 
career diplomats and veterans of the Obama admin-
istration, signaling his desire to return to a more 
traditional foreign policy after four years of uncer-
tainty and unpredictability under President Donald 
Trump. 

Biden will nominate Wendy Sherman as deputy 
secretary of state and Victoria Nuland as undersec-
retary of state for political affairs — the second- and 
third-highest ranking posts, respectively. They were 
among the 11 officials announced to serve under the 
incoming secretary of state, Antony Blinken.

The team "embodies my core belief that America is 
strongest when it works with our allies," Biden said 
in a statement. He said he was confident "they will 
use their diplomatic experience and skill to restore 
America's global and moral leadership. America is 
back."

Among the others are:
—longtime Biden Senate aide Brian McKeon, to 

be deputy secretary of state for management. That 
deputy position has been vacant for some time and 
McKeon and Sherman are expected to share duties 
as the department's No. 3 official.

—former senior diplomats Bonnie Jenkins and 
Uzra Zeya, to be under secretary of state for arms 
control and undersecretary of state of democracy 
and human rights, respectively.

—Derek Chollet, a familiar Democratic foreign 
policy hand, to be State Department counselor.

—former U.N. official Salman Ahmed, who also 
served as head of strategic planning in the Obama 
National Security Council, as director of policy 
planning.

—Suzy George, who was a senior aide to former 

Secretary of State Madeleine Albright, will be 
Blinken's chief of staff. 

—Ned Price, a former Obama NSC staffer and 
career CIA official who resigned in protest in the 
early days of the Trump administration, will serve 
as the public face of the department, taking on the 
role of spokesman. 

—Jalina Porter, communications director for 
Rep. Cedric Richmond, D-La., who is leaving Con-
gress to work in the White House, will be Price's 
deputy. 

Price and Porter intend to return to the practice 
of holding daily State Department press briefings, 
officials said. Those briefings had been eliminated 
under the Trump administration.

Jeffrey Prescott, a former national security aide 
when Biden was vice president, is Biden's pick to 
be deputy ambassador to the United Nations, He 
would serve under U.N. envoy-designate Linda 
Thomas-Greenfield. 

Five of the 11 are either people of color or LG-
BTQ. Although most are not household names, all 
are advocates of multilateralism and many are fa-
miliar in Washington and overseas foreign policy 
circles. Their selections are a reflection of Biden's 
intent to turn away from Trump's transactional 
and often unilateral "America First" approach to 
international relations. 

Sherman led the Obama administration's nego-
tiations leading to the 2015 nuclear deal with Iran, 
from which Trump withdrew, and had engaged in 
talks over ballistic missiles with North Korea dur-
ing President Bill Clinton's second term. Nuland 
served as assistant sec-
retary of state for Euro-
pean Affairs during the 
Ukraine crisis..

Today is Tuesday, Jan. 19, the 
19th day of 2021. There are 346 
days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Jan. 19, 1981, the United 
States and Iran signed an 
accord paving the way for the 
release of 52 Americans held 
hostage for more than 14 
months.

On this date:

In 1809, author, poet and 
critic Edgar Allan Poe was 
born in Boston.

In 1861, Georgia became the 
fifth state to secede from the 
Union.

In 1915, Germany carried 
out its first air raid on Britain 
during World War I as a pair of 
Zeppelins dropped bombs 
onto Great Yarmouth and 
King’s Lynn in England.

In 1937, millionaire Howard 
Hughes set a transcontinental 
air record by flying his mono-
plane from Los Angeles to 
Newark, New Jersey, in 7 
hours, 28 minutes and 25 sec-
onds.

In 1942, during World War 
II, Japanese forces captured the 
British protectorate of North 
Borneo. A German submarine 
sank the Canadian liner RMS 
Lady Hawkins off Cape 
Hatteras, North Carolina, kill-
ing 251 people; 71 survived.

In 1944, the federal govern-
ment relinquished control of 
the nation’s railroads to their 
owners following settlement of 
a wage dispute.

In 1955, a presidential news 
conference was filmed for tele-
vision and newsreels for the 
first time, with the permission 
of President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower.

In 1980, retired Supreme 
Court Justice William O. 
Douglas died in Washington, 
D.C., at age 81.

In 1987, Guy Hunt became 
Alabama’s first Republican 
governor since 1874 as he was 
sworn into office, succeeding 
George C. Wallace.

In 2005, the American 
Cancer Society reported that 
cancer had passed heart dis-
ease as the top killer of 
Americans age 85 and younger.

In 2006, Osama bin Laden, 
in an audiotape that was his 
first in more than a year, said 
al-Qaida was preparing for 
attacks in the United States; at 
the same time, he offered a 
“long-term truce” without 
specifying the conditions. Vice 
President Dick Cheney defend-
ed the administration’s domes-
tic surveillance program, call-
ing it an essential tool in moni-
toring al-Qaida and other ter-
rorist organizations.

In 2009, Russia and Ukraine 
signed a deal restoring natural 
gas shipments to Ukraine and 
paving the way for an end to 
the nearly two-week cutoff of 
most Russian gas to a freezing 
Europe.

Ten years ago: Chinese 
President Hu Jintao, visiting 
the White House, declared “a 
lot still needs to be done” to 
improve his country’s record 
on human rights; the exchange 
with President Barack Obama 
over human rights was bal-
anced by U.S. delight over 
newly announced Chinese 
business deals expected to gen-
erate about $45 billion in new 
export sales for the U.S.

Five years ago: Republican 
presidential front-runner 
Donald Trump received the 
endorsement of conservative 
firebrand Sarah Palin, giving 
the businessman a potential 
boost less than two weeks 
before Iowa’s kick-off caucuses. 
Michigan Gov. Rick Snyder, in 
his State of the State address, 
again pledged to fix the crisis 
over Flint’s lead-contaminated 
water. Italian movie director 
Ettore Scola, 84, died in Rome.

One year ago: Health offi-
cials in central China reported 
that 17 more people had been 
diagnosed with the new coro-
navirus, which had killed two 
patients and placed other 
countries on alert. The South 
Korean film “Parasite” became 
the first foreign language film 
to take top honors from the 
Screen Actors Guild, en route 
to an Academy Award as best 
picture. The San Francisco 
49ers rolled past the Green Bay 
Packers, 37-20, to advance to 
the franchise’s seventh Super 
Bowl; the Kansas City Chiefs 
reached their first Super Bowl 
in a half century by beating the

So should she still play? I think that’s what you’re 
asking, and the answer is — Yes!

Sports are good for kids. They get them off the sofa 
and running around, not thinking about screens or 
social media. Sports also teach lessons that are not 
taught in schools.

Over the course of her 7th grade basketball sea-
son, your daughter will learn how to win — and 
lose — gracefully. She’ll learn how to push through 
physical pain. How to persevere. She’ll also bond 
with the other girls on her team in ways that are al-
most impossible outside of athletics. There’s noth-
ing like the camaraderie of a locker room. 

Whether your daughter’s a benchwarmer or a fu-
ture WNBA star, you should approach her athletic 
endeavors in the same way. Make sure she has fun. 
Make sure she learns the important life lessons. 
And let the rest take care of itself.

Dear Athletic Support:  I got thrown out of my 
daughter’s 7th  grade basketball game the other 
night. The B game. We were way up on the team, 
literally playing the best game we’ve played all 

year, and the refs just completely quit blowing 
their whistles. Obvious double dribble. No call. A 
girl runs it in from the baseline and the refs just 
give her the ball back. It’s getting close at the end, 
the other team’s coming back, and I yell, “Come 
on, ref, blow the whistle!” I did yell it, and I don’t 
normally yell at the refs in this setting, but come 
on! They called the athletic director and I was es-
corted out of the gym. I didn’t get to see the end of 
the game, but I heard it ended in a tie. Because it’s 
a B game, there’s no overtime. That’s it. Game over. 
We played the best game of our season and had it 
taken from us. Was I in the wrong? I mean, it was 
a real game. They were actually keeping score, so I 
don’t think it’s fair for the refs to try and help the 
other team when they’re down. Do you?
