four hearts with four losers — two
spades, a diamond and a club. Stated
conversely, he has only nine winners
— six hearts and three aces.

The only hope of making the con-
tract lies in developing an extra club
trick. But there is a right way and a
wrong way to go about the task.
Thus, if South simply wins the open-
ing diamond lead and plays the ace
and another club, he will find himself
fighting a losing battle.

West takes the club, cashes a dia-
mond and shifts to a spade. Declarer
wins, crosses fo the heart jack and
ruffs a club. When the missing clubs
fail to divide 3-3, he has no chance.
He can lead a heart to the king and
muff another club, but he has no entry
to cash dummy’s fifth club.

South should instead adopt a
method of play that caters to a 4-2
split as well as a 3-3 break in clubs.
This can be accomplished by leading
a low club from dummy at trick two,
