Theamendments would
amend 'Directors' to 'Direc-
tors, Officers, and Employ-
ees' and amend the number
of directors, manner of em-
ployment and limiting the
number of employees while
also adding a new article en-
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titled "Conduct of Business,
Generally". The Council will
also be discussing and pos-
sibly taking action regard-
ing the reassignment of two
staff members to other de-
partments,
along with
possible
action re-
garding
breaking
the lease
agreement
at the cur-
rent build-
ing and moving the CVB to
a City owned building. The
lease agreements for the
Chamber of Commerce and
United Way that are co-locat-
ed with the EDC will also be
discussed with possible ac-

tion taken. In addition, there
will be three public hearings
held regarding proposed
amendments to the City's
Zoning Regulations regard-
ing carports and accessory
uses; regulations regard-
ing recreational vehicles
and mobile/manufactured
homes; and regulations re-
garding short-term rentals.

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Watching your pet’s weight is vital, and
there are ways to make sure your animal
is not packing on too many pounds.

BRYAN-COLLEGE STATION, Jan. 22, 2021 — For
pet owners with an overweight animal companion,
there can be a difficult balance between wanting
to treat a pet and wanting to keep them in the best
health possible.

However, with moderation and consistency, own-
ers can ensure their pet reaches a healthy weight
without discomfort.

Dr. Lori Teller, an associate professor in the Tex-
as A&M University College of Veterinary Medicine
& Biomedical Sciences, says that a healthy diet is
integral to successful weight loss.

Treats, whether specially made for pets or table
food, should not make up more than 10% of an ani-
mal’s diet, and when given, the calories of a treat
should be included in a pet’s total daily intake, she
said.

“Healthy treats may include green beans, baby
carrots, celery sticks, or apple slices,” Teller said.
“There also are other ways to treat pets besides
food; many pets may be satisfied with some atten-
tion, whether that is a game of fetch, a catnip toy, or
a chin scratch.

Veterinarians can make recommendations on
healthy treat options as well.

Owners with an overweight pet also should con-
sult with their veterinarian to set a weight loss
plan that is best for their animal. As a general rule,
Teller says that a gradual reduction in body mass
is safest.

“Weight loss should be done in a stepwise fash-
ion; pets should be weighed monthly to determine if
they are losing weight appropriately,” Teller said.
“Rapid weight loss can lead to problems, such as
liver disease or nutritional imbalances, and weight
loss that is too slow prolongs the adverse effects of
excess weight to the pet’s health.”

Exercise can also be a healthy tool in promoting
weight loss. For dogs, this can include walks, swim-
ming, frisbee or fetch.

If a dog is resistant to exercise, Teller recom-
mends starting slowly. Taking walks in new areas
may help mentally stimulate your dog in new ways,
and, as a result, your dog may not even realize that
they are going out for exercise.

If your dog is hesitant to get moving, Teller also
recommends ruling out underlying health prob-
lems that may make exercise painful for them.

“Dogs that are extremely overweight or obese
may have an orthopedic problem, such as a torn
cruciate ligament or herniated disk, that causes
pain or discomfort with exercise,” she said. “Rule
out or treat underlying medical problems and talk
with your veterinarian about an appropriate exer-
cise plan. Some dogs may benefit from a few ses-
sions of physical therapy to gain better mobility.”

Cats and other non-walkable pets can also benefit
from exercise. Cats may be encouraged to move
with certain toys, such as a laser pointer. Teller
says owners can place the cat’s food in a location
where they will have to work to get it, such as on
top of a tall cat tree.

“It is possible to train a cat to walk on a leash
and go for walks,” she said. “This needs to be done
slowly over time, but there are many owners who
make this work.”

Just as humans trying to lose weight may find
themselves tempted by snacks, pets can also get im-
patient between meals. Teller recommends break-
ing a pet’s food into multiple meals throughout the
day — anywhere between two and four — and pro-
viding food on a regular schedule to reduce hunger.

“One more way that owners can help their pets
is to feed the pet’s entire daily food supply in puz-
zle toys,” Teller said. “This is both mentally and
physically stimulating. The pet will need to figure
out how to get the food out of the toy. This will also
make the pet eat more slowly, thus helping the pet
to stay satiated for longer periods of time.”

Although saying no to a begging pet may be dif-
ficult, the health of a beloved animal is well worth
the discipline.

“Remember that animals that maintain at a
healthy weight throughout their lifetime can live
an additional two years over that of an overweight
pet,” Teller said. “That two years is worth the effort
to keep your pet at a healthy weight.”

The Big Spring Steer swim team competed at the
Andrews Swim Meet on Saturday. The team as a
whole represented Steer Nation well, one Steer
will be advancing on to the Regional competition.

“We have to make the Top 4, however in a normal
year we would have qualified an entire team in
multiple events.”

Big Spring competes in a large district with nine
teams. With the new guidelines, the team trained
harder and took advantage of the extra time in the
pool according to Coach Shaw. According to Coach
Shaw, the times displayed at the Andrews Meet
were the fastest the swim team has demonstrated
in over 10 years.

“It feels that we have had a larger support and
even more of an interest for the sport within Big
Spring now that what there has been in the past,”
he said. “Not to say we did not have to overcome
difficulties, there were many problems with Covid
aside, but the kids did not let that stop them or use

it as an excuse. A lot of the success comes with the
experience that we now have on our team.”

The swim team this year is comprised of all
freshman and sophomores with one senior. The
team has been swimming since as far back as ele-
mentary if not, at least, junior high. While the team
may be young, they come with three to four year
experiences.

“I have been able to move kids around this season
and have kids in every event depending on what
strategy we took each meet. That flexibility really
makes for a well-rounded swimmer,” Coach Shaw
said. “We have a large number of our kids who we
could put in any event, and they would score points
for us.”

coach Shaw continued, “For this meet it was hard
to tell the kids they did really well when only one
kid advancing, but under normal circumstances
all of them would have advanced. I can confidently
say that this was the most successful season we had
in Big Spring in the past decade. There is a lot of
pride in our swim and dive program now that we
can build on for the next coming seasons.”

In this deal from the 1987 Euro-
pean team championship, declarer
took full advantage of the opposing
bidding and a subtle slip by a defender
to bring home a seemingly unmak-
able slam. The deal occurred in the
match between Germany and Turkey,
and both North-South pairs suc-
ceeded in reaching the reasonable
slam in spades.

When the Turks held the North-
South cards, there was no opposing
bidding. Faced with a blind lead,
West chose a diamond, and that was

that. Declarer lost only a heart and so
scored 980 points.

At the other table, with a German
pair North-South, the bidding went as
shown. West’s two-notrump overcall
was “unusual,” showing length in
both minors. It elicited a five-club
bid from his partner sandwiched
between cuebids by North and South.
This steered West to the safe club
lead, and it now appeared declarer
would have to lose a heart and a dia-
mond.

South, Uli Wenning, did not fancy
his chances. West was certain to have
the queen of diamonds, and East was
a strong favorite to hold the king of
hearts. But Wenning saw a glimmer
of hope and proceeded accordingly.

After taking the club ace, he led a
spade to the ace, ruffed a club, led
another trump to the king and cashed
the ace of diamonds. He then played
a heart toward a dummy.

Without giving the matter much
thought, West followed with the five,
and this gave Wenning the opening
he needed. Instead of playing the
queen, he called for the four, and an
unhappy East suddenly found him-
self saddled with the lead.

Since East had no more diamonds
or spades, he either had to return a
heart into the A-Q or yield a ruff-and-
discard by leading a club. Either way,
declarer’s diamond loser was certain
to disappear, allowing the Germans
to salvage a tie on the deal.

Today is Monday, Jan. 25, the
25th day of 2021. There are 340
days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Jan. 25, 1981, the 52
Americans held hostage by Iran for
444 days arrived in the United
States.

On this date:

In 1533, England’s King Henry
VIII secretly married his second
wife, Anne Boleyn, who later gave
birth to Elizabeth 1.

In 1759, Scottish poet Robert
Burns was born in Alloway.

In 1915, Americas first official
transcontinental telephone call took
place as Alexander Graham Bell,
who was in New York, spoke to his
former assistant, Thomas Watson,
who was in San Francisco, over a
line set up by American Telephone
& Telegraph.

In 1924, the first Winter Olympic
Games opened in Chamonix (shah-
moh-NEFE), France.

In 1945, the World War II Battle
of the Bulge ended as German
forces were pushed back to their
original positions. Grand Rapids,
Michigan, became the first com-
munity to add fluoride to its public
water supply.

In 1947, gangster Al Capone died
in Miami Beach, Florida, at age 48.

In 1949, the first Emmy Awards,
honoring local Los Angeles TV
programs and talent, were pre-
sented at the Hollywood Athletic
Club.

In 1959, American Airlines began
Boeing 707 jet flights between New
York and Los Angeles.

In 1971, Idi Amin seized power
in Uganda by ousting President
Milton Obote (oh-BOH’-tay) in a
military coup.

In 2004, NASAs Opportunity
rover zipped its first pictures of
Mars to Earth, showing a surface
smooth and dark red in some
places, and strewn with fragment-
ed slabs of light bedrock in others.

In 2017, President Donald
Trump moved aggressively to
tighten the nation’s immigration
controls, signing executive actions
to jumpstart construction of his
promised U.S.-Mexico border wall
and cut federal grants for immi-
grant-protecting “sanctuary cities.”
Death claimed actor Mary Tyler
Moore at age 80 and actor John
Hurt at age 77.

In 2019, President Donald
Trump’s confidant Roger Stone was
arrested by the FBI in a pre-dawn
raid at his Florida home and
charged with lying about his pursuit
of Russian-hacked emails damaging
to Hillary Clinton’s 2016 election
bid. (Stone was convicted in
November 2019 on charges includ-
ing lying to Congress and witness
tampering; Trump commuted his
40-month prison sentence just days
before Stone was due to report to
prison in July 2020 and issued Stone
a pardon in December of that year.)

Ten years ago: Pleading for unity
in a newly divided government,
President Barack Obama used his
State of the Union address to
implore Democrats and
Republicans to rally behind his
vision of economic revival, declar-
ing: “We will move forward togeth-
er or not atall” In Egypt, thousands
of anti-government protesters
clashed with police during a
Tunisia-inspired demonstration to
demand the end of President Hosni
Mubarak’s rule. A federal judge in
New York sentenced Ahmed
Ghailani (guh-LAHN’-ee), the first
Guantanamo detainee to have a
US. civilian trial, to life in prison

for conspiring in the bombing of

two U.S. embassies in Africa in
1998.

Five years ago: President Barack
Obama said he would ban the use
of solitary confinement for juvenile
and low-level offenders in federal
prisons, citing the potential for
“devastating, lasting psychological
consequences” from the use of the
isolation as punishment. A Houston
grand jury investigating under-
cover footage of Planned
Parenthood found no wrongdoing
by the abortion provider, and
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instead indicted anti-abortion activ-
ists for using fake driver’s licenses
when making the videos that tar-
geted the handling of fetal tissue in
clinics. (The charges were later
dropped.)

One year ago: President Donald
Trump’s defense team opened its
arguments at his Senate impeach-
ment trial, casting the effort to
