The Howard College Board 
of Trustees gathered Mon-
day for a regular meeting. 
The meeting was called to 
order by Chairman John 
Freeman after Trustees 
returned from an Execu-
tive Session in regards to a 
Board Self-Evaluation. 

After a moment was taken 
forcommunication to the 
board, Trustees approved 
the Approval of Routine Mat-
ters with one unanimous 
vote, including Minutes for 
the regular meeting on Dec. 14, 2020 and special meeting 
Dec. 21, 2020; Checklist for December 2020; Monthly Reports 
of Auxiliary Services; Personnel Matters; and an Internal 
Audit Report.

Moving onto new business, Trustees began conversation 
concerning Vision, Mission, Values, Strategic Planning 
which entailed the college’s 2026 Vision. President Cheryl 
Sparks began the discussion with Trustees by asking sev-
eral questions concerning Howard College’s 2026 vision and 
future missions.

Chairman Freeman spoke on one of his biggest concerns 
with the college currently being the neglect of the trade pro-
grams offered at the junior college. According to Freeman, 
the majority of students graduating high school, do not 
have plans on attending higher education and look towards 
working immediately upon graduation. 

“We need to increase our 
technical education for those 
trades… Something has got 
to change or we’re going to 
lose those kids. I just think we 
need to increase the focus on 
the trades… We need to start 
being able to offer those class-
es… We need to start think-
ing more and more about how 
we can transition strictly 
academic over to maybe 50/50 
trades and industrial technol-
ogy and academics,” Free-
man said. 

However, obstacles arise 
with Howard College’s bud-
get to gain trade instructors 

and technology. According to Trustees, the monies needed 
to afford qualified trade instructors and proper equipment is 
currently outside of their reach. 

Other 2026 visions talked about included the baseball field’s 
location on campus. The baseball field is currently in prime 
real estate on campus, according to Freeman, and would be 
an ideal place to create a study park or recreational area for 
students. This would allow for students to have a location 
on campus to enjoy while also upgrading the outside look of 
Howard College. Trustees spoke on wanting the campus, both 
inside and out, to be more relatable to today’s higher educa-
tion students.

The bowl 
will consist of two rounds, 
and players of any level are 

welcome to attend. There 
will be two divisions offered 
– male and female.

There will be two prizes 
given at the end of the sport-
ing event that includes an 
“Ace Pots” hole-in-one prize 
and a “CTP” closest to the 
pin award. Each player will 
also receive a commemora-
tive disc and t-shirt for at-
tending and playing.

First-round will begin at 9 
a.m. After assigning cards 
and the explanation of rules 
at 8:30 a.m. After the first 
round, a short break will be 
taken for lunch, and the sec-
ond round will start at ap-
proximately 1:30 p.m.

The Big Sky Ice Bowl is a 
fundraiser sporting event 
with its focus on supporting 
and helping the West Texas 
Food Bank. The funding and 
items needing to be raised 
can be reached through reg-
istration fees and the contri-
bution of canned food items 
in order to play at the disc 
tournament.

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The Howard College Board of Trustees convened for 
the first meeting of the year Monday. The Trustees 
discussed the newest Covid update and Open Howard 
College Plan along with other routine agenda items.

Howard County Commissioners con-
vened  Monday afternoon to discuss 
various items including a redemp-
tion deed and TxDOT CTIF Grant. 
The meeting was held in the Third 
floor County Courtroom of the County 
Courthouse. Residents could have also 
viewed online via Facebook Live. 

After a moment was taken for pledge 
and prayer, the President of the How-
ard County Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment Board of Directors Eric Barber 
presented the Court with gifts in ap-
preciation of their work for the county. 

“We certainly appreciate our volun-
teer fire department… thank you, you 
have our deepest appreciation,” Coun-
ty Judge Kathryn Wiseman said. 

Afterward, Commissioners moved 

into discussion over a redemption deed. 
According to Judge Wiseman, the re-
demption deed is being presented to the 
Court as the property was meant to go 
to auction, however, the owners have 
since paid the taxes on the property and 
were looking to redeem the property 
deed back.  Commissioner Craig Bailey 
moved to approve the redemption deed 
and was seconded by Commissioner 
Eddilisa Ray. The motion passed in an 
unanimous vote.

The Court began discussion with Road 
Engineer Brian Klinksiek regarding an 
equipment auction list for a February 
auction. According to Klinksiek, there 
are 23 items up for auction. The auction 
will take place online and the highest 
bidders are required to pick up any pur-
chased items from the county lot.

Klinksiek also provided an update 

for the TxDOT CTIF Grant stating the 
county, as of Jan. 14, has submitted 
its first reimbursement request in the 
amount of $544,337.97. The total amount 
spent during the period was $680,422.46. 
The request is currently under review 
with TxDOT in Abilene. 

Commissioner Bailey tabled the con-
sideration/awarding of bids for erect-
ing and installing a 400’ Guy Tower 
per Standard: TIA-222-H due to needing 
more time to collect information.

The MOU between Howard County 
and Midland Police Department for the 
use of the Howard County Airport-driv-
ing track was also tabled due to the Mid-
land PD having not returned a contract 
yet, according to Wiseman.

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Commissioner Bailey initiated con-
versation regarding possible action 
for Commissioner’s laptops. Accord-
ing to Bailey, the need for each Com-
missioner to have a laptop is long over-
due. Bailey also noted that having a 
strictly work laptop would allow for an 
effective work/personal separation for 
each Commissioner as some Commis-
sioners are currently using personal 
laptops to conduct work outside of the 
courthouse. Commissioners would be 
able to access files and documents at 
any time and cut down on paper usage 
as a whole with the addition of laptops. 

Two quotes were provided to Com-
missioners that included a bid for a 
rugged, water-resistant, and shock-re-
sistant laptop in the amount of $1,667 
per laptop. The second bid included a 
laptop with a larger screen, without 
the heavy-duty features as the previ-
ous bid in the amount of $1,293 per lap-
top.

After some consideration, Commis-
sioners agreed upon the first bid in the 
amount of $1,667 for four laptops along-
side an additional $34 per month Wi-Fi 
hotspot equipment per laptop. Com-

missioners discussed where the mon-
ies would come from to allocate for the 
budget amendment and considered 
allotting their $1,500 travel funds per 
year towards the purchase of laptops 
and wifi hotspots. Commissioner Bai-
ley moved to approve the four laptop 
purchases along with Wi-Fi hotspots 
and was seconded by Commissioner 
Ray. The motion passed unanimously.

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age… It has been showing its age. It needs to be 
upgraded,” Freeman said.

Trustees discussed wanting to build stronger con-
nections with surrounding four-year universities, 
increasing retention, and integrating the SWCD 
campus more with the Big Spring campus. 

A majority of the 2026 vision goals came upon one 
main obstacle - insufficient funding and low salary/
wages.

During new business, the COVID-19 Response 
Status #10 was given along with an Open Howard 
College Update regarding the Big Spring, Lamesa, 
San Angelo, and SWCD campuses. For the Big 
Spring campus, there are 17 total lab-confirmed 
positive cases, 16 total recovered cases, one total 
active case, and one student in isolation; for the 
SWCD campus, there are three total lab-confirmed 
positive cases, three total recovered cases, and no 
active cases, according to the Howard College web-
site last updated Jan. 22.

Reviewing the Open Howard College Update, the 
Spring class schedule will be primarily face-to-face 
with some classes still available on Zoom and/or an 
online format. 

Howard College is also working with donors in-
terested in providing support for students/employ-
ees struggling. So far, they have received $250K 
from the G.C. Broughton Foundation to cover tu-
ition, fees, and books for 52 nursing students on the 
Big Spring campus.

Trustees are also considering the re-opening of 
rentable spaces in certain cases. 

Howard College is implementing a method to 
gather names of employees interested in taking the 

COVID-19 vaccination in the case of any calls from 
local health authorities with surplus vaccines.

Trustees also conversed over a Request for Pro-
posal/Student Success Management System Soft-
ware-Grant Funded during the meeting. According 
to Coordinator of the Title V/Grant/PASS Bryan 
Stokes, the proposal is for a student success inter-
face tool to help students stay on path throughout 
their college journey, and follow them through 
their path with analytics and monitoring to main-
tain success. There were six RFPs sent out for bids 
for the interface and three were returned. The rec-
ommended bid came from EAB in the amount of 
$861,852 over a five-year commitment. 

There was some hesitation from Trustee Ben Zei-
check to approve the bid as it was the most expen-
sive bid of the three. However, it was also noted by 
Stokes that the bid made by EAB offered more ca-
pabilities and that is why it was chosen for recom-
mendation. With their being conversation prior to 
how close the rubric scores were for all the three 
bids, Zeicheck mentioned that cost should then be 
a factor in which bid was approved. 

With there being no other specific information 
provided on the two other bids to discuss, a motion 
was made by Trustee Patricia Bennett to approve 
the $861K bid made by EAB.

The motion passed unani-
mously.

President Joe Biden on Monday will formally reinstate COVID-19 travel re-
strictions on non-U.S. travelers from Brazil, Ireland, the United Kingdom and 
26 other European countries that allow travel across open borders, according 
to two White House officials.

The officials, who spoke on the condition of anonymity to discuss the order, 
also confirmed Sunday that South Africa would be added to the restricted list 
because of concerns about a variant of the virus that has spread beyond that 
nation.

Top U.S. infectious disease expert Dr. Anthony Fauci called Biden's decision 
"prudent" Monday in a round of television interviews. 

"We have concern about the mutation that's in South Africa," Fauci told "CBS 
This Morning." "We're looking at it very actively. It is clearly a different and 
more ominous than the one in the U.K., and I think it's very prudent to restrict 
travel of noncitizens."

Biden is reversing an order from President Donald Trump in his final days 
in office that called for the relaxation of the travel restrictions as of Tuesday. 
Trump's move was made in conjunction with a new requirement from the 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention that all international travelers to 
the U.S. obtain a negative test for COVID-19 within three days of boarding 

their flight.
Biden's team had announced that he would reimpose the travel restrictions, 

but the addition of South Africa to the restricted travel list highlights the new 
administration's concern about mutations in the virus. 

The South Africa variant has not been discovered in the United States, but 
another variant — originating in the United Kingdom — has been detected in 
several states.

Fauci said there is "a very slight, modest diminution" of the effectiveness of 
COVID-19 vaccines against those variants but "there's enough cushion with 
the vaccines that we have that we still consider them to be effective against 
both the UK strain and the South Africa strain."

But he warned that more mutations are possible and said scientists are pre-
paring to adapt the vaccines if necessary.

"We really need to make sure that we begin, and we already have, to prepare 
if it's necessary to upgrade the vaccines," Fauci said. "We're already taking 
steps in that direction despite the fact that the vaccines we have now do work." 
Fauci spoke on NBC's "Today" show and "CBS This Morning."

Reuters was first to report Biden's decision to add South Africa to the list.
Last week, Biden moved to expand on the CDC requirement and direct that 

federal agencies require international travelers to quarantine upon arrival in 
the U.S. and obtain another negative test to slow the spread of the virus.

Biden to reinstate COVID-19 travel rules, add South Africa

WASHINGTON (AP) — As the House prepares 
to bring the impeachment charge against Donald 
Trump to the Senate for trial, a growing number 
of Republican senators say they are opposed to 
the proceeding, dimming the chances that former 
president will be convicted on the charge that he 
incited a siege of the U.S. Capitol. 

House Democrats will carry the sole impeach-
ment charge of "incitement of insurrection" across 
the Capitol late Monday evening, a rare and cere-
monial walk to the Senate by the prosecutors who 
will argue their case. They are hoping that strong 
Republican denunciations of Trump after the Jan. 
6 riot will translate into a conviction and a separate 
vote to bar Trump from holding office again. 

But instead, GOP passions appear to have cooled 
since the insurrection. Now that Trump's presiden-
cy is over, Republican senators who will serve as 
jurors in the trial are rallying to his legal defense, 
as they did during his first impeachment trial last 
year. 

"I think the trial is stupid, I think it's counterpro-
ductive," said Sen. Marco Rubio, R-Fla.. He said 
that "the first chance I get to vote to end this trial, 
I'll do it" because he believes it would be bad for the 
country and further inflame partisan divisions.

Trump is the first former president to face im-
peachment trial, and it will test his grip on the Re-
publican Party as well as the legacy of his tenure, 
which came to a close as a mob of loyal supporters 
heeded his rally cry by storming the Capitol and 
trying to overturn Joe Biden's election. The pro-
ceedings will also force Democrats, who have a full 
sweep of party control of the White House and Con-
gress, to balance their promise to hold the former 
president accountable while also rushing to deliver 
on Biden's priorities. 

Arguments in the Senate trial will begin the week 
of Feb. 8. Leaders in both parties agreed to the short 
delay to give Trump's team and House prosecutors 
time to prepare and the Senate the chance to con-
firm some of Biden's Cabinet nominees. Democrats 
say the extra days will allow for more evidence to 
come out about the rioting by Trump supporters, 
while Republicans hope to craft a unified defense 
for Trump. 

Sen. Chris Coons, D-Del., said in an interview 
with The Associated Press on Sunday that he hopes 
that evolving clarity on the details of what hap-
pened Jan. 6 "will make it clearer to my colleagues 

and the American people that we need some ac-
countability."

Coons questioned how his colleagues who were 
in the Capitol that day could see the insurrection as 
anything other than a "stunning violation" of tradi-
tion of peaceful transfers of power. 

"It is a critical moment in American history and 
we have to look at it and look at it hard," Coons said.

An early vote to dismiss the trial probably would 
not succeed, given that Democrats now control the 
Senate. Still, the mounting Republican opposition 
indicates that many GOP senators would eventu-
ally vote to acquit Trump. Democrats would need 
the support of 17 Republicans — a high bar — to 
convict him.

When the House impeached Trump on Jan. 13, 
exactly one week after the siege, Sen. Tom Cotton, 
R-Ark., said he didn't believe the Senate had the 
constitutional authority to convict Trump after he 
had left office. On Sunday, Cotton said "the more I 
talk to other Republican senators, the more they're 
beginning to line up" behind that argument. 

"I think a lot of Americans are going to think it's 
strange that the Senate is spending its time trying 
to convict and remove from office a man who left 
office a week ago," Cotton said.

Democrats reject that argument, pointing to a 
1876 impeachment of a secretary of war who had 
already resigned and to opinions by many legal 
scholars. Democrats also say that a reckoning of 
the first invasion of the Capitol since the War of 
1812, perpetrated by rioters egged on by a president 
who told them to "fight like hell" against election 
results that were being counted at the time, is nec-
essary so the country can move forward and ensure 
such a siege never happens again.

A few GOP senators have agreed with Democrats, 
though not close to the number that will be needed 
to convict Trump. 

Sen. Mitt Romney, R-Utah, said he believes there 
is a "preponderance of opinion" that an impeach-
ment trial is appropriate after someone leaves of-
fice. 

"I believe that what is 
being alleged and what 
we saw, which is incite-
ment to insurrection, is 
an impeachable offense," 
Romney said. "If not, 
what is?" 

But Romney, the lone Republican to vote to con-
vict Trump when the Senate acquitted the then-
president in last year's trial, appears to be an out-
lier. 

Sen. Mike Rounds, R-South Dakota, said he be-
lieves a trial is a "moot point" after a president's 
term is over, "and I think it's one that they would 
have a very difficult time in trying to get done with-
in the Senate." 

On Friday, GOP Sen. Lindsey Graham of South 
Carolina, a close Trump ally who has been helping 
him build a legal team, urged the Senate to reject 
the idea of a post-presidency trial — potentially 
with a vote to dismiss the charge — and suggest-
ed Republicans will scrutinize whether Trump's 
words on Jan. 6 were legally "incitement." 

Senate Republican leader Mitch McConnell, who 
said last week that Trump "provoked" his support-
ers before the riot, has not said how he will vote or 
argued any legal strategies. The Kentucky senator 
has told his GOP colleagues that it will be a vote of 
conscience. 

One of House Speaker Nancy Pelosi's nine im-
peachment managers said Trump's encouragement 
of his loyalists before the riot was "an extraordi-
narily heinous presidential crime."

Rep. Madeleine Dean, D-Pennsylvania., said "I 
mean, think back. It was just two-and-a-half weeks 
ago that the president assembled a mob on the El-
lipse of the White House. He incited them with his 
words. And then he lit the match." 

Trump's supporters invaded the Capitol and in-
terrupted the electoral count as he falsely claimed 
there was massive fraud in the election and that it 
was stolen by Biden. Trump's claims were roundly 
rejected in the courts, including by judges appoint-
ed by Trump, and by state election officials.

Rubio and Romney were on "Fox News Sunday," 
Cotton appeared on Fox News Channel's "Sunday 
Morning Futures" and Romney also was on CNN's 
"State of the Union," as was Dean. Rounds was in-
terviewed on NBC's "Meet the Press."

House sending Trump impeachment to Senate, GOP opposes trial

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — There has been a decrease in the number of reported 
new deaths in Texas due to COVID-19, the illness caused by the coronavirus, ac-
cording to the state health department. 

There were 208 additional deaths reported Sunday after 407 new deaths were 
reported Saturday following three consecutive days of more than 1,200 new 
deaths, according the department. The death toll stands at 34,322.

The health department reported more than 11,000 new virus cases for a total of 
1.96 million since the pandemic began. The number of COVID-19 patients hospi-
talized decline from 13,309 to 12,899.

The seven-day rolling average of deaths in Texas has risen during the past two 
weeks from 260.57 per day to 326.14, according to data from Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity. The state ranked ninth in the United States in the number of new cases 
per capita with 1,012.33 per 100,000 residents, according to the Johns Hopkins 
data.

The Johns Hopkins information also shows the positivity rate in Texas has 
declined from 24.89% to 16% and the seven-day roll-
ing average of new cases fell from 23,043.57 per day to 
18,771.57.

This weekend brought Howard County’s local 
basketball teams four district doubleheaders in-
stead of the usual three, with the playoff picture 
becoming more clear into the final few games of 
the regular season. Big Spring and Coahoma had a 
usual weekend with games on Friday night, while 
Forsan played a pair of games on both Friday and 
Saturday evenings. 

Big Spring faced the weekend’s toughest task, 
with the Lady Steers and Steers home-and-away to 
strong Lubbock Estacado squads. The Big Spring 
girls, 8-13 (1-4), were at home for the first time in 
over a week to start the second half of 3-4A district 
play. Big Spring fell to Estacado, 9-10 (4-1), by ten 
in Lubbock to start district and showed signs of 
steady improvement in the rematch. After falling 
behind early, the Lady Steers made a charge in the 
second quarter, going into the break down just two 
at 24-22. Big Spring would continue to battle in the 
second half, giving Estacado fits throughout. Es-
tacado would eventually do just enough to keep Big 
Spring at bay midway through the fourth, stretch-
ing a one-possession lead to multiple possessions 
in the final few minutes. That breathing room 
would see Estacado to a 56-49 victory, despite the 
Lady Steers playing arguably their best and most 
complete game of the season to date. Big Spring 
drops to 1-5 in district, while Estacado jumps to 5-1 
in 3-4A. 

The Big Spring boys had a duel with #8 Estacado, 

the 3-4A boys district leaders. The Steers, 12-8 (1-2), 
were searching for a second straight district win 
against an Estacado team, 15-2 (3-0), who hadn’t lost 
home since late November. The Matadors raced out 
to a hefty first quarter advantage, leading 21-3 after 
eight-minutes. Big Spring would drop in 14-points 
in the second frame, but it wasn’t enough to keep 
pace with an Estacado team that ended with four-
players in double figures. That firepower would be 
enough to keep the Matadors unbeaten in district 
play, 82-26. Estacado moves to 4-0 with the win, Big 
Spring drops to 1-3 in 3-4A. 

The situation for Coahoma on Friday night was 
similar, albeit with opposite results. Coahoma was 
odds on favorites hosting Odessa Compass Acade-
my as they looked to bolster their postseason hopes. 
The Bulldogettes, 10-5 (4-1), would make relatively 
short work of Compass Academy, 0-5 (0-5), for a 
second time this season. Ten Bulldogettes would 
score on the night, led by MaKynlee Overton’s 21. 
That would be more than enough to grab the W, as 
Coahoma improved to 5-1 in 5-3A contests with a 
72-16 result. Compass Academy remains winless in 
district at 0-6. 

The boy’s game ended up seeing Compass Acad-
emy, 0-3 (0-3), challenge the Bulldogs perhaps more 
than expected, as they hung around much of the 
game. Coahoma, 3-9 (1-2), wasn’t going to be denied 
on their home floor, however. Thanks to a balanced 
scoring attack, and some timely defense, the Bull-
dogs would prevail, 55-45. Ryan Shifflett scored ten 
of high game-high 15 in the first quarter, Brysen 
Kirby dropped 11 of his 13 in the second-half, and 

Isaiah Martin was strong throughout chipping in 
12 more. Each of those performances helped keep 
Compass Academy just far enough in the rear view 
mirror to even Coahoma’s district mark at 2-2. 

Finally, Forsan played four games over the week-
end — scheduled games against Roscoe on Friday, 
and make-up games against Miles on Saturday. 
Friday’s tussles with Roscoe continued the theme 
of sweeps, with the Forsan girls avenging an ear-
lier loss in district to the Plowgirls by clamping 
down defensively and making just enough shots. It 
was a battle down the stretch, but the Lady Buffs 
prevailed, 29-27. The boy’s contest pitted Forsan 
against a Plowboy’s team that has underdogs all 
season long. While Roscoe showed signs of im-
provement from the district opener between the 
two, it was still a runaway win for the Buffs, 75-27. 

Those scenarios would be flipped on Saturday 
against Miles with the girl’s cruising to a comfort-
able 53-28 victory. The offense took a couple of quar-
ters to fully find its grove, but once it got ticking, it 
was full steam ahead. Reagan Phillips led the Lady 
Buffs in the first half, scoring all 11 of her points in 
the opening two quarters. Miles was within eight 
early in the third quarter before Forsan sprinted 
away on a 13-0 run. Rylee Evans paced the ladies 
down the stretch, scoring 17 of her game-high 25 
in the second half. The pair of triumphs now have 
Forsan at 6-2 in district play, and 16-5 on the year. 

The last game of the weekend turned out to be ar-
guably its most intense. The Forsan boys faced

Today in History

Today is Tuesday, Jan. 26, the 
26th day of 2021. There are 339 
days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Jan. 26, 2020, NBA leg-
end Kobe Bryant, his 13-year-
old daughter and seven others 
were killed when their helicop-
ter plunged into a steep hillside 
in dense morning fog in 
Southern California; the for-
mer Lakers star was 41.

On this date:

In 1788, the first European 
settlers in Australia, led by 
Capt. Arthur Phillip, landed in 
present-day Sydney.

In 1907, Congress passed the 
Tillman Act, which prohibited 
corporations from making 
direct campaign contributions 
to federal election candidates.

In 1960, National Football 
League team owners chose 
Pete Rozelle to be the new 
commissioner, succeeding the 
late Bert Bell.

In 1961, President John F. 
Kennedy appointed Dr. Janet 
G. Travell to be his personal 
physician; she was the first 
woman to hold the job.

In 1962, the United States 
launched Ranger 3 to land sci-
entific instruments on the 
moon — but the probe ended 
up missing its target by more 
than 22,000 miles.

In 1988, the Andrew Lloyd 
Webber musical “Phantom of 
the Opera” opened at 
Broadway’s Majestic Theater.

In 1992, Democratic presi-
dential candidate Bill Clinton, 
appearing with his wife, 
Hillary, on CBS’ “60 Minutes,” 
acknowledged “causing pain in 
my marriage,” but said past 
problems were not relevant to 
the campaign.

In 1993, Vaclav Havel 
(VAHTS’-lahv HAH’-vel) was 
elected president of the newly 
formed Czech Republic.

In 1994, a scare occurred 
during a visit to Sydney, 
Australia, by Britain’s Prince 
Charles as college student 
David Kang lunged at the 
prince, firing two blank shots 
from a starter’s pistol. (Kang 
was later sentenced to 500 
hours of community service.)

In 1998, President Bill 
Clinton forcefully denied hav-
ing an affair with a former 
White House intern, telling 
reporters, “I did not have sexu-
al relations with that woman, 
Miss Lewinsky.”

In 2005, a U.S. Marine heli-
copter crashed in western Iraq, 

killing 30 Marines and a Navy 
medic aboard. A man parked 
his SUV on railroad tracks in 
Glendale, California, setting 
off a crash of two commuter 
trains that killed 11 people. 
(The SUV’s driver, Juan 
Alvarez, was convicted of mur-
der and sentenced to 11 con-
secutive life terms.)

In 2009, Nadya Suleman 
gave birth at Kaiser Permanente 
Bellflower Medical Center in 
California to six boys and two 
girls; criticism came after the 
public learned that the unem-
ployed, single mother had got-
ten pregnant with the octuplets 
and six elder children through 
in vitro fertilization.

Ten years ago: Speaking in 
Manitowoc, Wisconsin, 
President Barack Obama cam-
paigned vigorously for his 
revamped economic message, 
warning that other countries 
were grasping for first place in 
the global marketplace as the 
U.S. fell down on the job. 
Afghan President Hamid 
Karzai swore in the country’s 
new parliament, marking the 
end of a drawn-out battle over 
whether the lawmakers would 
be able to start work despite 
ongoing investigations into 
electoral fraud.

Five years ago: The FBI 
arrested the leaders of an 
armed group that was occupy-
ing a national wildlife refuge in 
Oregon for more than three 
weeks during a traffic stop that 
left one man, Robert “LaVoy” 
Finicum, dead. Pope Francis 
held talks with Iranian 
President Hassan Rouhani at 
the Vatican, calling on Tehran 
to play a key role in stopping 
the spread of terrorism. The 
Bulletin of the Atomic 
Scientists announced that its 
symbolic “Doomsday Clock” 
remained at three minutes to 
midnight, citing rising tension 
between Russia and the U.S., 
North Korea’s recent nuclear 
test and a lack of aggressive 
steps to address climate change. 
Character actor Abe Vigoda, 
94, died in Woodland Park, 
New Jersey.

One year ago: The U.S. con-
sulate in the Chinese city of 
Wuhan, the epicenter of the 
coronavirus epidemic, said it 
would evacuate its personnel 
and some private citizens 
aboard a charter flight. Five 
cases of the new coronavirus 
were now confirmed in the 
United States, including new 
cases in California and 
Arizona; all involved people 
who had traveled to Wuhan.
