City Council will recon-
vene Tuesday afternoon to 
discuss action items that 
were not able to voted on 
due to not reaching a quo-
rum last week. Council 
members will look to com-
plete a lengthy agenda that 
includes hot topics regard-
ing the possibility of break-
ing the lease agreement at 
the current building and 
moving the CVB to a city 
owned building. There are 
also several agenda items 
that have been postponed 
until Feb. 23, that were also 
meant to be discussed at the 
Jan. 26 meeting.

City Manager Darden 

will open the meeting with a 
Quarterly Financial Report 
for members of the Council 
to review. Darden will also 
discuss the first reading of a 
resolution of the City Coun-
cil authorizing account sig-
natories.

Afterward, Consent Items 
will be discussed with the 
Council such as the approval 
of the City Council Minutes 
of the Regular Meeting of 
Jan. 12, 2020, the final reading 
of an ordinance calling for a 
General Election to be held 
on May 1, 2021 for the pur-
pose of electing City Council 
members for Districts Two, 
Four and Six all of whom 
shall be elected by majority 
vote of the qualified voters in 

the respective districts. 
Mayor Shannon Thomason 

will also review a final read-
ing of an ordinance amending 
Chapter 2 of the Big Spring 
City Code entitled “Adminis-
tration” Article VIII “Boards 
and Commissions,” Division 
2 “Airpark Development 
Board” Section 2-255 “Orga-
nization and Membership” 
in order to correct incon-
sistencies in the ordinance 
and to clarify the nature of 
the Airpark Safety Subcom-
mittee.

Vouchers for 01/14/2021 in 
the amount of $1,802,855.82 
and 01/21/2021 in the 
amount of $352,637.64 will 
be discussed between the 
Council.

Assistant City Manger 
John Medina will bring forth 
the possible award of the bid 
for the 2021 Crack Seal Proj-
ect to American Pavement 
Solutions and Zero Turn 
Mower for the Airpark to 
Professional Turf Products, 
LP.

Few understand (myself 
included) why Big Spring 
chose to tear down the beau-
tiful old homes to make 
room for more “modern” 
buildings.    Perhaps the in-
frastructure was not set up 
for expansion further away 
from the perimeters of the 
downtown area.  In any case, 
most of the homes were ei-
ther torn down or moved 
away before 1970.   Very few 
remain in the area today.  

During the late 1920’s 
and 30’s, a few Big Spring 
homeowners sold their 
homes and moved to the new 
housing subdivisions, Ed-
wards Heights, and Wash-
ington Place. The ranch 
families most often chose 

to move back to their ranch 
homes.  The majority of town 
homes were being sold off 
for their lots. The homes fate 
rested in someone moving it 
to a new location or disman-
tling it.    Families no longer 
wanted an old fashioned-
outdated, drafty, squeaky, 
old house!   They wanted the 
modern conveniences of 
wall-to-wall carpet, updated 
kitchens with the newest 
appliances, and the new 
“forced air conditioning.”  It 
was time to throw away 
those old “antique” pieces 
that belonged to grandma 
and purchase the  new-age, 

period-hip, art nouveau 
line.   No more trudging up 
and down stairs. The crafts-
man and brick ranch were 
in high demand.

Ed’s brother, R.L. Price 
built the one-story home 
at 804 Main, that is seen in 
middle.    He and his wife 
Lucille lived in the home 
until R.L. passed away in 
1938.  His mother, Ada Price 
Evans had lived with them 
until her death in 1936. The 
house was originally paint-
ed a darker color of green 
with white trim but after

A special meeting of the Big Spring Eco-
nomic Development Corporation has been 
called for Wednesday, Feb. 3 at 5:15 p.m. The 
meeting will take place in the EDC Board 
Room located at 215 W. Third. 

According to the agenda, the meeting will 
have board members into an Executive Ses-
sion in accordance with Texas Government 
Code, Section 551.087 (1) to discuss or delib-
erate regarding commercial or financial in-
formation that the governmental body has 

received from a business prospect that the 
governmental body seeks to have locate, 
stay, or expand in or near the territory of 
the governmental body. The board will be 
discussing project retail, according to the 
agenda item listed. 

Following the close of discussion in Ex-
ecutive Session, the board will reconvene 
in Open Session to take any action that may 
result from the discussion. 

Before the meeting adjourns for the eve-
ning there will be time allotted for board

Melba Lorene (Preston) Sykes 
was born in the tiny hamlet of Hale 
Center, Texas on Monday, Aug. 18, 
1930, to Arnett Carey (A.C.) and 
Docia Fay Preston and was wel-
comed into the arms of her loving 
Savior on Saturday afternoon, Jan. 
23, 2021. Her life of 90 and one-half 
years was marked only by measles 
as a toddler and mumps when she 
was in her mid-20s until dementia 
in her 80s was accelerated by a very 

brief Covid diagnosis in late 2020.
She was a wonderful wife to Abbott B. (Hap) 

Sykes, until his passing in December 2012. She was 
the best mother a daughter or son could ever have. 
Her children were extremely blessed to call her 
Mom and Mother. 

Having been raised in Big Spring Texas, Melba 
married Hap in October 1951, and they established 
their home in Big Spring until they moved to Odes-
sa, Texas, in 1959. By then, their daughter and old-
est of three sons were born to them; in Odessa they 
would have two more sons.

Melba was supportive in all her children’s activi-
ties and with their father continued a giving minis-
try in support of spreading God’s Word throughout 
the world that began in the very early days of their 
marriage. At her passing, she was continuing to 
tithe to not only her church, Grace Christian Fel-
lowship, but also to a dozen other ministries around 
the world. For many years, she was active with 
Women’s Aglow Fellowship (now Aglow Interna-
tional). About 10 years ago she provided the entire 
funding to drill a desperately needed water well in 
the African country of Zambia. At about the same 
time, she also fully funded a mobile radio transmit-
ter in the Middle East so that many people groups 
there could hear the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Melba 
was generous not only to the many ministries she 
supported, but she was also very generous to her 
family that she loved very much.

Melba’s church family and her extended church 
family were also an important part of her life as she 
was active with the seniors and care group as well 
as a home Bible study in Midland. Until the demen-
tia began to become more dominant in her life, one 
would see Melba’s little blue Honda FIT in her spe-

cial parking spot every Sunday and could then find 
Melba in her own particular seat in the sanctuary.

Just before she passed out of this earthly life, her 
children and beloved son-in-law gathered at her 
bedside to sing two of her favorite hymns, “It Is 
Well (with My Soul)” and “Great is Thy Faithful-
ness.” At the last chorus, she entered eternity to 
meet her Savior and those dear ones who had gone 
ahead of her. We praise the Lord for her life that 
was so well lived.

Melba is preceded in death by her husband of 61 
years, Abbott B (Hap) Sykes; her middle son, Ste-
phen Preston Sykes of Odessa, Texas; two of her 
three siblings – her sister, Quepha Lewis of Spring-
field, MO and her brother, Carl Preston of Abilene, 
Texas; and her parents, A.C and Docia Preston of 
Big Spring, Texas. 

Melba is survived by her daughter and son-in-
law, Judy and John Dalton of Cloudcroft, NM; her 
two sons, Barry of Odessa, Texas and Nathan of 
Providence, RI. Her remaining sibling, an older 
sister, Margie Weller, resides in Denver, CO. Mom 
is also survived by her granddaughters, Stephanie 
and Ken Miller of Fort Worth, Texas and Jessica 
and Calvin Wiggins of Roanoke, TX; her grandson, 
Michael and Nikki Dalton of Woodland Park, Colo-
rado; and five great-grandchildren, Rowan Hines, 
Calvin Wiggins Jr. (CJ), and Zane, Eisley and Ella 
Dalton. She also leaves behind many dear friends in 
Odessa and beyond who blessed her life immensely 
as we know she also enriched theirs.

tion, and Miscellaneous 
Business Regulations” 
by adding a new Article 
VI entitled “Commer-
cial Filming Regula-
tions” in order to estab-
lish guidelines for the 
use of city-owned prop-
erty in all types of mo-
tion picture production.

Big Spring City Coun-
cil will also discuss pos-
sibly taking action to 
seek permission to par-
ticipate in a grant pro-
cess with Permian Ba-
sin Regional Planning 
Commission (PBRPC).

short-term rentals to 

commercial rates for water and sewer utilities and trash collection.
Assistant City Manager John Medina will converse with the Council over 

an ordinance which adopted the Annual Budget for the City of Big Spring for 
fiscal year beginning Oct. 1, 2020 and ending Sept. 30, 2021 by increasing the 
Cable Franchise-Peg Fund for the purchase of audio/visual equipment, light-
ning, and electrical work.

Mayor Thomason will also be discussing the first reading of a resolution 
amending the Big Spring Economic Development Corporation by amending 
the Title of Article VI entitled “Directors” to “Directors, Officers, and Em-
ployees”; and amending the number of Directors; Manner of appointment of 
Directors and Officers; and limiting the number of employees; and adding a 
new Article VIII entitled “Conduct of Business, Generally” that provides for 
the conduct of Directors and Employees concerning contracts, lobbying, and 
amendment of the Articles of Incorporation without proper authorization of 
Council.

During the New Business portion of the meeting, Council members Hughes 
and Ornelas will discuss and possibly take action regarding reassignment of 
two staff members to other departments and discussion and action regarding 
breaking the lease agreement at the current building and moving the CVB to 
a city owned building. Hughes and Ornelas will also bring forth discussion 
concerning reviewing the lease agreements for the Chamber of Commerce and 
United Way that are Co-located with the EDC.

a remodel, it was painted white with green trim 
and green shingled roof.    By the late 1930’s, the 
house took on a completely different look with a 
stucco façade and turning the porch into an en-
closed sunroom.  

R.L.’s widow, Lucille, continued to live in the 
home after his death.    She later remarried, Cecil 
Walker, a local pharmacist who owned Walker 
Drug.   Walker Drug was located on the northeast 
corner of Main and 2nd and what is now known as 
the Desert Flower.  A.L. Wasson built his majestic 
home at 810 Main between 1911-1915.

Mr. and Mrs. Wasson spent much of their time at 
their ranch south of Big Spring.  The ranch home 
is located on Wasson Road,as it makes the turn 
south.  They sold their home on Main, to the Otis 

Chalk Estate however, the Chalk’s never lived in 
the home.  Throughthe years the home was used as 
a boarding house for patients and

staff at Malone and Hogan Hospital.   This home 
was saved!  It was sold and moved east of Big Spring 

where it is now a showplace.

In 1909, across the street from the Price/Wasson 

homes, were three lovely houses belonging to Mr. 
and Mrs. Tomlinson, C.A. Stewart and his wife 
Louise, and William and Rubia McPherson.    The 
McPherson home, at 809-11 Main, was the first to 
be sold and torn down to make room for Bivins and 
Barcus Hospital in the 1920’s.  

The stately two-story McPherson home was less 
than 20 years old when it was torn down.    Next 
on the wrecking ball list was the Stewart’s home 
at 805 Main.   Space was desperately needed when 
Drs. Malone and Hogan purchased the Bivings and 
Barcus hospital in 1938.  The hospital continued to 
grow and spread throughout the block and the 900 
block.   The Currie home at 801 Main was the last 
to go.

In 1978, Malone and Hogan Hospital and Clinic 
moved to their new multi-million-dollar facility at 
the foot of Scenic Mountain.   The former hospital 
building was purchased by State National Bank 
where it is still presently located.

DEAR ATHLETIC SUPPORT: I 
have a 9 year old who plays baseball 
and basketball. Two differ-
ent coaches have urged me 
to hold him back a grade. 
They explained how, if I 
held him back now, it would 
be beneficial for his high 
school career. 

I think this idea is ridicu-
lous. The emotional distress 
it could cause him doesn’t 
compare to the “what ifs” 
of his high school sports 
career. I’m curious to hear your 
thoughts on this. — CURIOUS 
SPORTS MOM

 
DEAR SPORTS MOM: There’s a 

term for what you’re talking about; 
it’s called “redshirting.” And no, I 
don’t think you should subject your 
9 year old to this sort of crazy. 

Redshirting is, however, on the 
rise across the country. Redshirt-
ing is the practice of holding a child 
back in school for the purpose of 
gaining an advantage in sports. In 
other words, let your kid grow a 
year, and she’ll be the one scoring 
all the points, hitting homeruns, 
and spiking the volleyball down the 
younger, smaller girls’ throats. 

 I’m going to confess something 
now: I was redshirted. 

But it happened in college, which 
is where the term originates. Col-
lege. Not elementary school or mid-
dle school.

The problem with this new form 
of “redshirting” is that it occurs 
during critical developmental years 
for children: previous to kindergar-
ten or deep in the throes of middle 
school. 

According to Michael McArdle, a 
Learning Research Specialist, the 
absolute highest use of energy in the 
human brain occurs around the age 
of four (right before kindergarten). 
So, holding your son back a year to 
let him grow larger and stronger, 
will most definitely effect his cogni-
tive development. You cannot put a 

child’s brain on hold.
Along the same lines, when a child 

reaches middle school, his 
brain isn’t buzzing quite as 
fervently as it was previous 
to kindergarten, but some-
thing else is forming, some-
thing equally important — 
his social life.

Yanking a kid away from 
all the friends he’s grown up 
with is dangerous. Nonprofit 
publisher Ed Week released 
research recently that said 

retaining a child at any grade level 
typically yields little or no positive 
effects, but retention can lead to aca-
demic boredom. It can also hurt their 
self-esteem. 

Are there instances where “red-
shirting” may be beneficial? Sure. 

If a teacher or principal alerts you 
that your child is falling behind in 
their classwork, or his maturity 
isn’t on par with his peers, then you 
should think deeply about holding 
your son back. But doing so in order 
to gain an advantage in sports? Espe-
cially at the ripe age of 9 years old? 

That’s crazy.
And it’s truly shocking to me that 

two different coaches have advised 
you in this manner. It’s scary. And 
here’s why:

At the core of every human being 
is the yearning to belong. To fit in. 
To be a part of a team. Some of the 
sweetest memories from my playing 
career happened in locker rooms or 
on buses, places away from the glory 
of the field. 

The camaraderie forged through 
athletics is what makes it special. In 
many ways, it’s why sports even mat-
ter at all — they bring us together. 

So I would urge you, with as much 
conviction as possible, to think long 
and hard about redshirting your son. 
In the life of a 9 year old, there is noth-
ing more important than friendship. 
Nothing more essential than being a 
part of the team, his team, the friends 
he’s grown up with.

Justin Gorham had nine points and 17 rebounds for Houston (15-1, 10-1 Ameri-
can Athletic Conference), which won its 20th consecutive home game. Reggie 
Chaney added 10 points.

The Cougars won despite shooting only 34%.
"I thought our offense was great the first half, we just weren't making open 

shots," Sampson said. "Look at how many open shots we missed, look at how 
many shots around the rim we were missing. I told our guys, 'Don't worry about 
that, you'll make them.'"

Houston outrebounded SMU 45-33 and committed 10 turnovers.

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Today in History

Today is Monday, Feb. 1, the 32nd 
day of 2021. There are 333 days left 
in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Feb. 1, 2003, the space shut-
tle Columbia broke up during re-
entry, killing all seven of its crew 
members: commander Rick 
Husband; pilot William McCool; 
payload commander Michael 
Anderson; mission specialists 
Kalpana Chawla, David Brown and 
Laurel Clark; and payload special-
ist Ilan Ramon (ee-LAHN’ rah-
MOHN’), the first Israeli in space.

On this date:

In 1790, the U.S. Supreme Court 
convened for the first time in New 
York. (However, since only three of 
the six justices were present, the 
court recessed until the next day.)

In 1862, “The Battle Hymn of 
the Republic,” a poem by Julia Ward 
Howe, was published in the Atlantic 
Monthly.

In 1865, abolitionist John S. Rock 
became the first Black lawyer 
admitted to the bar of the U.S. 
Supreme Court.

In 1893, inventor Thomas Edison 
completed work on the world’s first 
motion picture studio, his “Black 
Maria,” in West Orange, New Jersey.

In 1942, during World War II, 
the Voice of America broadcast its 
first program to Europe, relaying 
it through the facilities of the British 
Broadcasting Corp. in London.

In 1943, during World War II, 
one of America’s most highly dec-
orated military units, the 442nd 
Regimental Combat Team, made 
up almost exclusively of Japanese-
Americans, was authorized.

In 1960, four Black college stu-
dents began a sit-in protest at a 
Woolworth’s lunch counter in 
Greensboro, North Carolina, where 
they’d been refused service.

In 1962, the Ken Kesey novel 
“One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest” 
was first published by Viking Press.

In 1968, during the Vietnam War, 

South Vietnam’s police chief 
(Nguyen Ngoc Loan) executed a 
Viet Cong officer with a pistol shot 
to the head in a scene captured by 
news photographers. Richard M. 
Nixon announced his bid for the 
Republican presidential nomina-
tion.

In 1979, Iranian religious leader 
Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini 
(hoh-MAY’-nee) received a tumul-
tuous welcome in Tehran as he 
ended nearly 15 years of exile.

In 1991, 34 people were killed 
when an arriving USAir jetliner 
crashed atop a commuter plane on 
a runway at Los Angeles 
International Airport.

In 2018, a judge ordered a 
Wisconsin girl, Morgan Geyser, to 
be committed to a mental hospital 
for 40 years for stabbing a classmate 
when she was 12 years old to curry 
favor with the fictional horror 
character Slender Man.

Ten years ago: Egyptian President 
Hosni Mubarak announced he 
would not run for a new term in 
September elections but rejected 
protesters’ demands he step down 
immediately and leave the country, 
after a dramatic day in which a 
quarter-million Egyptians staged 
their biggest protest to date calling 
on him to go.

Five years ago: Texas Sen. Ted 
Cruz swept to victory in Iowa’s 
Republican caucuses, overcoming 
Donald Trump and a stronger-
than-expected showing by Florida 
Sen. Marco Rubio; among 
Democrats, Bernie Sanders rode a 
wave of voter enthusiasm to a 
virtual tie with Hillary Clinton. The 
World Health Organization 
declared a global emergency over 
the explosive spread of the Zika 
virus, which was linked to birth 
defects in the Americas, calling it 
an “extraordinary event” that posed 
a public health threat to other parts 
of the world.

One year ago: As China’s death 
toll from the new coronavirus rose 
to 259, Beijing criticized 

Washington’s order barring entry 
to most foreigners who had visited 
China in the past two weeks. A 
World Health Organization official 
said governments needed to prepare 
for “domestic outbreak control.” 
Sofia Kenin of the United States 
beat Garbiñe Muguruza of Spain 
to win the Australian Open for her 
first Grand Slam title.
