There were no toilets or bath-
rooms attached, but men are tough |
(or at least that’s what designers]
of the courthouse thought) and
could stand it.

Of course, after a protracted
trial they went home looking like
a collection of Russian peasants,
complete with full beards and
smelling almost as bad, but that
was merely one of the hazards of
jury duty.

Most men would do almost any-
thing to avoid it short of murder,

but the ladies, God bless ’em, not
knowing when they were well off,
demanded jury duty, and now, all
over the state, they’re going to
get it.

Judge Wendell, faced with the
new law, says that he will pick his
forthcoming jury commission with
this in mind. The ladies wanted in;
the law has been passed, and on
the jury they must serve.

Just what the upshot of the
whole thing will be, no one knows.
Maybe the men jurors, with tradi-
tional Texas gallantry, can sleep
on benches in the courtroom or the
hard floors of corridors, under
armed guard, so that the ladies can
have some privacy.

It could be, Judge Wendell
thinks, that Aransas County needs
a new courthouse!

Deer Season Opens,
Hunters Head For
Brush Country

Deer hunting in Texas is no
longer a poor man’s game. Accord-
ing to U. S. Fish and Wildlife |
Service figures, a buck, shot in |
states that still have some public
hunting grounds, sets the hunter |
back a cool hundred dollars. 1

In Texas he has to add the cost |
of lease or day hunting privileges.

Despite this, a heck of a lot of
Texans will head for the deer
country on the 16th, if they haven’t 1
already been hunting in the three|
counties whose season ope ned No-
vember 1.

Most of them will be after the
graceful whitetails, in such favored
spots as the Hill Country, and |
counties along the Rio Grande,|
where bucks grow big and tall.
Others will haunt .the pines of
East Texas. In fact, so widely
scattered is this species that most
places in the state are only a few
hours drive from hunting country.

Some nimrods will hunt mule
deer in the Trans-Pecos. These
rough country deer are most
plentiful in Brewster, Hudspeth,
Jeff Davis, Terrell, Pecos, and Cul-
berson counties, and they run
large, sometimes three times the
size of our little coastal white-
tails. A big one may weigh 250
pounds.

They get their name from their|
ears which, if not mule size, are at
least big enough for a burro. Un- |
like whitetails, they do not run
with their tail in air, but clamp it|
tight to their haunches, as they get |
over the ground with their high,
bounding gait, quite different from
the hard, straight-away run of the
smaller species.

By far the most bucks killed
will be whitetails, with mule deer|
second in number. However, a
few favored hunters who have con-

Larger even than sambar is the
American elk, and, though most
sportsmen are unaware of it, there
is a considerable herd of these
on one of the west Texas ranchs.
They were brought in from North
Dakota, and have done so well that
there are now several hundred of
them on the place.

However, it will be a long time
before most Texans can go elk
hunting in the Lone Star State.

The legislature had just enacted
a special law allowing the city of
Rockport to build and own docks.

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Public School Music
Fills Many Needs
Says Noted Educator

Dr. Willis, Superintendent of
Schools of Chicago, stated in his
opening address at the M. E. N. C,
meeting in Chicago that adminis-
trators were not so interested in
“what is good music as much as,
“what music is good for.”

He feels that, like the adminis-
trators, the school boards, who
vote the financial support to the
music department and the parents
who must invest in their child’s
musical training, are also extreme-
ly interested in having that same
information.

It is true, said Dr. Willis, that
business and professional leaders
are deeply interested in the pure
sciences, natural sciences and busi-
ness education in the schooling of
people they employ. It is also true,
however, that they are becoming
more conscious that the liberal arts
are part of basic training. They
want people who can think be-
yond the business office, the labo-
ratory, the shop and the sales
meeting—people whose education
i8 sufficiently balanced to meet
the challenges of civie, social and
vocational life.

The more all people are made
aware of the functional value of
music education, says an editorial
commenting on Dr. Willis’ speech,
the music will reach its
goal and be made available to more
and more pupils. It might be well

sooner

| to tell them that music has always
had an important place in the cur-
riculum of democracies and remind
them that over two thousand years
ago music was a part of the educa-
tion of every Greek citizen. In sec-
tions of Plato’s Republic (Books 2
& 3) he expresses this program of
education—"Gymnastics fog the
Body and Music for the Soul” The
early Greeks allied music, art and
poetry very ciosely with their civie
life. Yes, music played a very im-
portant part in the development of
good sitizenship then, and today it
is still one of the many things that
“music is good for.”

Music offers an opportunity for
self-expression through group ac-
tivity, an opportunity to acquire
self-assurance, personal security
and respect for the achievements
| of others—that it develops moral
and spiritual values and satisfies
one’s asthetic needs—that it of-
| fers boys and girls a way to¥fike
direct contributions to the com-
munity during their school days,
| and thus acquire a consciousness
| of the individual’s responsibility
to the community.

Music offers a medium for un-
derstanding other people, their cul-
tures and their problems—that the
arts, of which music is one, have
been the purveyors of history from
generation to another and
have been of indisputable import-
all through history.

The Gulf of Mexico as seen
through the eyes of scientists is
described in a 604-page bulletin
titled Gulf of Mexico—Its Origin,
Waters, and Marine Life, released
October 29, by the Fish and Wild-
life Service.

This exhaustive treatise was
prepared primarily as a guide for
scientific research projects, a num-
ber of which are now being con-
ducted in the Gulf by Federal,
State, and private organizations.

Written by 55 American scien-
tists concerned with the physical
and biological aspects of the Gulf,
and coordinated by fishery re-

lsezn‘ch biologist Dr. Paul S. Galts-

off of the Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice, the publication is the result
of three years’ cooperative effort.
The original idea came from Dr.
Lionel A. Walford, chief of the
Service’s fishery biology branch,
and Dr. Waldo L. Schmitt, head
curator of the National Museum’s
zoology department. The idea was
approved by delegates to a meet-
ing of the Gulf and Caribbean
Fisheries Institute in Miami in
1949 and preliminary work on the
publication was begun shortly
thereafter.

The bulletin discusses early ex-
plorations in the Gulf and summar-
izes all available information on
its shorelines, geology, meteorolo-
gy, physics, chemistry, and com-
munities of plants and animals
ranging from the bacteria through
the marine mammals.

FIRST GULF TUNA
CATCH LANDED

The first commercial catch of
tuna in the Gulf of Mexico was
landed at Pascagoula, Miss., early
this month, Secretary of the In-
terior Douglas McKay announced
recently.

The fishing vessel Santa Anton-
ino, captained by John Rawlings,
made port with 12%% tons of prime
yellowfin tuna taken in the central
Gulf region.
about 100 pounds each.

Last spring Fish and Wildlife
Service specialists aboard the ex-
ploratory fishing vessel Oregon
discovered that yellowfin were

| widely distributed in the Gulf and

could be taken at subsurface levels

b with modified Japanese-style long-

line gear. Three successful tuna
trips have been made to various
parts of the Gulf and have found
that the central Gulf’s northbound
current, between 88 degrees and
90 degrees west longitude, affords
the best yellowfin fishing at the
present time. Making use of this
information, the Santa Antonino
praceeded to this area and reported
catches as high as 9 tuna per 100
hooks, a very good showing for
this type of fishing.

Another commercial vessel, a
converted red snapper schooner
operating out of Pensacola, Fla,,
also has begun tuna fishing in the
Gulf. Commercial interests in Mis-
sissippi’ are now reported to be
outfitting a longline vessel, sched-
uled to begin tuna operations soon.
