Off, Others 
increase In May

L a n d i n g s  of commercially- 
caught fishery products at Texas 
ports during May, 1955 the last 
mont hof record, amounted to 10.3 
million pounds. Compared with the 
13.7 million pounds reported for 
the san>e month of last year, this 
was a decline of S.3 million pounds 
or 24 percent. A decrease of 3.6 
million pounds in the receipts of 
menhaden accounted for most of 
the loss.

Total landings of all species for 
the nine-month period ending with 
May, 1955 amounted to 75.3 mil­
lion pounds, compared with 81.8 
million pounds landed during the 
same period one year ago. This 
represents a decrease of 6J5 mil­
lion pounds or 8 percent during the 
current fiscal year.

Shrimp Trawl Law 
To Be Enforced

The shrimp trawl law as passed 
by the 47th Legislature amended 
by the 50th Legislature will be 
enforced during the closed sea­
sons a Game and Fish Commission 
spokesman said today. The law 
provides that trawls shall not be 
greater than ten ( 10) feet at the 
mouth as measured along the web­
bing attached to the cork line, or 
twenty-five (25) feet in length. 
Further, the law provides that 
boards used to spread the trawl 
open shall be of no greater di­
mensions than twelve ( 12) inches 
by eighteen (18) inches.

The use of trawls or boards of 
greater dimensions than provided 
by the Legislature constitutes a 
violation of the law the spokes­
man said.

Mid-summer reports indicate the 
Animal Kingdom in Texas is be­
ginning to rally from the drought- 
dictated slump.

Field studies show mourning 
doves to be in particularly good 
numbers while quail are coming 
back in some areas, and water 
and food conditions presage attrac­
tive habitat for migrating ducks.

Deer are present in average 
numbers and a favorable ante­
lope fawn crop is reported.

One negative report concerns 
•wild turkey which seem to have 
had another poor production sea­
son after promising spring pros­
pects. Nevertheless, good hatches 
of young turkeys have been re­
ported for some sections.

Of couT.se, no one can tell just 
what will happen before the har­
vest season begins in the fall, but 
present indicatons point to a pretty 
good overall hunt.

Field men agree that right now 
Texas has one of its greatest 
mourning dove populations. Food 
is abundant, mainly because of the 
fine weed crop developed by re­
cent rains. Whether these birds 
will remain for the fall shoot is 
problematical.

Adult deer seem to be on the 
rebound. Ruck.s are fat and are 
growing good antlers. Loss from 
the worm infesu.tion that always 
hits fawns in wet si'asons has been 
reported as above average in some 
areas.

Rain has fallen in sufficient | 
quantities to fill pot holes and has 
stimulated good gr.nin growth—for 
the ultimate benefit of waterfowl 
which reportedly are having a good 
hatching season. Quail comeb.ack 
reports have been particularly pro- ' 
mising from the Panhandle, South 
Plains and East Texas. • I

Occasionally, fresh water eels 
are caught in the Yacht Basin. 
The fisherman who has accidently 
hooked one, pulled it into his boat, 
and then felt like jumping out 
leaving the long, slithering, and 
.winding fish in complete charge 
of the situation may not consider 
eels particularly interesting. Ac­
tually, they are a most amazing 
fish.

The flesh of eels is considered 
a delicacy by many.' Eels a^e found 
in the Mississippi Valley and to 
the Atlantic Coast, but not along 
the Pacific coast. They are also 
found along the West Coast of 
Europe. Not only are they power­
ful swimmers, but are also able 
to wriggle short distances across 
land, sometimes being found in 
damp lowlands in search of frogs, 
crayfish, and other foods.

In the past the eel was truly 
a fish of mystery, since no one 
knew what its young looked like, 
or at least thought he didn’t. How’- 
ever, in the middle of the Atlantic 
Ocean biologists had from time to 
to time caught a strange little 
ribbon or leaf like organism, per­
fectly transparent and having co­
lorless blood. Some called it a 
“ glassfish” . Finally a Danish o- 
ceanographer discovered that eels 
migrated to the Sargasso Sea and 
it was then learned for the first 
time that these “ glassfish” were 
young eels.

These fish spend from 5 to 25 
years in fresh water. Finally there 
comes a day when something cau­
ses the eel to give up its normal 
life, take to the rivers, and follow 
them down to the ocean. Near the 
mouth of the river these eels 

H^hange from their yellowish color 
to a silvery color and are hence 
known as “ silver eels” . Then they 
start on their last long journey 
$nc that ends up In the abyss under 
the Saragossa Sea in the middle 
of the Atlantic Ocean. Here the 
females lay up to 10,000,000 eggs 
about the size of a small pea. 'The 
spav^ng grounds of the European 
and American eel are separate but 
adjacent. When the little eels 
hatch they are carried southward 
and eventually find themselves in 
the Gulf Stream. This current then 
carries them on a journey to the 
northward, so that Ly the time the 
elvers start up the rivers of the 
North An erican side of the ocean 
they r.re just about one year old. 
However, the larvae of the Euro­
pean eel continue with the Gulf 
Stream, and not until two years 
later, when they near the rivers of 
Western Europe and are three 
years old, do they transform and 
migrate into fresh water.

Over $101 Million 
U. S. Savings Bonds

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Texas Coast Has 
Many Species of 
Food, Game Fish

The Texas coast has many 
•pecies of food and game fish. 
Several years ago, in 1952, as pre­
paration for a much more thorough 
book on the fishes of the area, 
Vbich is now almost completed, 

/  ^our editor wrote a series of 
sketches on the more common 
species. As these may be of some 
interest to people in the area, 
they will be run in the Pilot and 
elsewhere from time to time, di­
vided into family groups, for con­
venience in handling.

Tarpon, Bonefish and Skipjacks
A prehistoric hangover from the 

ancient world, tarpon belong to 
one of the royal families of the 
sea, a family whose pedigree 
reaches in an unbroken.line to the 
warm seas of Cretaceous times.

Today, only four members of the 
family survive, but each is a king 
in his own right. Far away, on 
the other side of the world, is the 
ox-eye of Indonesia, a fish similar 
to the tarpon, although averaging 
less than half as large. In Ameri­
can waters, besides the tarpon, we 
have the bonfish and the tenpound-

er, or skipjack.
Tarpon (whose scientific name is 

tarpon atlanticus), are known by 
many names, among them Tarpum, 
Grand Ecaille, silverfish, sabalo, 
silver king, and savanilla. They 
range from Nova Scotia to Brazil, 
and throughout the West Indies 
and Gulf of Mexico. One weigh­
ing over 350 pounds has been 
caught in nets, and the record 
on rod and reel was 247 pounds 
for a fish caught in the Panuco 
River, near Tampico, Mexico.

These fish hug the coastline of 
the Gulf, even entering and liv­
ing in fresh water. They eat mul­
let, crabs, pinfish, garfish, and 
shrimp, but mostly on smaller
fi. shes.

Tarpon will take many types and 
kinds of lures, from huge jointed 
plugs to tiny streamer flies, as 
long as they resemble a swdmming 
or wounded fish. Lures may be 
trolled, cast, drifted or still fished 
anywhere from the bottom to the 
surface.

Bonefish (Albula vulpes) are 
also called ladyfish, macabi, ba­
nana fish, big-eyed herring, bony- 
fish and grubber.

They inhabit the warm seas of 
the world, including Florida, the 
West Indies, Gulf of Mexico, and 
are occasionally found in Texas. 
In size they average from two to 
^ve pounds, but bonefish exceed­
ing twenty pounds in weight have 
been seen in the Havana markets.

They feed in shallow water, with 
the incoming tide, “ tailing” oc­
casionally as they root in the bot­
tom for shrimp, crabs, worms, 
other invertebrates and small fish. 
Considered by many the fastest 
fish that swims, bonefish put up 
a strong fight, although they do 
not jump.

The use of casting, fly and spin­
ning tackle in bonefishing is a 
comparatively new development. 
The first two require knowledge 
and experience, the last holds the 
greatest promise for the tyro. 
However, the old method of chum­
ming the grounds and waiting for 
the fish to come into the bait is 
also fascinating.

The third member of the family, 
the skipjack or tenpounder, (EIops 
saurus) is also known by many 
names, horse mackerel, shiro, John 
Mariggle, bonyfish, big-eyed her­
ring, matajuelo real, and lisa 
francesca being only a few of 
them.

Skipjacks inhabit all tropical 
seas, averaging from one to three 
pounds in size, although sometimes 
reaching a weight of eight.

Skin-Diving Seen 
As Aid to Fishermen

Use of skin diving techniques to 
study fish for the general pur­
pose of aiding anglers is under 
consideration by the Texas Game 
and F’ish Commission.

•been made of the Federal govern­
ment to use Dingell-Johnson funds, 
derived from a special tax on fish­
ing gear, to finance the projects.

One result was the discovery of 
a chigger annihilator with the 
jawbreaking name of dimethyl 
phthalate. It slaughters ’em.

Just hie yourself down to the 
drugstore and buy yourself a little. 
Then draw the mouth of the bot­
tle around the top of your boots 
and socks, and the edge.s of all 
the openings in your clohing, so 
that the redbugs have to cross 
a treated band to reach the rest­
aurant.

Short Cut 
To Mexico

'S3

If you live east of Winnipeg, 
Canada, as most people in Ameri­
ca do, Mexico’s new short cut t«> 
glamor — the Matamoras-CSudad 
Victoria road—is the shortest and 
most direct way to Mexico City 
and the fabled countries of Cen­
tral America.

T h i s  picturesque, secondary 
route is rapidly being converted to 
a major throoughfare over wKkrh 
—even now— it is po.ssible to 
reach Victoria in three hours and 
a half after leaving the border.

T h e  construction program— 
started more than a year a ;o, and 
involving close to four million 
dollars—is ninety percent com­
plete, and will be finished by the 
end of the year—one hundred and 
ninety tw'o miles of pavement, 
reaching from the Intel-national 
Gateway at Brownsville to a junc­
tion with the older Pan-American 
highway at Victoria.

The roadway’s importance stems 
from the fact that it offers a sav­
ing of almost three hundred miles 
to people of the East, South and 
Midwest on a round trip to Mex­
ico City.

It will also serve as an exten­
sion of Texas’ Blue Water High­
way—a spectacular, scenic route 
—which w'ill eventually stretch 
from the swamps of Louisiana 
down the coast for four hundred 
miles to the multi-million-dollar 
resort development of Padre 
Beach, at the south tip of Padre 
Island, and thence to Brownsville.

The new route—leading through 
the picturesque communities of 
San Fernando, Jiminez and Padilla 
—was only a rural road until it 
was topped with asphalt a little 
over four years ago, bringing im­
mediate and important tourist re­
sponse. Added to this was the 
rapid development of the cotton 
industry in the area at its north­
ern end, wih a heavy increase of 
trucks using the highway. As a 
result, the pavement became brok­
en and riddled with potholes in 
only a matter of months.

Mexican authorities—alert for 
the tourist dollar, and astonished 
by the volume of traffic over what 
they had regarded almost a back- 
woods track—set the Wheels in 
motion to convert it to a first 
class road, which is already in good 
traveling condition despite a few 
remaining detours and construc­
tion areas.

Three antediluvian, one-car fer­
ries have been junked in favor of 
modem bridges. An abrupt dip 
at a deep arroyo has been replaced 
wit ha concrete and steel trestle. 
A steep and winding trail through 
a mountain pass is now a straight, 
gradual slope, while virtually the 
entire route has been widened, 
reconditioned and resurfaced.

At present (August 1, 1955), 
the project comprises, seventy-one 
miles of new paving, seventy-five 
miles of old paving and forty-seven 
miles of graded, graveled roadway. 
All of the road is easily passable, 
although there are a few bad 
spots above and below San Fer­
nando.

Aura Maris— The Reese 
Home Dates From 
Early Times

Aura Maris, the home of ‘ Mrs. 
Emma Reese dates from the early 
days of Rockport. In 1868, John 
W . Baylor, a ranchman and prom­
inent citizen of the town, lived 
in this Early American cottage.

T. P. McCampbell bought it for 
hia family home in 1876.

McCampbell owned thousands of 
acres of land in Aransas and near- 
by counties. The town of Aransas 
Pass is built on land he owned, 
and many of his descendants still 
live in this part of Texas.

E. H. Norvell bought the pro­
perty in 1890. The Norvell family 
•were well known in church and 
musical circles. Their daughter, 
Mrs. S. F. Jackson, was raised in 
this house.

The Rev. Paul Reese, a retired 
Angelican clergyman, bought it for 
his family about 1935, and gave it 
the name Aura Maris—meaning

“ Breath of the Sea.”  Situated on 
Water Street, it faces beautiful 
Aransas Bay.

The Reese family and their aunt. 
Miss Mary Shellman, bought many 
family heirlooms from their an­
cestral home, the Shellman House 
in Westminister, Maryland.

Aura Maris is an Early Ameri­
can cottage, built with cypress 
drop siding, and has a modified 
Greek revival style front porch; 
with twelve-paned windows on ei­
ther side. The entrance door, with 
hinged sidelights and a transom 
light above, gives into a reception 
hall. The doors on either side of 
this lead into larger rooms, which 
were sometimes called double par­
lors. Each has a fireplace with an 
Adam mantel on the outer wall .

The interior walls are 5Vi-inch 
cypress, painted white. The beaded 
top baseboards arc ten inches high. 
The thick, four panel doors are 
three feet by seven. Some of the 
timbers in the foundation are 
hand-hewn, square beams.

Very old fig trees and oleanders 
make a living green frame for the 
hospitable home. (Editor’s Note: 
This is one of a series of des­
criptions of the old homes in Aran 
sas C.ounty, originally prepared by 
Mrs. Travis Bailey for a talk at 
the Woman’s Club.)

Lftading Causes of 
Fire Deoflis In Texos

Trapped in dwellings is the num­
ber one cause of deaths by fire in 
Texas. Deaths from this cause 
can be greatly reduced by ob­
serving the following safety rules:

(a) Provide sufficient means of 
escape in case of fire.

(b) Do not leave small chil­
dren alone, not even for a minute 
in the house.

(c) Do not leave aged or dis­
abled men and women in the home 
alone.

(dl Ventilate home both day and 
night.

(e) Do not return to the inside 
of a building while fire is in prog­
ress.

Clothing ignited, too close to 
open fires, is the number two 
cau«-e of fire deaths in Texas.

Df-uths from this cause can be 
greatly nduced by observing the 
following safety rules:

(a) Heaters and open fire places 
should be properly safeguarded by. 
screen guards.

(b) Proper attention and care 
of small children and aged people 
to prevent their falling into fire.

The improper use of gasoline 
is the number three cause of death 
from fire in Texas.

Deaths from this cause can be 
greatly reduced by obseiwing the 
following safety rules:

(a) Do not use gasoline in the 
home to cleanse clothes, floors or

anything. i
(b) '  Do not use gasoline to 

cleanse the body of oil and grease.
(c) Always remember gasoline 

IS a fuel and not a cleansing sol­
vent.

Improper use ami care of kero­
sene is the number four cause of 
deaths by fire in Texas.

Deaths from this cause can be 
greatly reduced by observing the 
following safety rules:

(a) Keep kerosene in approved 
containers and never in the house.

(b) Fill lamps and stoves out­
side the house and never close to 
a fire.

(c) Use only approved lamps 
and stoves and see that they are 
so placed that they cannot be 
reached or overturned by children 
or older people.

(d) Never use keroiiene or gas­
oline to vitart or quicken a fire.

The numlx-r five cause of deaths 
by fire in Texas is the improper 
installation and care of gas heat­
ers, stoves and appliances. Gas 
is a household necessity and 
deaths can be greatly i-educed by 
proper observance of the following 
safety rules:

(a) Use only approved gas 
heaters, stoves and gas hot water 
heaters.

(b) Make sure that all gas heat­
ers, stoves ftnd hot water heaters 
are properly installed.

(c) Provide flues in all of these 
to replace air consumed by the 
gas burner.

(d) Vent pipes should be install- 
>̂d to extend into the open and

not into the attic.
(e) Heating stoves should not 

be left burning when going out 
for an hour or more.

(f )  Have an annual inspectioR^i^ 
of gas lines and all stoves and hot 
water heaters.

Matches—Smoking is the largest 
single fire cause. Fire from these 
causes can be greatly reduced by 
observing the following safety 
rules:

<a) Use only the box type of 
safety matches. Strike-anywhere 
matches may cause fire by friction 
in the pocket or by being stepped 
on.

(b) Extinguish matches before 
discarding.

(c) Keep matches out of the 
hands of children and irrespon­
sible persons.

(d) Matches should be kept in 
safety containers.

(e) The cigarette is a small 
heat source and starts fires cnly 
when conditions are favorable to 
igniting.

(f )  Provide ash trays for cigar­
ettes and cigars. Never empty 
ash trays into waste paper bas­
kets.

A state draft call for 536 men 
for September was announced 
Thursday by Brigadier General

With the exception of volunteers 
and possible delinquents, the Aug- 
use induction call will be filled only 
with men who on September 1 are 
21 years of age or older, he said.

He said such direction of induc­
tion of older groups w’as under 
authority of the national director 
of Selective Service and such in­
structions were received with the 
state call.

HOME ACCIDENTS
“ Good ol’ Gus’’ Slack bustled 

around the house making the ice 
tea and setting out the cold water­
melon. “ Well, everything’s ready,” 
he told his wife, “ and it’s about 
time for our ^friends to get here.”

As they sat there waiting for 
their guests Gus puffed with pride. 
“ We are certainly lucky to have 
so many friends, a nice home, two 
fine children and money in the 
bank.

“ Good ol’ Gus”  didn’t know 
that the next day 13 law suits 
would be filed by his friends who 
would be hurt that night falling 
on the floors his wife had so care­
fully waxed that day, tripping 
over throw rugs, streching their 
necks on his clothesline, plowing 
a furrow with their noses in the 
pile of gravel in his unlighted 
front yard, burning their hair off 
their heads on defective wiring, 
slipping vertebras when the porch 
rail on which they were .leaning 
gave away or being half-blinded 
by firecrackers thrown on the 
stairs by son Ronald, bitten by Ro­
ver, and having their legs bruised 
and broken by getting tangled up 
in Rover’sleash.

Of course, such a case never 
really happened but law suits 
have been filed involving each of 
the above situations. The genial 
host is sometimes surprised to 
find his guests’ gratitude is ex­
pressed by filing law suits against 
him for injuries received in his 
home.

The law is usually more strict 
about accidents befalling trades­
men and others who enter your 
premises in the line of duty so to 
speak—postmen, laundrymen, me­
ter-readers, delivery boys and the 
rest of those w’ho enter your home 
for purely social reasons.

But this does not mean that a 
homeowner is absolved of all re­
sponsibility for injury to his 
guests. If he knows a dangerous 
condition exists, he has a duty to 
correct it and can be held liable 
for accidents which might happen 
if he doesn’t. For example, in one 
case a rotted tree branch fell to the 
sidewalk, injuring a passerby.The 
court held that the owner was re­
sponsible because he knew of the 
defective condition and should 
have remedied it.

Business as well as homes can 
suffer serious losses from ac­
cidents. A case which happened 
several years ago will illustrate 
this point.

Greenthumb entered a hard­
ware store to buy a garden hoe 
and was struck in the mouth by a 
golf liub b ;.ig used by ben Blo- 
gun, another customer at the 
store’s invitation. ’The store had to 
pay Greenthumb a large amount 
of damages because Greenthumb 
had been implicitly invited into the 
store for the business of making 
a purchase; the store failed to 
use ordinary reasonable care and 
to warn Greenthumb of the danger.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—T h e 
Antartic Continent, which accord­
ing to scientists has been barren 
of color for millions of years, will 
blossom out during the coming 
Antartic Summer in brilliant or­
ange, blue, scarlet, green and even 
black.

The occasion for the new color­
ing will be the appearance- of the 
U. S. Navy’s Task Force 43 
scheduled to arrive at Little 
America in late December (mid­
summer in the Antartic). Person­
nel of the Task Force, officially 
dubbed “Operation Deepfreeze,” 
will don outer garments of, bril­
liant, contrasting colors for pro­
tective and psychological measures.

Against the frigid white of the 
Antartic now and ice, these gar­
ments will stand out vividly, easily 
seen from great distances. Dog 
teams and their drivers traveling 
inland wdll face less risk of becom­
ing lost, since they can be located 
from the air.

The bright-colored parkas and 
trousers are being manufactured 
especially for the expedition at a 
cost of less than $14.00 per suit. 
They will be worn over regular 
cold-weather equipment.

The Task Force of six ships, a 
special Sea Bee battalion, and a 
cold-weather aircraft squadron 
will sail for the Antartic in No­
vember. The planes will takeoff 
and land on skis as well as wheels 
on specially compacted snow-run­
ways at the U. S. scientific bases.

While the ships and planes will 
return to. the U. S. in the Spring, 
the Sea Bee battalion will “ winter- 
over” in the Antartic.

Manatees Gave 
Rise to Mermaid 
Legend

Sailors must have vivid imagina­
tions, for it would take one to 
transform the ugly seacow into a 
fair mermaid. Nevertheless, this 
is what early seafaring men did, 
and their stories, that started with 
Columbus, or even earlier, have 
sei ;,d  an a basis taleo
by generations of deep water men.

To anyone with half an eye for 
beauty, there are few animals 
that are more grotesque.

These clumsy seadwellers might 
also be called cattle of the sea, be­
cause they live on grass instead 
of eating fish, and rove in herds 
throughout the warm shallow 
waters of tropical America.

They have even been in Texas 
at various times, and, not too long 
ago, the writer picked up a frag­
ment of solid ivory-like rib that 
once belonged to a manatee, on a 
spoil bank thrown up from the 
Intra-coastal Canal, near Corpus 
Christi. Moreover, some fifteen 
years ago, fishermen found the 
remains of one on the shores of 
Copano Bay, near Bayside. It was 
a male, nearly eleven feet long.

Others used to inhabit the lower 
part of the Laguna Madre, around 
Port Isabel, though none have been 
■seen there for many years.

By nature, they are herbivorous, 
preferring shallow bays where they 
can feed on aquatic vegetation, or 
lie stationary on the bottom while 
resting, coming to the surface 
occasionally for air. In deeper 
water, they float with the back 
arched, their upper parts close to 
the surface, the head, tail and 
flippers hanging downwards.

Their bodies are almost without 
hair, except for a few coar.se 
whiskers. They are slow, harm­
less, and swim with the help of 
a pair of flippers that they can 
move in any direction.

In the old days, especially in 
Florida, where they w’ere once 
plentiful, Indians harpooned them 
or caught them in huge nets, kill­
ing them by driving a wooden 
plug into their nostrils.

Manatees are almost the only 
.animals that have a solid skeleton. 
There is no marrow in their bones, 
which are as heavy and fine-grain­
ed as an elephant’s tusks. As the 
beasts feed while submerged, it is 
believed that this structure serves 
them an do the stabilization tanks 
of a submarine. The weight per­
mits the animals to sink in the 
water while carrying a large load 
of air, and enables them to stay 
under for longer periods., Columbus and his men sighted

Davy Crockett Boom 
Extends to Boy Scouts

The influence <rt Davy Crockett 
has been tremendous all over the 
nation. But one place it has been 
most noticeable is in the 38 camps 
operated by the Texas Boy Scout 
Councils.

“ We have always had a great 
number of yongsters attending 
our camps during the summer 
months, but this year the uptrend 
has exceeded our highest expecta­
tions,” says Hal Lewman of Dal­
las, regional Scout executive. 
“ I’m .sure Davy Crockett had 
something to do with the increa.sed 
popularity of the camps.”

In 1954, a record 28,716 Scouts 
attended the camps for six or moix* 
days. This record number has al­
ready been broken in 1955, by 
how much isn’t known now. Mr. 
Lewman says final figures on at­
tendance won’t be available for 
several more weeks. “ But we know 
that well over 30,000 young.sters 
will enroll in the camps this sum- 
meifc” Mr. Lewman said.

According to a yeco'it census, 
there were 1<=':,000 youngsters in 
tile Tcx.i.«i .»couting movement. 
The.se youngsters range from Cubs 
(eight to ten years), to Boy Scouts 
(11 to 13 years) and finally to 
Explorers (14 and older). These 
Scouts are divided into 6,400 units, 
mostly sponsored by churches.

This permits a 
Scout or Explorer to attend a 
camp within reasonable distance 
from his home. Weekly enrollment 
at these camps vary from 100 to 
350 Scouts.

Before the camps opened this 
year. Councils were deluged with 
applications, Mr. Lewman said. 
There were so many young.sters 
interested in going to Scout camps 
that additional periods had to be 
■scheduled. “The ramps usually 
close in July, but we can’t do it 
this year. There are still many 
youngsters on the waiting list and 
w'e try to offer to every Scout 
desiring to go to camp the op­
portunity to do so,” he added.

Usually a Scout goes to camp 
with members of his own Troop 
and with his own Scoutmaster. 
There, with his friends, he enjoys 
high adventure in the out-of-doors 
by pi^ticipating in the many 
scheduled activities.

Before attending Scout camp 
Scouts are required to have phy­
sical examinations and upon ar­
rival at the camp they a,re given 
a re-check. Every precaution is 
taken to protect the health and in­
sure the safety of the campers. 
In event of an emergency, ar­
rangements have been made by all 
local councils for needed services 
of a hospital and physician.
