The first recorded traffic death
in this country was a pedestrian
struck after he had alighted from
a street car, according to the Tex-
as Safety Association. And pedes-
trians have been getting them-
selves killed by automobiles ever
since.

would have learned to live with
them. But statistics prove they
haven’'t.

Last year 7,900 pedestrians were
killed in traffic.

ithers involve the driver . . . most
of them involve carelessness on
somebody’s part.

But one fact looms large in any
study of pedestrian accident fatali-
ties a great many pedestrians
killed each year are non-drivers.
They are unfamiliar with the limi-
tation of the driver and his car.

The fact gives both drivers and
walkers valuable clue on the
prevention of pedestrian traffic
deaths.

Because of it the driver should
expect the pedestrian to have faul
ty judgment in estimating the
speed of an automobile, in figur-
well the driver can see
him, in determining long it
will take the driver to bring the
car to a stop, ete. The driver who
proceeds on the assumption that
the pedestrian has no appreciation
of the driver’s problems will act
as if the whole job of keeping pe-
destrians safe in traffic depends
on him. And he will keep many
| pedestrians safe.

Austin, Texas.—The December
draft call for Texas asks for 873

men for the Army and Navy,
Lieut. Col. Morris S. Schwartz,
state director of Selective Service,
announced Thursday.

The figure is the state's share
of a national call for 18,000 men,
10,000 for the Navy and 8,00 for
the Army.

All 137 local boards in Texas
will receive a share of the total
873 quota. These local board quotas
are now being figured and are
gcheduled to be mailed from state
Selective Service headquarters on
or about Nov. 1.

There is no state quota for pre-
induction physical-mental exami-
nations in December. Only special
cases and transfers from other
states will be examined during the
month.

The December draft call of 873
compares with a quota of 1,006
for November, previously an-
nounced. The state call for Octo-
ber, already filled, asked for 534.

A total of approximately 2,500
men is scheduled for pre-induction
physical-mental examination in
November. Decision to schedule
these examinations followed the
Navy’s request for men in Novem-

DEBT ADJUSTMENT
AGENCIES AREN'T ALWAYS
WHAT THEY SEEM

Austin, Texas. — Possible pit-
falls in doing business with debt
adjustment agencies by persons
who think they are “hopelessly”
in debt were outlined this week
by Charles T. Lux of Austin, exec-
utive vice-president of the Retail
Merchants Association of Texas.

Lux said such agencies, some-
times called pro-raters or budget
plan houses, were numerous in
the East and_California, but had
only recently penetrated into Tex-
as, thus far only in the largest
cities.

These firms, operated by persons
who pose as “professional budget-
ing experts,” offer to “rehabili-
tate” people who have found their
earnings cannot meet payments for
the debts they have incurred, Lux
said.

They propose to do this by
setting up payment schedules for
each debt, budgeting earnings and
arranging with creditors to carry
the account until the debt is paid
off in full.

“This sounds very attractive to
a person-who is so far in debt he
cannot see how he will ever get
out,” Lux said.

“But what he doesn’t realize is
that for this advice and service he
is charged a fee,” he explained.
“The fee sometimes ranges as high
as 40 per cent of his total indebt-
edness, and usually no less than
15 per cent,” he explained.

“For a debt of say $300, the fee

will increase the debt to anywhere .

from $345 to $420.”

Whadt happens then is the “pro-
fessional budgeting expert” not
only takes a large slice of the
money that would go toward re-
tirement of the debts, but also
piles on a new debt. Thus, instead
of keeping a debtor from bank-

ruptcy, he is plunged closer to it. |

Lux said a few states have laws
regulating the operation of debt
adjustment companies. There are
no laws in Texas that control their
operation.

Lux said the best way a debtor,
who is pinched to meet his pay-
ments, can ineet his bills is to call
upon his creditors and explain the
situation frankly.

“Before you sign up with any-
one or pay a fee, it is wise to con-

tact vour creditors and seek their
advice. The results you get by see-
ing your creditors are the same
as those promised by a profession-
al pro-rater—and there is no extra
charge or fee attached,” Lux said.

NEW PAMPHLET TO BE
ISSUED BY LAND BOARD
FOR USE OF VETERANS

| handled in an orderly miner and
| consummated within a reasonable
length of time. Only a limited num-
ber of application forms will be
mailed to interested veterans as
those on hand are closed.

(b). When a veteran has found
a tract of land which he wishes to
purchase through the Veterans’
{ Land Program he should write the
| Veterans’ Land Board and request
| that the necessary forms be for-
| warded to him.
; (c). When each veteran’s re-
quest number is reached in the
| normal order of processing, a set
| of application forms will be mailed
to such veterans, who will be given
a 30 day period of time for the
completion of such forms and re-
turn to the Veterans’ Land Board.
iTh-‘sv forms must be completed in

as set out herein before they will

be acceptable.
(d). If a veteran fails to file
hie completed application forms

within the specified period he shall
lose his priority and must again
submit an additional request for
application to have another oppor-
tunity to participate in the pro-
gram.
