received certified copies of birth 
records for their children.

But tens of thousands of re­
quests from other parents will 
have to be processed between now 
and the beginning of the new 
school term. If too many^people de­
lay until August—as they usually 
do—Carroll and his limited staff 
will again have to put in hours of 
night and week end work without 
overtime pay.

“ The overtime work isn’t impor­
tant,” Carroll said. “ But it is im­
portant when a youngster can’t en­
ter school for lack of a birth rec­
ord.”

Birth record keepers shudder 
when they think of the estimated 
260,000 kids who will be eligible to 
•*nter the first grade this fall.

Many of them have copies of 
birth records and will create no 
problem. Others live in areas 
where school officials do not re­
quire proof of age before admitting 
the child to the hallowed halls of 
learning.

But the majority do not have 
certified proof of age, despite the 
fact that they live in areas where 
achool officials insist on such 
proof. 'This is the category that 
gives health department statisti­
cians and clerks sleepless nights.

Last year the department proc­
essed more than 60,000 requests 
during the months of August, Sep­
tember, and October.

“ This year we’re trying to avoid 
the fall bottleneck,”  Carroll said. 
“ We’re ready to give immediate 
service to applications coming in 
between now and mid-July.”

All parents have to do is furnish 
the child’s name and date and 
place of birth, the mother’s maiden 
name and the name of the father. 
That information, plus the statu­
tory fee of fifty cents, will buy 
anyone a copy of their birth certif­
icate—provided the original certif­
icate is on file.

It’s a good bet the original will 
be on hand. Carroll’s office keeps 
track of some ten million birth and 
death records, some dating back 
to 1903.

There’s just one more thing: if 
you don’t care to write to the 
State Department of Health in 
Austin, check with your local reg­
istrar or county clerk. C3iances are 
he can supply the record.

In either case, do it soon. Carroll 
says that fall bind can get mighty 
tight.

All Motorboats 
Are Subject To 
Numbering Act

All inboard motorboats, regard­
less of their size, and outboards 
exceeding 16 feet in length must 
be numbered by the Coast Guard 
under the Numbering Act as 
amended.

Public vessels (vessels owned by 
the United States or by any state, 
county, city or municipality) 
where used in a governmental 
capacity, outboards not exceeding 
16 feet in length, and motor life­
boats carried as life-saving equip­
ment on inspected vessels are not 
required to be numbered.

The Numbering’ Act is for the 
purpose of aerial and surface 
identification only and the certifi­
cate of award of number issued to 
any vessel is solely for that pur­
pose. It is not an authorization, 
license or permit for any such 
vessel to engage in trade.

A certificate of Award of Num­
ber may be obtained from the 
nearest Coast Guard Marine In­
spection office. Upon assignment 
of a number, the boat owner must 
display that number on each bow 
of his veasel in block letters of n ot' 
leas than 3 inches in height and in ' 
a color contrasting with th.at of the I 
hull. !

Operation of a motorboat in I 
violation of these regulations is i 
punishable by a fine.

If you own a motorboat or con­
template purchasing one, register 
it with the Coast Guard. Remem­
ber, it is for your own personal 
safety.

Mozeny, Weatherman, 
Says Warning Signals 
May Be Changed

R. P. Mozeney, meteorologist in 
charge of the Corpus Christi 
weather bureau, says that changes 
in the system of storm warnings 
are being considered by the heads 
of the Weather Bureau in Wash­
ington, and that they may be made 
later in the year.

These changes, he said, will be 
made in order to give more effi­
cient service.

Now being considered, the fol­
lowing signals will be used, if 
and when the changes are made:

One red storm pennant will be 
used to warn of storms having 
gusts up to 39 miles an hour.

Two will be used for those from 
which gusts up to 55 miles an 
hour may be expected.

One red flag, with a square, 
black center, will signify storms 
with gusts between 55 and 74 
miles an hour.

These are all the changes that 
are contemplated, and the hurri­
cane signal, two red flags, with 
black, square centers, one above 
the other, will still be flown where 
gusts and winds are expected to 
reach hurricane force of 75 miles 
or over.

Scripps Institute 
Scientists Return

ecological specimens from the 
vicinity of the east and southeast 
banks at Freeport led them to 
conclude that this area was prob­
ably an old bay that had been 
submerged in the long ago.

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Exploring West 
Texas and The 
Big Bend

Twenty-four-year-old William 
Henry Chase Whiting was only 
four years out of West Point, and 
innocent as a babe of Indians and 
western travel, when he was or­
dered “ to ascertain if there be a 
practicable and convenient route 
for military and commercial pur­
poses between El Paso and the 
Gulf of Mexico, passing by or 
near Austin or San Antonio ‘ de 
Bexar.”

That's all there was to it, just 
the bare, bald words of a military 
command, yet, in carrying it out, 
Whiting and his party wrote an­
other chapter of the hectic "history 
o f the Texas frontier.

He left San Antonio in Feb­
ruary, 1849, with 14 men, taking 
7 days to cover the 70 miles to 
Fredericksburg, delayed by wild 
weather and wilder mules.

Once there, he picked up another 
man and headed, via the old Pinta 
Trail, for Indian country and the 
Rio Grande, passing, on the way, 
the. first prairie dog ^wn Whiting 
had ever seen and the ruins of 
San Saba Mission (near the pres­
ent site of Menard).

At the headwaters of the San 
Saba they had their first Indian 
scare. All day long they had no­
ticed Indian signs and that night, 
when they camped, guards were 
doubled.

Nevertheless, savages tried to 
steal their mules, and, says Whit­
ing:

“ About one o’clock the mules

stampeded with great snorts, the 
strength of the new ropes with 
which they were tied being all 
that saved them for us . . . Pull­
ing back with all its force, every 
animal, with its ears pricked, was 
looking in one direction. How­
ever, the crack of the sentry’s 
rifle showed he had discovered the 
cause, and the Indians disap­
peared while the mules resumed 
their grazing.”

The march continued next day 
a.s usual, and the party pressed 
ever westward until (in what is 
now El Dorado County) it struck 
a long dry spell. Men and animals 
went for 2V4 days without water 
and were suffering great distress 
before they reached Live Oak 
Creek, about where it joined the 
Pecos.

From here they kept on west, 
through Country "bleak and utterly 
desolate,” that “even game seemed 
to shun.”

They met a Lipan chieftain and 
his wives on the way, and finally 
struck the Great Comanche War 
Trail. Along this they swung south 
to Ojo Escondido, then west to 
Comanche Springs.

Between there and the present 
site of Fort Davis, Whiting and 
his men ran into trouble, for thifi 
was Indian country and swarmed 
with hostiles, mostly belonging to 
the bands of the Apache chief, 
Gomez, after which the present 
peak in West Texas is named. 
These bands had only recently re­
turned from raiding in Mexico, 
and were spoiling for trouble!

“ Our scouts came galloping in, 
pursued by Apaches, and, simulta­
neously we were enveloped, front, 
rear, and left flank, five different 
parties! Issuing from every gorge 
the painted devils came crowding 
up at full speed, and we could see

Fried Chicken, Shrimp, Cheese­
burgers, Hamburgers, Hot Dogs, 
Grilled Cheese Sandwiches, Pop 
Com, Candies and Cold Drinks

Thursday, June 21, 195̂

them on every hill!”
Whiting parleyed with the 

chiefs.
Gomez, “a well-made fellow, ap­

parently about 30 or 35 years old, 
was hostile and insulting, and evi 
dently desirous to fight us.”

However, the other chief was 
not, and this, plus the determined 
bearing of Whiting’s men, and his 
own cool head, all combined to 
avert the battle, and the party 
continued its explorations.

On March 20, they rode through 
a gap in the Davis Mountains, 
where “ wild roses,” Whiting says, 
“ the only ones I had seen in Texas, 
grew luxuriantly. I named the de­
file Wild Rose Pass and the brook 
the Limpa.”

Here the party intended to spend 
the night. However, alarmed by 
Indian smoke signals, the men only 
went through a pretense of camp­
ing. The animals were staked out; 
fires were lit, as if for an evening 
camp. Supper was cooked and eat­
en, then, with the coming of dark, 
the party quickly and silently 
saddled, and through a night lit 
by the flare of Apache signal 
flares on surrounding peaks, made 
a forced march of 18 miles more, 
before stopping.

Among the rocks at the foot of 
a hill,” without water, weary and 
desperate,” they slept op their 
arms.

Next morning they set a south­
erly course for Presidio del Norte. 
Passing through* a prairie dog 
town, they killed a panther, which 
they ate for breakfast. It was 
very old, very lean, and very 
tough, but i f  was all they had!

Three days later they reached 
Leaton’s Fort in the Big Bend 
(now a ruin) where they bought 
pinole, jerky, com meal, and mules.

Leaton, who operated a trading 
post here, in the middle dT Apache 
territory, was an extraordinary 
character. He had come in from 
Chihuahua after the Mexican War, 
and Whiting says:

“ His position is in every respect 
i-emarkalile.

of the Rio Grande, a little below 
Presidio, with some eight or ten: 
Americans in his employment, he 
has in a few months accomplished 
a great amount of severe labor, 
fortified himself in good position, 
secured his stock, and carried to 
considerable extent his farmings 
operations, his men being all the 
while obliged to work with their 
arms at hand. They have been ex­
posed to the incursions of the In­
dians on one side, and to a series 
of outrageous impositions and ag­
gressions on the part of the Mexi­
cans on the other, and forced to 
mount-guai-d day and night.”

Nevertheless, Whiting opined, 
the fort should become an impor­
tant militai’y and commercial site.

However, Presidio del Norte 
was “ a miserable, Indian-blighted 
place,”  stripped of everything, and 
presenting no attractions even to 
an Apache!

After a good rest, the party 
went on by hard, rough marches, 
up the river, through Socorro, past 
the falls of Isletas, arriving on 
April 11, exactly two months after 
they had started, at Ponce’s Ranch, 
opposite the Mexican town of Paso 
del Norte. This ranch later be­
came the site of the modern city of 
El Paso.

The trail from San Antonio to 
Presidio del Norte was feasible 
for wagons, Whiting said in his 
report, but, because he concluded 
that from the latter town to El 
Paso it was not, he retumed by 
another route.

This branched off from his for­
mer trail upriver from the Mexi­
can town of Pilares and, passing 
through the Davis Monutains, re­
joined his old path at Wild Rose 
Canyon. From there he retraced 
his steps to Live Oak Creek and 
the Pecos, and then headed south 
and east to Devil’s River, which he 
followed for a time, swinging east 
just above present Del Rio. 
Through Las Moras (Brackett- 
ville today) Whiting traveled, and 
from there followed more or less 
closely the present route of High­
way 90 to San Antonio.

This return journey mapped out 
the path of the old Texan Lower 
Road, followed by gold seekers on 
their way to California, and 
opened up a permenent route be­
tween San Antonio and El Paso.

Texas Coast in For 
Hurricane Rich Future 
Soys C. C. Scientist

A hurricane-rich future has been 
predicted for the Texas Coast 
within the next few yearst by a 
Corpus Christi scientist. Dr. W. 
Armstrong Price, geologist and 
oceanographer formerly of A&M.

Accoiding to Price, whose pre- 
dit;tion occurs in a recent publica­
tion of the Corps of Engineers, 
U. S. .Army, the years 1954-55 
marked the beginrting of a cycle 
which may continue for 7 to 16 
years.

Price’s study, entitled “ Hurri­
canes Affecting the Coast of Tex­
as From Galveston to Rio Grande” 
is well worth some attention. A 
technical publication by the Beach 
Erosion Board, it deals with hur­
ricanes of the past 125 years. 
Using these as a guide. Price con­
cludes that a 17-year hurricane- 
poor period ended in 1953, and that 
the period from 1956 to 1970 may 
be like periods which centered on 
the years 1913 and 1933, in having 
hurricanes every year or so, and in 
some years even turning up with 
two of the gigantic twisters.

Because periodicity curves in­
dicate that 1954-65 marked the 
beginping of such a period, when 
hurricanes average about one ev­
ery 1.4 years, the scientist con­
cludes that “ Gulf coast commu­
nities for the next two decades 
should be fully instructed each 
spring as to hurricane hazards 
and should be prepared to put 
emergency measures into effect 
in advance of any hurricane arri­
val.”

One of the more interesting 
parts of the report, for the general 
reader, is the hurricane chronicle, 
which reaches from 1818 until the 
present.

Between that date and 1867, no 
less than 22 hurricanes belabored 
the Texas coast. Eight of these hit 
Galveston, as well as other sec­
tions of the* coast; no less than 
fifteen struck at the mouth of the 
Rio Grande and the southern end 
of Padre Island, where others 
were to strike in succeeding years. 
The one that occurred in 18fi7 to- 
tjilly destroyed Bagdad and 
Clarksville at the mouth of the 
Rio Grande.

The great Indianola storm was a 
tremendous gale, that occurred in 
1875, accompanied by h'gh tides 
from the hay, which caused nearly 
all the destruction, when 176 lives 
were lost and thr€*e-fourths of the 
town were swept awpy. The final 
finisher, however, was the storm 
of 188f«. when every- house In the 
town was damaged or demolished, 
and the place was not rebuilt.

Fourteen years and nine storms 
later. Price’s statistics show, the 
tremendous storm that wrecked 
Galveston hit the Texas coast, 
battering the doomed citv with 
winds that reached 120 miles an 
hour before th«- wind gnuge was 
destroyed.

Twelve storms later, the great 
1915 blow happened, followed by 
one in 1910, as a prelude to what 
Price states is possibly the great­
est hurricane of the present cen­
tury, that of 1919, with ten vessels 
sunk, property damage at lepst 
$22 millions, and 600 lives de- 
stroved. Winds reached 200 n\iles 
an hour at New Orleans, 158 at 
Galveston, and 110 at Corpus 
Christi.

There have been .34 more since.
Price’s tables and graphs show 

that there have been four hurri­
cane-rich and four hurricane-poor 
periods within the time covered

Poor 
riods arc just a little longer (15.7 
years) but produce only two blows
during that time. ,

Most hurricanes occur during 
September, according to graphs 
that accompany the report. Dur­
ing the period from 1850 to 1949, 
14 were recorded in that month; 
August had 12; and October pro­
duced 8. June and July each had 
five; but only one occurred in 
November,

For the past March and April 

shrimp landings at the Valley 
ports of Texas remained un­
changed. For the Coastal Bend 
port of Texas, shrimp landings 
from Gulf fishing areas were down 
slightly when the Bay shrimp 
fishery is deducted. The drop in 
landings for the Coastal Bend 
ports from March to April was 
due principally to smaller catches 
of pink shrimp in the Campeche

fishing area, the Service’s Fishery 
Marketing Specialist in those 
areas report.

A dozen or so Corpus Christi 
boats commenced trips to Cam­
peche the first part of April. How­
ever, since only 1 Campeche trip 
was completed during the month 
and since they freighted to Tampa 
and, to a lesser extent. Ft. Myers, 
there were practically no landings 
of Campeche pink shrimp in the 
Coastal Bend area.

Over 50 percent of the Browns­
ville and Port Isabel fleet worked 
one nearby area.

During the first part of the 
month, bay production consisted of 
mostly 51 - 1!5 count heads-off 
shrimp, but towards the end of the 
month a fair amount of 4.3-50 
count shrimp was reported.

Valley ex-vessel prices for 15-20 
count machine - graded heads - off 
shrimp were 08c a Ib. with 5c a lb. 
less for each smaller size grouping 
and .3c more for under-15 count 
shrimp. Piices of shrimp were 
about the s:ime for the entire 
month.

Coastal Bend ex-vessels price for 
healds - qff 15 - 20 count brown 
shrimp started at 08c a pound for 
the first part of the month and 
rose to 72c a pound towards the 
end of the month. White shrimp 
brought 2c a pound more than 
brown.

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SLOW DOWN AND LIVE

“ Arrive Alive— Slow down and 
Live!”

That’s the slogan of the current 
speed control program which the 
Texas Safety Association, the 
Department of Public Safety and 
the National Safety Council are 
sponsoring this month in coopera­
tion with the “ Slow Down and 
Live” program of the National 
Conference of State Safety Coor­
dinators. It’s also a pretty good 
maxim for any motorist to live by.

In commenting on the program, 
E. C. McFadden of Dallas, Vice- 
President of Employers Casualty 
Company and iS^sident of the 
Texas Safety Association, stressed 
the necessity of impressing the 
average driver with the impor­
tance of setting his speed to suit 
the prevailing conditions.

“ Much has been said about the 
speed demon’s role in the traffic 
accident toll, and rightly so,”  Mc­
Fadden said. “ But too many people 
lose sight of the fact that many 
drivers invite accidents by driving 
at speeds too fast for conditions, 
even though these speeds are far 
below what is thought of as ‘burn­
ing up he road’.”

McFadden said the average driv­
er should check constantly to see 
that his speed is safe for condi­
tions of weather, traffic, road, the 
mechanical condition of his car, 
and his own physical and mental 
condiition at the time.

“ Much of the dangerous haste 
that involves ordinary drivers in 
traffic accidents comes from the 
too-prevalent habit of not allowing 
enough time for the daily sched­
ule,”  he said. “Trying to make up a

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Coast Guard, F C C , Urge Crackdown On 
Gulf Shrimpers for Radio Abuse

Both the U. S. Coast Guard and 
the Federal Communications Com­
mission have been urging congress 
for funds to crack down on Gulf 
shrimptM's who abuse the use of 
their ship-to-ship radios, and, from 
sll indications, both organizations 
are fixing to get tough.

According to the Coast Guard 
Magazine, slated for this year are; 
Stricter FCC regulations; an ex­
tensive educational program spon­
sored by the Coast Guard, Coast 
Guard Auxiliary, and the FCC, 
and_it is expected—an extra doz­
en FCC law enforcement agents, 
■who can make things mighty 
tough for the shrimper or pleas­
ure boat operator not willing to 
obey the rules.

Misuse of these radios makes it 
difficult and sometimes impossible 
for a vessel in trouble to contact 
the Coast Guard, and for Coast 
Guardsmen to help somebody in

trouble.  ̂You can't start a search 
and rescue operation unless you 
know somebody is in trouble, and 
he can’t tell you he’s in trouble 
if some shrimper is using the dis­
tress frequency for a bull session.

For some reason, the South At­
lantic and Gulf Coasts are the 
worst offenders, and 4n these 
areas shrimp boat radios have 
been labeled “ the world’s biggest 
party line.” And sometimes selfish 
radio operators on these coasts are 
so completely hoggish that they 
refuse to get off the air so the 
Coast‘Guard can answer a distress 
call.

There are many cases like this 
on record, as all Coast Guardsmen 
know, and the service and the 
Communications Commission final­
ly got their heads together and 
decided to do something about it. 
Tape recordings were made of a 
number of the worst cases, and

one, from the New Orleans area, 
was played for the Congressional 
Budget Committee, as an accom­
paniment of a request by the FCC 
for money to hire some extra air 
waves cops.

The Budget Bureau, always slow 
to give up a dollar, had asked why 
more cops were needed, and was 
answered with the tape. Officials 
sat speechless and almost unbe­
lieving as they listed the voices 
of a Coast Guardsman and some 
unidentified civilian radio operator 
out in the Gulf. Coast Guard had 
received a distress call that was 
vague and garbled because the 
civilian was hogging the emergen­
cy frequency to talk to a friend. 
It was a matter of life and death, 
and the Coast Guardsman explain­
ed this patiently, at least three 
times, only to he told in no un­
certain terms where he and the 
Coast Guard could go.

The Budget Bureau gave the 
ca.sh the green light, and the re­
quest has also been approved by 
the House of Representatives. Ap­
proval is expected from the Sen­
ate and the President.

When final approval is given, 
agents laired will be sent to the 
South Atlantic and Gulf coasts, 
for all observers are agreed that 
the East and West Coast and the 

I Great Lakes are “ in pretty good 
I shape,” as a FCC spokesman said. 
However, he quickly added “ the 
worst offenders are the Gulf 
Coa.st fishermen.”

He emphasized that while most 
Gulf fishermen and pleasure boat 
operators are law-abiding, the 
ones that weren’t had things in a 
terrific mess.

These selfish few jam the emer­

gency channels with non emergen­
cy chatter and monopolize the reg­
ular communications bands so that 
no one else can talk. Moreover, 
they use profane and indecent lan­
guage—“ some of the tapes we’ve 
got,” said this same FCC official, 
“we can’t even use, the language 
!s so bad.”

Many of the radios and opera­
tors are without a license, and lots 
of the sets are so souped up with 
additional power which is strictly 
unauthorized that they blanket 
weaker sets. This has gotten so 
bad, says the FCC, that Canada 
has protested to this U. S. be­
cause Canadian vessels operating 
in the Great Lakes were being 
drowned out by American fishing 
craft in the Gulf.

Misuse of ship - to - ship radios 
along the Gulf Coast has become 
a tremendous problem, and the 
Coast Guard and Federal Commu­
nications Commission, are both 
doing all they can to solve it. When 
a violator is caught, he can be 
taken into the nearest U. S. Dis­
trict Court and fined if found 
euilty. Beyond that, both organiza­
tions .say, it’s largely a matter of 
educating ship owners and crews.

The FCC, according to an article 
ill the U. S. Coast Guard magazine, 
has praised Coast Guard efforts 
in this direction, but the fact re­
mains that, despite all past efforts, 
and despite probable addition of 
another dozen FCC enforcement 
agents, this year’s headache shapes 
up as the worst yet.

To help cope with the turmoil, 
FCC has issued new and stricter 
rules. According to FCC agent 
N. A. Hallenstein, as quoted in the

magazine, here’s the latest dope:
As now worded. Section 8.358 

(a) of the rules authorizes only the 
following types of radio telephone 
communications on the intership 
channels:

1. Safety communications.
2. P'or all vessels, operational

communications provided that they 
do not interfere with safety com­
munications. ,

3. Commercial transport vessels 
and vessels of municipal or state 
governments may use these inter­
ship channels for ship business 
purposes as well as operational 
communications.

Definitions of these types of 
communications are given in Sec­
tion 8.6 of the rules, and are as 
clear and concise as possible.

(a) Safety communications. The 
transmission or reception of dis­
tress, alarm, urgent, or safety sig­
nals, or any communication pre­
ceded by one of these signals or 
any form or radio communication 
which, if delayed in transmission 
or reception, may adversely affect 
the safety or life or property; and 
occasional test transmission and 
reception as necessary for deter­
mining whether or not the radio 
equipment is in good w’orking 
condition for purposes of safety.

(m) Operational communication. 
Radio communication concerning 
the navigation, movement or man­
agement of a ship or ships.

(1) Navigation. This includes 
the piloting of a vessel.

(2) Movement. This includes in­
formation and necessary commu­
nications relative to where and, 
when the boat or ship will move or 
be moved as, for instance, rendez­
vous at a port, basin, or marina, 
or for maneuvers during a cruise.

(3) Management. This includes 
the obtaining of necessary supplies 
for the ship, limited to immediate 
needs, and the scheduling of re­
pairs or modifications.

(n) B u s i n e s s  communication. 
Radio communication pertaining to 
economic, commercial or govern­
mental matters related directly to 
the purpose for which the ship is 
being used.

FCC has had to proceed against 
various licenses of marine radio 
telephone stations and their opera­
tions for many and repeated in­
fractions of the regulations. ’The 
Commission points out that one of 
the best ways to avoid this, if you 
own and operate such a radio, is 
to follow the Golden Rules of radio 
operating. In the order of their 
importance these are; 1. Listen, do 
rot talk unless necessary. Restrict 
all transmissions to the type of 
mes.sage traffic authorized. Keep 
sll communications short and to 
the point. Use proper operating 
procedures, especially 2182 kc. for 
listening and calling.

Watch your language; obscene, 
profane and indecent language are 
prohibited by the U. S. Criminal 
code.

Prop<>r operating procedure is as 
follows;

1. Listen in on 2182 kilocycles, 
the calling and distress frequency, 
at all times, except when other 
channels are being used by you for 
communication.

2. If you hear another vessel 
railing you, or wish to call another, 
make the initial answer or call on 
2182 kc., the calling frequency.

3. W h e n  communication has 
been established, change' to a 
working frequency (26.38 or 2738 
kilocycles for intership commu­
nications in all areas except the 
Gulf, where they’re 26.38 and 28.30 
kilocycles, and the Great Lukes.

Rockport Is Speckled Trout Capital; 
Over 8,200 of These Salt Water Game 
Fish Captured Here During One Week

Rockport is the speckled trout 
capital of Texas, with sportsmen 
from all over the state coming here 
to fish for these salt water battlers 
which are so plentiful in the bays 
surrounding the city that over 8,- 
200 were reported as caught in 
one week. And that’s only part of 
the story, for in the last four 
weeks, one of which was so windy 
that fishing was badly curtailed, 
anglers have taken home 19,000 
sftecks from Rockport, by actual 
count, not to mention hundreds of 
other fish like kings, gafftopsail 
catfish, red (or channel bass), 
mackerel, and kingrfish.

And this is no fisherman’s yarn. 
The fish were reported by charter 
boatmen to the Rockport Pilot’s 
Waterfront column as follows:

For the week ending May 24, 
there were 5147 speckled trout 
or spotted weakfish caught, along 
with two ling or cabio that weigh­
ed 40 and 4.3 pounds, one bonito, 
84 gafftops, 31 kingish, one pom- 
pano, five redfisb or channel bass, 
and 25 drum.

The following week, anglers 
didn’t do quite so well, but they 
still caught a lot of assorted fish 
including 18.33 specks, eight gaff­
tops, nine reds, ^nd a few more 
drum.

During the week ending June 7, 
a lot of the Rockport boats went 
to the Gulf for klhgfish,'and they 
brought back 144, which weighed 
close to *4 of a ton. Other anglers 
caught .3819 of the weakfish, if 
you dislike the term specked trout, 
two blues, lots of skipjacks or 
ten-pounders, 15 reds, a dolphin, a 
dozen and a half drum, five floun­
der, six gafftops, and one devil 
ray, just to add to the excitement.

But it was the week following 
this one when specks, like June, 
began busting out all over. Ang­
lers that reported their catch 
caught 8201 trout, and then topped 
them off with drum, dolphin, pom- 
pano, a ton of kingfish, some 
Spanish mackerel, more reds, and 
a few flounder, jack crevalle, gaff­
tops, bonito and cabio.

^Nor were the speckled trout 
little ones. There were plenty of

them that weighed two and three 
pounds, some that went five and 
six, and one buster that went over 
nine, which merely bears out the 
fact that there hasn’t been a 
freeze on this coast in a long, long 
time—since the spring of 1951 to 
be accurate about it.

'The trout hatched the following 
summer have been growing and 
spreading ever since, and a heck 
of a lot of them have come to 
Rockport. "

4. Use call letters of the vessel 
to identify all transmission: fa) 
at the beginning and end of each 
communication with another sta­
tion; (b) at the beginning and end 
of every transmission for another 
purpose, such as testing, etc.; (c) 
if a series of communications ex­
ceeds 15 minutes (which should be 
very rare indeed) the call letters 
should be given every fifteen min- 
uU'S. This applies only on ship-to- 
shope frequencies.

5. When calling a station, the 
call should not exceed .30 seconds. 
If contact is not made, wait at 
least one minub* before another 
call. Ob- intership frequencies, any 
one exchange between two vessels 
should not bo longer than five 
minutes.

7. Vessels communicating with 
each other must use the same fre­
quency, either 26.38 or 2738 kilo­
cycles, except in the Gulf where 
they’re 26.38 and 28.30 kilocycles, 
and in the Gn'at Lakes, where 
•hey’re 200.3 and 2638 kilocycles.

New Book Gives Lowdown 
On Life in fhe Sea

Through the courtesy of J. D. 
Donaldson, we have been privi­
leged with a partial view of what 
apparently is one of the best- 
written and most interesting 
books to be published on the sea 
and its inhabitants since Rachel 
Carson’s great work.

What one sws through the port­
holes of the Marine Studios a few 
miles of San Augustine, on the 
east coast of Florida, is the sub­
ject of “ Window in the Sea,” by 
Ralph Nnding Hill, of which a 
couple excerpts are appearing in 
the .Atlantic Monthly.

The first, which Mr. Donaldson 
brought us, deals mainly with 
porpoises and their way of life, 
and the second, entitled “ Marine 
Housekeeping,”  with some of the 
problems attendant on mainte­
nance of such an oceanarium.

Hill’s opening description of the 
Dorpoise, which appears in the 
June Atlantic, is enough to give 
you some of the flavor of the 
book.

“ The porpoise,” he .says, “ is a 
superior animal with a sense of 
humor, curiosity, and imagination 
more highly developed that that of 
the dog. He is a member of the 
whale family, whose far ances­
tors came out on to the land and, 
unlike most of the air-breathing 
mammals, returned to the sea. But 
his distant kinship with the cow’ 
and the deer is unmistakable.”

From this point rn, he delves 
into the mysteries of porpoise life 
as obsfr\«-d in Marine Land, and 
his portrait of their family life, 
complete with a problem child, is 
delightful to read.

But even life in an aquarium 
has its ups and downs, and when 
four pilot whales were placed in 
the giant tanks along with the 
porpoises, business picked up. 
Herman, the pilot whale, accept­
able to some of the group, never 
was really a member of the 
fraternity, and, when he became 
nart of a porpoise whale triangle, 
completely lost out, and was 
slaughtered by a jealous lover.

President Signs Low 
Affecting Party Boats

Already signed by President 
Eisenhower, the so-called “ Marvel” 
law, which goes into effect in early 
1957, will have far-reaching effects 
along the Texas coast, where party 
boats make a business of carrying 
groups of people fishing and for 
boat rides.

Sparked by the dissolution of the 
vessel Levin J. Marv'el in a storm, 
with the loss of 14 lives, and the 
loss of 56 more lives when the Jack 
and the Pelican capsized off Long 
Island in 1951, the new law pro­
vides for Coast Guard inspection 
and regulation of all vessels carry­

ing seven or more passengers for 
hire.

Such craft can be of any size or 
shape, with any sort of motive 
power, but the controlling fa<|tor 
is the number of passengers car­
ried.

As signed by the President, 
boats or vessels carrying less than 
that number are exempt from such 
controls, but the House Committee 
on Merchant Marine and Fisheries 
has specifically urged that “ state 
and-municipal governments should 
devote more attention to the ade­
quacy of their own laws relating 
to motorboat inspection, particu­
larly since small-boat operation 
probably represents the largest IT’S  NO YOLK-No Joke at 

all, says Rickey Silvaga, of 
WilUamspQit, Pa., who found 
this three*yolk fried egg on his 
breakfast plate one recent 
morning.
