Alderman Porter moved that a 
transfer of $.7,8.50,00 be made from 
unappropriated surplus funds as 
follows: $650.00 to the Street
Light Account; $.7,000.00 to the 
Garbage Account, and $200.00 to 
the Office Salary Account. Al­
derman Harrist seconded the mo­
tion and it carried unanimou.^ly.

\ request for a street light was 
read and approved.

The delinquent tax situation was 
disrufsed. It was discin.sed t ^ t  
quite a large sum was still due 
on 1955 taxes in addition to the 
amounts due for past years. Due 
to the increasing growth of the 
city and the increasing demands 
for services to taxpayers it is 
necessary that all back taxes be 
paid. The publication of a delin­
quent tax list was discussed as a \ 
possible means of speeding up 
these collections before turning 
the accounts over to an .attorney i 
for collection. Al.so the enforcing 
of the garbage ordinance was dis- 
cus.sed as a po.ssible means of ob­
taining additional revenue for the 
city. .At present the expense of 
oper.ating the garbage service is 
running aro«ind $12,000.00 a year. 
This free serv'ice is quite a drain 
on the expected tax revenue of 
around $44,000.00 yearly. If the 
ordinance were enforced the city 
revenue could possibly be increas­
ed bv around $15,000.00 to $18,- 
000.00 a year. No official action 
was t.iken on the garbage ordi­
nance.

In 1948 only 51 percent of eligi­
ble voters had vot^ ; in 1952 this 
percentage jumped to 63, and in 
19.54 the percentage of eligible 
voters who participated fell to 52 
percent.

Now let us look at the turnout of 
voters in the most recent elections 
of national legislatures in these 
countries: Britain, 77 percent;
Sweden, 79; Norway, 79; Denmark, 
81; New Zealand, 92; Italy 94; 
Austria, 96. These are aome rec­
ords that the American citizen can 
aim for. As you see, compared with 
other democratic nations, our re­
cent election day turnouts have 
been disgraceful. Let’s make 1956 
the year of the active and informed 
voter.

The Democratic Primary ballot 

contains three referendum ques­
tions. Voting citizens will be asked 
their opinion on these highly con­
troversial questions, presumably 
giving our legislature guidance in 
the preparation of legislation re­
garding them.

In the interest of an informed 
electorate, the following question 
and answer series has been pre­
pared by a .concerned citizen.

Q.: What is the legal status of 
a referendum ?

A.; It has no legal status. It is 
not legislation. It is not a Consti­
tutional amendment.

specific legislation exempting any 
child from compulsory attendance 
at integrated schools attended by 
white persons and Negroes.” 
Wouldn’t specific legislation mak­
ing such exemptions be a step 
away from compulsion and a step 
toward freedom ?

A.: The way the referendum 
question is woi^ed, your thought 
will be the first thought of many 
people. But the referendum ques­
tion does not touch the basic is- 
sue — which is not integration at 
all — but rather whether or not 
we shall continue to require school 
attendance.

Q.: If legislation making exemp­
tions on such a general basis w'ere 
passed, what would prevent whole­
sale abuse of the attendance law ?

A.: Nothing would prevent it. 
This is why the referendum ques­
tion does not touch the basic is­
sue.

Q.: If legislation making such 
exemptions were passed, would it 
tend to destroy public education?

A.: It would, in effect, make 
attendance at school purely volun­
tary. One of the essential com­
ponents of democracy, an educated 
people, would be destroyed.

Q.: What, then, is the real rea­
son behind this first referendum 
question ?

A.: To circumvent the Constitu­
tion of the United States as in­
terpreted by the Supreme Court.

Q.: The .second question reads: 
“ (FOR or AGAINST) specific leg- 
i.slation perfecting state laws 
against intermarriage between 
white persons and Negroes.” 
Aren’t the state laws already :ide- 
(juate in this regard?

A.: Yes. The law roads as fol­
lows; “ If 'iny white person and 
Negro shall knowingly intermarry 
with each other in this state, f»r 
having so intermarried in or out 
of the state, shall continue to live 
together ;is man and wife within 
thi.s state, they shall be confined | 
in the penitentiary not less than 
two nor more than five years.” 
(Article 49‘2, Penal Code, .̂ ee also 
Art. 49.1, Penal Code, and Art. 
P’lOT, P.evised Civil Statutes).

I.s this l;»w as it stands com- 
men.<urate with the Constitution 
of the United States?

A.: Doubtfully, if at all.
y.: Why?
.A.: It is not within the spirit

of a free society that the state 
should have the power to tell its 
citizens whom they may or may 
not marry. If the state has the 
power to do so on this basis, it can 
just as well foi'bid intermarriage 
between social, economic, or reli­
gious groups.

Q.: Then why this referendum 
question ?

A.: Perhaps politicians who need 
to know how far they can go in 
the use of inflammatory campaign 
material can answer your question.

Q.: The third question reads: 
“ (FOR or AGAINST) the use of 
interposition to halt illegal federal 
encroachment.” What is the legali­
ty of interposition itself? What is 
the difference between interposi­
tion and open rebellion?

A.: No one has yet been able 
to give an answer to either ques­
tion. The Supreme Court has not 
ruled on it to my knowledg.'. Rri»’f- 
ly, the legality of interposition is 
dubious.

(J.: From what was .said about 
freedom a momejit ago, it seems 
that the individual needs a little

“ federal encroachment” now ‘and 
then to protect his rights as a free 
citizen, lest they be taken away 
from him by the state. Do you 
agree ?

\.: Emphatically. The question 
of the rights of the state govern­
ments is not really the basic issue 
in our society. The basic questions, 
rather, concern states’ responsibi­
lities to uphold citizen’s rights.

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NATIONAL FARM 
SAFETY WEEK

Walter T. McKay, state director, 
Fanners Home Administration, 
has asked that all FHA employees 
do everything they can to help 
promote farm safety and encour­
age greater effort in helping to 
reduce the tragedies and losses 
caused by needless accidents, Al­
fred H. Conrad, county supervisor, 
advised today.

The President . has proclaimed 
the week beginning July 22, 1956, 
as National Farm Safety Week. In 
urging full participation in this 
campaign, Mr. McKay stated that

in one year the farm accident toll 
was 14,500 people killed, 1,250,000 
injured. In addition, the money 
loss represented by farm accidents 
and also by fires probably runs 
around a billion dollars a year— 
the human misery can’t even be 
measured, McKay said.

“ It is the policy of Farmers 
Home Administration to promote 
safety among its borrowers as part 
of its service to farm families.’’ 
McKay stated. “ We don’t think 
of safety as separate and distinct 
hut, as an inseparable part of our 
entire program. Our three .safety 
aims are:

“ First, to improve the health

and welfare of families by elimi­
nating safety hazards on farms 
and in homes; second, to reduce 
families’ financial losses caused 
by accidents and fires; and third, 
to make farm production more ef­
ficient by, reducing or minimizing 
accidental injuries and illness.’’

In summary Mr. McKay advised 
that Farmers Home Administra­
tion is interested in eveiy borrow­
er making his farm a safe place 
to live and work, while he improves 
his family’s economic condition. 
The two go together, and the lack 
of one can be the undoing of the 
other.

WATER: Fir.tt man ever to .send one of the Grey bill.s back to com­
mittee. Stopped all legi.slation designed to prevent con.struction of the 
W’e.sley Seale Dam.

• Passed legislation giving equal repre.sentation to all cities within the 
San Patricio Water District and made it possible for any town within San 
Patricio. Aran.sas or Refugio Counties to come into the district and with 
full representation and the Nueces River water supply.

Led the fight to establish a state w'ater program.
FARMERS: Four years on the Agriculture Committee and a strong
