Christi.

“ We also expect to put on a 
pilot-warden at Rockport in the 
near future,”  he said.

They have three youngsters, Ford, 7; Bart, 4 ; and 
Kathy, 2^ ; all of whom accompanied them on the trip which 
occupied an entire month.

Leaving out the personal details, the account of the trip 
written to his parents was so interesting that much of the 
material in it is given here, and in succeeding issues of the 
Pilot.

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He says:
“ ’This letter will indicate 

we are safely returned home, 
very much the weary travelers. To 
accomplish so extensive a tour in 
such a shoil time we had to move

fapidly. We were unable to do 
tdtice to many areas we were in. 

We left Pisa (Italy) early the 
morning of the 1st (July), and 
late that evening had arrived at 
Brig, Switzerland. In going to 
Milan we crossed a mountain 
range near Parma. At Milan we 
visited the famous Gothic cathe­
dral. Although not the oldest, it 
(« probably the most impressive

piece of Gothic architecture in 
existence.

Our entrance into Switzerland 
was by way of the Simplon Pass 
about 9000 feet. Our view was 
restricted as the day was cloudy. 
However, it was a relief to escape 
the vailey heat.

From Brig we drove southward 
along Lake Leman, passing 
through Montreux and Lausanne, 
to (Seneva. At Montreaux we vis­
ited (Thillon Castle, very old and 
beautifully situated in the lake, 
liord Byron lived here and made 
the location famous by his poem,

Southern Texas Ice and Service Company trailers— five of them— 
lined up at the Rockport plant, where they were unloading ice needed 
to take care of shrimp and seafood produced in the Rockport and Ful­
ton areas. Unprecedented demands on the capacity of the plant brought 
help by the truckload—(wo from San Benito, and one each from Victo­
ria, .Sinton, and Robstown.

U. $. Chamber of Commerce
Official Speaks To Local

“ If the recommendations made 
in the second Hoover reports, were 
put into operation,” said L. G. 
Flessner, “ taxes in Rockport and 
elsewhere throughout the nation 
could be lowered $33 per capita. 
For a family of four this would 
mean a saving of at least $132 
per year, and perhaps more.” 

Flessner, manager of the Hous-

“ Ice sales here have more than 
tripled in the last three years,” 
said (). .A. Carroll, of the South­
ern Texas Ice and Service Co.

“ When I came here, in 1953, 
delivered tonnage was 360 tons. 
In August of this year we sold 
1,366 tons from this plant, and I 
expect to pass last year’s sales 
by a considerable margin in 1956. 
So far, we have done so. Our sales 
fmm January 1 to August 31, 
1955, totaled 5,000 tons; this year 
during the same period we sold 
6JJOO tons.”

Most of the tonnage is used by 
shrimp boats and wholesale fish 
houses, Carroll said, as there are 
few if any people in the area that

still have the old-fashioned ice­
boxes in their home.

To take care of this increased 
demand, the company recently in­
stalled a storage vault that will 
hold 120 tons of i^e. However, 
there are times when even this 
is not enough to supplement to 
capacity of tho plant and then 
the company calls on its facilities 
elsewhere. Recently, when shrimp 
were running plentifully, ice was 
trucked in from San Benito, Vic­
toria, Robstown, and Sinton.

The company, says Carroll, 
values its customers and wants to 
keep them, hence w’ill go to almost 
any length to see that they get 
service.

“ For more than a quarter of a 
century,”  he said, *Sve have been 
conditioned to tremendous growth 
of government and heavier taxes 
to support such growth, until we 
have finally arrived at the point 
that we have entirely too much 
government. It is too wasteful be­
cause of obsolete organization, 
duplication, inefficiency, and ex­
cessive labor turnover.”

The Hoover Commission, after 
two years of study, made known 
governmental deficiencies through 
18 special reports and 314 recom­
mendations. Half of these recom­
mendations required executive ac­
tion only; the rest require 
Congressional action.

Such interest can be aroused 
in congress by organized, individ­
ual action, such as that taken by 
Chambers of Commerce through­
out the country, and, if all needed 
action were taken, would remit 
in a $33 per capita savings on 
taxes.

Flessner stressed that three 
points needed particular attention. 
He urged curtailment of unnec­
essary government spending, res­
toration of congressional controls 
over the goverment purse, and 
action to trim down tho tremen­
dous turnover in government em­
ployment.

Ernest Simmons, for a number 
of years a biologist with the Tex­
as Game and Fish Commission, has 
resigned and taken a new position 
with the Scripps Institute o f 
Oceanography, at La Jolla, Calif.

Simmons was the man who, some 
years ago, conducted a long series 
of tests at Cedar Bayou, and who, 
through these tests, developed 
most of the information the com­
mission has on passes and their 
importance to fish populations.

In the experiments, which gave 
perhaps the most enlightening 
glimpse we have ever had of the 
movements of fish through a wa­
terway like Cedar Bayou, Simmons 
caught fish in a standing trap 
that clpsed o ff their movement, 
and was thus able to count and 
measure the movement of marine 
life through the pass, day by day, 
and even hour by hour if neces­
sary.

While at the Cedar Bayou sta­
tion, he also tagged hundreds of

The 36th District Court, Judge 
W. G. Gayle presiding, opened in 
the High School Auditorium on 
Tuesday after Labor Day, with a 
rather full docket of civil cases, 
and a number of criminal actions 
pending. The Grand Jury, after 
being in' session Tuesday and 
WedneaJay, netun^  five true 
bills.

The 813th Aircraft Warning 
Station s still ahead of schedule, 
says Lieutenant James J. Hill, 
project officer from Ellington 
Field, who has been inspecting 
the work this week, in company 
with Garnet E. Henry, resident 
engineer at Foster Air Force Base, 
Victoria, and Aubrey W. Rose, 
who will be resident inspector at 
Camp Hulen, Palacios, when the 
unmanned radar station at that 
point begins contraction.

Lieutenant Hill said that this 
station at Palacios, like the one 
planned for Riviera, will be main­
tained by personnel from Rock­
port.

The announcement came as a 
surprise to most people in this 
area, for, in the beginning mention 
was made only of the Riviera site 
as being an adjunct of the squad­
ron here. As the set-up now is, 
headquarters and personnel will 
be located at Rockport, and the 
two filler stations, as they are 
called, at Riviera and Palacios.

At the Rockport site, Lleutennant 
Hill said, masonry on the recre­
ational building is over half com­

pleted, the dining hall is well un­
der way, and the airman’s barracks 
are almost completed. Material de­
livery is well ahead of schedule, 
the project officer said, and no 
difficulty is expected such as that 
experienced by the new Aransas 
County courthouse, which was held 
up for over two weeks due to a 
shortage in brick.

Conduit for power lines is being 
installed at the present time, as 
all waring has been placed under 
ground due to the station’s prox­
imity to the Aransas County Air­
port which is at present used as 
a training field for plares from 
the Naval Air Station at Corpus 
Christi.

Another surprise, stemming 
from Lieutenant Hill’s visit, was 
the announcement that the .squad­
ron will use approximately a doz­
en civilian employees from the 
area in various categories.

The (3ivilian Personnel Officer 
at Foster Air Force Base, in Vic­
toria, has listings of the positions 
open, and people interested should 
contact him. Lieutenant Hill said. 
All positions will be under Civil 
Service.

Dove Season 
From Sept. 1 
Thru Nov. 28

AUSTIN—Texas will have nine­
ty-five half days of mourning 
dove hunting this fall, divided 
between north and south zones, 
the United States Fish and Wild­
life Service advised the Game and 
Fish Commission.

The north zone season will run 
from September 1 through Octo­
ber 17, and the south zone will 
begin October 12 and continue 
through November 28.

This is an increase of five half 
days over the 1965 season.

The Washington agency sets 
the seasons since mourning doves 
are migratory game. It generally 
follows the recommendations of 
the states.

Shooting periods will be from 
twelve o’clock noon to sunset. 
Limits'will be ten per day and 
ten in possession. Kaufman Coun­
ty in northeast Texas has a spe­
cial regulation by state law, clos­
ing the dove season in the 
Combine community.

The Executive secretary said 
field reports state that Texas 
has an amazing mourning dove 
population despite the merciless 
drought. Native birds comprise 
the bulk of the bags in the early 
season while migrfating birds 
from the north bulwark the local 
numbers late in the fall.

Goose S h ^  Opener
Some os for Duck

Austin—The only changes made 
fn Texas’ 1956 waterfowl hunt­
ing regulations were those re­
quested,' reports the Executive 
Secretary of the Game and Fish 
Commission.  ̂ .

Zero hour on the opener, b ri- 
day, November 2, will be at one 
half hour before sunrise, like all 
other shooting days, and the 
goose and duck seasons will begin 
simultaneously.

Traditionally, t w e l v e  o’clock 
noon was the starting time for the 
waterfowl season.

Last year when the duck season 
was extended to seventy-five days, 
the goseVseason remained at sixty 
days and the opener for the latter 
was delayed fifteen days.

At its last meeting, the Game 
and Fish Commission asked the 
United States Fish and Wildlife 
Service to make the duck and 
goose openers conform ‘ as a 
conservation measure and as a 
convenience to the hunters.”  It 
also suggested the earlier legal 
shooting hour for the first day 
for the same reason.

The new regulations provide no 
change in the sunset close for 
the daily shooting period and 
also place bag limits as in recent 
seasons. Limits are five ducks 
per day and ten possession and 
five geese per day and five in 
possession. The goose limit shall 
not contain more than two Canada 
geese or its sub-species or two 
white-fronted geese or one of 
each.

n-ached Paris the siune day. Be­
fore entering the city we visited 
the buildings and bi-autiful gar­
dens of Fontainbleu Castle which 
served through nearly seven hun­
dred years as a residence for 
nearly every ruler of France.

The most unforgettable memory 
of Paris is its traffic, and that 
along the Champs Elysees defies 
description. My first reaction was 
oni‘ of complete confusion—not 
familiar with the city 1 lost both 
sense of direction and the will to 
move. Traffic was bverywhen*— 
knee deep. After suiviving I’nris 
traffic I knew I could face all 
other ohstcles.

There are many thing we left 
undone in Paris. Tlie morning of 
the fourth we toured the lyouvn- 
but only scratched the surfact.-, 
even if we did see Wnus de Milo, 
A'ictory of S.'imothrace, and laon- 
iiido da V'inci’s Mona Lisa.

In one of the little gardens op- 
jMisite the Louvre is a statue of 
Lafjivette. di'die.'ited by the Si’hool 
childix-n of .America. We witness*-d 
Harold Rich, American I.egion 
Cfimmander. n-kindle the flame 
at thi- tomb of F'rancc’s Unknown 
.8«.Idler at the Arc dc Triomphe on 
our 4th. Bastille Day is the 14th, 
and the French, in preparation for 
their own independence day cel­
ebration h.'id many Amcriean flags 
flying with the tri-color.

At noon we attended a recep­
tion given at the embassy by 
American Ambassador and Mrs. 
Dillon. The reception lino and par­
ty were held on the embassy lawn 
which was nice, as the day W’as 
warm. There were gn^at collec­
tions of other embassy officials. 
Ford and Bart were delighted with 
some eupcakes in the form of a 
ship fly’ ing the American flag.

Our tour included a trip to the 
palace of Vers-ailles, with its daz­
zling Gnlerie des Glares, 1.930 
feet in length, and its bewildering, 
vast gardens, which ought to be 
covered with car. The fountains are 
cxoeptionallv beautiful, but the 
whole plaee is undergoing restora­
tion which will not be completed 
until 19.58, and I doubt ex'cn then 
—there appears to be so much to 
be accomplished. At times as 
manv as 10.000 courtiers lived in 
this monumental edifice.

Naturally, like most tourists 
we went to the ton of the Eiffel 
Tower and visited Notre Dame 
whlrh appears in dire necessity of 
seme face lifting as do many of 
France’s monuments.
‘ We departed Paris and drove 
to Boulogne on the coast. After 
spending the night there, we 
crossed the English channel next 
morning. To hear English spoken 
/tince again was almost strange. 
Neither of us understood French; 
my Italian and German are both 
notorious, and no one speaks 
Spanish except the Spaniards. As 
most continentals understand sev­
eral languages we did very well 
by using our limited Italian and 
German. (Editor’s Note: Next
week we will follow the Davises 
north through England and Scot­
land. as they continue their jour­
ney.)

TV Schedule

This season Texans will be able 
to see and hear more Southwest 
Conference football than ever be­
fore. That fact was brought out 
at a school held last week for 
The Humble Company’s football 
announcers.

Nearly 30 p lay-by-p lay  an- 
ni/Jiicers and broadcast and tele- 
ca.st Aupeivisors attended the 
school held in conjunction with 
the annual meeting of the South­
west Football Officials’ Associa­
tion in Houston. As a part of 
the school the announcers at­
tended sessions of the officials 
meeting to hear first hand about 
the rule changes for 1956.

Heading the staff at the an­
nouncers’ school were Jess Nee­
ly, Rice Athletic director and 
head coach, and Kem Tips, popu­
lar Southwest Conference foot­
ball announcer. Attending were 
announcers from all over Texas 
including such veterans as Dave 
Russell of Beaumont, Eddie Bar­
ker, Ves Box and Jerry Doggett 
of Dallas and Bob Walker of 
Wichita Falls.

Coach Neely explained the var­
ious plays and formations that 
■will probably show up in confer­
ence play this season. While ex­
plaining" the plays he made care­
ful diagrams to show the an­
nouncers how to accurately rec­
ognize formations.

Tips, known as “ Mr. Football’’ 
to hundreds of thousands of Tex- 
:«s followers of the game, told 
announcers that preparation for 
broadcasts is most important. 
“ Know the teams, their records, 
the signals and above all, respect 
the officials,’ ’ he said.

“ And always remember that 
team play is what counts. Good 
runs are seldom made without 
good play by other members of a 
team.’’

Included in the comprehensive 
football coverage this year will 
be telecasts of six Conference 
games over a network of 24 TV 
stations and broadcasts of 61 
games including the entire Tex­
as Western schedule. On some

weeks more than 100 radio sta­
tions will be Ai6«d| , , "

The six regional telecasts will 
be described by Kern Tips, a 
veteran of more than 20 years in 
Conference broadcast circles. The 
games to be telecast were select­
ed by the Southwest Conference 
under a policy of the NCAA. 
Under Conference rules, telecasts 
are blacked out in areas where 
they might hurt attendance at the 
telecast game. Thus, the opening 
regional telecast, Baylor vs. Tex­
as Tech, in Waco September 29, 
will be blacked out in Temple and 
Waco unless the game is a sell­
out.

O t h e r  Southwest Conference 
games to be telecast include 
Texas - Oklahoma, October 13; 
R:ce-SMU, October 20; Texas 
A & M-Arkansas, November .3; 
TCU - Texas, November 17; and 
Texas-Texas A&M, November 29.

Supplementing the live coverage 
of games will be Humble’s popu­
lar TV program, Tejws jn  Rc'view, 
shown each week' over a network 
of 22 Texas TV stations. A large 
part of the program will be de­
voted to highlights and interest­
ing plays of Southwest Conference 
games played the previous Sat­
urday.

These highlights arc filmed, 
flown to Dallas, sometimes by 
chartered plane, for quick proces­
sing, and edited for presentation 
on the program the following 
Monday. Kem Tips will narrate 
the highlights.

This will be the 23rd consecutive 
year Humble has brought South­
west Conference football into the 
living rooms of Texas. ^

Cotton Pickers Covered 
By Social Security

Cotton pickers like other agri­
cultural workers are covered by 
social security if they receive as 
much as $100 in wages from a 
farm employer in a year. H. M. 
Cleveland, manager of the Corpus 
Christi district office of the So­
cial Security Administration is­
sued this reminder to employers 
of agricultural workers as the 
cotton hur\pst gets under>\uy.

‘‘Agricultural employers must 
file annual wage returns next 
January to report the name, so­
cial security number, and the 
wages of every employee to whom 
a total of $100 or more in wages 
is paid during the year,”  Cleve­
land explained. “ It is especially 
important that a record of the 
name and number, as they are 
shown on each worker’s social 
s«>curity card, be mnde by the 
employer.”

, A social security tax of 2% is 
deducted from the worker’s wages 
and the employer matches this 
amount. These taxes are sent to 
the Director of Internal Revenue, 
Austin, Texas.

Whether the farm operator or 
the crew leader is the employer 
and responsible for reporting the 
wages and sending in the tax of 
the cotton pickers depends upon 
the working arrangement.

The wages which are reported 
for agricultural workers, like 
those for all other workers, are 
credited to the individual account 
of each employee. The record of 
wages is used to determine the 
amount of retirement and family 
insurance which may be paid to 
older workers and to the surviv­
ors of deceased workers, Cleve­
land pointed out. ^

Share the road, or stop driv­
ing. If that’s back seat driving, 
inuke the most of it!

That .statement was made today 
by Mrs. C. Aubrey Stewart of 
Fort Worth, Vice President for 
Women's Activities of the Texas 
Safety .Association. Although she 
smiUd as she took motorists to 
task for their dangerous and in­
considerate h i g h w a y  behavior, 
there could be no doubt she meant 
eVery word of it.

Making it clear that her re­
marks were addressed t<f both 
men and women drivers, she said 
it was high time motorists real­
ized that traffic safety is a coop­
erative venture — and acted ac­
cordingly.

“ The street or highway is no 
place for the show-off or the 
nod - conformist,” Mrs. Stewart 
said. “The complex nature of 
today’s traffic makes it neces- 
s;iry for the driver to think of 
hims«'lf as a member of a team| 
not as a solo performer.”

“ As long as motorists keep in 
step with the drivers around 
them, traffic moves smoothly and 
safely,”  she said. But when some 
driver — through restlessness or 
absentmindedness — gets out of 
line, anything can happen.

She blamed the “ in-a-hurry” 
complex that seems to beset many 
drivers for much of our traffic 
trouble.

“ Some people can’t seem to 
unwind. They’re tense, nervous 
and anxious and th]  ̂ is reflected 
In their driving,” she said. “ Of 
course, I don’t advise anyone to 
poke along and inip<'de traffic, 
either. The thing to do is strike 
a happy medium—‘not too fast, 
not too slow, keep in step with 
the traffic flow.’ ”

Mrs. Stewart reminded drivers 
to be especially careful to pace 
themselves by the traffic around 
them when driving on superhigh­
ways, because the higher speeds 
permissible on such roads make 
the danger of accident greater 
and the results of an accident 
much more severe.

of fish and their migrations that 
ha.-* evtm been attained by any bi­
ologist working along the T. .tu« 
coast.
