Ernest Simmons,
Scripps Biologist,
Visits In City

Ernest Simmons, who did most
of the Game and Fish Commis-
sion’s research on passes some
years ago, and who recently left
that organization to go with
Seripps Institute of Oceanography
at La Jolla, Calif., stopped off to
visit his wife’s mother, Mrs. Nora
Casey, of Rockport, Tuesday night.

Simmons was on his way from
the Mississippi Delta, where he
had been one of a party exploring
the role of tidal flats and organic
matter on the deposit of sediments.
Interestingly enough, Simmons
said, they were using Carbon 14,
the so-called atomic clock, to date
the deposits in the delta.

The research Simmons is doing
is part of a long range program
mapped out by the American Pe-
troleum Institute and ecarried on
by Scripps along the Texas and
Louisiana coasts since 1950. Much
of the work was done in Mesquite,
San Antonio, and Aransas Bays,
and on St. Joseph and Matagorda
Islands. The result of this and
other projects along the Louisiana
coast will, in time, lead to a better
understanding of the mechanics of
oil deposition.

The Scripps’ research has led to
the publishing of a large number
of scientific papers on this coast,
on basic marine problems. Thgse
papers, although they deal with
many of the biological aspects of
the bays and Gulf, are not well
known, at least to the general
public, because they were printed
in various oil and geological jour-
nals. However, they contain a vast
mass of data on this coast, prod-
ucts of some of the top scientists
of the country.

This federation was founded in
1919 at the request of the Secre-

women vitally needed in times of |
national emergency to fill key jobs. |

There were only 212 women at |

Louis. Today there are 170,000 l

women in 48 states, Hawaii, and |
Alaska,, who make up the fvd(-ra-l
tion.

In 1930, BPW took the lead in
founding the International Federa-
tion of BPW Clubs which has fed- |
erations in 20 countries. All mem-
bers of the BPW club are
members in the international
ganization.

Today there are more than 700 |
different businesses and pmfcs-l
sions represented in the federation.
It has members ranging from may-
ors to plumbers. The only woman
| senator, Margaret Chase Smith, of
| Maine, is a BPW member.

Having BPW clubs in 3,300 dif-
| ferent communities makes it pos-
sible to gear each club’s programs
|to the top vocational and interests
!nf women in it’s particular town.
[ The local club is in favor of Sena-
[tor Irving Ives' legislation bill to
provide equal pay for equal work
without diserimination because of
sex. This club also sponsors an
annual Red Cross donation dinner
in January and a senior student
loan in May.

The federation set up a founda-
tion in Washington this year as a
central source of information to
women, to business men, editors,
and scholars, who are constantly
calling for answers on subjects re-
lated to women and comparative
studies of the status of women in
other parts of the world. The Re-
search Center will conduct special
studies in the effects of automa-
tion problems of retirement and
legal and economic status of wom-
en in business and the professions.

The federation does not align
itself with any political candidate
because it is bi-partisan. The wom-
en are urged to vote, be good citi-
zens, not part-time citizens.

For years, yellow
been considered the
fortune of wurban communities,
carried by a mosquito called
Aedes aegypti, a house pest, that
readily breeds in towns anywhere
trol this species of mosquito as
they did on the Panama Canal
and the yellow fever virus was
whipped—or so everyone thought.
Then, in 1932, scientists of the
Rockefeller Foundation, working
in Brazil, came up with a new
outbreak, carried by an entirely
species, Haemogogus
spegazzinni, or “blue mosquito,”
which didn’t live in towns, but in
the upper part of the jungle.
e these insects fed at will on
monkeys, and perhaps on other
animals and birds of the iree-tops,
varying their diet now and then |
with some jungle worker to which,
like the monkeys, they gave yel-
low fever.

Because of their habits, control
of these mosquitoes was almost
impossible, and so they passed the
virus on from monkey to monkey,
and from jungle to jungle, for
once one of them bites an animal
that is infected, that mosquito
carries the yellow fever until he
(or she) dies, and ean transmit
it. Thus the wave of fever spread
from Brazil north through Vene-
zuela, on up into Panama and
Central America, until, at the
moment, it is in the monkey popu-
lation of Guatemala. From there
the logical course of advance is
north across he Yucatan Penin-
sula and along the Mexican Gulf
Coast to Texas. k

SECURITY FOR WOMEN

Women no longer have to be
65 years old in order to draw
retirement social security bene-

fits. One-of the changes in the new
law permits women to start draw-
ing these benefits at age 62, be-
ginning as early as November of
this year.

This provision affects wives
whose husbands are drawing so-
cial security benefits, widows and
dependent mothers of _insured
persons, and women who have
established their own social secu-
rity earnings account by having
worked in employment or self-
employment covered by the Social
Security Act. Wives and women
workers will have their benefit
slightly reduced permamently, if
they choose to get benefits at an
earlier age. There is no reduc-
tion for widows, and dependent
mothers.

The first bemefit checks under
these provisions will be for the
month of November, 1956. How-
ever, application for these bene-
fits may be filed at amm time
fropf now on, and as late as
Néember of 1957, without any
loss, since applications are retro-
active up to 12 months.

Women interested should write
their social security office giving
their name and address, account
number, and account number of
their husband. Women workers
should also state whether they
are employed or self-employed.
The address of the social security
office for this area is 530 South
Water Street, Corpus Christi,
Texas.

The next article regarding your
social security and the effect of
the new amendments as enacted
by Congress will explain how
cash disability payments may be
paid to totally disabled persons at
age 50 eor later,

But
game killed on the highways by
automobiles is almost always a
total loss, a loss that mounts in
importance because most of these
deaths occur during the breeding
and rearing seasons.

While no accurate figures are
available, and it would be hardly
possible to ‘obtain them, it would
be no exaggeration to say the total
for the entire country runs into
staggering numbers. The Kentucky
State Division of Game and Fish
released some figures several
years ago that might well apply
to any similar period. These fig-
ures are admittedly incomplete as

a few of the 108 observers in all
the state were not
employed during the entire eight
months’ of the survey. But they
show that 13,267 edible game

birds and animals are kiiled on
Kentuckys highways during two-
thirds of that year. These figures
do not include the toll taken from
the state’s population of red and
gray foxes, skunk, mink, or song
birds, not generally considered as
part of the sportsman’s larder.
“If Kentucky’s conservative fig-

| ures were to be used as a measur-

ing stick for the whole country
and thus multiplied by 48, the
loss in edible game to highway

deaths would be well over 600,000
game birds and/or animals for the
period. Disregarding the remain-
ing four months of the year and
using 600,000 as a total, which
would certainly be an ultra-con-
servative figure, this represents
a considerable poundage of deli-
cious and highly-prized meat lost
to” the sportsman’s table through

the carelessness of thoughtless
drivers.
“The rabbit was the greatest

sufferer from this toll. This is to
be expected for this species has a
wide range and its inclination to
cross highways and even play in
them is well known. The opossum
was next in misfortune, which is
in line with observations made in
other states. A few deer fell vic-
tim to collisions with automobiles.

“It would be again conservative
to estimate this meat Jloss at
1,200,000 pounds, or two pounds to
the bird or animal. Placing a value
of $2 per pound it would bring
this monetary figure close to $2,-

500,000. Persorjally, I Dbelieve
doubling these figures down the
line would give a more accurate

picture.

“In this analysis no considera-
tion has been given the loss in
clean, healthful sport to the hunter
or in breeding stock to wildlife
resources, either of which is a
more important item than the
actual loss in edible meat. The
considerate motorist will do well
to scan these figures with a
thoughtful eye. If they cause him
to slow down the next time he
sees game in the road ahead, he
will be making a contribution to
his own pleasure, the pleasure of
sportemen and conservationists in
general, and, in a small way, to
the nation’s economy. And he
could be saving his own life!”

SOME WHO WORK
AFTER AGE 65

Some retirement insurance pay-
ments are available to any in-
sured worker of age 65 or more

who does not earn more than
$2080 in a year. H, M. Cleveland,
District Manager of the Social
Security Administration in Cor-
pus Christi believes that some
older workers may be losing
benefits because they are not
familiar with the social security
retirement test. \

“The retirement Insurance can
be paid for all months of a year
in which the entitled applicant
between age 65 and 72 does not
earn more than $1200,” Cleveland
explained. “The benefits will be
paid if the earned income does
not exceed the permitted amount.
The emphasis here is on ‘earnings’
— that which one works for,” he
said.

Rockport Ornithologist to Reissue
Booklet On Birds of Texas Coast

Mrs. Jack Hagar, Rockport’s
nationally - known ornithologist,
whose portrait appeared in the

September 10th issue of Life, is
re-issuing her “Checklist of the
Birds of the Central Coast of
Texas,” which first appeared in
1952. This will be welcome
news for bird - lovers every-
where in this country and
Canada for, in this little, sixteen-
page booklet Mrs. Hagar has
summarized the results of 22
years of bird watching in the
Coastal Bend of Texas—a record
of premier scientific value.

In it she has recorded nearly
500 species of Texas birds—almost
400 of them having been seen at
Rockport! 6§

During these years, ornithél-
ogists everywhere have learned
to rely on her absolutely accurate,
factual reporting, and professional
scientists all over the country
unhesitatingly depend upon her
knowledge.

Mrs. Hagar has seen birds that
the casual watcher never glimpses.
Twice she has noted these far-

tions showed that thg birds were
smarter than the map-makers!
Why go across, the ruby-throats
said, and take all that risk, when
it’s so much easier to loaf down
the western side of all that
water, and never even get our
feet wet?

Few amateurs have upset as
many preconceived theories about
migration routes or have added
as many birds to their state’s
list as have Connnie Hagar.
