Anyone who can read and write 
is eligible to wear the silver wings 
of the Ground Observers Corp, and 
students in the upper grades of 
the elementary schools, as well 
a.s those from the Junior and 
Senior High Schools are urged 
to join.

Boy Scouts are given credit for 
t.hcir participation, towards a 
merit badge.

The Ladies Auxiliary of the 
Vp-W have also indicated that this 
will be one of their projects for 
the current year.

'The present observation period 
is from sunrise to sunset, and 
the duties are reporting plane 
movements and weather conditions 
for two hour tricks, with two per­
sons on each shift.

Aransas County H igh School Cheer Leaders

Chamber of Commerce 
Takes Active Interest 
In Four-Lane Highway

Recently the following news­
letter was sent out by the Cor­
pus Christi Chamber of Com­
merce, regarding the proposed 
four-lane Federal Highway which 
is proposed for South Texas, and 
in which the local Chamber of 
Commerce have taken an active 
intere.>*t.

The proposi-d program of the 
Expressway Association, which is 
going to be dî cus.sc>d here in more 
detail, is of tremendous signifi­
cance to this area, and its develop­
ment should be watched very 
closely by all the citizens because 
of its importance.

No doubt many of you know 
that the proposed expressway 
compnhends a four-lane divided 
highway with access roads from 
Orange, Texas, at the Louisiana 
border, to Brownsville, Texas, at 
the Mexican border, via Houston, 
Victoria, Corpus Christi, and the 
Lower Valley.

This program was activated by 
the Chamber of Commerce when 
it became apparent that this area 
would not h« included on the Fe­
deral Highway Program which 
was approved by Congress in 
1956. Is is further apparent why 
we were not included, although 
the average layman is not cog­
nizant of the background. Actu­
ally, the bill covering the program 
was introduced in 1944, and at 
that time practically every city or 
concentration of population over 
100,000 persons was included. At 
that time, also, Corpus Christi 
had not reached the 50,000 mark, 
and consequently was not consid­
ered in the Federal program.

'The bill which was passed this 
year by Congress remained un­
changed from the 1944 proposal, 
with the net result that Corpus 
Christi and the Lower Rio Grande 
Valley were out in left field, in-

fofar as Federal highway par- 
icipation was concerned.

However, we feel that it is in­
cumbent on us — and we hope 
all of the other counties and ci­
ties along the proposed route con- 
cour in our thinking — that an 
effort be made to create an ex­
pressway for a number of reasons. 
(1) It will tie in two of the largest

WHAT LOCAL BOY 
WANTS TO GO TO 
WEST POINT?

Senator Lyndon B. Johnson has 
announci'd that Civil Service ex­
aminations for Texa.s boys seek­
ing appointment in 1957 to the 
.Army, Navy and .Air Force ser­
vice schools will be held Novem­
ber 20 at 71 cities and towns 
through the state.

Senator Johnson uses the re­
sults of these examinations us a 
guide in making his appointments 
to the military academies.

Entrance requirements vary, but 
all three academies require that 
appointees be United States ci­
tizens. In the case of applicants 
to be considered by Senator Johnr 
son, thev must b«' residents of 
Texas. They mu.-<t be bi'tween the 
•'ges of 17 iwM 21 years upon en­
try, must b«‘ single and mu.st pass 
a rigid ibedical examination and 
a physical aptitude test. Candi­
dates for tl>>- Air Force Ac.ademy 
must lx* able to pass the medical 

xamination for flying training 
and a pilot aptitude test.

Per.sons interested .in taking the 
competitive examination on Nov­
ember 20 are advised to write 
Senator Lyndon B. John.son, Senate 
Office Building, Washington, D. 
C., not later than Octolx-r 15.

Library SOpplies 
Here; Need. Help

Books Need to Be Prepared For Circulation 
Soy Members of Library Committe of 
the Women's' Club

According to Mrs. E. L. West and members of the 
Woman’s Club Library Ck)mmittee, there is still an im­
mense amount of work that needs to be done before the li­
brary’s doors can open to the public.

Cataloging mu.st be completed on the 1900 volumes
that the book drive brought 
in, and this requires people 
to pa.ste, print, and number 
before the books can be placed on 
the shelves in Arthur Bracht’s old 
store building.

Mrs. Joe Slocum, president of 
the Woman’s Club and member of 
the Library Committee, pointed 
out that this is a community pro­
ject, not confined to the club, and 
that anyone can help.

Boys, she said, have already of­
fered their services to help get 
the library ready, and children 
are constantly dropping in, want­
ing to know when they can check 
out books. Now that cataloging 
supplies are here, more workers 
can work and the project should 
move faster.

The books received during the 
drive encompa.ssed everything 
from children’s volumes to others 
for adults. Most of them were 
fiction, but the reference and non­
fiction portions of the library are 
growing slowly.

Needed now are a big Webster’s 
Unabridged Dictionary, to fit on 
a stafld the library already has; 
a copy of Hobart Huson’s “ History 
of Refugio County” , and many for 
basic reference books that are 
not now available.

These are short rang**; but nec­
essary projects.

Other objectives include gath­
ering together as much county 
historical material as is possible, 
and enlarging the collection of 
books.

Two long-range goals are pro­
vision of a permanent home for 
the library, and of the necessary 
funds for it’s operation and en­
largement. -

City Council 
Adopts Budget

The City Council, meeting at a 
special session for public discuss­
ion of the budget, were, like most 
City Councils, left to themselves, 
no visitor or townsman appearing 
to question their spending of the 
City money.

Other business was largely rou- 
time in nature. A re-subdivision 
was approved in the Smith and 
Woods addition, application hav­
ing been made by James A. Jar- 
boe, in behalf of Fred Bracht, 
Jr., and Gene Urban, of McLen­
don and Associates appeared be­
fore the council to report on 
the status of the water and sewer 
project for the Aran.sas County 
schools.

'The council, after some discuss­
ion, voted to instruct the City At­
torney to contact the Southwestern 
Bell Telephone Company, as the 
condition of the city streets where 
telephone cables had been laid 
have not been satisfactory.

The budget, $57,700, was adopted 
on a motion by Mr. Porter, se­
conded by Councilman Rogero.

The question of the audit for 
the current year was discussed 
and City Secretary Mary Lake 
Segler was instructed to contact 
S^ale, McCnrty, and Milligan to 
see if it is possible for them to 
handle the job this year.

An ordinance was adopted set­
ting the tax rate for the com­
ing year at $1.50, divided as fol­
lows: School refunding bind, .06 
cents; Street Maintenance Fund, 
.‘24 cents; and General Fund, $1.20 
cents.

The dog situation was discussed 
again, and it was found that only 
45 dogs in town were tagged, 
as against the undoubtedly largo 
population seen on the streets. 
The council voted to a.sk Dr. H. 
W. Schmidt to attend tho next 
mc-eting to discuss this, and ad­
journed.

Two Wrecks Occur 
During Lost Week

up.

C. W. Jones, also driving south 
on .35, collided with the back end 
of the pick-up, turning it over, 
while the 1956 Ford sedan which 
he was driving hurtled acros.s the 
road for more than fifty yards, 
coming to rest in oleanders fring­
ing the highway. Damage to 
King’s pick-up amounted to about 
$150 while the Ford suffered 
about twice that much, according 
to investigating officers.

In France we went north 
through Belgium into HolTand, 
spending the night in Holland.

We took time out to visit the 
concentration camp at Dachau— 
a place to make your blood run 
cold. At Munich we had lunch in 
the famous Hoffbrau house.

Leaving Germany we entered 
Austria and arrived in Salzburg. 
Here we visited the castle—going 
up by cable car for the benefit 
of the ride. Also we visited Mo­
zart’s birthplace— Jederman or 
Everyman square where the mu­
sic festivals are held annually. 
The kids were thrilled at the me­
chanical toy city at Hellbrun 
palace—operated by water.

Wc spent the night at the Gen. 
Walker Hotel in Berchtesgadon— 
Hitler’s retreat. Most of the build­
ings have been demolished but 
Eagles Nest—his tea house, was 
perched on a rock above us. The 
scenery here is simply wonder,- 
ful and our day was perfect from 
a weather standpoint. Before leav­
ing wc all took a ride to the top 
of one of the mountains by Ski 
lift. Ford went alone while I took 
Kathy and Marj', Bart. We had 
our inhibitions about such dizzy 
heights but certainly enjoyed it 
once started. I know you woul<f 
have died had you seen the equip­
ment and its operation.

Our next objective was Inns­
bruck where Mary did some shop­
ping. It was late when we got 
through Brenner Pass to spend 
the night at Balzano.

The next day we went through 
Verona, Vieensa and Padova 
(Padua) to Venice. To arrive at 
Saint Mark Square we took a 
launch ferry boat on the return 
trip the boys insisted on a gondola. 
Mary bought some beautiful pieces 
of glass while the boys and Kathy 
fid the pigeons in the square. 
I hop<* some of the film I took 
comes out.

SERVICE FOR AUGUST

P«'r
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AUSTIN — A total of 3,443 
Texans entered the armed forces 

. in August, and 3,523 were sep- 
^ arated from active service dur­

ing the same time.
This was revealed Friday in a 

leport made by .state Selective 
Service headqumter.s to national 
Selective Service headquarters in 
Washington.

Of the 3,44, individuals enter­
ing the uniformed services from 
Texas in August, ojily fiOO were 
drafted, the remainder entering 
by enlistment or other voluntary 
means.

“ Actually, many of the induct­
ed men were volunteers," Colonel 
Morris S. Schwartz, state Selec­
tive Service direcetor, said.

He explained that a provision

of the Selective Service regula­
tions allows men from the age 
of 17 to 26 volunteer for induc­
tion through draft boards. Seven­
teen-year-olds must have writ­
ten consent from their paixmts 
or guardians.

State Selective Seivice sent 965 
men to armed forces examining
stations during August. A total 
of 636 was found acceptable, the 
remaining. 329 being rejected, a 
rejection rate of 34 per cent.

One man was inducted during 
the month from the National 
(luai-d because of failure to per­
form his reserve obligations in 
the Guard. Texas inducted regis­
trants for 15 other states in Au- 
gusst.

Three physicians were examin­
ed for military st'rvice during 
August under provisions of the

doctors’ draft lu*. All were found
acceptable. There were no in­
ductions of medical personnel.

DISABILITY p a y m e n t s  
UNDER NEW SOCIAL 
SECURITY LAW

Cash disability payments to to- 
ally disabled persons between 50 
and 65 who have sufficient so­
cial security work credits will be­
come payable in July, 1957.

In order to qualify, an individual 
must meet thi'se n'quirements (1) 
be so severely disabled that he 
is unable to do any substantial 
gainful work; (2) have been dis- 
abh'd for at least six months, 
with the di.sability expected to 
continue indefinitely; (3) be 50 
years of age or older; (4) have 
credit for at least five years of 
work under social security in the 
ten year.s just before the dis­
ability began, with at least l-%  
years of that work in the three 
years just before disability be­

gan; and (6) file application and 
furnish adequate medical proof 
of disability.

Social security offices can not 
accept applications for disability 
insurance before October, 1956. 
Persons who previously had a dis­
ability freeze of their social se­
curity status approved will b<' 
contacted by their social securi­
ty office before July if they will 
be 50 then. Disabled persons who 
have not previously applied to 
have their benefits status frozen 
can do so now, if they wish. The 
detennination of disability made 
in connection with a disability 
freeze application will ordinarily 
be used for a claim for disability 
insuranc<‘. Disabled persons not 
yet 50 years old should inquire 
about the disabilty freeze provi­
sions.

The amout of disability pay­

ments wdll be the same as the 
old-age insurance benefits would 
be if the individual‘ were 65 at 
the time. There an- no payments 
to dependents, but in case of 
death, ri'gular survivors benefits 
are payable. If the person is still 
disabled when he becomes 65, his 
b( nefit is converU'd to old-agt' 
insurance, and payments to (!♦■- 
pendi'nts are then possible.

and bitter were the arguments of 
these youthful marksmen over the 
merits of double barrels against 
automatics, and of pump guns 
against both. Equally lengthy 
and rancorous were the disputes 
« f  lever action fans with addicts 

* of the clumsier holt, or about 
what make of gun was really 
best.

I was a Eemington man my­
self. The first automatic I ever 
owned was a Remington 12 gauge, 
a square-shouldei'ed old brute al­
most as long as I was. It kicked 
a small boy like a mule, but that 
full - choked barrel could really 
reach out there with a load of 
fours and plaster some old malla»’d 
coming in high and carrying the 
mail. ,

As for a deer rifle, few people 
in those days knew there was 
any other caliber than a .10-30, 
and when Dad brought home a 
Itemington auto-loader in thbt 
popular caliber, both he and I 
felt that it was adequate to cope 
with anything.

So I can claim, I hope, mutually 
satisfactory relations between me 
and Remington for the past half 
century.

Hence it came as a pleasant

surprise, much like meeting an 
across “ Remington Arms In 
American History,”  by Alden
Hatch.

Hatch is a biographer. He has
written books about Ike and Mam­
ie Eisenhower, Roosevelt, and 
Clare Footh Luce. The talents 
that he brought to his biographies 
are used in this latest book to 
present a warmly human picture 
of the Remington dynasty, and his 
flare for research to asemble.-a 
most carefully documented his­
tory.

To a student or lover of guns, 
the book’s 48-page-appendix, con­
taining photographs of all the 
models Remington ever made up 
till now, places the volume in 
the category of a collector’s item. 
Also included for the gun bug are 
ballistics, and there are thirty- 
two pages of rare pictures of 
people and places that have fig­
ured in the company’s history.

How, way back in 1816, Elipha- 
let Remington created his rolling- 
block rifle, and the part it played 
in .'American frontier history make 
an interesting story, which loses 
nothing because Hatch has told it 
well. Remington, with his first 
hand knowledge o f the frontiers­
man’s need for dependable fire­
arms, hammered out a rifle in his 
father's forge that enabled settlers 
pressing toward the Pacific to 
defend themselves from attacks

Far-reaching changes in the 
Social Security Act became law 
when ,a bill was signed by Presi­
dent Eiseqliower on August 1,
1956. Accoiding to H. M. Cleve­
land, manager of the Social Se­
curity Administration in Corpus 
Chrisb, the Amendments of f956 
.yill aifect almost evei’y American 
family.

Retirement and family insurance 
payments will be payable begin­
ning with November of this year 
to women at age 62. The benefits 
for women workers and the wives 
of retired workers will be at a 
reduced rate ^ fore  age 65. Pay­
ments to widows and the depend­
ent mothers of deceased workers 
will be paid at age 62 without re­
duction.

Another Important change in the 
law provides for the payments of 
disability insurance to those who 
become unable to work because of 
incapacitating sickness or acci­
dent lasting more than 6 months. 
These payments will first be paid 
for July, 1957 to those over age 50, | 
who have had extensive social 
security coverage, Cleveland said.

Lawyers, dentists, osteopaths, 
veterinarians, and chiropractors, 
are now under the law in 1956, 
like other .self-employed persons. 
Self-employed medical doctors are 
still excluded. Member.s~ of the 
armed forces of the United States 
will be covered by the law like 
other employees on January 1,
1957. Important changes were also 
made in the law as it applies to 
farmers and agricultural workers.

Beware Advice of “ Barracka 
Lawyers”

You don’t have to be u lawyer 
in order to form an opinion on a 
legal subject. How'ever, it is bad 
business for a layman to pass such 
an opinion on to others to guide 
their actions. He may cauw them 
to suffer substantial losses.

Because of the vast intricacies 
of the law, a simple set of facts 
often gives rise to difficult legal 
problems. In spite of this, there 
are many pt rsons who persist in 
passing out legal advice on all 
problems, pounding on the table, 
quoting rules, and loudly expound­
ing opinions. Beware of those per­
sona, because their free opinions 
are usually worth what they cost, 
and often can be the unintended 
cause of harm to those who rely on 
them.

For example, George Jones 
owned a small drug store. He 
agreed sell the store to Harry 
White at a time when he still 
owed $1000 to various creditors 
for merchandise he had bought 
for the store. George and Harry 
were in the back room one night 
discussing who would pay these 

^ebts. George suggest«>d that they 
*jilk  to a lawyer.

Just then Wilbur Knowall came 
into the room, and heard the dis­
cussion. He assui"ed them that 
there was no necessity to see a 
lawyer. He told George to keep the 
debts, ‘ ‘to avoid complications.” 
As to telling Georg»*’s cn'ditors 
of the sale, Wilbur said that was 
unnecessary because George was 
still liable to pay them. Georg«' 
and Harry decided to follow Wil­
bur’s advice.

Several weeks later, after Harry 
had taken over the store, a rep­

resentative of one of George’s 
creditors came m and demanded 
that Harry pay the debt that 
George had incurred. Harry re­
fused, but went to see a lawyer 
to make certain. Harry yas sur- 
jui.sed to learn that he had failed 
to comply with a Texas Statute 
in buying the store without giv­
ing notice of the sale to George’s 
creditors. He further learned that 
the sale was void as to them, and 
that he was liable for George’s 
debts.

This is a common place example 
of the trouble you can get into 
when toying with the law. Expe­
rienced lawyers often must spend 
many hours researching a prob­
lem befor<‘ advising their clients 
as to the bc'st course of action to 
follow. It is therefore hazardous 
to rely on the legal advice of well- 
meaning friends. As in the case of 
Harry White, that is often the be­
ginning of many headaches.

Porpoises Hove Sense ' 
Of Humor, Curiosity,
And Imagination

iThc porpoise is a superior ani­
mal, with a sense of humor, 
curiosity, and imagination more 
highly developed than that of a 
dog. A member of the whale fam­
ily, whose far-off ancestors tried 
the land and then retumed to the 
sea, his distant kinship with the 
deer and cow are unmistakable.

po says Ralph Nading Hill, 
writing in “ Window In the Sea,” 
soon to be released by Rinehart.

From this point on Hill delves 
into the mysteries of porpoise 
life as observed through the port­
holes of Marineland, the giant 
aquarium a few miles south of 
Saint Augustine, Fla. His por­
trait of the porpoise family and 
their troubles, complete with a 
problem child, makes the most 
delightful reading on the sea 
Fince Rachel Carlson’s Is'st seller.

But even life in an aquarium 
has its ups and downs, and when 
four pilot whales weie placed in 
the great tanks along with the 
porpoises, business really nicked 
up. Herman, the only one who' 
survived even for a time, was 
acceptable to some of the por­
poises but never i-eallv ji member 
of the fraternity, and when he 
became part of a porpoiee-whale 
triangle completely lost out and 
was slaughtered by a jealous 
lover.

'There has long b«*en a sup«'rsti- 
tion among mariners that por­
poises will save drowning men by 
pushing them to the surface, or 
protect them fiyro. * tvk s by sur­
rounding them in defensive forma­
tion. However, Hill points out 
that no matter how intelligent 
these little whales may be, it is 
probably a mistake to credit them 
with any motive of life saving. 
On the occasions when they have 
pushed an unconscious human 
being ashore, Marineland biolo­

gists think • that they have more 
likely done it out of curiosity 
or for sport. If, he says, they 
have protected humans from 
sharks it may have been because 
curio.sity attracted them and be­
cause the scent of a po.ssible 
meal attracted to the sharks, 
which wore driven away or 
rammed behind the gills by the 
porpoises and killed.

Another most interesting chap- 
ttr in the book concerns man’s 
conquest of sharks, all because 
commercial sRark fishermen in 
the United States had noted that 
live sharks were repelled by dead 
ones that had begun to decompose.

Sparked by the plight of fliers 
and sailors cast adrift in the 
South Pacific during World War 
II, the idea had its inception at 
Marineland; jelled at the U. S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service’s Ma­
rine Laboratory in Massachusetts; 
and was proven off Ecuador and 
Australia. This research saved 
many a flier’s and sailor’s life in 
the Pacific, and even today has 
its commercial applications.

However. Hill writes of all 
sorts of interesting things be­
sides sharks and porpoises. 'There 
wsis a giant jewfish that, like 
some humans, died w i t h  a 
liver BO riddled with fat that it 
couldn’t function. Another of the 
tribe was seen swallowing a 
stingray so big that for two days 
his tail stuck out of the jewfish's 
mouth!

Octopuses, sea turtles, beau 
gregories, moray eels, and half a 
hundred other strange inhabitants 
of the ocean all peer out of “ Win­
dow In the Sea.”

concentrntiona of population, that 
is the Corpus Christi Area and 
the Lower Valley Area, which are 
not designated Federal highway 
areas, with the largest concentra­
tion of population, Houston, which 
is on the Federal highw'ay lay­
out. (2) Because of the largest 
Naval Air Station in the world 
being in Corpus Christi, and be­
cause of the other military in­
stallations at Victoria, Beeville, 
Kingsville, Harlingen, etc., we feel 
an expressway is needed for de­
fense purposes. (3) Because we 
have the greatest concentration 
of oil and gas in the area, and 
because of the tremendous expan­
sion of essential industry in the 
area, it is similarly felt that the 
expressway is a “ must.”

When one analyzes the potential 
of the expressway in the de­
velopment not only of our area 
but the entire state itself, and con­
siders its importance from a trade, 
industrial, and defense angle, one 
can readily realize why we are 
80 enthusiastic over this project 
and are doing everything possible 
to implement it.

The following letter from W. 
H. Furlong, for more than 40 
years a United States Represent­
ative, National Highway Direc­
tion, Republic of Mexico, and Di­
rector General of the Inter-Ameri­
can Highway Association, addresfj- 
ed to Arthur Bracht, president of 
the Rockport Chamber of Com­
merce, directs his attention to 
some of the things that should 
interest this community in any 
such program:

.For reason of my very close 
association of more than 40 years 
with the development and por- 
raotion of modern highways, says 
Mr. I‘\irlong, primarily in Texas 
and the Republic of Mexico, I am 
taking the liberty to present to 
you, as president of the Rock- 
port Chamber of Commerce, the 
portrayal of a major highway 
project which, if brought to a suc­
cessful conclusion, would prove 
vastly inimical to the general in­
terests of communities contiguous 
to Highway 35, between Houston 
and Grt'gory. It would appear that 
a very definite preference is held 
by the Houston contingent for this 
particular route, with a terminus 
at the Mexican border.

The economic value to any com­
munity favored by location on 
a major highway, especially one 
bearing a Federal designation 
such as U. S. 59, may not be over 
estimated, a matter having been 
eminently recognized for many 
years, by the civic and other in­
terests of Houston, whose alert- ■ 

. ness and unceasing efforts, in-that 
direction, and in the general de­
velopment and exploitation of 
those projects lying wUhin the 
Houston trade territory has been 

-evidenced by many developments.
It is noted through a serious 

•of current press and other re­
leases that a sharp revival of 
the four-lane F'ederal Highway 
has recently been launched, with 
the Corpus Christ' Chamber of 
Comm«-rce and the Coastal Bend 
Tourist Association taking a w ry  
active part, augmented by simil.ar 
activities and the active co-oper­
ation offered by other commuiu»- 
ties located on or adjacent to its 
course.

The primSIy purpose of this in­
fluential group is to obtain Fe­
deral and State recognition and 
approval of the construction of 
a four-lane super highway, run­
ning from Houston down U. S. 
Highway 59 through V'ietoKia, 
branching off theiv through Re­
fugio, Sinton, and Robstown, EX- 
CEIT that instead of continuinjf 
direct from Refugio to Rob.stown, 
thereby by-passing Corpus Chri.sti, 
a new location to include that 
important and desirable resort be 
approved and recommended, fol­
lowing present U< S. 77, thiough 
Sinton, thet; via U. .S. 181 to Cor­
pus Christ.

Such a route would at once of­
fer a highly attractive and de­
sirable connection for motor travel 
originating as far east as Jackson­
ville, Florida, and thence to Mexi­
co.

This route, as pointed out by 
Mr. Furlong, would by-pass the 
coastal cities lying along High­
way 36, Rockport among them.

President Bracht, after read­
ing Mr. Furlong’s letter, appoint­
ed a committee to attend the meet­
ing promulgated by the Corpus 

. Christi group, and their report 
will be given in next week’s pa­
per.

Whoopers Run 
Gunners' Gauntlet

Already report.s have trickled 
in from Canada that the whooping 
cranes are nn the movt^ and dur­
ing the next few weeks the giant 
birds, last of their kind in the 
world, will run a gauntlet of 
gunners from their sammer nest­
ing grounds in Wood Buffalo Na­
tional Park in the Canadian 
wilderness to their winter home on 
Blackjack Peninsula.

Each year, during their fall 
flight, thes*’ huge birds are placed 
in jeopardy by over-eag«'r hunt­
ers, ready to shoot at anything 
that moves; completely ignorant 
of any idea but meat in the pot!

Yet the cranes an* among the 
easiest of all birds on the Amer­
ican content to distinguish. The 
largest and most stately of all 
migratory waterfowl, they stand 
more than four feet high and are 
snow white except for sharply- 
etched black wing tips, black 
legs, yellow bills and bare red 
crowns to their heads. Of course 
the young are rust-colored, al­
though as large as the older birds 
when they start south, but there is 
is one mark, easily spotted, that 
should protect them from any 
gunner. This is the long, black 
legs that are carried astern, not 
folded against the body.

The whooping cranes generally 
leave their Canadian sanctuary in 
late September or early October, 
Dying in small groups, accom­
panied by their young ones, 
hatched during the summer. The 
length o f time required for the 
trip varies. Some birds arrive at 
the Rockport refuge as early as 
mid-October, while others don’t 
complete the Dight until late 
December or early January.

The wintering ground of the 
famed flock was designated a 
national wildlife refuge in 1937. 
It encompas.ses some 47,000 acres 
of salt marsh and .swamp known 
ns Blackjack Peninsula and—al­
though it attracts hundreds of 
sightseers and ornithologists every 
year—the birds are carefully pro­
tected from intruders. Neverthe­
less, because of the flatness of 
the land, the cranes are easily ob- 
ser\-ed from tall towers by the use 
of binoculars.

southeast side of the sanctuary 
where they establish definite fam­
ily territories. Each group of old 
birds, svith their young of the 
year, takes up an area fmm three- 
fourths to a mile long, by a mile 
or more in breadth, while unmated 
cranes quietly pre-empt somewhat 
smaller feeding grounds where 
they spend the winter.

In general, the whoopers are 
well-behaved, but not very so­
ciable. Two or three adults some­
times associate, hut larger groups 
seldom are found together. Their 
only squabbles come when a bird 
fails to observe these territories.

Counting the birds ever>' year 
is no small job. It starts in Octo- 
Ixr and usually continues into 
January and February. Jeeps, 
boats, and airplanes are all used 
to take the census, and when the 
land-sea-air counts turn out' the 
same three or four weeks in suc­
cession, refuge officials assume 
that the census is complete.

The crane count was started in 
1938—the year after the refuge 
was esUiblished—and .showed only 
18 of the big birds in existence. 
The highest count wa.s in 1949, 
when the flock was 34 in number.

The whooper’s worst enemy 
over the years has been the 
thoughtless hunter.

A good nesting 
season this summer might make 
the difference, and there are a lot 
of people watching the cranes with 
fascination, waiting to see what 
this year’s census’will bring forth.
