RARE CREATURE
White Humming Bird Seen

A white hummingbird flitting 
around the esperanzas at Dobkins 
Cottages on Fulton Beach has 
birdwatcher.^ of this area making 
pilgrimages to see the rare crea­
ture.

Mrs. Jack Hagar, noted bird 
authority, said it was the first she 
had seen in 25 years of daily 
checking the territory. Dr. Clar­
ence Cottam, director of the Weld­
er Wildlife Refuge near Sinton, 
said he had never seen one. He 
planned to see this one if it re­
mains in the territory

Mrs. Hagar said the tiny bird, 
white with pearly gray head and 
hack, Bark red eyes and pink bill, 
cou P  be en albino broad-tailed 
humihing bird.

Hundreds o f hummilngbirds 
have been migrating through Live 
Oak Peninsula during the past 
three weeks and the majority of 
those seen yesterday were broad­
tails. It has been a "big” migra­
tion, with numbers of western 
and Rocky Mountain species which

arc not ordinarily credited to this 
area.

The ruby-throated humming­
bird is the common species here, 
with rufous, buff-bellied and black- 
chinned hummingbirds seen in in­
creasing numbers by Mrs. Hagar 
in recent years. This season she 
has also noted Costa’s and An­
na’s hummingbirds, while Dr, Cot­
tam reports Allen’s on the Weld­
er Refuge, never before identified 
to this vicinity.

Hummingbirds were massed 
yesterday on the north tip of the 
peninsula feeding on thickets of 
wild 'Turk’s cap. Two rufous hum­
mers were observed throughout 
the day belligerently defending a 
particular clump of 'Turk’s cap 
from intruders of other species.

Dobkins said the albino bird 
had been around the cottages for 
a week, apparently quite normal 
in every way except its unique 
color — or lack of color — and 
it, also, steadfastly fought off 
other hummingbirds, who tried to 
drink from its chosen esperanza 
blossoms^ (Corpus CXristi 'Times.)

C of C Directors 
Discuss Highway

Be IT RESOLVED that because 

the Fedenil Highway System, as 
presented in 1944 and approved 
by Congre.ss in 1956, docs not 
comprehend tying in to the system 
certain major segments of the 
population and economy of the 
State of Texas, located between 
the City of Houston and the City 
of Brownsville, an Expressway 
Association has been formed to 
implement the remedying of this 
situation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED 
that the Expres-sway Association 
at its meeting in Corpus Christi 
on Friday, ^ptember 14, 1956, 
determined that such implemen­
tation could be best be fostered 
by: (a) Making available to the 
Texas Highway Department what-' 
ever rights-of-way might be re­
quired by the Highway Depart­
ment to consider construction of 
an expressway-type highway be­
tween Browruville and Houston, 
and tying in to the Loui.siana line 
at Orange, Texas, on the already 
designate Federal Highway; (b) 
Making it clear that the Express­
way Association in committing it­
self to the fostering of this proj­
ect does not advocate it as an 
alternative to other proposals sub­
mitted from other sections of the 
State, but definitely is interested 
in the border-to-border proposal 
solely on its own merits.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED 
that the Expressway Association, 
while primarily devoted to the 
border-tq-border project, wnshes 
to offer to the Highway 77 As­
sociation, the Highway 59 Asso­
ciation, the proposed Highway 35 
Association, or any other groups 
Interested in highv^y develop­
ment, whatever assistance and sup­
port yit may give at any time to 
expedite the proposals which they 
currently or in the future may

Ground Observer 
Corps Meets

Approximately 50 men, women, 
high school and elementary school 
pupils attended the meeting of 
the Ground Observers Corps, THies- 
day night, at the Rockport Ele­
mentary School auditorium.

Carl Osborn, chief observer, pre­
sided and introduced the speak­
er, Tech. Sgt. L N. Wooley of 
Corpus Christi, Air Force Or­
ganizational officer, following the 
invocation by the Rev. G. J. 
O’Doherty and the pledge to the 
flag, led by Vernon Kleypas.

Sgt. Wolley gave a brief history 
of the Corps which was organiz­
ed in 1951, following the Korean 
outbreak in June 1950 and the 
reasons for it’s organization. He 
stattHl that we had an organized 
aircraft spotting system in this 
country during World War II, but 
it was never put to the test. Now 
the Ground Observer Corps has 
been expanded to include every 
state in the Union. There are pres­
ently 73 Filter Centers in the 
U. S. where reports on aircraft are 
received, plotted and relayed to 
radar control stations. The Filter 
Centers in Texas under the 33D 
Air Division (Defense) arc at 
Dallas, San Antonio, Bellaire, and 
Corpus Christi. Observation posts 
are b«'ing .set up throughout this 
area every 8 miles, in so far as 
population and communication fa­
cilities permit.

Announcement was made that 
obser\‘ation posts had already been 
set up at Lamar and at Copano 
Village and that the observation 
post in Rockport would be located 
at Libby’s Place at the yacht 
ba.sin. A telephone is to be in­
stalled at this point by the Air 
Force and will conneert us with 
the Filter Center in Corpus Christi.

Sgt. Woolley explained who was 
eligible to assist in this project 
and the various ways that assist­
ance can be rendered. A film, “ The 
Big Picture” , climaxed his talk, 
showing how the Ground Observ­
er’s Corps functions, from the 
instai^ an unfamiliar airplane 
puts in an appearance, alerting, 
each filter center first, then on 
down the line until every observei" 
post is alerted.

GIVE SOME OF YOUR TIME TO THIS 
WORTHY PROJECT

The announcement o f  the 
agreement was made here Wednes­
day by Ben H Sloane, manager of 
Alcoa’s Point Comfort works, just 
north of Port Lavaca, and by N. 
F. Jackson, Thomas D. Picton, 
and Raymond Owens, nagivation 
district commissioners.

Plans call for an expenditure of 
close to one million dollars to be 
made by the company on Naviga­
tion District property, to provide 
a place from which to trans-ship 
over a million tons of bauxite ore 
a year. This will be needed to sup­
ply the multi-million dollar expan­
sion in the Point Comfort works, 
for production of alumina from 
ores mined in Dutch Guiana and 
the Domincan Republic.

The terminal, as designed by 
Johnston and Ford, of Victoria, 
calls for a double line of piling 
clusters, placed parallel to the 
shore on the west side of Lydia 
Ann channel. Between the inner 
line of piling and the shore, a ten- 
foot barge channel will be excavat­
ed. Barges bearing unloading ma­
chinery will operate between the 
inner and outer line of piling, and 
beyond the second series of piling, 
in a 26-foot channel still to be 
dredged, the ocean-going ore car­
riers will tie up.  ̂ '

These, Sloane said, will consist 
of two specially built ore vessels 
and between eight and ten Liberty 
ships, which will discharge their 
cargoes into Federal Barge Line 
tows, operating behind the shore­
ward line of piling. These tows 
will then make the trip from Lydia 
Ann to Point Comfort.

Ore movement will amount to 
more than 120,000 tons a month, 
Sloane said, for as long as is nec­
essary to construct the Port Lava­
ca ship cannel. This will be, he 
e.stimated, at least three or four 
years or, if Congressional action 
is slow, perhaps even longer than 
that.

Cost of the facility is estimated 
at between $750,000 and $800,000. 
Approximately 755,590 cubic yards 
of material must be dredged from 
the various channels, which include 
one 300x2400x36 feet and another 
200x4200xl0-foot channel imme­
diately adjoining the deeper chan­
nel.

Mooring dolphins would consist 
of nineteen 14- and 19-pile clus­
ters parallel and next to the shore 
on the west side of the port, and 
seventeen 19-piIe clusters east of 
the first time, and extending for 
960 feet, thus giving room for 
two vessels to tie up at once.

Sloane said that construction on 
the terminal is slated to begin on 
Jan. 1, 1957, and that the first 
cargo of bauxite is scheduled to 
arrive on the following Oct. 1

AUSTIN — The state draft 
quota for November calls for 
men, Colonel Morris S. Schwart, 
state Selective Service director, 
said Thursday.

The quota o f 858 for Texas 
compares with a call of 847 for 
October, previously announced. 
The November quota is the big­
gest monthly call receivtHl since 
December 1955.

The November quota is the 
state’s share o f a national call 
of 17,000 men, all for the Army.

At the same time he announced 
the November induction quota. 
Colonel Schwartz also announced 
a November call on approximate­
ly half the state’s local boards 
for 1,600 men to take pre-induc­
tion physical and mental examina­
tions for future calls.

He said that the boards not re­
ceiving a quota for these/examina­
tions already had been called upon 
to furnish men for examination 
in October.

Ix>cal board quotas for the Nov. 
induction and pre-induction ex­
amination are scheduled to be 
mailed from state Selective Ser­
vice headquarters on ’Tuesday, 
October 2.

The November quota will be 
filled with men who are 22 years 
of age or older on November 1, 
with the exception of delinquent*^ 
or volunteers, who may be young­
er.

Colonel Schwartz said he ex­
pected the November call to be 
filled with volunteers and men 
without children. Delinquents are 
liable first, he pointed out, but 
there are not many.

He warned young fathers the 
law requires thorn to advise boards 
about their children, or an ex- 
pected child.

Traffic Accidents 
Kill Two In 
Aransas County

Traffic accidents during August 
in the Corpus Christi District of 
the Texas Highway Patrol took 
13 lives in 11 fatal accidents that 
occurred in 5 of the 1(> counties 
comprising the district. Four of 
the 13 deaths occurred in urban 
areas. During the month a total 
of 110 accidents were reported. In 
addition to the 13 deaths the 110 
accidents rc'sultcd in 95 injured 
and property damage estimated at 
$65,253.00. 'The figures are on ac­
cidents occurring in rural areas 
only with the exception of 3 fatal 
accident? that occurred in urban 
areas.

Five of the August deaths were 
in Nueces County and there were 
2 deaths each in Aransas, Duval, 
Refugio and San Patricio Coun­
ties.

The 13 deaths in .\ugust was 
4 more than in August of 1955 and 
4 more than in July of 19.56. The 
110 total accidents reported in 
August was 20 more than in 
.August of 1955 and 19 less than in 
July of 1956.

()f the 11 fall accidents in Au­
gust theix' were 7 in which there 
was a driver or pedestrian in­
volved that was known to have 
been drinking. Of 85 fatal acci­
dents occurring in the district in 
the first 8 months of 1956 there 
were 38 in which there was a 
drinking driver or p<*destrian in­
volved. Of tho 11 fatal accidents 
in August there were 38 in which 
there wa.s only one motor vehicle 
involved. Of the 8.5 fatal accidi'iits 
occurring in the district in the 
first 8 months of 19.56 there were 
47 in which there was only one 
motor vehicle involved. /

One driver involved in a fatal 
accident in August had Iwen con­
victed, in Nueces County alone, 
of 18 traffic law violations, had 
been involved as a driver in two 
previous accidents, had once had 
his driver’s license suspended 4is 
an habitual traffic law violator 
and was apprehended for speeding, 
by Highway Patrolmen, approx­
imately two hours before the fatal 
accident.
’ During Aurust Highway Patrol­
men stationed in the Corpus Chris­
ti Di.strict arrested or warned a 
total of 2.3.33 drivers for committing 
hazardous traffic law violations. 
Fifty two percent of the arrests 
were for either n.W'.I. or speed­
ing. Fines assessed in the district 
during August on arrests made by 
Highway Patrolmen totaled $16,- 
4.38.80. Speeding arrests made in 
tho district by Patrolmen in the 
first 8 months of 1956 totaled 
2,727 compared to 2, 657 such 
arrests in the same period of 1955. 
D.W.I. arrests in 8 months of

i!»r>6 totali'«l 275 compared to 153 
such arri'sts in the same period 
of 1956.

Traffic deaths in Aransas 
County in .August numbered 2; 
and 2 weix' al.s«> injured in the same 
county in .Augu.st. Traffic acci- 
dent.s reported from the same 
county during the same month of 
19.55 wcn> 6. Traffic deaths in the 
same county in the first 8 months 
of 1956 were 4. Traffic deaths in 
the same county in the same period 
of 1955 were '7.

Injured in the .same county in 
the first 8 months of 1956 were 
17, and injured in the same county 
in the same p<‘riod of 1955 were 
11. Estimated property damage 
from traffic accidents in the same 
county in the first 8 months of 
1956 totaled *15,915.00. Estimated 
property damage from traffic ac­
cidents in the same county in the 
same period of 19.55 was $18,- 
780.00.

OCTOBER nRAIT 
( ALLS FOR 847 TEXANS \

Austin—The state draft call for 
October will be the biggest since 
December 1955, O>lonel Morris S. 
Schwartz, state Selective Service 
director, announced 'Thursday.

Tho October call for Texas asks 
for 847 men, compared to 687 
for September. The quota for 
Ih'cember 1955 was 873. The Oc­
tober call of 847 is Texa.s’s share 
of a national quota of 17,000,. all 
for the army.

At the same time he announced 
the state induction quota for Oc- 
tolxT. Col. .Schwartz also an­
nounced an October call on ap­
proximately half the state’s local 
boards for 1,416 men to take pre- 
induction physical and mental 
ex miinations for future calls.

He .said that the boards not re­
ceiving a quot.a for these exam­
inations in October already had 
been called upon to furnish men 
for examination in September.

Local board quotas for October 
induction and pre-induction exam­
ination arcscheduU'd to b«' mailed 
from state Selective Service head 
quarters orr Wedne.sday, August 
29.

The October quota will b<‘ filled 
w'th men who are 22 year? of age 
or older on October 1, with the 
exception of delinquents or volun­
teers, who may be younger.

Gol. Schwartz said he expc'ctod 
the October call to b<‘ filled with 
volunteers and men without chil­
dren. He said delinquent men are 
liable first, but boards do not 
have many delinquents.

He warned young fathers to 
advise boards of fatherhood or an 
expected child, as boards by law 
treat a father as childless unless 
he furnishes the facts, as legally 
required.

Veterans Worned 
Against Income Increase

A warning to veterans and wi­
dows and children of deceased 
veterans receiving pension from 
the Veterans Administration to 
report immediately any incroa.se 
in income that woi l̂d raise their 
annual income above statutoi-y 
Ipnitations was sounded today by 
Scott B. Harrington, Manager of 
the Veterans Administration Dal­
las Regional office.

To remain eligible for pension 
under the law, according to Mr. 
Barrington, pensioners of World 
War I, World War II and of the 
Korean conflict may not have 
an annual income from other sour­
ces exceeding $1,400 without de­
pendents, or $2,700 with wife or 
minor children.

Mr. Harrington said veterans, 
widows and children receiving pen­
sion can save themselves incon-y 
venience and possibly money by 
notifying V.A promptly of any 
increase in income which would 
put them above the statutory limi­
tations.

Pensions are payable to veterans 
for ly'rmanent and total disabili­
ties of a nonserx'ice-connocted na­
ture and to the widows and chil­
dren of deceased veterans for 
non-service-connccted death, pro­
viding the applicants ar cother- 
wise eligible.

Mr. Harrington said any VA of­
fice can explain full eligibility re­
quirements for pension.
