Proposed flood control, water 
conservation and power projects 
on the Brazos and San Marcos 
Rivers came up for discussion at 
an open meeting of the chamber’s 
water resources committee Sunday 
afternoon.

The committee approved a reso­
lution asking the Brazos River 
Authority to restudy its plans for 
six new dams between Possum 
Kingdom, near Mineral Wells, and 
the Whitney Dam near Waco.

A spokesman for the Lower 
Brazos River W’ater Users Assn, 
told the committee the plan had 
been declared unworkable by the 
U. S. Corps of Engineers and that 
it would result in injustice to wa­
ter users down the river. 'These 
include a number of large in­
dustrial plants and irrigation dis­
tricts.

Vaughin Gray of the Ck)nzales 
Chamber of Commerce a.sked the 
committee to pass a resolution in 
favor of “expediting” the pro­
posed Gonzales Reservoir on the 
San Marcos River, but the mo­
tion , failed for lack of a second. 
It was pas.sed later, however, af­
ter further discussion.

Gray said the reser\oir, ap­
proved by the 83rd Congress, 
would cost $19 million, about 30 
per cent of which would have to 
be provided by legal government- 
tal units. The proposed dam, five 
and a half miles north of Gon­
zales, would impound 539,000 acre 
feet of water, of which 113,000 
feet would be a\'ailable to com-

Radar Personnel 
Being Assembled

When the radar site at Aransas 
County .Airport was first being 
di-scussed, the then commanding 
officer of the 747th ACW Squad­
ron at Ellington Field, Major 
Venhorst, explained the mode by 
which personnel for the Roock- 
port squadron would be assembled.

The 747th, he said, would grad­
ually be increased until two men 
were available for each job. A 
new office force would be set up, 
with its records; trained person­
nel for each task would be added 
to the Ellington force, and, fin­
ally, there would bo two organiza­
tions functioning, complete from 
commanding officers to the low­
liest buck private in the rear rank.

Then, when the time came for* 
the 813th Aircraft Warning Squad­
ron here to be manned, one of these 
organizations would be split off 
and move to Rockport almost en 
masse, to man the new atatioYi.

'There were details to the pro­
cedure that have not been men­
tioned, but in general this was 
the method by which the airforce 
manned new sites.

With this in mind, the follow­
ing story, clipped from the Hous­
ton Chronicle of last Saturday, 
becomes double interesting:

A second aircraft control and 
warning squadron will be activat­
ed at Ellington Air Force Base 
Monday, supplementing the 747th 
A.C.W.P. Squadron.

The new squadron will add 41 
officers, nine warrant officers and 
467 airmen in the military per­
sonnel at Ellington.

Like the 747th A.C.W., which 
has been at Flllington for more 
than four years, the new squadron 
will operate radar and radio di­
rection finders.

It could be, folks, that this is 
the beginning of the 81.3th Aircraft 
Warning Squadron, which will be 
activated here sometime after the 
first of the coming year.

Certainly, the prooi*dure out­
lined is much the .same, and the j 
747th is the parent squadron for , 
Rockport, in charge of building 
the .station and furnishing it with 
personnel.

City Council Meets, 
Discusses Dog Situation

The city council at its reg^ular 
meeting discussed the dog situa­
tion with Dr. “Blue” Schmidt, 
and approved a suggestion made 
by Councilman Rogero that the 
city poundmaster be instructed not 
to vaccinate any more dogs.

(the 7i7th) ti'unks coming from 
the Houston exchange are fan­
ned out through our squadron 
switchboard to approximately 65 
telephone instruments.

‘“Through switchboard arrange­
ments we are able to talk through 
these phones either in to the El­
lington Air Force exchange, the 
Houston exchange, or the Air De­
fense Command network. There 
are numerous direct lines to ad- 
jmning ACW squadrons, division 
headquarters, fighter squadrons 
and weather detachments.

“Through this spiderweb system 
of communications and AC & W 
station can talk to any other AC 
& W .station within the United 
States within a matter of min­
utes.”

Preparations for this load on 
the Rockport telephone exchange 
have been going steadily and sure­
ly. Some months ago the South­
western Bell Telephone Company 
announced that only Corpus 
Christi and Rockport would remain 
within the Oerpus Christi di­
vision of the company. Almost 
immediately afterwards, a second 
announcement was made concern­
ing installation of underground 
cable between Rockport and Corpus 
Christi, an installation not dupli­
cated elsewhere in this area. Such 
an installation, according to Stan 
Bell, manager of the telephone 
company’s Corpus Christ! divi­
sion, is one of the largest he has 
ever seen serving a town the size 
of Rockport. »

The cable, which will give the 
area excellent communications no 
matter what the state of the 
weather may be, carries a nine- 
hundred phone capacity imme­
diately north of Rockport, taper­
ing off to a two-hundred phone 
line five miles to the north, near 
the Aransas County Airport where 
the AC & W station is ^ in g  built.

While work on laying the cable 
was progressing south of Rock­
port, telephone equipment in the 
city was enlarged to care for an 
additional two hundred more tele­
phones, and construction of sub- 
terraean works for handling the 
cable beneath the streets of Rock­
port was completed.

While no official announcement 
has ever been made, either by the 
telephone company or the Air 
Force, it would be idle to believe 
that this is being done for any 
forseeable rise in civilian facili­
ties of the area. This could have 
been done with a minimum of 
trouble by construction of surface 
lines, as the need arose.

Nevertheless, civilian facilities 
in the area will be improved, 
especially as present construction 
of the Rockport telephone build­
ing will provide an additional 
four-hundred-phone capacity in 
the early spring. At this time, 
or perhaps latei^in 1957, all phone 
numbers will be changed in the 
Rockport-Fulton area.

The period Octobei 15 to Novem­
ber 15 has again been designated 
for the acceptance of parcels for 
armed forces overseas, according 
to the Post Office Department. 
This includes personnel of the 
armed forces, members of their 
families and authorized civilian 
personnel employed out of this 
country and who receive their 
mail through either an Army, 
Fleet or Navy Postoffice in New 
Y’ork, San Fi'ancisco, New Or­
leans, or Seattle.

The importance of mailing 
Christmas parcels during the 
period decignated cannot be em­
phasized too strongly — the ear­
lier the bettc'r. No assurance can 
be given, the postoffice says, that 
surface parcels mailed after Nov. 
15, or air parcel post after Dec. 
1, will be delivered in time for 
Xmas.

Senders should not delay the 
mailing of parcels until December 
on the theory that timely de­
livery will be assured through the 
use of air mail. They should be 
as.sured thaL 'n  addition to a large 
volume of Christmart mail, it is 
necessary that medical and mili­
tary supplies be given highest 
priority.

After an air parcel arrives over­
seas, final delivery, in many cases, 
must be made through .surface 
transportation facilities. Parcels 
destined for delivery in Japan, 
Korea, and the i.slands in the Pa­
cific should be mailed as earljt 
a.s possible and preferably not later 
than November 1, In view of the 
distances involved.

Parcels for Navy and Marine 
Corps personnel serving in the 
most remote areas should be mail­
ed not later than October 15.

Captain and Mrs. F. lansen, of Fulton, at their home where they 
celebrated their golden wedding anniversary last .Monday. “Cap" 
is a native of the Netherlands, but came to this country as a boy. 
.Mrs. lansen was born In Alabama. They were married in Columbus, 
Texas, by Judge. J. J. Mansfield, after whom the Valley IntracoasUl 
Canal is named.
Mr. and Mrs. F. lansen obser%'cd

their 50th wedding anniversary at 
their home in Fulton Monday.

Mr. lansen was bom June 28, 
1877, in Schiedam, the Nether­
lands, and came to the United 
States in 1903, after having first 
lived three years in Paris, ^an ce .

Mrs. lansen was bom January 
6, 1879, in Colbert County, Ala.

Mr. lansen’s first location on 
his arrival from the old country 
was at Rock Island, in Colorado 
County, Texas, where' he uurchaa- 
ed u small farm.

He later operated cri'ameries 
at Alvin, Brenham and Flores- 
ville. During those years, he ship­
ped butter to the Coleman-Ful­
ton I’asture Company and to the 
pioneer Rockport mercantile estab­
lishment, Bracht Brothers.

In 1906, Mr. and Mrs. Linsen 
were married in Columbus, Texas, 
by J. J. Mansfield, county judge 
who later became a congresaman 
and for whom Port Mansfield was 
named.

In 1909, the couple came to 
Rockport for Mr. lansen to re­
cuperate from a spell of typhoid 
fever.

While here, they went to Tar­
pon (now Port Aransas) on the 
mail boat which made daily trips. 
They then moved back to Atascosa 
County, where Mr. lansen worked 
in the State Rank of Jourdan- 
ton.

Their next move was to San 
Antonio, where he was employed 
during World War 1 at the Fin­
ance Office at Fort Sam Houston.

What stands out most vividly in 
those days was when General Per­

shing was sent to France as the 
commander of the American for­
ces. After the war, the couple 
moved to Detroit, where Mr. lan­
sen was a salesman for the Cana­
da Nutiopal Finance Company.

In 1921, they visited Mr. lan­
sen’s people in the Netherlands, , 
then returned to Texas.

In 193U, the depression struck 
and included the lansens in its 
grip. They moved to Rockport, 
according to Mr. lansen, to “fish 
and eat” For a time, they lived 
in a tent in what was termed a 
"free camp.”

When it was abolished, they 
moved to Fulton, where Mr. lan­
sen took out fishing parties. At 
the clos<‘ of World War II and-#> 
slump in the tourist business, he 
started painting signs and names 
and numbers on shrimp boats and 
yachts, a trade he is still engaged 
in.

In 1946, he was elected Justice 
of the Peace from Precinct, 3, an 
office he still holds.

Mr. and Mrs. lansen live a 
very quiet life. His greatest joy, 
outside of his home, is attending 
the Masonic lodge in Rockport 
However, he still retains member­
ship in San Antonio Lodge Num­
ber 1079, where he is a life mem­
ber.

Mrs. C. A. Whittington has 
joined Mr. Whittington in Nor­
folk, Va. where he is stationed 
with the U. S. Navy.

Last year, it will b<' I'emembor- 
ed, U. S. Fish and Wildlife Scien- 

.tists from Galveston were success­
ful in identifying the red tide pff 
the beach of Padre Island dui^ng 
the'm onth of September, the first 
time it had been positively known 
from Texas.

Hence, the following clipping

from the S;in Antonio Light is 
of more than passing interest;

‘‘Major Wayne L. Wi'ntwoith 
of San .Antonio, who is seiwing in 
the Strategic .Air Command at 
Lincoln Nebraska, reported Satur­
day what appeared to be a red 
tide along the Texas Gulf Coast.

“Major Wentworth, who noticed

the tide while on a routine flight 
out of Lincoln, said the heaviest 
concentration was off of Mata­
gorda Island and Bay with medium 
concentrations 22 miles off shore 
from Galveston.”

Could be the Fish and Wildlife 
boys should look the thing over
and give an expert opinion.

* * *
Each year about this time, the 

river bottom and lakes of north 
Texas began to harbor a popula­
tion of mallards. These big, bril­
liantly-colored du\ks are citizens 
of the world. They breed in Cana­
da. the United States, Iceland, 
Cn'enland, Europe, Asia, and 
North .Africa. They w’inter in 
North America, including Texas, 
South Africa, southern Asia, and 
even Borneo.

Like the coyote and the white­
tailed deer. Brer Greenhead has 
learned to get along, even if things 
an'n’t always the way he would 
like them. His size, abundance 
and general toothsomeness make 
him perhaps the most important 
member of the duck family, and 
his value is still further enhanced 
because he will readily become 
domesticated. All farm yard padd- 
lers. with the exception of mus- 
covies, are descendents of wild 
mallards.

They can « xist most anywhere, 
for practically anything edible 
suits them as fond. In the far west 
and Canada, flocks of mallards 
descend on har\ested wheat fields, 
picking up the scattered grain .and 
gobbling down grasshoppers.

Elsewhere they thrive on vari- 
fius water plants, and in the Trini­
ty and Brazos River bottoms they 

( guzzle acorns with gusto. If these 
' are missing, rice fields are visit- 
<‘d. or the flock may drop into 
some shallow bay or inland lake 
where, iiptilt«-d, their heads be­
neath the water, they seek tiny 
•Hiuatic creatures or bottonr- 
dwelling murine life.

A useful feature about these

ducks is that they feed heartily 
in stagnant water on mosquito 
larvae.
, In the fall, from the prairies of 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al­
berta; from the Mackenzie River 
flats, the Yukon marshes, and the 
shores ot Hudson’s bay, multitudes 
of mallards follow the Mississippi 
south. Still others follow the cen­
tral flyway between the Missouri 
and mountains, while a third group 
moves south along the Pacific 
coast.

More than any other of our 
waterfowl, mallards have learned 
to protect themselves against the 
in roads of civilization, and with 
half a break will be with us for
a long time to come.

*  •  *

Some of the geese which were 
dyed pink in California as an 
aid to identifying them and trac­
ing migration routes, have been 
sighted in British Columbia dur­
ing the summer.

* * *

Spanish mackerel, also known 
as the Spaniard, bay, or spotted 
mackerel, averages about two 
pounds or a little less in weight, 
and a giant of five pounds is un­
common. Small ones, less than two 
inches long, are often found in 
the .surf along Texas shores.

Spanish mackerel feed on small 
fish like silversides, and on shrimp 
and squid, and at times, on calm 
Gulf mornings, feeding schools will 
turn acres of water white in their 
mad rush for bait. Frequently 
they jump, arcing high against 
the sky, to plunge back headfirst 
with scarcely a splash.

They are favorites of sports­
men, who — during the great 
runs that .sometimes occur — may 
catch hundreds of them in a day. 
Their flesh is white, firm, rich, and 
oily, with a fine flavor. They strike 
hard and fight doggedly. Favorite 
lures for them include strip bait, 
booties, bright spoons, feather jigs.

Who Has The "Kigh^ of Way?”
Possibly the most mystifying of 

all traffic rules to the average 
driver an- those relating to ‘‘Right 
of Way” at an intersection. In 
reality, however, these rules are 
quite simple.

In trying to uitdersLind the 
laws regulating intersecting traf­
fic, it is b**st to start off with 
the premises that all streets are 
of equal dignity, legally speak­
ing. Traffic signs and signals may

vary this rule somewhat, but when 
in doubt it is safest to assume 
that all drivers crossing your path 
have a claim to the right of w’ay 
equal to your own.

Obviously, however, in many 
cases one driver or the other will 
be legally entitled to the right 
of way. When it becomes necessary 
to determine right of way in a par­
ticular situation, the driver who 
reaches the intersection first, or 
who is going to get there first, 
is ordinarily favored.

Rut when two automobiles are 
an equal distance from the inter­
section, that one approaching from 
the other driver’s right normally 
has the right of way.

Rome intersections are known 
as ‘‘courtesy comers,” having a 
stop sign or a flashing red signal 
facihg each direction of approach. 
The first driver reaching the com­
er and coming to a complete stop 
will normally have the right of 
way over other vehicles not al- 
re.'idy in the intersection. How’-

the other fellow’s courtesy, and 
be sure to keep a “proper look­
out” and your car under “proper 
control,” as explained in a pre­
vious column.

At intersections involving one 
through street and another street 
having a stop sign, a driver ap­
proaching the stop sign and com­
ing to a full stop is ordinarily 
said to have the right of way 
over vehicles approaching on the 
through street but not already 
in the intersection.

However, this last rule must be 
qualified by saying that you should 
not proceed, cross or turn onto the 
through street until you can do 
so without interfering with on­
coming traffic. In other words, if 
an approaching car will arrive 
within the intersection before you 
are completely clear, wait just a 
little longer. 'The same rules apply 
to entering a highway from a side 
road containing a stop sign.

Many drivers violate the rules 
of right of way covering left-hand 
turns at intersections. When turn­
ing left, you should always be 
on the inside (or center) lane, 

‘displaying the proper hand sig­
nal. You must allow all cars com­
ing from the opposite direction, 
already in the intersection, to pass 
through before completing, your 
turn. Even when the intersection 
is cleared, do not proceed unless 
other oncoming traffic is far 
enough away to be able to see 
your signal and slow down to allow 
you to turn with safety to all 
concerned.

Stay in the inside lane until 
your left-hand turn is entirely 
completed, and only then move 
gradually over to the right-hand 
lane if you wish. When turning 
right, stay in the right-hgnd lane 
at all times. Do not swing wide in­
to the center lane, as to do so is 
unnecessary, unlawful and dan­
gerous.

Many detailed rules and suggest­
ions for safe driving are included 
in the official “Texas Driving 
Handbook” which is available to 
any person requesting same from 
the Texas Department of Public 
Safety, Drivers License Division, 
Austin, Texas.

South Zone Dove 
Shoot has Promise; 
Opens Friday

Field reports indicate a substant­
ial native population of doves in 
the southern urea, whcji comprises 
about one third of the state, where 
the hunting season will open on 
October 12 and continue through 
November 28. Shooting time is 
limited to afternoons, from twelve 
noon until sunset. Bag and possess 
ion limits are identical, each call­
ing for ten doves. Some local vari 
ations prevail, so persons not 
completely familiar with the regu­
lations can refer to their law di­
gest and supplements, or to con­
tact their local came wardens.

The north zone, which opened 
September 1 and continues through 
October 17, has provided unex­
pectedly excellent shooting in 
soVne localities, where the drought 
created a tremendous w’eed seed 
crop to nourish a heavy native 
bird hatch and to provide food for 
the migrating northern bred birds.

Game Warden Supervisor Pug 
Mullinax said th^it south zone dove 
buildup has been substantial. He 
said there seems to be a variety 
of food but that croton appears 
to be the favorite diet in his area.

Mullinax said the south zone 
hunters have been “holding their 
file pretty w’ell” until the open­
ing date which has been experi­
mentally dcliiyed in that part of 
the state. Until 1955, the south 
zone shoot had began fon October 
1.

Major fall hunting regulations 
are hereby summarized:

MOURNING DOVES: So. Zone, 
Oct. 12 — Nov. 28; noon to sun­
set, t<-n doves per day or in pos­
session.

WATERFOWL: Ducks, Nov. 2 
— Jan. 15; Geese, Nov. 2 — Dec. 
21; one half hour before sun­
rise to sunset; five ducks per

day, ten in possession; five geese 
per day or in possession, both in 
the aggregate.

DEER: Under general law, Nov.
16 — Dec. 31; West of Pecos, 
Dec. 31; West of Pecos, Dec. 8 — 
Dec. 13; Panhandle, Nov. 17 — 
26. Several special local seasons 
in groups of counties or indi-"“ 
vidual counties. Limit ranges from 
two buck deer under general state 
law to one buck deer and one 
antlerless deer, or one buck or 
one antlerless deer under spe­
cial local or regional regula­
tions. ’

TURKEY: Nov. 16 — Dec. 31 
under general law; Nov. 17 — 26 
in Panhandle: limit three gobblers 
under general law, two gobblers 
in Panhnndle. Special dates and 
limits prevail >in many counties.

ANTELOPE: West of Pecos,
two three-day periods, Oct. 1 — 3, 
and Oct. 5 — 7; Panhandle, three 
three-day periods, Oct. 11 — 13, 
Oct. 14 — 16, and Oct. 17 — 19. 
Limit one buck or one doe antelope 
in West of Pecos; one buck ante­
lope in Panhandle. Special permits 
required.

QUAIL: Dec. 1 — Jan. 16 under 
general law; West of Pecos, Dec.
1 _ Dec. 31; Panhandle dates
same as general Igw; Season on 
Mearns quail closed West of Pe­
cos; limit, under general law’, 
twelve per day and not more than 
thirty-six in one week or in pos­
session; Panhandle, ten per day, 
ten in possession. Special regu­
lations in several areas and in­
dividual counties.

JAVELINA: (peccary or wild 
hog): Under general law, Nov. 16 
— Dec. 31; West of Pecos, Noov.
1 — Dec. 31; Season open all 
year in many counties; never op­
ened In other areas; Limit, under 
general law two pet season; same 
West of Pecos.

SQUIRRELS: Under general
law Oct. 1 — Dec. 31; season never 
closed in many counties; limit, ten 
squirrels per day 20 in possession 
under general law; varies with 
special regulations in many coun­

ties and areas.

designed to replace detailed data 
on species, harvest dates or i-egu- 
lations as described in the Hunting 
Law Digest and Digest supple­
ments available through your lo­
cal game warden or your local 
license agencies.
