Oklahoma Ornithologists
' Visit Area on Field Trip

Nineteen Oklahoma ornithologists
were in Rockport last weekend on
a three day bird identification field
trip.

The group arrived by special bus,
The field trip is under the direc-
tion of Dr. Sam Moore, an ortho-
pedic surgeon in Oklahoma City
and a professor in the School of
Medicine at The University of
Oklahoma.

The Rockport trip was planned
and sponsored by the Oklahoma
City Audubon Society.

Saturday, Dec. 1

While south zone dové season
ends -today (the 28th) the Texas
quail season opens next Satur-
day, December 1, with a fair
to good crop of birds available for
the gunner.

The regular quail season con-

tinues through January 16, with
the bag limit, under the general
law, 12 a day and not more than
36 a week or in possession.

| If hunting with others, know where

the other hunters will be and
when, and keep guns away from
children.

Never cross a fence or climb
a treet with a loaded gun. Doing
so can cost a limb, loss of an
eye or even a life. And remember,
says the specialist, alcohol and
gun powder do not mix. The same
applies to alcohol and gasoline.

Once the hunt is underway,
be sure of the target. Never pull
a trigger until all doubt the tar-
get is removed. Livestock and
fellow hunters are always out of
season.

The wise hunter is familiar with
hunting regulations and obeys
them. He also respects the rights
and properties of the landowner
and doesn’t enter upon the proper-
ty of another without permission.

Finally, says Cooper, see that
fellow hunters respect and obey
the same rules which you follow.
Cooperation with and considera-
tion for the other fellow will make
the annual trek to the woods a
pleasure and improve the chances
for taking the game sought.

when the Texan Revolution broke
out, he recruited a company of
men and joined the battle. After
San Jacinto, Wells enlisted in the
Texan Navy, and later became
commandant of its first Navy yard,
at Galveston,

However, because the pay was
low (when he got any at all), he
later moved to St. Joseph’s Island,
where he started raising -cattle,
Lydia Ann Island and the chan-
nel of the same name were named
his wife, Lydia Ann Dana
Hastings Hull.

When he was raising cattle on

Lamar, later on, his brands, as
shown in the brand book, were
WP with a cropped right ear,

and a Lazy F, with the same ear
mark. .

The next eight brands on record
were those of his son, Judge James
B. (Jim) Wells, Jr., after whom
the county of Jim Wells is called.

His earmarks, on two of them,
the 9V and the 9V Bar, was l
his father’s, but changed to a s
low fork and underbit in the right,
with a crop and a hole in the left
for the JF, W6, and CA. On the
JHN and the E6, earmarks chang-
ed again, and on the Half Circle
W there were three.

John Brundrett’s brand was the

QH, while that of Mrs. H. E.
Brundrett, No. 13 in the book,
changed this only slightly, being
called the QHT, with a different
earmark. John Teal had IT, or so
his brand said; Walter Teal dis-
continued the IT Bar on June 17,
Elizabeth A., stamped her cows
with the letter LIZ!

Somewhere along the line, a
bunch of Frenchmen crawled
aboard and registered their brands;
Celestine Chaison, James Chaison,
Sarah Herrin, Baptiste Dugat and
others, and, turning to another
kind of brand book, we learn that
the first marriage license in the
county was issued to Mr. George
Howard and Miss Jane F., Dugat.
Howard was a postmaster at old
St. Mary's from 1872-1879. He and
his family setted in St. Mary's
after the Civil War, and, in addi-
tion to running the postoffice, he
had a partnership in a general
store in the area, called Ratchford
and Howard.

The first clerk of Aransas
County, Edward S. Winsor, issued
the license, and the Rev. William
Baxter performed the ceremony..

Baxter had reached St. Mary’s
after the war as had Howard, and
was pastor of the Disciples of
Christ, who, along with the Pres-
byterians, Methodists, and Bap-
tists all had churches in the town.

The second license was made out
to James C. Fulton and Miss Fan-
nie Dunlap. Fulton was the son
of Colonel C. V. Fulton, (first
custom collector of the Republic
of Texas, and a cattle baron whose
palatial home still graces the wa-
terfront of the little community
that bears his name. The younger
Fulton and his wife were the
grandparents of Miss Gladys Bruhl,
of Rockport, now Mrs. Gladys Gib-
son of Corpus Christi.
