Rotary Speaker
Discusses New
Phone Equipment

At the Rotary program Wed-
nesday, Glenn Scott and Bill Rob-
bins, of the Southwestern Bell
Telephone Company, gave assem-
bled Rotarians and guests a peep
at the future.

Scott, regional spokesman for
the company, said that someday
soon a telephone will remember to
ring a number for a caller, even
though he has hung up because
of a busy signal.

This and other telephone inven-
tions of the future will make com-
munication considerabley easier, he
said. Phones will be electronically
| operated instead of electro-mag-
netically, as they are now and a
combination of vacuum tubes and
transistors will provide memory
circuits. These will constantly
check a busy line until it is clear-
ed, when the call will go through
in a millionth of a second and
both phones will ring.

With electronics, the picture tele-
phone service will also be inaugur-
ated. The best of several stills of
persons calling each other will
be transmitted constantly, Seott
said, with the transmitter camera
controlled by the person answer-
ing the telephone, so that no em-
barrassing moments will arise.

“QOur researchers have not found
a solution”, however, he said, “for
the person who will get into such
a habit of turning on the camera
that he or she will forget and turn
it on at the wrong moment.”

Coming soon, also, is a new dial-
ing system to save wear and tear
on a person’s finger and the phone
equipment. Robbins showed a mo-
del on which a caller will press
buttons similar to those on an ad-
ding machine for instant signal-
ing. This system, Scott said, will
be installed in an Illinois town next
year.

added, “a person’s finger will real-

Each bed in the hospital will
be equipped with an audiovisual
call system, allowing the nurses
to answer patients’ calls from
their chart desk without disturb-
ing others, and the entire hospital
will be equipped with the latest
and most modern medical and sur-

gical facilities, according to Dr.
H. F. Elliot.
There will be four rooms in

which one bed will be placed at
this time, but which can be ar-
ranged to accommodate two pa-
tients later, if this becomes nec-
essary, and there will be two
rooms to house two patients each
which can also be arranged to
accommodate three,

There will be a delivery room,
a surgery, rooms for the doctors,
an X-ray room, a complete kitch-
en, a nursery to hold six babies,
equipped with a large window
through which relatives and friends
can view the new born youngsters.

There will be complete laborae
tory facilinties, a pharmacy in
which the head nurse will alse
have an office and chart desk,
two lounges for patients and other
visitors, lavatories attached to
these lounges, three extra bath-
rooms for patients’ use, and &
large 16 x 16 court within the
building.

In the X-ray department there
will be a room for developing,
and another for storage of films,
Various rooms will hold transform-
ers, mops, machinery and an au-
toclave.

The new hospital should be com-
plete by October 1, 1957. It will
be privately owned and eperated
by Drs.

Major Graff of 747th AC & W Squadron
Says That Career Minded And Career
Motivated Air Force Must Be Created

Major Donald L. Graff, com-
mandant of the 747th AC & W
Squadron at Ellington Air Force
Base, who, is well known to Rock-
port citizens, says that the pro-
blem of staffing the nation’s Air
Force is becoming an increasing-
ly difficult one, and that, to reme-
dy this, our Congressmen should
be asked to support two identical
bills in the present Congress —
S2014 in the Senate of the United
States, and HR7574 in the house
of Representatives.

In a letter received by the Pilot
this week, he said:

“In this squadron alone during
the past year, there were 43 critic-
ally neeeded skills. (both officers

and airmen), eligible for separa-
tion. Even though every effort was |
made to retain these critically
needed persons only 8 elected to

remain in the Air Force. This
of course, is where we in the
Air Force are hurting the worst,
and we must retain these men.
The retention of fully qualified

personnel in the service saves the
taxpayers dollars and does away
with the constant requirement of
training, training.

“To highlight the expensive dol-
lar of this constant turn-
over in people in this Divsion
alone (one of sixteen in the Air
(Command) we lost to
900 officers and air-

Hurricanes Like Audrey Are Born
Of Hot Weather In Tropic Seas

Hurricanes like Audrey are borne
far down in the Atlantic or Carri-
bean, where for days a torrid sun
has scorched a placid ocean. Heat
waves danced across the oily wa-
ter, and huge masses of air rose
slowly over it, laden with oceanic
moisture.

As this air moved gently up-
wards, cool air drifted in from
the sides to replace it. These cur-
rents, influenced by the rotation of
the carth, took on a spin and spi-
ralled easily aloft in an ever-
expanding, funnel-shaped column,
big end uppermost. When the
satarated air at the top of the
cone struck the cooler breezes
of the upper atmosphere, it con-
densed, dropping its moisture in
torrential rains, increasing the spin
of the mass.

Light * airs flowing along the
surface of the sea became breezes;
breezes became winds; winds be-
came gales; and a a*hurricane was
born.

Texans are entirely too familiar
with the end product of this oce-
anic weather factory.

A great storm wiped eut the
town of Matagorda in 1847, Clarks-

ville, at the mouth of the Rio
Grande, was demolished twenty
years later, as was Bagdad, a

Mexican summer resort across the
river from it. Indianola was wreck-
ed by a Gulf blow in 1875, and,
although an attempt was made to
rebuild it, was finally destroyed
by the storm which swept inland
at Palacios in 1888. Another blow
hit the same area in 1929.

Two hurricanes came inland near
Sarita in 1887 and 1916. One blew
ashore at Rockport in 1902, and
there were others in 1912, 1919,
and 1921. Brownsville was struck
in 1910 and 1933, Houston in
1915, and storms entered Texas
north of Beaumont in 1897 and
1926.

A blow hit Galveston in 1921,
but it was the hurricane and tidal
wave of 1900 that practically an-
nihilated the city and caused a
logs of 7500 lives in of the
great disasters of history.

to 120 miles an hour, increasing
their speed as they near the cen-
ter until occasionally, during the
gusts, they may reach 150 or even
more.

Bowditeh’s American practical
navigator, long used by sailors,
says:

“At the center itself — the

point of lowest barometric pres-
sure —- is a region seldom more
than ten or twenty miles in diame-
ter through which calm or light
airs prevail. Here, too, the dense
canopy of cloud that overhangs
the storm area is pierced, forming
the so-called eye of the storm.
The seas withing this area are
violent and confused, sweeping in
from all sides with overwhelming
violence.”

The hurricane as a whole moves
steadily forward, slowly at first.
Near the point of birth the storm
may move no more than 100 miles
in 24 hours, but as it takes form
and begins to move northward
and westward it travel faster and
faster, moving from 300 to 500
miles a day, and has even been
known to cover a thousand miles
in a twenty-four hour period.

This traveling speed accounts
for some of the inconsistencies
of wind velocities on different
sides of the storm.

As has been stated, hurricane
winds in the Texas area blow in
a counter-clockwise direction. This
causes the northeast side of a
northbound storm to be blowing
in the same direction as the hur-
ricane travels. Hence, to the force
of the eyclonic winds is added the
speed df the storm’s advance.
Thus, if the hurricane progresses
at 50 miles an hour, and the winds
within are blowing at 120, their
speed on the eastern side will be
170.

On the western side of the
storm, where the process is re-
versed their velocity would drop
to only 70.

Hurricanes travel on certain
well-defined tracks which vary
with the months in which the
storm may occur. During August,
September and October, most of
themm start westward across the
Atlantic or Caribbean, and then
swing more and more to the north-

east,

This deflected it westward, ale
most parallel to the coast of the
Gulf. Picking up power and speed
on the way, the hurricane swung
inland at Galveston, practically
destroying the town.

From Galveston the storm roar-
ed northward across Texas towards
low-pressure trough, and then
swung sharply to the northeast,
drawing new life from the tur-
bulent atmosphere over Lake Mi-
chigan and, crossing the St. Law-
rence valley, moved out over the
North Atlantic.

In the old days, hurricanes
struck with little or no waming.
As a result, great loss of life and
property occurred because people
in their path were unwarned un-
til the storm was practically upon
them.

Today this has been changed,
largely through work initiated
through Willis L. Moore, former

chief of the United States Weather
Bureau.

At the beginning of the Spanish-
American war, Moore took a long,
long look at the record and saw
where more navies had been de-
stroyed by weather than by the
enemy.

President McKinley. after seeing
Moore’s evidence, said:

“T am more afraid of a West
Indian hurricane than the whole
Spanish fleet. Get this storm warn«
ing service inaugurated at the ear-
liest possible moment.”

Today the service has been im-
proved and expanded until storms
are tracked day by day, and even
hour by hour, from their birth to
their death, and warning is gen-
