Getty Oil Co. (Tidewater Oil 
Co.) No. 1 State Tract 124, Aran­
sas County deep Frio gas distillate 
discovery 3 ^  miles northeast of 
Rockport, was preparing to test 
other indicated gas and oil pays 
after showing gas-distillate from 
perforations at 9,360-65 feet.

The above section was tested un­
der 7,000-foot water cushion and 
through %-inch chokes. Water 
cushion hit the surface in eight 
minutes and gas in one hour. Top 
choke was changed to 12-64-inch 
•and working pressure was 4,400 
pounds.

Top choke was changed back to 
^-inch and the project flowed gas 
and 53.6 gravity distillate through­
out Thursday night with a work­
ing pressure of 2,900 pounds. Fri­
day morning working pressure lev­
eled off to 1,950 pounds and testing 
unit was attached.

On a two hour test through V4- 
inch chokes the project showed a 
working pressure of 950 pounds 
and flowed at the rate of 1.71 mil­
lion cubic feet of gas daily plus 
21.9 barrels of 54.4 gravity distil­
late a million. Gas-oil ratio was 
45,609-1.

A three-hour test through 14-64- 
inch choke showed a working pres­
sure of 2,000 pounds and flowed at 
the daily rate of 1.56 million cubic 
feet daily plus 24 barrels of dis­
tillate a million cubic feet of gas. 
Gas-distillate ratio was 41,700-1.

The project flowed gas at the 
daily rate of 1.348 million cubic 
feet plus 24.6 barrels of distillate 
on a two-hour test through 12-64- 
inch choke from perforations at 
9,860-65 feet in 5*4-inch casing at 
10,040 feet, 460 feet off bot­
tom. Tubing pressure wa.s 2.075 
pounds and gas-distillate ratio 40,- 
600-1. Twenty-one minute shutin 
pressure was 2,800 pounds and 27; 
minute pressure was 2,995 pounds.

The discovery, which has indi­
cated several pays, is on a 320- 
acre lease ill Aransas Bay, one 
mile northeast of Fulton.

Slick Oil Corporation of Hou.ston 
No. I K. E. Werland, wildcat nine 
miles northeast of Gregory, has 
set 7-inch casing on bottom at 9,- 
660 feet after reaching that depth 
in sidetracked hole. Plug back 
depth is 9,608 feet.

No further details were available 
and no information has been re­
leased on drillstem testa, which 
were reporteilly run at 8,907-31 
and around 9,272 feet. Loss of a 
drillstem test tool in the hole at 
9,608 feet caused operator to side­
track. Completion apparently will 
be attempted above the whipstock.

This project is on a 320-acre 
lease in Section 52, Sixth Addition 
to Taft Farm Lands.

No. 6 Bennett C. Ocker, wildcat 
eight miles southwest of Auatwell, 
was drilling below 7,126 feet in 
shale.

The Lions are to be congratulat­
ed upon trying to solve their pro­
blems in F\ilton by informed and 
intensive study.

True to it.s promi.se made in 
open meeting at the Aransas Coun­
ty Courthouse on June 14, the 
Navy continues to use Aransas 
County Airport for touch and go 
landings, although its lease expired 
on June 30.

The action followed refusal of 
the Commissioners’ Court to re­
new the lease under which the 
Navy had operated since 1951, and 
under which the Navy paid a pro­
rata share of the airport’s oper­
ation costs based on a percentage 
of w'eight-frequency use, with a 
maximum of $5,000 annually. The 
Court originally voted in April 
not to extend the co.ntract follow­
ing the Fulton protest, accompan­
ied by a petition bearing 161 signa­
tures.

The Nav'y is operating under the 
provisions of an “AP-4” agree­
ment between the Civil Aeronau­
tics Administration, the military 
and the municipality at the time 
of construction providing for joint 
u.sage. County Judge Johnnie Wen­
dell referred to this agreement 
when, as he announced the court’s 
decision on June 14, he said that 
“the Navy can use the field joint­
ly on a touch-and-go basis without 
our consent and without payment 
to us.”

.\t  the time of the protest in 
April, the Navy voluntarily stop­
ped using the field and attempted 
to route its air traffic to other 
fields in the area. However, Naval 
official.s announced that aircraft 
were “stacked up” on the other 
fields and the acute congestion 
was a definite hazard.

The use of the Aran.sas County 
field for "touch-and-go landings,” 
where .student pilots touch their 
wheels to the runway and take 
off again without actually com­
pleting the landing, is necessary 
they said.

Residents of the northern half 
of Live Oak Peninsula claimed 
that the low-flying aircraft fright­
ened fish in the bay, caused tour­
ists to move elsewhere, disrupted 
classes at the Fulton Elemen­
tary School and generally incon­
venienced the people of the area.

A spokesman for the Navy said 
last night that the field’s landing 
pattern has been altered to pre­
vent airplanes from passing over 
the school. He also expressed re­
gret at any inconvenience caused 
to area residents.
