Coring Crew Now Working
In Little Bay to Determme
Types of Bottom Soil

A Shilstone Tasting Laboratory
crew, from Corpus Christi, under
direction of Leroy Shanks, moved
into Little Bay on Wednesday
morning to obtain a series of pre-
liminary cores upgn which future
planning may be based, in case
the Aransas County Navigation
Board decides to develop the area
for water sports and recreational
values.

Both Shanks and Homer Innis,
of Lockwood, Andrews and New-
man, Corpus Christi consulting
engineers, emphasized the fact
that the cores, ranging from 10
to 20 feet in depth, and located
from one end of the bay to the
other, were nothing more than
an indication of what to expect.

“Certainly- any plan which con-
templates wmoving any great
arngount of material from the bot-
tom of Little Bay and using it
elsewhere in the area will re-
quire more extensive and care-
ful coring than this, Tnnis and
Shanks said.

“The present cores will be
analyzed for soil types, and they
may indicate that other such cores
will be needed. In any event, the
analyses will be turned over to
the District’s engineers to be
evaluated from the standpoint of
possible use.”

“We need data of this kind
badly,” Innis said, “before any
intelligent planning can be done.
You just don’t go out and start
moving dirt these days without
krowing everything you can
about it. Dirt,” in these times, is
a building material, and if it can
be confined, often it can be used
in place of more expensive ma-
terials at a considerable saving.”

secuted.

Windows and street lights have
been shot out around the Presby-
terian church; glass that had to be
replaced in the Scout Hut as the
result of such shooting amounted
to $33; some months ago windows
and screens at the Navigation
District- were damaged by boys
with air. rifles, and even mail
boxes on the star route have been
damaged, along with the mail in-
gide, by some one with a gun.

Federal prosecution for such of-
fenses is provided in the laws of
the United States, and penalties
for this can be exceedingly stiff,
ranging from a large fine to im-
prisonment.

Nor are these the only acts of
vandalism. Two small boys last
week, without any regard for the
rights of others, climbed around
the memorigl statue of St. Francis
of Assissi in St. Peter’s Epnscopal
church yard, breaking the wings
from the ceramic bird held in the
statute’s left hand.

“I saw crickets in
that seemed to wallnon their toes,
keeping their bodies as far away
from the hot sand as they possibly
could; and thaore are some grass-
hoppers that turn their bodies so
as to take advantage of the sun.
When the sun is just coming up,
or in the early morning, they
will swing sideways, so that they
present as large a surface to the
sun’s rays as possible. Then, later
on, as the sun gets hotter and
hotter, they swing head on, so
that they will absorb little heat.”

And when Teales says that in-
sects do this, he knows whereof
he’s talking. One of his first books,
“Grassroot Jungles” is one of the
most beautifully illustrated and
interesting books ever to be pub-
lished about insects. The photo-
graphy, showing horrendous mon-
sters, enlarged pictures of the
common insects, is Teale’s own,
as are the illustrations in the
rest of his books.

“Even the animals adapt them-
selves,” the naturalist said. “Jack-
rabbits will lay down in the
shadow of a fence post, and strétch
themselves so that they remain in
the shade.”

As the, Teales progress from
spot to spot, he makes voluminous
notes; because otherwise he knows
that he would forget the sounds,
colors and smells, and all the
other things that go to make up
Nature’s procession durinjg the
year.

“If you have these,” he said,
“after you get in you can use
them to reconstruct the places
that yoi’ve been and the things
that you’ve seen. I transcribe them
every night, from little pocket
notebooks in which I jot them
down during the day. There are
generally eight or ten pages every
day, and by the time I'm ready
to start writing I may hav> a half
million words, and hundreds of
picturas:

“All this has to be culled, and
the text has to be written and re-
written before it's ready. A lot
of times things go pretty smooth-
ly, and .then, other c¢imes you
strike a snag and you can work
all day without accomplishing
much.

“] once heard an author at one
of these writers’ conferences get
up and -tell the audience that
whenever she sat down to write a
spirit seemed to come along and
guide he hand. She was a popular
writer and had any number of
books to her credit, but I felt
like asking her what sort of a
spirit used some of the swear
words with which hér fiction was
liberally sprinkled, but I didn’t.

“Most of the time, though, when
the reader strikes a part in a book
that flows along beautifully, he
doesn’t have to much concept of

Parts :like that are some-
times the hardest to write.”
Teale says that he has a filing
cabinet with twenty seven drawers
in it, and slots to hold cards on
the front.

Explomtory shﬂmp trawling,
tuna fishing and a searig for
live bait were, the objects of the
46th cruise of the Fish and Wild-
life Service vessel, the Oregon,
which has just returned to its
base at Pascaggoula, Miss.

Six long line sets for the tuna
were made south of Cape Gracias
a Dios, off the Hinduran coasts
in the Caribbean. Two of them,
made west and south of that
pirate hangout, Old Providence
Island, yielded no results, but
four sets made off the coast of
Panama and Costa Rica caught
a total of eighty-one yellowfin
tuna, at the rate of from 2.9 to 6
fish per hundred hooks, with the
fish averaging 110 pounds in
weight.

Seventy-two drags for shrimp
were also made on the edge of
the broad continental shelf that
borders Honduras and Nicaragua,
in depths of 100 to 550 fathoms.

Royal red shrimp were caught
in small numbers over wide areas,
in depths of 250 to 450 fathoms,
but none of the catches exceeded
15 pounds on hour. Catches made
beyond 400 fathoms showed small
numbers of very large scarlet
shrimp, running from four to ten
to the pound. Fifteen drags made
from ten to a hundred fathoms
produced little results, and the
bottom was foul. ¢

Live boat for pole and line fish-
ing was caught with a trap lift
net at Old Providence Island,
Cristobal. Harbor, and Swan Is-
land. Several schools of black-
fin and skipjack tuna were seen,
but efforts to catch them were un-
successful.

In the early days of the Texas

- cafttle industry, bef re the great

cattle - driving movement took
place, coastal towns of this seec-
‘tion were great embarkation points
for cattle being shipped to north-
ern markets. And the chief Texas
port of commerce and cattle ship-
ping for years was Indianola.
But several years before In-
diancla was leveled by a Carib-
bean hurricane, it was found nee-
essary to transfer most of its cat-

‘tle shipping trade elsewhere. The

shifting sandbars in Pass Caballo
made it impossible for loaded ships
to reach the Gulf from the In-

. dianola harbor.

John M. Mathis, one of the big-
gest shippers from Indianola, but
who resided in Rockport, enlisted
the aid of Captain Charles Dean
and the Morgan Steamship Lines
to establish a cattle shipping point
at Rockport. Sufficient deep water

_was found to accommodate cattle
ships

carrying three hundred
beeves.

Under terms w1th the Morgan
Line, a big wharf, pens, and facili-
ties were constructed at Rockport
and the Morgan steamers called at
Rockport for cattle cargoes three
times a week. This was in 1870,
a few years before cattle driving
on overland routes began. Mathis
was joined in this venture by T.
M. Coleman and G. W. Fulton and
the company was known and be-
came famous as the Coleman-
Mathis-Fulton Pasture Company.

The plant was built on a rocky
point, just east of the old Mer-
chants’ Square, later the site of
the Del Mar Hotel, where, at pres-
ent, the First National Bank of
Rockport is building a new bank.
The wharf ran for 1100 feet out
in the bay and the structure was
about 40 feet wide, and had a six
foot chute on one side to drive
the cattle from the pens to the
ships, and space for two wagons
abreast to haul freight.

A “T” head, 400 feet long, with
two big warehouses to store cargo
brought in by the steamers and
destined for interier points.

Cattle were driven from as far
away as West Texas to be shipped
out by the Rockport company.
About four miles west from Rock-
port the firm maintained a big
pasture. The late S. B. Sorenson
had charge of this uit. When ships
arrived at Rockport, the cattle
were driven from this pasture
over the old Beef Road to the
wharf. To this day, vestiges of
this old road remain, and the late
Captain C. 0. Wlliams of Aransas
Pass used to pomt out that the

biggest trees in Rockport are in
the vicinity of this pasture — the
manure of the cattle fertilized and
enriched the soil and made the
large g wth possible.

The total number of cattle ship-
ped annually amounted to about
50.000 head. The ships brought
the money for the cattle on the
return voyages, and it was a com-
mon sight to see kegs of money,
like nails, sitting out on the wharf
waiting to be picked up. In fact,
the late Colonel James Fulton
once said that the money kegs
sometimes sat on the pier for sev-
eral days until the rightful owner
came by to pick them up.

But sometimes the opposite hap-
pened; once Cal Skidmore came
by to pick up his money keg —
but found only a freight bill be-
cause his cattle had failed to bring
enough on the market.

Gambling dens flourished around
this pier and plant. The most fa-
mous saloon was known as “The
Finish,” supposedly dubbed this
because it had more than once
finished up a cattleman’s herds.
Once, “Uncle” Meyers, the Metho-
dist preacher went down to “The
Finish” and told the boys he need-
ed 3500 to complete his church.
The boys promptly dug down and
presented him with the amount.
He thanked them, and invited them
to hear his sermon—the saloon
closed shop and everybody march-
ed down to hear “Uncle” Meyers
preach.

As was the inevitable conclugxon
the overland trails meeting rail-
heads at Abilene, Kansas, and
other northern points soon made it
unprofitable to ship cattle by boat.
The big plant ended activities
about 1888, ending one of the most
colorful chapters in South Texas
history.

WOOD DWINDLING,
MAY SOON JO WEOOPERS

Wood storks, t‘e only member
of the family in America, are
dwindling away, and Robert P.
Allen, whooping crane expert and
specialist in vanishing birds, has
been assigned to discover the
causes by the National Audubon
Society.«

Where once great flocks of them
nested in Texas, louisiana and
Florida, today only scattered
thousands remain., '

Years ago, A. C. Bent, one of
the great ornitholegists of the
U. S. National Museum, reported
a colony of these birds nesting
along the Guadalupe, yet Mrs.
Jack Hagar, ornithologist of this
city. says that in twenty years ob-
servation sh> has never seen or
heard of a nest in this area.

Several years ago, before the
ponds and lakes on Live Oak Pe-
ninsula were drained, a sizable
flock of these storks used to use
a pool near Highway 35, at the
corner of the Aransas County Air-
port. That pool and the birds are
no longer there, and Mrs. Hagar,
when queried, said that only oc-
casional birds, singly or in pairs,
had come to her attention re-
cently. These she had obsetved
feeding in salt water, whereas

normally most of the wood stork’s

food is in freshwater
swamps

Allen, a frequent visitor to
Rockport, particularly in the years
when he was concerned with the
whooping crane investigation, is
now engaged in ferreting out the
reasors for this decline in Texas,
and elsewhere along the Gulf
coast, where great flocks of thou-
sands of these birds were found.

Where there were once fifteerr
or tweny active breeding colonies
numbering untold thousands in
Florida alone, they have been
gradually disappearing, just as
they did in Texas.

Drainage, lumbering operations,
farm and real estate developments,
along with drought and other fac-
tors have combined to destroy safe
nesting and feeding sites.

During the 1950’s Allen says,
these wood storks have been faced
with increasing threats to their
continued abundance. After com-
plete and partial failures of nest-
ing in 1951 and 1952, the three

colonies that survived again aban-
doned their eggs in 1956 and 1957,
and virtually no young wood storks
have been raised in Florida since
1955.

During two, years, Allen said,
the wood storks, disturbed in their
homes in Florida, have apparently
tried to find some other plae>
where conditions are more to their
liking.

Many cooperators in the project
noted unprecedented dispersals
throughout the country. One inva-
sion of this sort involved a flock of
not less than 50,000 of the giant
white birds which visited the
Rockefelltr Refuge in Lovisiana
a couple of years ago, and then
disappeared. No flock of that size,
or no comparable number of birds
has ever been seen since in the
United States.

Allen, with the help of Alex-
ander Sprunt, Jr., is trying to
find out what is happening to the
wood stork.

No active nesting sites are
known outside Florida, and the
present status of the remaining
Florida colonies is apparently un-
certain. Numbers reported from
Florida in the last few years only
account for about a thousand
birds, and, although Allen and
Sprunt have been canvassing
other areas, the great days of the
wood stork in the United States
seem to be over, and it may, as
far as this country goes, soon be
numbered with the bison and the

passenger pigeon.

When
I was managing imported food
stores in Beaumont and Galveston
we always had things like that in
stock, but it was mainly for people
awho had so much that it was hard

- know what to give them.

“We handled lots of other
things, too, and you sure had to
know about food and cooking, be-
cause hostesses were always try-
ing to surprise their guests with
exotic foods and drinks.

“After an affair like that, the
women who had been there would
all start calling me and  describ-
ing this dish or that, wanting to
know what was in them, and a lot
of the time I could tell them.

“T’'ve always had a sort of knack
for taking a dish apart and being
able to duplicate it.”

. There was a period in her life
”he’n she couldn’t cook.

“When Sol and I got married,”
she chuckled, “I didn’t know a
thing about it, and there was one
time when I got a bunch of crab
meat and he told me just to let
it alone, he’d eat it raw rathcr
than trust me with it.”

After that, cooking became a
challenge, and the harder a thing
was to make, the more it challeng-
€ed her. French and Danish pastries
from her talented hands melt in
your mouth, and the things she
can do to seafood are wonderful.

Her crab cakes, Baltimore style,
are becoming more and more fam-

8, with people coming from as
ir off as Austin and Houston to

t them, and to take them home
frozen.

“I honestly can’t tell you how
to make them,” Mrs. Silverman
says.

“I tried to teach my daughter-

in-law and just couldn’t do it. I
cook with my hands and never use
a recipe. ‘When they feel right
they are right, that’s all I can
tell you. I don’t even taste them
or measure the seasoning, and I
reckon that’s one reason why peo-
ple that have 'tried to imitate
them haven’t had much luck.”

The Silvermans, many years

ago, came from Baltimore, where’

they had a hotel and restaurant
where H. L. Mencken used to drop
in daily, even having his own auto-
graphed beer stein back of the bar.

“One of the first things we
noticed was the fact that hardly
anyone did much with seafood. In
Baltimore we had all sorts of fish,
crabs, oysters and clams, and we
cooked them in a lot of different
ways. And we didn’t boil or fry
everything,” Mrs. Silverman said.

“Take crabs. Everyone there
liked them steamed, which is a
way you never get them on this
coast, and they sure are better
that way. Here, about the only
way you get them is boiled, stuff-
ed, or as hot buttered crab meat,
and. up around Galveston they
sometimes serve them barbecued.

“There are all sorts of ways to
fix them besides that. Crab cakes
like mine are made only in the
area immediately around Balti-
more, but we used to serve hard
fried crabs, where you take a
whole, boiled, stuffed crab and dip
it in batter before frying it. Then
there was crab soup, where you
used the whole crab, baked crabs,
and Imperial crabs. For those, you
use only pure crab meat and a
little seasoning, and put it in the
shell and bake it.”

There are just as many ways to
serve shrimp, Mrs. Silverman says.
They can be fried, steamed, stuff-
ed, served as shrimp Creole,
shrimp Neuberg( (cooked in wine
the way you do lobsters or crab
meat), and au gratin. Then, too,

there are curreid shrimp with rice,
and boiled shrimp with a' whole
batch of different kinds of sauces,
including shrimp remoulade.

The Silvermans, who, as you
have guessed, like seafoods them-
selves, have their big ice boxes
at the Del Mar crammed with all
sorts of exotic m. rine products.

There are huge shiimp, import-
ed from India; there are chicken
lobsters from Maine; tremendous
king crabs from California; South
African crawfish; Maryland oy-
sters (when they can’t get them
from Texas); and soft-shelled
crabs from Louisiana. .

“It’s funny,” the lady said, “but
you don’t get many soft-shells in
Texas and they’re one of the finest
seafoods there is. Only in some
cosmopolitan city like Houston are
they on the menus regularly, and
it’s the same way with oysters
on the half shell when they're in
seascn, but only a few places in
Texas handle them.”

Of course, if yvou don’t like
them that way, you can always
make oyster stew the way it
should be made.

“You just use gobs and gobs
of butter,” she contiued, “and you
ought to cook the oysters sepa-
rately and slowly in their own
juice. Then you add half and half
milk and cream that has_heen
heated but not allowed to bail.”

Give Mrs. Silverman some sea-
food, a hamdful of herbs or two,
and a little time, and she’ll come
up with a meal that will make
your mouth water—gumbo, crab
cakes, a salad of fresh lettuce
with a dressing made of oil, vine-
gar and toasted sesame seed, real-
ly chilled, and a strawberry-filled
meringue that's out of this world.

At least, that's our choice, but
Sol, who’s had more experience
with her cooking, says that he'd
rather start off with steamed
crabs, then crab cakes, steamed
shrimp broiled redfish, winding
up with a little old chafing dish
concoction that Dorothy whips up.

“There’s really not much to it,”
she said. “Just some crab meat,
rice, shrimp, herbs, butter, and
anythings else that’s handy, but
Sol likes it.”

DISABLED WORKERS

SHOULD APPLY FOR
BENEFITS NOW

All workers who have been dis-
abled for six months or longer
should apply now to determine
their rights under the disability
provisions of the Social Security
Act, says H, M. Cleveland, district
manager of the Corpus Christi So-
cial Security Administration. Be-
ginning with the month of July,
disability benefits are being paid
to- severely disabled workers be-
tween the ages of /50 and 65.

To be eligible under the social
security disability provisions, an
individual must meet certain work
as well as medical requirements.
He must (1) be so severely dis-
abled that he cannot do any sub-
stantial gainful work, (2) have
worked in 5 out of the 10 years
before his disability began, and

(8) have at least 1% years of
work in covered employment out
of the last 8 years just before he
became disabled. Disabled work-
ers under age 50 may qualify to
“freeze” their social security earn-
ings record and protect their
rights to future insurance pay-
ments.

Disabled workuers who have not
yet applied for the disability bene-
fits may be paid back to July of
this year, if their applications filegd
before the end of December 1957
show that they meet the require-
ments, Cleveland said.

Persons in this area who are
now severely disabled and who
worked regularly in employment
which is covered by the social se-
curity law before they becathe
disabled should immediately get
in touch with the Social Security
Administration, 530 South Water
St., Corpus Christi. Contact may
be made in per$on, by letter, or
by telephone. If you cannot go to
the office, “the office will come to
you,” Cleveland conchluded.

Port Aransas — Harbor City, on
Harbor Island, is one of the ghost
ports of loxas where — in the
days before the 1919 storm — oil
tankers out of Tampico and Tux-
pan came regularly to discharge
cargoes of crude when this state
had just begun to tap its petro-
leum reserves. At Harbor City
they discharged their oil into great
storage tanks, from whenee it went
to tank cars or barges for distgi-
pution to coastal and inland points.
<éhere, too, came full-rigged
ghips fresh from Cape Horn voy-
ages, and freighters from the far
corners of the earth to take on
fuel or cotton. for Harbor City was
one of the important ports of
Texas.

Forty years ago all traffic to
Corpus Christi, Aransas Pass,
Rockport, and Fulton came in
through the jetties that protect
Aransas Pass and render it navig-
able, then down Lydia Ann Chan-
nel and through the old Morris
and Cummings cut to Corpus
Christi, or across Aransas Bay to
the other little harbors.

n the northeast corner of Har-
bo? Island, the U. S. Public Heelth
Service had a quarantine station.

There was a residence for a phy-
sician; a pesthouse or hospital; a
house for a boatman and his fam-
ily; and docks and boats to make
up a station as large as the light-
house, before, in 1919, the great
storm of that year swept the beach
where the station stood as clean as
a hound’s tooth, and the facility
was never rebuilt.

Deepening of Corpus Christi
channel diverted most of the traf-
fic, and almost twenty vears ago
the government wiped every trace
of the station from its books by

ZWWg the 7-acre site, which lay
ut a mile or so north of the
lighthouse.

The late Roy Court was in
charge of the station’s boat, the
Mildred Collins, which was wash-
ed ashore in the storm, near the
Heldenfels shipyard. Heldenfels
bought the hull afterwards, and it
is still one™of their fleet.

Mrs. Court, her daughter, Mrs.
Margaret Weber. and her son,
Milton Court, all of whom
live in Rockport, and another
brother, Maurice, who passed away
some years ago, all lived on the
island before 1919, although the
rest of the Court children  were
born in Rockport.

“We had just moved to Rock-
port before the 1919 storm,” Mrs.

still |

Weber ;said, “so we could go to
school. Daddy had bought a house
here, and we had already moved
off the island, he came over in
the Mildred Collins and tied her
to the wharf that used to run out
in the bay about opposite where
Sorenson’s store still stands. She
broke loose and washed ashore be-
low town, just about where John-
son’s Bait Stand is today.

“We weathered the storm on
the island in 1916, though. We had
started for Rockport when the
storm hit, but the Mildred Collins
broke her rudder after we got a
ways down the channel, and we
washed ashore again, and fought
our way back to the quarantine
station.

“We spent the night in our
house there. All the buildings were
up high, like the houses in New
Orleans, and there were other peo-
ple there, health officers and oth-
ers.

“Daddy got a gold medal for
heroism afterwards. All the big
pilings and timbers that had been
washed loose between us and the
pass came down towards the build-
ings, and would have torn them
down if it hadn’t been for Daddy.
Some of the people that were on
the island that night recommended
him, and he was awarded the
medal.

“I don’t remember all the doc-
tors that were there, but there
were Dr. Skilton and Dr. Ramsey.
Dr. Ramsey-was murdered over at
Mathis after he left the quaran-
tine service, by a man named
Leahy. And then there was Dr.
Skipper. He was there in 1919.

“After the storm they built a
new boat —= the Sea Parrot —
but they never rebuilt the sta-
tion.”

Uncle Bob Mercer, at Aransas
Pass, used to tell the story of an
operation he helped Dr. Skipir
to perform.

“The last time I went to the
station,” he said, “I was working
on the Terminal Railway, and we
had just gotten in a shipment of
big cypress cross-ties. that were
to be used in capping the piling
trestle.

“While we were unloading them,
one of them fell on the toe of a
big West Indian longshoreman,
and another fellow and I put him
in a boat and carried him to the
quarantine station.

“Dr. Skipper decided that his
toe would have to come off. The
doctor didn’t have anything to kill

the pain, so he gave the long-
shoreman a plug of tobacco and
laid him out on the oferating
table.

“The other fellow and I got a
board and laid it across the pa-
tient’s chest, and he sat on one

end and T sat on the other and |

the doctor went to work.

“l never did see a man chew
tobacco like that longshoreman. He
was spitting tobacco juice in all
directions and grunting in between
times. But you had to take it in
those days.”

According to old residents, the
quarantine station was originally
built by the state, and on maps
made 20 or 30 years ago it was
shown and referred to as the state
quarantine station, and they op-
erated it until just after:the first
yellow fever epidemic~ in the
United States, some time around
the Spanish American War. After
that, the U. S. Public Health Serv-
ice staffed the station. ’

Cy Farley, of Aransas Pass,
said that the doctor used to raise
some of the finest watermelons
and muskmelons on the island that
were ever -seen in this section.
There seemed to be some peculiari-
ty of the soil that made the melons
thrive.

Mrs Fred Werha
Has Two of World’s
Rarest Shells

Mrs. Fred Werhan, of this city,
is the envy of other shell collect-
ors with whom she trades, for

Fred is a shrimp boat captain as|

interested in her hobby as she
is, always eager to bring her new
or rare shells that his nets may
scoop up.

As a result, she has approxi-
mately three hundred species in
her collection from the Gulf of
Mexico, including fourteen or fif-
teen that scientists had not._sus-
pected as livng here, and about
twice that number from Cali-
fornia, the west coast of Mexico,
the South Pacific and Australia.

And she’s a little different than
the average shell collector, be-
cause she definitely goes at the
whole thing in a scientific man-
ner. Not for her are the tactics
of some collectors who gather the
molluses like pack rats decorating
their nests.

Mrs. Werhan wants to know
where the shell came from; how
deep the water was; what other
shells were $aken in the same
drag; what the date was; what
kind of bottom it came from, and
other data’ on which Fred keeps
careful notes, in the intervals be-
tween drags.

“That’s part of the fun,” Mrs.
Werhan says, “and it makes the
shells ever so much more interest-
ing when you find out everything
you cam about them. I get as
much pleasure out of that as I do
from the actual acquisition of the
shell.” ‘

And when Fred comes in with
his catch after a trip, all this data
is transcribed to a series of note
books under thé number of that
shell, for Mrs. Werhan numbers
each one carefully in India ink,
if it is to go into her collection,
setting . dewn the salient facts
under that number, and identify-
ing the shell.

Often, the identification runs
into a lot of work.

She uses text books prepared by
scientists at the U. S. National
Museum and Harvard, and with
the majority of the Gulf of Mex-
ico species she is fairly familiar
and can go along rapidly, but
every once in a while she comes
up against a shell that stumps
her. Then, if visiting scientists
or collectors can’t identify the
mollusc beyond any shadow of a
doubt, off it goes to Harvard or
the Smithsonsian, so that next
time she finds a similar shell she’ll
know exactly what it is, and usual-
ly a whole lot about it.

Every shelf and table in the
Werhan home is a repository for
shells and still more shells, along
with occasional pieces of coral and
a few fossil teeth that she and
Fred have picked up during their
four years of shell collecting.

And among them she has two
of the world’s rarest shells,
shells that were identified and
named almost a hundred years
ago, and tL-on lost to scientists
until recently.

One of these was named by a
man named Sowerby, a famous
conchologist of the last century,
and the only »ther specimen re-
posed in a meseum in Switzerland

In the nineteenth century and
earlier, it was the custom for rich
men and dilettantes to form cab-
inets of natural history, in which
they endeavored to outshine their
fellows by the number, variety,
and rarity of the specimens dis-
played therein.

When Napoleon was sent to
Elba and his generals dispersed
or killed, the natural history col-
lection of this particular one was
acquired by the Swiss mfiseum al-
ready mentioned. The shell lay
there for almost-a hundred years
before a shrimp boat captain in
the Gulf of Mexico, brought up
another in his net. So far was it
from where the other had been
found, and so much like another
rare volute known as Junonia,
that it was some time before
scientists at Harvard actually
confirmed its identification as
kieneri.

El Copano Most Famous of Ghost Towns
Along the Texas Coast Is Least Known

Most famous of the ghost towns
along the Texas coast, El Copano,
located on the northern shore of
the bay after which it was named,
is among the least known today,
it mouldering ruins overgrown
with brush and ecactus.

A couple of old cisterns and the
remains of z wall here and there
are all that mark what was once
a Mexican customs house, a way
station on the way to Refugio
Mission, and one of the principal
ports of Texas.

Don Jose Galvez founded it in
1785, and put the first customs
house at Goliad—an open invita-
tion to smugglers of which they
soon took advantage. They landed
their goods along the shore almost
at will—until the post and its
customs collectors were moved to
El Copano—carrying them inland
by mule trains and two-wheeled
ox carts, evading the payment of
duties wherever possible.

El Copano was a port of much
consequence, being regularly used
to supply the missions at Goliad
and San Antonio de Bexar, and
one of the earliest records of the
area speaks of a Spanish barken-
tine which was wrecked n~ar the
settlement.

Blown ashore by a terri'.le trop-
ical storm, close to the mouth of
a little creek that is still known
as Barkentine Creek, the vessel
carried (so legend says) gold to
pay Spanish soldiers in the area,
who went payless, for Karankawa
were supposed to have
carried away the bullion.

The Fagan family, whose de-
scendants still_live in South Tex-
as, used the iron and wood of the
hull to build their home on the
San Antonio River.

Practically every crew of col-
onists famous in Texas history
landed at ¥1 Copano, although
many died of shipwreck or cholera
when in sight of th: promised
land, and were buried in lonely
graves on Copano beach. How-
ever, a little at o time a small
community was formed, and by

|the middle of the 19th ‘century
! there were a dozen houses of shell

conerote, including a two-story
one erected by Empresario James
Power.

In addition to the residences,
|there was a store belonging to
Wd!ter Lambért, and another, the
property of He.ry Dearmorn Nor-
ton, which also doubled as ' post
office.

In front of Norton's store a
wharf ran for almost a 1000 feets
out into Copano Bay, supported
on mesquite posts, a number of
which were still visible within
recent years, proiecting above the
surface. However, the procedure
generally followed vhen a ship
errived was for waoons to he
driven nto the bay as far as pos-
sible w thout wetting their loads,
and these wer. then lightered to
the ships. The vesse!s had to stay
300 - ards cr move offshore .o re-
maia afloat, as the water was
so shallow.

There was a thriving shipping
business, with supplies for the
hinterlands coming in on three-
masted schooners, which on their
outward voyages loaded with hides
and tallov., prepared at the pack-
ery about six n.les sruth of Re-
fugi_, on the Mission River.

Products from the packery were

shipped from El Coprio to New
Orleans, and most of the young
men in the settiement were en-
gaged in stevedoring.

they were too small to warrant the
supposition that they were used
for the shipment of cattle.

The people of EI Copano, like
Texans today, had a water prob-
lem. Artesian wells and the equip-
ment for drilling them were un-
heard of, so rain water was cap-
tured in gigantic cisterns of the
omnipresent shell concrete, and
this was supplemented by water
hauled from Hynes Spring and
Melon Creek.

On community washdays, the
women of the village would load
their washing into ox carts and
drive to the creek several miles
above town, and spend the day.

Indirectly, this water shortage
contributed to the finad dissolu-
tion of the community. The rise
of the towns of Rockport and St.
Mary’s. along with the inconven-
ience of obtaining water, slowly
but surely caused the townspeople
to move eleswhere, and by 1880
all of them had left, the majority
of them settling in Refugio.

About this time, barbed wire
began to come into use, and as the
ragge was fenced, the old roads
weare no longer used and gradually
were effaced by wind and weather, )
leaving El Copano only as a mem-
ory.
