Silver Bay Completes
Snapper Cruise Off
Texas, East of Rockport

The M/V Silver Bay returned to
Pascagoula on February 10, com-
pleting a 20-day experimental
red snapper trawling trip off the
Texas coast. 39 trawling stations,

were made on broken and hard
bottom in depths of 10 to 100
fathoms, using a b62-foot, 4%"”
mesh nylon trawl and a 76-foot,
5" mesh mainla trawl. Both trawls
were rigged in the standard New
England style with rollers along
the footrope and V-D rig between
the net and doors.

Red snapper catches ranged
from 0 to 475 pounds per haul.
Except for one drag in 23 fathoms,
all catches from inside of 40 fa-
thoms contained less than 100
pounds of snapper. On February
3, during a short period of calm
weather, 4 drags were made with
the nylon trawl in 40 to 50 fa-
thoms, in the area bordered by

' 27°43" ® 47 north by 95°37 to

43’ west, which yielded 580 pounds
of snapper. Three drags in this
area during the next two days, in
heavy seas, caught a total of 540
pounds. The snappers ranged in
size from % to 25 pounds and
averaged 2 pounds.

A total of 1,204 red snapper
weighing 1,984 pounds were caught
during the trip. A few porgics,
vermillion snapper, and grouper
were caught ol most drags, and

What It Teaches

THE IDENTIFICATION OF
CHRIST. We are very familiar
with the usual procedure of identi-
fication of a man. For instance,
three of the questions usually ask-
ed for identification purposes are:

(1) What is your full name?

(2) What is your father’s name ?

(3) What is your mother’s
name ?

There may be many other ques-
tions asked, but these are routine.
Jesus once asked of those who did
not believe on Him: What think
ye of Christ? Whose son is He?
They say unto Him, The son of
David. He saith unto them, How
then doth Duvid in spirit ecall
him Lord, saying, The Lord said
unto my Lord, Sit thou on my
right hand, till I make thine ene-
mies thy footstool?

If David then call him Lord,
how is his son? And no man was
able to answer him a word, nei-
ther durst any man from that
day forth ask him any more ques-
tions.” (Mat. 22:41-46-

My friends, what think ye of
Christ? Whose son is He? This
question ought to receive the most
careful thought and consideration
by every one of our readers. It is
a very basic question in the Chris-
tian religion.

The way you answer this ques-
tion may determine where you
will spend eternity. Hence, we
need to study this question in the
light of God's eternal truth. Let
us then see what the Bible says
upon this very important question.

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Shrimp

Wllgs For

Year Higher

A!though the Brownsville area

‘still continues to lead in shrimp
' landings, with the Aransas Pass-
Corpus Christi region second, with

‘the other ports of the Texas coast
retaining their same relative posi-
tions, shrimp landings as a whole
fell steeply during December, ac-
cording to the latest report of the
US Fish and Wildlife Service. The
total last month, for all ports, was
only 2,163,000 pounds, compared
to 4,225,000 in November, which
was a drop itself. Nevertheless,
for the entire year, Texas is ap-
proximately ten million pounds of
shrimp tails ahead of 1956.

Figured at average of 72 cents
a pound, boatside, these succulent
erustaceans added approximately
$34.4 million to the state’s econo-
my during 1957.

Brownsville’s production for De-
cember, however, totaled only 747,
000 pounds of tails, compared to
1.256 million the preceding month,
and that of the Aransas Pass-
Corpus Christi region was only
386,000 pounds for the last month
of 1957, as against 1.11 million
pounds in November,

Port Isabel dropped to 452,000
from 747,000 pounds in November;
Freeport caught 218,000 pounds
in December against 560,000 the
month before. Rockport dropped to
135,000 pounds from 237,000; Gal-
veston to 35,000 from 165,000 1bs.;
Sabine Pass and Port Arthur to
23,000 pounds against 84,000, and
Port Lavaca and Palacios to 22,-
000 pounds in December, compared
to 66,000 the preceding month.

However, oyster production
climbed: at Galveston to 863 bar-
rels in December, against 391 bar-
rels in the prior month, but was
nowhere near comparable to the
2687 barrels that the waters in
that area produced in December,
1956. And the same thing held
good over around Sabine Pass and
Port Arthur. In 1956, that region
reported 6569 barrels, compared
to 637 barrels there in November
this year, and 185 barrels in De-
cember. Increased landing at Rock-
port, for the first time in ten
years or more, will not show up
in the market returns until next
month, as the crop did not start
in until after Christmas in any
appreciable quantities.

Finfish landings advanced
slightly. At Galveston and Free-
port, they dropped from 80,000 in
November to 72,000 pounds in
December, but at Port Lavaca and
Palacios they raised from 3,000
pounds to 12,000, and at Aransas
Pass, Rockport and Corpus Christi,

. AN ORDINANCE

-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE
CITY OF ROCKPORT, TEXAS,
REGULATING THE CONSTRUC-
TION OF IMPROVEMENTS ON
AND ABUTTING THE PUBLIC
RIGHT OF WAY; REGULATING
THE LOCATION OF DRIVE-
WAYS, SIDEWALKS AND AP-
PROACHES TO PRIVATE PROP-
ERTY FROM PUBLIC STREETS
OR ROADWAYS; PROVIDING
A PENALTY; AND CONTAIN-
ING A SAVINGS CLAUSE.

BE IT ORDAINED .BY THE
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
IF ROCKPORT, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. It shall be unlaw-
ful for any person, firm or corpo-
ration to construct, reconstruct,
alter, repair, remove or replace
any sidewalk, driveway or other
way, for the use of any character
of vehicle, on or across any side-
walk, parkway, or other space
between any public roadway or
right of way and any private
property without first securing
a permit from the City Clerk and
constructing said improvements in
accordance with the regulations set
forth in this ordinance, complying
with the regulations which may
be provided by any other ordinance
adopted by the City Council here-
tofore or hereafter, provided that
the approval of the City Council
on a plat approving specifications
for driveways shall constitute a
permit for a driveway complying
with the indicated specifications,
which permit shall be considered
valid for a period of three (3)
years from the date of the plat.

SECTION 2. Application for per-
mit shall be made in writing to
the City Clerk showing the loca-
tion of such proposed improve-
ments, together with a map, plat
or a sketch drawn to scale fully
describing the nature of the pro-
posed improvements and the lo-
cation thereof. In the event such
application complies with the re-
quirements and the regulation of
this ordinance, and such other
regulations concerning the mat-
ter as may be provided, a permit
shall be issued by the City Clerk
on the form established by the
said City Clerk.

SECTION 3. No driveway pro-
viding access from private prop-
erty to any public right of way
or roadway shall be constructed
unless a showing is made to the
satisfaction of the City Council
under Section 4, unless such ap-
proach and driveway shall be in
accordance with the following re-
quirements;

(a) No driveway shall have a
width measured along the bound-
ary line between the public right
of way and the private property
of more than thirty-five (35) feet,
except that, upon a showing under
the provisions of Section 4 here-
of, such driveway may not be in
excess of forty-five (45) feet in
width,

(b) Every driveway shall be so
designed and constructed as to
provide for a sidewalk having a
minimum width of five (5) feet
measured at right angles to the
boundary line between the public
right of way and the private
property. Such sidewalk shall be
constructed so as to have one edge
thereof in line with existing side-
walk, if there be one, and if there
be no existing sidewalk the side-
walk shall be so constructed as to
have one edge thereof coinciding
with the boundary line between
the public right of way and the pri-
vate property line, or in keeping
with the general practice estab-
lished by the existence of side-
walks on a majority of the prop-
erty within the block where the

driveway in question is to be
placed.
(¢) Except where the curb is

a roll type curb the curb return
on all driveways shall have a ra-
dius of not less than three (3)
feet and the point where the re-
turn falls tangent to the curb
shall be within the property lines
extended of the property which
the driveway is designed to serv-
ice.

(d) Sidewalks shall be construct-
ed at an elevation sc as to pro-
vide for a minimum of one-fourth
(%) inch per foot fall from the
edge of the sidewalk farthest
from the property line to the top
of the curb; provided that where
the established practice i the
block of the majority of the ex-
isting sidewalks, on the plat ap-
proved by the Zoning and Plan-
ning Commission for the subdi-
vision, providcs for a roll type
curb the sidewalk shall be con-
structed so as the edge fa _hest
from the property liue shall be
at t| same grade as the top of

(e) Where a ramp section of
the driveway is to be constmcted,
the ramp skall reach the grade
of the sidewalk at a di-tance of
not less than five {5) feet from

SECTION 4. Upon the showing
that unusual circumstances exist,
or that a need for a driveway of
greater width exists, or some var-
iance from the requirements set
forth in Section 3 should be made,
where such variances will not be
contrary to the public interest and
that literal enforcement of the
provisions of this ordinance will
result in unnecessary hardship,
said regulations may be varied
by approval of the City Council,
provided that in no instance shall
any driveway opening be ir excess
of forty-five (45) feet in width.
Any person, firm or corporation
requesting that the regulations
in Section be varied because of
unusual circumstances shall file
a written request therefor with,
the City Clerk, setting forth the
circumstances to show that literal
enforcement of the provisions of
this ordinance will result in un-

hardship.

SECTION 5. Any person, firm,
or corporation who shall violate
or fail to comply wtih any pro-
vision of this ordinance shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction shall be fined
not more than One Hundred
($100.00) Dollars. In case a cor-
poration is the violator of any
provision of this ordinance, each
officer, agent and/or employee in
any wise responsible for such vio-
lation thereof shall be individually
and severally liable for the pen-
alties herein prescribed.

SECTION 6. If for any reason
any section, paragraph, subdivi-
gion, clause, phrase or provision
of this ordinance shall be held in-
valid, it shall not affect any valid
provisions of this or any other
ordinance of the City of Rockport
to which these rules and regula-
tions relate. P

SECTION 7. This ordinance
shall be in force and effect after
its publication.

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New Shh Egg Law
In Effect Monday Will

, Aid Producers, Buyers

On Monday, February 17, of-
ficial enforcement of the new
egg law was inaugurated by the
Texas Department of Agriculture.
After that date, Texas was no
longer the only state in the Union
without legal protection for the
egg industry.

The new egg law is essentially
a grading and labeling act. Brief-
ly, it requires all eggs sold within
the state to be properly marked as
to its grade—and the eggs must
meet the specifications indicated
on the carton or crate whenever in-
spectors from the Department
makes one of their frequent spet-
checks at any level of the trade.

The end result of this new law
will benefit all persons connected
with the industry. The producer is
given an incentive to market high
quality eggs that bring a prem-
ium price. The better his eggs, the
more his profit and his good qual-
ity product will not have to com-

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Shrimping :lig Is
Spreading Widely

The double-rig trawling gear
for shrimp, invented by a Rock-
port fisherman a couple of years
ago, is spreading more and more
widely along the coast, as trawlers
in other sections of the U. S. have
an opportunity to see the method
and assess its advantages against
the old single-net trawl that has
been in use for so many years
along the Atlantic and Gulf coasts.

The basic idea, fishermen in
these parts say, is simple enough.
Two 40-foot trawls cost less than
one 80-footer, and if one is lost
on bad bottom, the boat can still
continue to fish and hasg suffered
no major financial loss. Further-
more, oldtimers along the coast
have always maintained that, foot
for foot, a 40-foot net caught more
shrimp than any larger one, pos-
sible because the bight in the lead
line was just right to herd shrimp
into the trawl until it was crowded
to overflowing.

Another theory is that water
resistance on two 40-foot trawls
is less than offered by an 80-footer,
because of the smaller twine, for
one reason, and that this allows
the vessel to make better speed
over the trawling ground, with
consequent increase in catches.
This has been borne out by prac-
tical observations on the Texas
coast, where about 85% of the
boats have changed over to this
rig, which is practically the first
major innovation in shrimp fish-
ing since the trawlers began to
catch the crustaceans.

On a single 80-foot net, ar. en-
gine will be slugging, they say,
while with two 404footers the
same engine will pick up 100 revo-
lutions a minute and never stutter.

The two-trawl net rigs are fish-
ed like over-sized try nets, one
from each boom, and on some
vessels they utilize a 40-foot flat
net, and for the other a 40-foot,
4-seam balloon trawl.

Booms are generally made of
heavy-duty pipe, 4% inches 0.D,,
with a wall thickness of from %
to % inch, and the ladder or rat-
lines usually found on the port
side are moved around and run
from the center of the transom to
the tip of the boom. The boom is
further firmed up by two stays
running from the tip of the boom
to the usual stays amidships. The
length wvaries, but it usually ap-
proaches 24 feet. In a vertical posi-
tion, the tip of the boom just about
reaches the mast crosstrees. Hori-
zontally, the boom topping lifts
are set so that the tip of the
boom is 10 to 12 feet off the wa-
ter in calm weather, to eliminate
dipping under in heavy seas.

Doors are of the conventional
type, six feet by 40 inches, and
are rigged with standard 3%-inch
chain. Special wide blocks are ob-
tained for handling the trawl
cables, and a three-drum winch is
equipped with an extra gypsy head
for handling tow lazy lines.

The usual 7/16 or %-inch trawl
cables are used, and each trawl is
fished with a single cable, with
the top drum of the winch serving
for the port trawl, the bottom
drum handles that on the star-
board, while the center drum is
reserved for the try net. Bridle
lengths vary between 15 and 25
fathoms.

Along this coast, shrimp fisher-
men have worked out two major
types of trawl blocks. One is a
manufactured model designed for
one-inch wire rope, with roller
bearings and good grease capa
city. The others are made from
15-inch automobile wheels cut
down and enclosed in a housing.
The wide, five-inch face of this
latter block handles such things
as bridles and thimbles without
trouble, and has good bearing and
grease characteristics,

nated entirely, by fishing the try
net off the starboard outrigger
boom from a block set inboard of
the trawl block. Or the davit can
be moved to the starboard quar-
ter. Generally the try net is fish-
ed on the long side.

One net is fished 25 fathoms
behind the other. The long net is
sct and paid out until the end
of the bridle passes through the
block; then the other, or short
net, is set, and both nels released
simultancously. When the desired
length of cable is paid out on both
nets, the winch is braked to a
stop and dogged off. Meanwhile
the vessel has been running on a
straight, auto-pilot course. The
nets are hauled simultaneously un-
til the short side doors come up
to the block; the crew picks up
the lazy line, using a long boat
hook. With lessened drag on the
short side the vessel turns away
from the long side, and this net’s
lazy line it secured in *‘he same
way. Tvo gypsy spools on a winch
are almost mandat~ry for this type
of fishing.

It appears that the *wo-trawl
system is more productive to both
owrar and crew alike. It involves

Council Approves
Rate Change On
Electricity Here

A new residential electric rate
schedule has been approved by the
Rockport city council.

B. T. Hardeman, Central Power
and Light Company manager, said
that the new rate schedule would
have no immediate effect upon the
great majority of residential elec-
tric customers. It reduces the cost
of service to customers who have
a load of 10 kilowatts or more,
and provides new, lower 1%-cent
and 1%-cent per kilowatt houfy
“steps” in the CPL rate schedule
which will benefit large-use cus-
tomers. Previous low “step” in
the CPL rate schedule has been
two cents per kilowatt hour.

The rate adjustment reduces the

-~

! price of electricity during the five

winter months to 1%-cents per"
kilowatt hour for all use in excess
of 1,000 kilowatt hours per month.
During the other seven months the
1'% -cent rate becomes effective at °
2,160 kilowatt hours of use per .
month or more, depending upon
the customer’s load. ¥

The new rate schedule also con-
tains a fuel cost adjustment
clause, which will cause the price
of eleetricity to all residential
customers to rise of fall according
to the price paid for fuel used in
CPL power plants. This clause
will have no effect upon rates
this year and probably not in 1959.
It is anticipated that an increase
of one-half of one percent will
vesult during 1960 for residential
customers. For today’s average
customer using 200 kilowatt hours
of electricity per month, this would
increase the monthlv bill by four
cents.

Although the new rate advan-
tages for large use and winter
use affect comparatively few cus-
tomers today, Hardeman pointed
out that electric service is doing
more jobs for more people every
day.

As people continue to live bet:
ter electrically, he said the new
rates would be an extra :nduce-
ment for electric space heating,
summer cooling and all-electric
living generally.

The CPL manager also explained
that under the new schedule, the
installation of a demand-type met-
er might possibly mean a reduction
in the size of the monthly bill,
while in the past, .his type of met-
er has sometimes caused an in-
crease,
