What It Teaches

WHY WE SING AND DO NOT
PLAY. Perhaps you have wonder-
ed many times why the Churches
of Christ do not use an organ or
piano or other mechanical instru-
ments of music in their worship.
We very often hear that question
asked. And it certainly is right
that you should ask such a ques-
tion; and that we should be able
to give a Bible answer to it.

But first let me say, It is not
because we do not love good in-
strumental music; for generally
speaking, we are all lovers of mu-
sic. Neither do we refuse to have
a piano or organ because we do
not have any one to play them;
for we have many people in the
Church of Christ that have a very
fine musical education.

Neither is it because we could
not buy an instrument of some
kind; for you know the dealers
will sell them for a $1 down, and a
$1 a week, or something like that.
But we are very sincere and con-
scientious when we tell you that
we do not use the instrument be-
cause it is unauthorized in Chris-
tian worship.

In the New Testament, which is
our Guide Book, we find many
passages that authorize, and com-
mand singing in worship to God:
for example, 1 Cor. 14:15, “What
is it then? I will pray with the
Spirit, and I will pray with the
understanding also.” Hence one
might as well pray mechanically
as to sing mechanically, And Eph.
=:19, “Speaking to yourselves in
psalms, and hymns and spiritual
songs, singing and making melody
in your heart to the Lord.” Here
singing is commanded, and the
melody. is made in the heart, and
not on the harp.

But, again, Col. 3:16, “Let the
word of Christ dwell in you richly
in all wisdom; teaching and ad-
monishing one another in psalms
and hymns and spiritual songs,
singing with grace in your hearts
to the Lord. And whatsoever ye
do in word or deed, do all in the
name of the Lord Jesus, giving
thanks to God and the Father by
Him.”

Churches of Christ respect the

{ed, and no more. Since there is not
