State Highway
Patrol Says Ne
More Patrolmen

In a conference Wednesday
night, Major Kent Odem and
Captain Herbert Weeks, of the
Corpus Christi office of the High-
way Patrol, told assembled of-
ficials from three towns that the
Patrol was undermanned, and that
they did not know when, if ever,
it would be possible to patrol the
highways between here and Corpus
Christi more thoroughly.

Explaining that the Corpus
Christi office handled a 39 county
district, from north of San An-
tonio to the Valley, and from
Uvalde to the Gulf, Odem said
that his division was at least 23
men short and that the men avail-
able must be distributed accord-
ing to accident frequencies and
traffic loads.

Even, said Odem, if he had all
23 men, there still wovldn’t be
enough to patrol the area as
heavily as most pople would like
to see it. For a long time, he said,
the State Highway Patrol had lost
men faster than it acquired them.

‘He stated that most of the
patrolmen did not like to work in
the Coastal Bend, and that they
asked for transfers elsewhere as
soon as openings occurred.

Captain Weeks said that it cost
approximately $10,000 or more to
train a patrolman and carry him
through the first six months, and
that every man lost to the de-
partment cost that, plus about
eight months in time. This included
he said, at least a month checking
on the man before he was sent
to school; approximately seven
weeks the embryo patrolman had
to spend in school, and the time
that he had to be placed with an
experienced patrolman to gain ex-
perience.

Neither officer gave the as-
sembly the slightest hope that a
permanent patrvol could be ex-
pected, now, or in the future.

Odem said that recently the de-

partment had been gaining a little
in man power, where previously
it had been losing, but that there
were so mauy places to put the
few men av-ilable that they must
be parceled out in the areas where
the heaviest traffic was to be
handled.

For instance, he said, the aver-
age number of vehicles per day,
over Highway 35 in this area was
only about 2170 cars a day; the
average in the Sinton area was
10,500 a day. Traffic fatalities
were low, and accidents were few
on Highway 35, deaths were high-
er and accidents worse in Nueces
County, hence the men were used
in that area first, making only
sporadic patrols in this area.

An interesting fact brought out
in the evening'’s conference was
that there was no Highway 35
patrol between Corpus Christi and
Bay City. Patrolmen from Victoria
and from Edna work back towards
the coast occasionally, Odem said,
just as they do from Corpus Chris-
ti, but in that 150 miles or so of
road there is no regular station.
A sub station at Port Lavaca had
been closed, the major said, be-
cause of lack of man power,

This lack was partially because
patrolmen could make more in in-
dustry than they could working
for the patrol, frequently bettering
their wages to the tune of $100
or $150 per month, and to the fa
that men enlisted elsewhere in the
state did not like to work in the
coastal country.

Cost of living along the coast
might have something to do with
it, he stated. but more than that,
a man raised in East Texas want-
ed to work in East Tex:s, and a
man from the Hill Country wanted
to be there.

Few men were enlisted from the
Coastal Bend, Odem said, and un-
til they were, this division of the
patrol would possibly continue to

be short handed.

Shermen Mundine Hos

Collection of Weapons

Sherman Mundine, during the
15 years he has been an Aransas
County deputy sheriff, has col-
lected enough knives, pistols,
pieces of chain, and blackjacks to
start a small hardware store.

“Now that tall one in the mid-
dle,” he said, “I took off a fellow
at Estes six or seven years ago,
that tried to kill himself. These
two big ones right together I
took off a couple of negro woiyen
that were fixin’ to have a knife
fight. They’d made some passes
at each other, but there wasn't
anyone hurt much.”

Mundine keeps all the knives
stuck in a board, and he started
his collection soon after he went
to work in January. 1943, when
the late Sheriff A. R. Curry was
elected. He hes served as jailer
and deputy ever since, both under
Curry and wunder the present
sheriff, A. C. Shivers.

Mundine’s roughest time came
about three or four years ago,
when he arrested a man all doped
up on some narcotic.

“I put him in the car,” the law
officer said, “and before I could
get started, he broke away and
jumped out. When I went around
the car to look for him, he jumped
me and I had an awful time getting
looge from him. But I finally got
him to jail.”

Mundine is now proprietor of a
brand-new, ultra-modern jail, built
a couple of years ago but, before
that, the local juzgado had been
built almost 756 years ago, and
was no great shakes from the se-
curity standpoint. Three or four
times prisoners tried to break out,
and once about four years ago
were well on their way to tunnel-
ing through the wall of soft brick
when Mundine heard them.

“I've never had much trouble
with prisoners, though,” he said,
“and we've had some pretty hard
cases.”

Six or seven years ago, a friend
of some of the prisoners got drunk
and decided that he'd just go down
to the jail and turn them loose.
He and Sherman tangled, and the
upshot of the hassle was that the
drunk wound up in a cell him-
self.

One of the knives in Mundine's
collection came from the old jail,
where a prisoner had hidden it.

“I knew he had it,” the deputy
said, “because one of the other
boys told me he did. I searched him
and searched the jail, because he
could have caused a lot of trouble
with it, but I never did find it
until after he'd served his sentence
and got out.”

Apparently when it comes to
manufacturing weapons, man’s in-
genuity knows ne bounds. A piece
of chain with a braided rope handle

came from some teenagers that

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were out to beat another one up
in a regstaurant. An efficient black-
jack has been made from the heavy
rubber insulation of a piece of big
electrical cable. And there are a
couple  of leather blackjacks, and
another piece of chain, as well as
a gun or two, and every sort of
knife imaginable, from tiny pen
knives to some that would almost
qualify as bayonets.

One of the oddest prisoners
Mundine has ever arrested was a
car thief.

“I'd heard over the radio that
a car had been stolen in Corpus
Christi. I was driving along be-
tween here and Aransas Pass wheu
I saw the car and took in after
it. 1 finally forced it off in the
ditch, and the driver, a boy so
small that you couldn’t hardly
see his head over the door, jumped
out on the other side and ran, and
I took in after him on foot. I
reckon I ran him almost a mile
before some fellows headed him
off.

“He wasn’'t any bigger than a
minute, but he sure could run, and
he about had me whipped out.”

 Physical education, music and arts
and crafts are taught adequately
in the 7th and 8th :

The committee found that the
schools in Aransas County ' show
a balance between required and
elective courses; also noted the
fact that our high school is a
member of the Southern Associa-
tion of Colleges and Secondary
Schools, which membership in this
regional accrediting association is
of value to Texas schools.

The committee found no voca-
tional courses open to boys,
therefore recommend that such
courses be offered for boys ac-
cording to their interests.

Recommend, that on the local
level, facilities be improved in the
home making department to in-
clude a living room, bath room,
bed room and dining.

Recommend that we make ap-
plication for two teacher wunits
(8 in each unit) for handicapped
children. (The administration has
already made such an application).
It is the responsibility of the local
district to provide education for
the handicapped child and the
state’s responsiblity to pay for
teacher units.

Recommend that Driver Educa-
tion be an elective course and that
students should be at least 15 years
old before taking it.

Recommend that the school in
this county provide adult educa-
tion programs when such a need
is shown and that the local dis-
trict provide facilities and the in-
dividuals pay instructional costs.

With reference to guidance and
health service in the county, the
committee finds both inadequate.
The improvements that can be
made at the State level to pro-
vide administrative, teaching and
special service personnel for
schools is that they lower the class
room teacher units so that small
schools can get the special service
personnel. The improvements that
can be made at the local level to
provide adequate administrative
personnel is to get secretarial
help; recommend that a Director
of Guidance and a school nurse
be obtained

Recommend the purchase of tape
recordings as needed.

The committee is of the opinion
that the schools are adequately
provided with libraries. We lack
staff, instructional material need-
ed to do effective work but recom-
mend that better utilization of the
rooms will make the needed in-
structional material on band,
available to all students.

The committee found that the
school lunch program is not satis-
factory, therefore, it recommends
that a cafeteria (or feeding fa-
cilities) be set up at each ele-
mentary school and that a trained
supervisor be obtained to run
them.

The committee recommends to
the state that there should be a
set way of offering courses all
over the state and in the same
order, so that students moving
from one area to another would
not have to drop courses already
started because of lack of offer-
ings. Locally, it recommends that
Mathematics be taught in the fol-
lowing order: 1-A. General Math;
1-B, Commercial Math; 2. Algebra
I; 3. Plane Geometry; 4. Al
gebra II and 5, Solid Geometry
and Trigonometry.

Recommend a better organized
program of Physical Education
that meets the needs of all stu-
dents. Divorce athletics from the
Physical Education program.

The teacher supply committee,
the Rev. A. Arnot Ward, chair-
man, offers the following observa-
tions and recommendations: find
some essential instruction and edu-
cational services not now offered
and recommend obtaining 1 Coun-
selor; 1 Health Nurse; 2 Music
Teachers, High School and Ele-
mentary; Special education, Ele-
mentary; 1 remedial teacher,

The present need for replace-
ment of teaching personnel by
1963 would be 38 additional teach-
ers, to meet a l.rger school en-
rollment, to replace teachers who
will leave the profession for any
reason and to meet future in-
strctional program and edueca-
tional service needs. Therefore
this committee recommends the
addition of another teacher in
the Language, Math, { lence and
Vocational Depar! nents.

Findings of the committee were
that there vere 69 teachers hired
in 5 years, 14 eaca year, for an
average turnover of 30 to 33%
each yea~,

Supply of good housing is lim-
ited and cort of living i« high
compared to some other areas of
the same approximate size.

Suggested improvement of hous-
ing situation: list suitable homes
with Chamber oi Commerce, also
superintendent of schools; en-
courage builders to plan a program
of home building that d be
attractive, and not too cost’ for
teachers.

How can we keep good teach-
ers? The recommends
better living conditions and an in-
crease in salaries by setting in-
-cnmont-wma- at $120 per year
instead of minimum of $564. In the
judgment of the county committee,
the teacher schedule es-
tablished by the State should in-
clude these features: $4,600 min-
imum salary, $7,500 maximum
salary. $120 annual increase for
holder of bachelor’s degree for
15 years; $120 annual increase
for holder of mater’s degree for
25 years.

Recommends better utilization
of present teaching staff by pro-
viding teacher helpers or clerical
assistance to perform routine
tasks.

Recommends that a program of
financial aid be set up to enable
teachers to do additional work
on degrees during the summer.

The construction sub-committee,
W. E. Beasley, chairman, reports
that it finds present facilities
adequate and will be adequate
through 1963, unless changing in
curriculum involving vocational
courses might require four (4)
additional rooms, or the conver-
gion of the present bus garage
to vocational class rooms and pro-
vide facilties for bus storage un-
der the present football stadium,
or by floating bonds.

The report of the Finance sub-
committee, James H. Sorenson,
Jr., chairman, shows that the tax
rate is, for maintenance, $1.10
for bonds, $0.40, the maximum
that could be levied for school
purposes at this time. The present
tax limitations should not be in-
creased, neither should they be
remcved at the present time.

Ninety-Eight and eight-tenths
(98.8%) percent of the taxes
levied were collected. There is
only one district in the county.

Present methods of establishing
property tax valuations for school
purposes could be improved upon.
Methods are being improved upon
and in time can be made equitable
in most instances.

The per pupil cost for the op-
eration of the district is $260.73.
The construction cost per pupil
was $937.50.

Grapevine To Undergo
An Overhaul, Says FCC

The grapevine on the Texas
Coast is about to undergo an over-
haul, according to a recent release
by the Federal Communciations
Commission, which says that if
shrimp boat captains want to use
profane and indecent language
over the air, they’re going to have
to pay for the privilege—as much
as $500 per cuss word!

During 1955, 1956 and 1957,
FCC engineers, working in co-
operation with the FBI and the
U. S. Coast Guard, have identified
a number of shrimpers who have
used such language over their
radios, and five of them have been
charged in Federal courts, with a
number of other cases pending.

The foul language used by many
shrimpers, and their constant
cluttering of the airways with
trivial talk, possip, and even dirty
stories have long been severely
criticized, but it is only within
the last few years that anything
concrete has been done about it.

The offense is considered ex-
ceedingly serious, because many
shrimpers’ families listen to the
shrimpers’ radio at home, and
passengers on sport fishing boats
and yachts can usually hear such
communcations coming in over the
receiver on board.

Four of the captains that have
been charged have pleaded guilty,
and two of them have been sen-
tenced to two years probation.
and one of them had to pay a $500
fine.

The next phase of the FCC drive
to enforce proper use of radios
by shrimpers and other boats will
stab at another good old custom.
Visiting and idle yakking are going
to stop, the FCC says, on the work-
ing frequencies of 2638, 2738 and
2830 kilocycles. In order for one
boat to call another on one of
these frequencies, a pre-arranged
schedule must be made and evi-
dence of this must be shown over
the air.

The rest of the time any radio
equipment is in use, it must be
turned to the distress frequency,
to watch out for boats that may
be in trouble.

The FCC says that the use of
the radio on board for pleasure
or personal amusement must be
stopped.

For guidance of shrimpers and
other boat operators that want to
stay out of trouble, the FCC says
that the station license must be
posted prominently, and the trans-
mitter must not be turned on

permit. Licenses cannot be trans-
ferred, they say, so the man that
wants to keep using his radio
should renew them before they
expire.

The receiver should be turned
to 2182 kilocycles for distress
calls; a log must be kept of all
radio conversations; the call sign
must be given clearly at the be-
ginning and end of each trans-
mission, Conversation with another
ship should not last over five
minutes. Say only what is neces-
sary and sign off, so someone else
can use the air.

Swearing and use of indecent
language over the radio is a crim-
inal offense.
