J. Carroll Weaver, contractor,
submitted the low bid of $81,-
940.50 on the project. Construction
of a flexible base shoulder and
asphaltic concrete widening, from
Lady Clare Street in Rockport to
the south end of Copano Bay
Causeway, is expected to take 100
working days, Foster said, when
contacted at his Corpus Christi
office.

Yoes will be in active charge of
this project as well as of that
on the business route if it even-
tually goes through.

Immediate action to construct
the proposed Diablo Dam at Del
Roi was demanded yesterday by
the South Texas Chamber of
Commerce in 32nd annual conven-
tion.

A resolution adopted by the or-
ganization .declared that Falcon
Dam dumped $31.5 million worth
of irrigation water into the Gulf
of Mexico during the recent floods
on the Rio Grande. The estimate
was based on figures furnished by
the International Boundary and
Water Commission showing that
1.7 million acre feet of water
valued at $22 per acre foot flowed
downstream unused.

The resolution stated that Di-
ablo Dam could have held the lost
water and is needed te prevent
such a “disastrous flood every four
yvears.”

In other action South Texas
Chamber directors recommended
against passage of a state con-
stitutional amendment to provide
increased salaries for Texas leg-
islators and annual sessions of
the legislature. During discussion

The Texas shrimp catch is off
l1’01' the first eight months of :his
' year, totaling 22,980,000 pounds of
4talls, according to '~ test U. S. Fish
.and Wildliie figures. This is a
drop of 1,651,000 pounds over the
same' period a. year ago.

The Freeport area reported a
slight rise in August, frc.a Is-
/803,000 pounds in July, te 1,869~
000 pounds;. but the Aransas Pass-
Corpus Christi area, although sec-
ond in total production as it was
in July, nevertheless produced
about 320,000 pounds less than im
that month. The August total' was
only 1,356,000 pounds.

Third place went to Brownsville,
as it did in July, although here,
too, there was a slight drop, to
1,007,000 pounds, or 45,000 pounds
less than im July:

Port Isabel dropped to 687,000
pounds in August, against 754,000
pounds in July; Galveston jumped
36,000 pounds to a total of 539,-
000. Port Lavaca and Palacios
also showed a rise in August to
259,000 pounds compared to 133,-
000 the month before, and Rock-
port reported an August catch of
251,000 pounds, or 47,000 more
than in July.

Galveston and Freeport checked
in with 76,000 pounds of fish,
mostly red snapper, as opposed
to 69,000 in July; Port Isabel
caught 4,000 pounds of finfish in
August, or 1,000 pounds less than
in July.

August landings of blue crabs
in the Galveston-Freeport area
amounted to 3,000 pounds; in Port
Lavaca-Palacios 22,000 pounds
were reported. The combined total
was 13,000 pounds less than the
July catch. From these catches,
Galveston produced 400 pounds of
crab meat; Port Lavaca-Palacios
produced 2,800 pounds.

| Ducks alld Geese Arriving

Early on Texas Coast

AUSTIN—Ducks and geese are
arriving on the Texas coast now
in great numbers, according to
the director of law enforcement of
the Game & Fish Commission.

“Wardens all along the coast
are reporting heavy night move-
“They
expect about Oct. 20 the heaviest

movement will be over and the

ducks and geese will setile down
to living in their winter home.”
Many South Texans have re-
ported flights of geese over their
houses during the night hours. Al-

.though some Canadas and White-

fronts have arrived, most of the
geese now on the coast are snows

.and blues. The early duck move-

ment consisted mostly of teal, pin-
tails, and spoon bills. Mallards,
canvas backs and red heads are
now beginning to move in, how-
ever.

Food conditions are excellent on
the coast, according to Harold
Irby, waterfowl biologist. He plans
to make an aerial check of the
total coastal population in the near
future. In the meantime, J. R.
Singleton, another waterfowl bi-
ologist, is making plans for the
development of the marshland re-
cently bought near Port Arthur.
