Heldenfels Bros. is the contractor
and the contract for $108,413.

3. On Loop 70 in Rockport be-
tween State Highway 35 and Tray-
lor Avenue, 2.3 miles of grading,
structures, flexible base and hot-
mix asphaltic concrete pavement.
Heldenfels Brothers is the contrac-
tor and the contract for $279,100.

Two future projects have been
scheduled for the county involving
21.4 miles of highway work at an
estimated contract cost of $712,000.
The state and the county will share
equally the cost of the necessary
right-of-way on project No. 1.

These future projects are as fol-
lows:

1. State 35, from the Refugio
County line to the Copano Bay
Causeway, 12.1 wiles grading, ad-
ditional base, and surfacing at an
estimated cost of $400,000.

school and the county.

Each unit of property would be
valued by skilled appraisers,
Vaughan said, and the 100% value
figured from a basie schedule. This
took into account land values, type
of building construction, depreci-

ation, age, condition and all other
things necessary to arrive at the
true worth.

Improvements were valued sep-
arately from the land, he contin-
ued, although listed on the same
data sheet. The square footage of
these improvements is then multi-
plied by the basic rate for this
type of building, and adjusted for
condition and other factors.

Judge Wendell said that it was
highly important that school, city
and county value all property
equally for justice in allocating the
tax load, and that such a survey
was the best method of doing this.

Vaughan - emphasized the need
for all three tax agencies to work
in harmony.

In reply to a question from city
secretary Mrs. Jean Tuer, Vaugh-
an said that such a survey prob-
ably wouldn’t have to be repeated
for at least five years, unless prop-
erty values suffered an astound-
ing jump.

W. B. Allen pointed out that if
assessors for the various tax agen-
cies kept the survey up to date,
such a resurvey could probably be
put off even longer.

Vaughan agreed, but stressed
the fact that all three equaliza-
tion boards should meet as one
body, to avoid conflicts in assess-
ments.

In answer to a question by school
board member Shelley Roaten,
Vaughan said that a survey of
boats would probably have to be
made separately, as it required a
different approach.

After a short caucus, the school
board agreed to go along with the
program, passing a resolution to
agree with one from the comnmis-
sioners’ court, and Judge Wendeli
and Superintendent J. D. Gray, of
the school system, were authcriz-
ed to contact other 'survey firms
and to give them a chance to bid
