Formulates Rules
For Safety Here

of safety tips for skiiers, for dis-
tribution to them and to boatirg
enthusiasts, the club laid plans for
erection of a “Safe Procedure”
sign at the new quadruple launch-
ing ramp which is part of the
newly completed Little Bay proj-
ect.

Good and safe procedures en-
dorsed by the local ¢lub are as
follows:

Stay away from fishermen,
swimmers and people wading.
Have an extra person in any boat
towing a skier to watch the person
on skis, or, if this is not possible,
at least a rear view mirror.

Learn and use hand signals be-
tween skier and boat operator.
Run parallel to shore and come
in slowly when landing. Stop ‘the
motor when a skier is being as-
sisted into the boat. Ski counter-
clockwise. Turn out of the pattern
with the boat when the skier is
lost. Never back up to a skier in
the water—make a cirecle.

Glance at the rear view mirror
as often as is possible when thqre
are no imminent hazards ahead.
Don’t pull skiers when there is
traffic. Don’t pull a skier in less
than five feet of water. Over eight
feet is better. Maay serious acci-
dents to skiers come from falls
in shallow water. Keep boat pas-
sengers off decks and gunwales.
When a gkier falls, find out at
once if he ig O. K. If he is, return
at idling speed. Don’t follow an-
other skier too closely. Always
have an extra life jacket or tube
handy for the skier.

Sevel.lty-five percent of those
answering wanted home mail de-
livery, the postmaster said, but
postal inspectors who have been
working on the project have stated
that responses must be obtained
from about four-fifths of all peo-
ple receiving mail in the proposed
delivery area.

Mrs. Mary Juergens, manager of
the Chamber, told directors that
she, the postmaster, CPL man
Cecil Cole, City Secretary Jeane
Tuex_' qnd others had aided in the
pre_hmmary work of mapping the
delivery routes. She urged that
everything possible be done to
push the project, which, she said,
is a healthy gign of the city’s
growth,

'The boundaries of the district
will reach to King Street on the
squth, Aransas Bay on the east,
Highway 35 on the west, and the
present city limits on the north.

The first unit of Little Bay
Shores, just north of the city, will
pot receive mail delivery unless it
Is annexed by Rockport, Post-
master Simmong said.

If mail delivery is begun, Sim-
mons stated, it will require the
services of two men. One, in the
more thickly populated section in
the center of town will walk nine
miles a day delivering six days a
wee:k, except that there will be no
delivery on holidays and Sundays.

The other, working from a right
hand drive truck, will cover the
outlying residential districts, where
al! mail boxes will have to be
placed on the curb for easy access.

There will be one mail delivery
a day, Simmons explained, as af-
ternoon mail gets in too late tc be
put out the same day. However,
any box holder who wishes to do
80 may retain h.s box. This does
not mean, he said, that mail would
be delivered to the house during
the week and put in the box Sun-
days and holidays. It simply meang
that mail addressed to the house
will be delivered to the nouse, and
that mail addressed to the box will
be placed in it.

Nor will firms issuing lots of
bills be able to operate as they
have done in the past.

“The days of dumping letters in
the slot addressed to Joe Blow,
City, will be over,” Simmons
stated. “If Joe Blow’s full address
isn’t on the letter, it will be re-
turned to the sender. And all let-
ters will cost four cents instead of
three.”

Directors, after listening to
Simmons, decided that they would
make a walking campaign to con-
tact everyone receiving mail of
the area that will be served by
the carriers, asking people to ex-
press themselves on the project.

As one of them said:

“If we miss this chance, we may
not get another for a long time,
and then we’d be very unhappy,
because we 4o need mail delivery,
and will need it more and more as
our population continues to sky-
rocket.”

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IT'S THE LAW

No Will? Who Inherits Property?
What will happen if you should
die without executing a legal and
proper will? Who will inherit your
property? Your husband, wife,
mother, father, children -your
wife’s relatives? The best way you
can say who will have it is to
provide a will which wil' protect
your rightful beneficiaries and
dispose of your property in ac-
cordance with your wishes.

When a deceased has no will, or
dies “intestate” as the law calls
it, the property of that person is
distributed according to a detailed
formula fixed by law. In some
cases this may be the way you
yourself would divide it—but in
many cases it is not.

The provisions of the law con-
cerning the distribution of the
property of a person who dies
without » will are rather com-
plicated, and all of the possibilities
cannot be covered by a general
statement.

There are different rules for
real estate and for personal
property, for community property
and for separate property, for
homestead property and for all of
the many possible combinations of
surviving relatives. Each situation
must be carefully studied to de-
termine the correct distribution of

the property.
For example, here is a general
jdea of how the community

property which you and your
spouse have accumulated will be
divided if you do not make a will
prior to your death,

If your husband or wife sur-
vives and there are no children,
the surviving spouse receives all
of the property.

If, in addition, there are sur-
viving children or descendants of
deceased children, they would di-
vide one-half of the property, while
the surviving spouse would receive
the o.her one-half.

Of course, grandchildren do not
ghare in the estate unless their
parent who would inherit is de.
ceased. And when descendants of
prviously deceased children do in-
herit, they receive only the portion
that the child would have received,
regardless of the number of such
descendants.

An odd note, perhaps, is thai
the survivinrg spouse already owns
one-half of the community estate
prior to your death, and the law
adds nothing to this share where
there are children surviving.

When there are only children and
their descendants surviving, they
divide the entire community estate
between them.

Above is a drawing of the new
traffic interchange for Loop 70,
the Highway 35 Business Route,
where it ties back in with High-
way 35 at the north end of town,
opposite the T. Noah Smith home
and the southern end of the Little
Bay project. Traffic islands will
help channelize traffic in front of
the Smith home, and making it im-
possible for cars to cut acrosg the
stream of automobiles that flow
past the corner. Between the old
portion of Highway 85 and the
new portion of the interchange,
which runs along Little Bay, there
will be wide- grassy parkways, and’
these will be crossed at Laurel,
Nopal, Orleans and Sabinal streets
by short interchanges which will
allow cars bound in either direction
to make U-turns or to cross traf-
fic at right angles. In time, ac-
cording to M. G. Yoes, resident
highway engineer from Corpus
Christi, the portion of the inter-
change that runs along Little Bay
will be lengthened and will become
part of a four-lane system reach-
ing to Copano Causeway.

Scrap metal was much needed
a’ the beginning of World War 1I
and the City of Corpus Christi
patriotically. offered its old bell—
a thousand pcunds of badly-needed
metal-—to help assuage the de-
mand.

However, instead of being melted
into scrap, the bell wag accepted
by the U.S.S. Houston as a gift,
hung on the ship’s deck, and in-
ducted into the Navy when the
cruiser was chistened at Newport
News June 19, 1943,

But probably no story of its
adventures since it was founded by
Meneeley and Kimberly in New
York, im 1873, would prové more
interesting than the sprightly litt'e
tale about its part in a 1910 ro-
mance.

The municipal bell tower stood
n a gmall plaza at the foot of
the bluff in the old days. Just
across Schatzel Street, according
to Corpus Christi historian Sister
Xavier, was the office of Dr. G. W.
Gregory, city physiican, which
faced the tower.

Dr. Gregory, a widower, had one
curious habit. Each day, his sons
noticed, he left his pills and pre-
scriptions for a time, picked up a
newspaper, and went to his front
door were he pretended to read.

Boy-like, their curiosity was
aroused, and the pair of them set
their heads together to discover
the attraction.

This turned out to be a milliner
in a nearby department store.
Tall, stylish and auburn-haired, she
passed the doctor’s office each
noon during the week, shortly after
the bell signalled city employees
that it was time for lunch.

Not knowing her name, the two4
youths began to call the lady
“Bell” and to tease their father.

“Hurry, Dad here comes Bell.”

Eventually they learned that the
lady was from Montgomery, Ala-
bama, Cradle of the Confederacy,
and from that day on she was
“Dixie, Bell” to the boys.

Finally, the doctor surprised his
sons. Calling them into his office,
he said:

“Dixie Bell is now a Texas Belle.
Boys, meet your new mother!”

Mrs. Hinton, in telling the story,
said:

“Our family have laughed many
times about this. My pappy wasn’t
as sly as he thought. The boys
really gave him a time.”

Mrs. Gregory just smiles about
it.
