Tennis Courts,
Ball Diamond

The athletic plant of Aransas
County High “chool is beirg en-
larged. _

The trustees, at their regular
meeting, accepted the low bid of
$3920 made by Eugene Everett for

two regulation cement tennis
courts, and another low bid of
$838, made by the Hurricane

Fence Company of Corpus Christi,
for the necessary fencing.

The two courts, which will be
separated by a narrow grass plot,
are now under construction on the
grounds opposite the high school
gymnasium, and will be ready for
use very shortly, according to J. D.
Gray, superintendent of the school
system.

In addition, Gray said, he had
been instructed by the trustees to
ask for bids .on construction and
fencing a baseball diamond to the
west of the present high school
garages, or the northwest corner
of the high school campus.

Coaches Melvin Borchert, Dave
Segler, and trustees Charles Roe,
Jr., and Harry Wilson, looked the
area over this week, and measured
it to gsee whether it was large
enough. Gray, who was out of
town over the weekend, attending
a meeting in Freeport, had also
examined it, and said that it was
adequate.

A report on this will be made
to the board at its next regular
meeting in August, the superin-
tendent said.

The trustees also authorized
Gray to advertise the old gym-
nasium at Rockport Elementary
School for sale and to buy a
double-unit stack oven to be used
in the school cafeteria, at a cost
of $750.

Trustees also discussed the pos-
sibility of public use of the tennis
courts and ball diamonds when
they are not needed by the school.
They also tentatively explored the
possibility of a swimming pool at
the school within a year of so,
but no action was taken.

WAGE REPORTS
FOR HOUSEHOLD
WORKERS DUE NOW

Employers of household work-
ers are reminded by Arthur L.
Finck, Jr., assistant district man-
ager of the Corpus Christi social
security office that the time is
now for reporting the wages and
paying the social security taxes
for their domestic employees. The
report for the second calendar
quarter—April, May, and June—
must be filed by July 31.

Household workers include yard-
men, baby sitters, companions and
practical nurses, as well as house-
keepers, cooks, and maids, Finck
poinied out.

Each employee who is paid $50
or more cash wages for work in
a private home during a calendar
quarter must be included in the
report. The employee must be re-
ported by name, social security ac-
count number, and the amount of
cash wages paid. The employee’s
tax is 2% 9% and the employer’s
share is 2% %, a total of 5% of
the wages paid.

The wage reports serve as the
base for determining how much
social security insurance may be
payable, in older years or after
a worker dies. It is important that
the reports be prepared properly
and on time.

Finck explained that proper re-
porting not only saves time and
money for the employer and the
Social Security Administration by
preventing investigations, but also
avoids delay in the payment of
benefits upon ‘he death or retire-
ment of the worker. Most investi
gations result from thL: failure of
householders ‘to recognize that
regular cash payments of as little
as $4 a weck to part-time maids
and yardmen must be reported.

Local Teachers to
Attend Radiation

School in New York

In line with its policy of placing
greater emphasis than ever on
academic subjects, the
County Independent School gystem
will soon have two teachers who
have qualified as radiological de-
fense instructors, capable of train-
ing others in radiological moni-
toring.

E. G. Brooks and Pat Gilpin will
leave Rockport on August 14 to
attend a school at the Eastern
Instructor Training Center of the
Office of Civil and Defense Mobil-
ization, where they will learn the
necessity and magnitude of radio-
logical defense and soak up the
necessary background in basic
concepts of nuclear science for un-
derstanding radiological defense
responsibilities.

They will also become acquainted
with the principles and types of
radiological instruments and as-
sociated equipment used by radio-
logical defense monitors, and will
acquire the necessary technical
skills to enable them to train
others as monitors.

Gilpin, when telling of the proj-
ect, said:

“Both Mr. Brooks and I consider
this of prime iniportance. It has
always been a fundamental tenet
of American education to include
those concepts and facts that
would best prepare our youth for
their adult responsibilities. This
inclusion of the study of atomic
radiation and the use of radioiso-
topes in science, agriculture and
industry is but another instance
demonstrating that we, as edu-
cators, meet our own responsibili-
ties.”

Brooks and Gilpin are instruct-
ors in the Aransas County High
School and Brooks has only re-
cently returned from summer
school in biology at the University
of Colorado, for which he received
a grant from the National Science
Institute.

The trustes of the Aransas
County School system voted to pay
the expense of both men in order
that they could attend the atomic
radiation school.

In response to requests received
at the local office from time to
time, Frceman has placed direc-
tories from New York, Washing-
ton and Chicago here, for use as
a ready directory of manufacturers
and other services in those areas,
as well as listing the telephone
numbers of some 20 million people.

The New York area is divided
into seven: Manhattan, Queens,
Brooklyn, Bronx, Staten Island,
Southern Westchester and Nassau
County, and while some of these
exchanges are little ones, about the
size of the Corpus Christi direc-
tory, the one from Manhattan is
about 1200 pages or a little more
long, while the yellow pages for
the same exchange total up to no
less than 2008 pages.

In the same tome, if you're seek-
ing perfume and cosmetics, there
are hundreds of manufacturers of
these necessary articles as well as
corsets, crackers, door closers, dust
and fume collecting systems, em-
ployment agents, flag manufac-
turers and plants that make zip-
pers.

To those of us who used to
consider the Sears and Roebuck
catalogue the ne plus ultra in
reading matter on long winter
eveninyxs, it is hard to conceive the
nvmber of services that are of-
fered and the goods that are manu-
factured.

The ubiquitous yellow pages list
practically’ everything from X-ray
machinery, yachts, psychiatrists,
writers, wringer rolls, tuck point-
ers and building cleanerg to loan
sharks and financ'crs of all sorts.

If a masquerade costume is
nceded, turn to the yellow pages;
if you're seeting a church there
are thousands of them listed, from
African Episcopal and the Apos-
tolic Church of God on tkrough
the Midwrst Buddhist Church and
Mohammad’s Temple of Islam No.

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Harry Carter
Keeps Promise

Mr. Harry Carter, who left last
week fc~ New Orleans, where he
ook a tramp steamer, the S. S.
Hastings, of the Waterman Steam-
ship Line, has kept his promise.

Remmembering how many people
read his letters several years ago
when he returned to Europe, the
Pilot asked Harry to write gome
more, and he has.

On a card he dropped in New
Orleans, he said he was doing a
little reciprocal visiting, going to
see the Rector of St. Anna’s Epis-
copal, who spent last August in
Rockport, and preached one Sun-
day at St. Peter’s.

Later Harry went on to see Mr.
and Mrs. W. H. Williams. Mrs.
Williams is a sister of Mrs. J. H,
Sutherland and was a visitor in
Rockport two weeks ago.

Harry finally left on the Hast-
ings last Monday, and while en
route to Panama City, Florida,
wrote something about the present
trip, as far as it has gone, and
about another one he made on a
cattle boat many, many years ago.
Both these letters he mailed at
Panama City, where the Hastings
stopped for a ghort time.

They read as follows:

New Orleans, La.

This is the “S. S. Hastings,”
bound for Panama City, Fla., Nor-
folk, Va., and London, England.
Her flag is the black “W” on a
white diamond on a blue field, the
house flag of the Waterman Line.

From the Orange Street wharf
alongside, a seemingly endless sup-
ply of huge crates is being hauled,
to be grabbed by crane hooks and
deposited in the cavernous depths
of the hold.

The ship sails at midnight, not
far off now, and already some
hatches are closed.

My last trip on a freighter was
in May, 1926, aboard the S. S.
Machester Importer, a ship of the
Furness-Withy Line, sailing from
Montreal to Manchester, England,
with 520 head of Canadian West-
ern cattle.

The fee was five dollars for the
round trip. Actually we 11 cattle-
men were members of the crew
entitled to receive 10 ghillings as
wages. This vast sum we never
were paid, the five dollars repre-
senting the shipper’s fee.

I was one of a team of three
whose duty it was to feed and
water 180 steers. Our first assign-
ment proved the most difficult
one. There they stood, mooning

and mooing behind the raily with
ropes around their necks. Our job
was to catch the unattached end
of the rope and tie it to the rail.

|'We discovered that this process

took time, patience and watchful-
ness.

The day’s work ctarted at 6 a.m.
and finished at 6:30 p.m. with
welcome intervals. The meals were
definitely uninteresting, consisting
almost entirely of beef stew and
potatoes, bread, margarine and tea.
Our only enjoyable 1.:al was the
daily oné “on the house.” Most of
the fellows found time to peel
potatoes for the cook—an endless
tagk in the circumstances. As a
reward we went to the galley
about 10:00 p.m. for two loaves
of ship’s bread that constituted
the basis of a late snack in the
fo-csle where we lived.

As the ship approached Liver-
pool we were busy hauling on
ropes to bring all surplus hay and
oats up to the deck. On the 14th
day out of Montreal we entered
the Manchester Ship Canal
Springtime was late that year in
Montreal and when the Manchester
Importer steamed down the St.
Lawrence river not a tree on the
banks was in lealf.

It was therefore delightful to
stretch out comfortablv on bales
of hay as the ship slid quietly
through .the canal and to watch
the passing panorama of vivid
green that forms the background
of the English countryside in May.
But this is July 16, 1959.

"It is now five minutes before
midnight, the cargo is aboard, like-
wise the eight passengers.

A brightly illumined tug has
pulled up alongside the “Hastings”
and, without fanfare or farewells
from the wharfside, the 10,000-ton
freighter inches slowly out to the
channel.

The tall booms on the foredeck
briefly eclipse the clear-faced
moon as they pass by.

“Casey! lower the boom ”

* w .

Mr. Carter continued the next
day:

Only seven cattlemen boarded
the ship at Manchester for the
return trip to Montreal, thus giv-
ing us all more room in the
fo-csle.

The cargo this time consisted of
machinery and salt and so we were
at liberty. However, the cook sug-
gested that we might get bored,
so he graciously presented us daily
with a bucket full of potatoes to
feel.

A coal strike was on in England
at the time necessitating the ship
taking on coal in Holland.

On our arrival sume days later

off the Hook of Holland we found
26 other ships waiting to coal.
Four days later we steamed past
the Dykes up :the River Moas and
anchored four miles from Rotter-
dam.

The scenery along the river bank
was delightful. Straight, level tree-
lined road, low, well cultivated
fields, boundes’! by ditches, neat,
clean houses, well kept gardens.

The friendliness and hospitality
of the Hollanders we met was won-
derful. Our party, numbering 17,
soon found ourselves sitting around
on the porch of a villager’s home
drinking tea.

Our host then let ug loose in his
garden to gather berries. This is
the kind of incident one likes to
recall and to record; it represents
the true spirit of United Nations.

Halfway across the Atlantic on
the return journey engine trouble
developed and speed was reduced
to seven knots. Shortly thereafter
an order appeared on the notice
board, “No fresh water to be used
except for drinking purposes ”
This meant that we would now
have to wash and shave in salt
water.

Amongst the seven men in our
group only one possessed shaving
soap that could adequately meet
this gituation, wherefore his supply
was soon exhausted. It would not
be polite to name the brand.

To add to the captain’s troubles
the ship then spent two days en-
veloped in fog in the region of
the Grand Banks of Newfoundland.
Several times the fog thinned out
with a vain promise of clearing
only to close in again more densely
than ever. On one of these exas-
perating occasions a sizeable ice-
berg fragment loomed up menac-
ingly, not far away, to be shortly
swallowed by the mist.

Eventually in brilliant sunshine
we entered the Gulf of St. Law-
rence and the great river where
at Farther Point the pilot came
aboard.

That night, lying in our bunks,
we heard the pacing of the lookout
man overhead. His periodical shout
to the bridge, “Lights are bright,
Sir ¥ and the fainter response
from the officer on duty there
were the last sounds we heard be-
fore sleep claimed us.

On the 24th day after leaving
England the “Manchester Im-
porter” docked at Montreal.

Presumably one cannot say “A
good time was had by all.” Yet, I
am sure it was for some of those
aboard.

After all, what kind of a sea
voyage could one expect for the
sum of five dollars?

of Rockport) all provided valuable
information from their respective
family papers.”

As a service to those who are
interested in such histories, the
Pilot will publish the entire com-
pilation, which runs to almost a
hundred double-typed pages of
manuscript.

El Copano are so interwoven that
to trace one it is necessary to
discuss the other. This coastal area

was vital, economically and mili-/

tarily, to colonization and devel-
opment of Texas as a Republic and,
later, a State, as one of the United
States of America. As late as 1865,
the three keys to military and
economic control of Texas were El
Copano, Goliad (La Bahia) and
the Alamo.

This coastal section was part of
Refugio County, one of the 23
original precincts or counties of
the Republic of Texas, and one
of the two hundred and fifty-four
present counties of the State of
Texas. The territorial limits of the
original precinct and county of
Refugio were co-extensive with
those of the Power and Hewetson
Irish Colony; That is, they com-
prised the 10 litoral leagues of
Texas between the Nueces River
and the Coleto Creek—Guadalupe
River, and included Mustang, St.
Joseph’s, and probably Matagorda
Islands, with intermediate islands,
igslets and shell banks.

The area of the original Tounty
of Refugio has been from time
to time reduced until at the pres-
ent the county embraces an area
of only 740 square miles, or about
one quarter of its initial area;
portions of presemnt Calhoun, San
Patricio, Victoria, Bee, Goliad and
Nueces Counties being made up of
portions of the original County of
Refugio. The final separation of
territory from Refugio occurred on
September 18, 1871, when Aransas
was created exclusively from Re-
fugio County.

During the colonization period,
there were two principal ap-
proaches to the territory of Texas,
from the seaward, via Paso Caballo
and Aransas Pass. There was a
third approach, through Cedar
Bayou, but this seems to have
been monopolized by the redoubt-
able pirate, Jean LaFitte. The two
commonly used passages were
deemed of vital military import-
ance to the powers controlling the
entire mainland. The Spanish and
Mexicans had garrison on the three
islands at divers times, and the
confederacy strongly fortified both
of the passes. At the south end
of St. Joseph’s Island was the
confederate fortified position
known as Camp Semmes. It was
not far from LaFitte’s old Buc-
caneer Fort. The Spanish and
Mexicans had an ancient fort,
Aranazu, on Live Oak Point,
guarding the entrance to Copano
Bay. Many historical landmarks
are still in evidence in the coastal
area. On the northwesterly shore
of Copano Bay, on the Simon
Miller Survey was the home of
Joseph E. Plummer. The ruins
of this old shell-concrete house and
cistern are now crumbling into the
bay. Back from the bay are the
Plummer burial grounds.

About a mile farther down the
hard sand beach is the site of the
old town of Copano, founded by
Colonel James Power. The piles
of the old wharf can be seen pro-
jecting out of the bay. On the
bluff, overgrown by brush are the
ruins of several shell-concrete
buildings which formerly consti-
tuted the town.

About three-quarters of a mile
down the beach is Power’s Point,
from which the celebrated Crescent
Shell Reef projects into the bay.
At this point was the famous El
Copano Landing, scene of many

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events in the history of Texas.

On the bluff at the point was
the noted Copano House, the old
Mexican Customhouse mentioned
in numerous depositions.

Above Hynes Spring, on the
north side of Mission River, is
packery Flats, the site of one of
the numerous hide and tallow fac-
tories of the Reconstruction. St.
Mary’s, founded by Joseph F.
Smith, was at one time the nomin-
al county seat of Refugio County.

About two miles below old St.
Marys is the village of Bayside,
perched upon the high bluff. The
commanding landmark here is the
gigantic two and a half story, flat
deck roofed house built by one of
the earliest cattle Kings, Major
John Howland Woed, and head-
quarters of his famous Bonnie
View Ranch and other ranching
operations of Major Wood and his
children, which covered over a
million acres in the counties of
Calhoun, Jackson, Refugio, Aran-
sas, Victoria, Bee, San Patricio
and Golid. Bayside is referred to
as being &7 Black Point, a landing
place dating back to Spanish times,
where the fabulous Welder family
landed in May 1936. Wood was
one of the developers of St. Marys
and a founder of the present Rock-
port.

Across from Black Point is
Egery’s Island, over which crossed
the old causeway to Live Oak
Peninsula, on the old road to
Rockport. This island was the or-
iginal home of Major Cyrus W.
Egery, Texas veteran and Indian
fighter.

Live Oak Point, covered with a
forest of fantastic liveoak and
sweet bay trees, is one of the
most beautiful spots in Texas.
Here Colonel James Powers, one
of the empresarios, had his home,
and it was here that most of his
children were born. A short dis-
tance to the east at Smith’s Point
was the palatial home of Governor
Henry Smith.

At Live Oak Point was Aransas
City, founded by Colonel Powers
in 1837. Here Colonel Henry L.
Kinney, founder of Corpus Christi,
lived in 1838 and 1939. Governor
James W. Robinson and Edward
Fitzgerald had a law office there
in 1840. Near Aransas City was
the site of the old Spanish and
Mexican fort of “Aranzazu.”

On the east shore of Live Oak
Peninsula, the town of Fulton is
located. This town was founded
by Colonel George W. Fulton, son-
in-law of Governor Smith. The Ful-
ton mansion still stands overlook-
ing the bay, but the several hide
and tallow packeries which once
flourished at Fulton have van-
ished.

At the seaward end is Frandolig
Island, or peninsula, and Nine Mile
Point. Here was located another of
the famed hide and tallow fac-
tories.

Rockport was once the capital of
the hide and tallow industry, and
for several years was the county
seat of Refugio County. At its
rocky ledge, General Zachary Tay-
lor's Army passed from St
Joseph’s Island to the mainland in
August, 1845. The “Taylor Qak”
under which the General had his
tent, is a landmark of present day
Rockport.

Along the west shore of St.
Charles Bay, at the town of Lamar
were the salt works of the pre-
Civil War period. About two miles
above Lamar on this west shore
is “The Big Tree,” probably the
largest Live Oak tree in Texas,
and perhaps in the entire world.
This tree is a landmrak and is
very ancient. It is said to have
been featured in the rites of the
Karankawa or Copanc Indians,
whose habitat it was. Associated
with the old and picturesque town
of Lamar are such personages as
Captain James W. Byrne, Captain
Jmes B. Wells, the two sea-cap-
tains, Johnson, Samuel Colt,
James B. Colt, Colorel Charles
Lovenskiold, General Randolph E.
Marcy, Colonel Pryor Lea, Rt. Rev.
Bishop and John Mary Oden.

CHAPTER 1I
The Indians and French
Colonizacion

The principal Indian tribes with
which the coastal area is concerned
are four in number, being the
Karanakawas, the Lipans, Tonka-
was and the Comanches. Compe-
tent authorities have stated that
these tribes were preceded by the
Gaddos,” who were semi-civilized,
and were gradually ousted from
the coast conntry by inroads of the
later tribes. The Comanches were
never settlers of the coastal coun-
try as far as we know, but had
their habitat far to the northwost,
beyond San Antonio.” The Comnan-
ch-s hated the other Indian tribes,
as well as the Spanish, Mexican
and American settlers. Many of
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June Shrimp
Production
Off 52%

Despite the new Texas shrimp
law, fishermen are reported to be
throwing overboard up to 80% of
the small shrimp they are catching
offshore to make the legal count,
so desperately do they need pro-
duction and its attendant pay
checks.

According to C. E. Nickerson,
Fish and Wildlife Service statis-
tician in this area, June landings
along the Texas coast were 52%
helow the same period a year ago,
although catches have taken an
upswing in July.

Landings of heads-off shrimp,

the murders and depredations by
Indians in this part of Texas were
committed by the fierce Coman-
ches and not by the local Indians.

The Karankawan tribes appear
to have been the first natives en-
countered by the first Europeang
known to have visited Texas.
Cabeza de Vaca fell into their
hands when he landed off our coast
in 1528. The survivors of a fleet of
20 vessels bound from Vera Cruz
to Seville, which was shipwrecked
off of Padre Island in 1553, were
attacked by the Karankawas as
soon as they got to the island.
Only one lived to carry the tale
back to Tampico. Sieur de LaSalle
contacted the Karankawas when he
landed on Matagorda Bay in 1684.
His Fort St. Louis was attacked,
and the defenders either killed or
captured by these tribesmen in
1688. Governor Alonso de Leon
marched overland from Coahuila to
Espirito Santo Bay to find LaSalle
had arrived at the site of the ruined
Fort St. Louis on April 22, 1689.
He sought out the Karankawas
and obtained from them the three
sole survivorg of LaSalle’s unfor-
tunate colony. In 1712 a party of
French visited St. Joseph’s Island,
and practically all of them were
killed by Indians. In 1718 another
French party was on St. Joseph’s
Island, but were treated kindly by
the Indians.

The Frenchman, Semars de
Bellisle, whose adventures almost
equaled those of Cabeza de Vaca,
fell into the hands of the Karan-
kawas between 1719 and 1721. In
1721, another French expedition
under Bernard de la Harpe, under-
took to found another settlement
on Matagorda Bay, but was un-
able to land because of the fierce
hostility of the Karankawas.

As a result of these several at-
tempts of the French to colonize
Texas, the Marquis de Aguayo
headed an expedition of Spaniards
to search out the French and expel
them. He reached the site of Fort
St. Louis on March 24, 1722, his
advance party having arrived there
several days before. The Marquis
established a presidio at the site of
LaSalle’'s old fort. and at the
same time and place founded a
mission, Nuestra Senora de Zuniga
de la Bahia del Espiritu Santo,
the first mission in Texas, for
the Karankawas tribes.

The early concept of the Karan-
kawas as a powerful nation com-
posed of many great tribes was
eventually dispelled. The Karan-
kawan group appears to have been
principally composed of the Karan-
kawans, Cujanes, the Guapites,
Coeos, Copanos. Numerically, the
group was not large. Long wars
with the Spaniards, which were
particularly bloody from 1768 to
1787 took a heavy toll of the
coastal Indians. Such brought
about the several re-adjustments
and amalgamations among the
various tribes who lived in the
coastal areas.

FLYNT'S FLINTLOCY.—Well-
armed with a reproduction of a
1795 flintlock rifle, Rep.

only 512,800 pounds were landed.

At Port Isabel the figure for
this year was 395,700 pounds,
against 446,300 a year ago; at
¥reeport, the catch this year was
258,300 pounds compared with
475,200 pounds last year.

The Coastal Brad ports of Port
Lavaca, Port O’Connor, Rockport,
Arasnas Pass and Corpus Christi
was the hardest hit of all, for ir
this area only 207,100 pounds were
landed in June of 1959, compared
with 1,251,700 pounds in the same
month in 1958.

In the Galveston-Sabine Pass
region, 195,000 pounds of tails
were brought ashore, compared
with 150,600, and this is the only
p.lace on the coast that showed a
rise.

One reason for this production
drop, Nickerson says in his pre-
liminary report for the month, . is
the fact that vessels were not
landing large quantites of small
brown shrimp caught inshore, as
was the case last year.

“Due to the passing of House
Bill 12 into law, closing the Gulf
shrimping out to the limits of gtate
jurisdiction . . . the closed season
started June 1. There was also a
size limit of fifty count or larger
heads-off shrimp, being the legal
size for the brown species, 65
heads-off or larger for the white
species,” Nickerson stated.

“Indications of the small shrimp
being caught in waters outside of
state jurisdictjon were being re-
ported by the end of the month
(June). It was also reported that
culling of undersize shrimp was as

high as 80% to make the legal
count.”

Prices ranged from 67¢ to 76¢
ex-vessel for heads-off 15/20 count
shrimp, and towards the end of
the month there was a 10c¢ break
between 15/20 and £1/25, with in-
dications that the market was be-
coming weaker.

Squalls, winds and thunder-
storms also hampered fishermen,
Nickerson said, but not enough to
account for smaller production.

Employment in the industry
picked up at the end of the month
and in the beginning of July,
when, in seven days, more ghrimp
were landed than in the entire
month of June. Several packing
houses have re-opened and are get-
ting ready for the fall and winter
season. Bait shrimp in the Galves-
veston area picked up considerably
as compared to May. Prices ranged
from $1 to $2 a quart for live bait,
and from 35c to 85¢ a pound for
dead bait.
