Saturday afternoon, proponents
of the change were circulating pe-
titions to the city eouncil; Tues-
day a special council meeting was
called to receive these petitions;
and Wednesday morning Council-
man V. A. Dullye, Jr., was on his
way to Austin, there to meet May-
or Hollis Collum and City Attor-
ney Richard Hatch, with the in-
tention of presenting the matter
before State Highway Engineer
D. C. Greer.

The argument started almost a
year ago, at a public meeting, in
which Dullye and other property
owners along the interchange told
Foster and others of his staff that
they opposed the present type of
interchange. It flared again a week
ago when the council, in a special
meeting, asked Resident Engineer
M. G. Yoes, of Corpus Christi, that
the interchange be modified.

Modifications asked by the coun-
cil at that time included cuts
through two traffic safety islands,
to permit two-way traffic across
the north and south bound lanes
of Highway 35; two-way traffic

| across the north and south bound

lanes of Loop 70; and the possibi-
lity of a U-turn through the traf-
fic islands that the Highway De-
partment had designed to channel-
ize traffic pouring into the cor-
ner from eight directions, includ-
ing Wood Street and the Naviga-
tion District property along the
waterfront.

Mr. Yoes, at that time stated
that he thought the design was
the minmum that could be used
wéth safety, and that he was not
willing to recommend a change.

Dullye moved that the city pro-
ceed with all necessary steps to
obtain access from Wood Street
south to the main business ses-
tion and for the design to be
changed so that northbound traf-
fic on Highway 35 could go
through the intersection of the
business Route Loop 70 and the
traffic island to the harbor en-
trance road.

The mayor was requested so to
inform Mr. Foster. The minutes,
approved by Councilmen Dullye
and Hunt at the regular meeting
the following Monday, did not
show a second for Dullye’s motion,
nor who voted in favor or against.

The mayor prepared the letter,
and Foster’s repiy was, in part,
as follows:

“The matter of access to prop-
erties west of the highway was
given complete and serious study

. . and we feel that there is an
entirely adequate circulation of
traffic in this area. Any attempt
to furnish additional -circulatioi.
under the present conditions and
circumstances would, in our opin-
ion, create additional hazards to
the traveling public. If future con-
ditions and circumstances and de-
velopments dictate that this inter-
change design should be re-exam-
ined, both from the standpoint of
access a3 well as safety, we would
certainly be agreeable to a re-
study at that time. It anpears
certain, however, that any other
type of cannelization than that
presently planned would call for
considerable additional right-of-
way; however, as 1 stated above,
this entire matter could be gone
into if and when a re-study ap-
pears desirable.”

The Rockport-Fulton Chamber
of Commerce and the Aransas
County-Fulton Area Safety Coun-
cil had already gone on record as
supporting the Highway Depart-
men’s plans, and commending Fos-
ter and Yoes for their care and
forethought in preparing them, be-
fore Foster’s letter was received.

Tuesday, at a special meeting
of the city council, C. L. Thomas
presented the council with a pe-
tition bearing approximately 214
names, which read as follows:

“We, the undersigned, tax-pay-
ing citizens of the City of Rock-
port, Aransas County, Texas, here-
by request that you take what-
ever aclion necessary to provida
the following alterations in tue
traffic interchange design in the
north section of the city wher o
the Business Route (Loop 70) and

The Mexican trade in Aransas
City was further stimulated by
the simultaneous outbreak of Mexi-
©0’s troubles with the Federalistas
of Northern Mexico and the so-
called “Pastry War” with France.
The French Navy blockaded the
Mexican ports from Matamoros to
Yucatan. The Mexicans sought
4o land supplies at landing places
between Corpus Christi Bay and
Brazos Santiago. The French re-
spected this coast as being a part
of Texas. The landing of cargoes
by Mexicans, irrespective of the
official or unofficial nature of
the business, was smuggling so
far as the Texas government was
concerned; and the Customs Ser-
vice at Aransas City was energetic
in raiding the Corpus Christi areas
and seizing as comntraband all
Mexican goods found there. Flour
Bluff, near Corpus Christi, de-
rives its name from the fact that
a cargo of contraband flour was
there seized in 1838 by Texan
customs officials officials operat-
ing out of Aransas City.

Though the Mexicans had diffi-
culty in bringing in supplies by
way of the coast from Corpus

Chrsti south, they apparently had
no trouble with Texan officialdom
if they did their trading in Aran-
sas City, Goliad and Victoria, or
if the goods were landed at Cor-
pus Christi by Texan smugglers.
There were several gentlemen re-
siding in Aransas City who had
experience in that business. Cap’t
John C. Pearse had helped John'J.
Linn land a cargo of contraband
tobacco at Corpus Christi in 1839.
Richard Pearse had been in the
mercantile business in Mexico,
prior to coming to Live Oak Point.
Captain John Clark was a sea
captain of renowr, and had done
hie share of filibustering in South
America. There were several other
old seadogs living in Aransas City
and on the islands.

Live Oak Point retained most
of its trade, however, because of
the activities of robbers and In-
dians who waylaid, attacked and
plundered going and coming cara-
vang between Goliad, Refugio and
Rio Grande. Traders were killed
and stripped and their bodies left
lying the wilderness. The legiti-
mate and contraband trade of the
Aransas ports with Mexico con-
tinued unabated until Aubrey and
Kinney established their trading
post at Corpus Christi about Sept.
1839. g

It would appear that Colonel
Kinney intended originally to make
his headquarters. on Mustang
Island. In 1839 he leased the whole
of the island from Colonel Power.
He remained in possession there-
of until after 1850. ;

Aransas City was made an in-
corporated town, by Act of Con-
gress approved Jan. 28, 1839. The
first and only mayor was Colonel

Power. Among those who lived at
Aransas City were James C. Allen,
Ewen.Cameron, John Clark, Cyrus
W. Egery, Walter Lambert, Colon-
el James Power, Samuel A. Plum-
mer, Sr., and:Joseph E. Plummer,

Jr., James W. Robinson, Governor |

Henry,’' Smith, Joseph. E. Smith,
John' R. Talley, Franes .Welder,
John Welder, Thiomas Welder and
Samuel Addison White. ;

The community experienced a
sudden and short lived boom. Many
of those assembled at Live Oak
Point were interested * in land
speculations and promotions. Col-
onel Samuel A. Plummer was
probably the most intimate friend
General Lamar ever had in Texas.
He was his partner and personal
attorney. Major Stuart Perry was
an irrepressible speculator. Perry
started his operationsg at Live Oak
Point in September 1838. He at
once became involved in a dispute
with collector Geo. Fulton. There-
after, Perry was engaged in pro-
moting Port Preston on Mission
Bay.

Governor Smith, his son-in-law,
Colonel Geo. W. Fulton and nephew
Joseph. Smith, who w=as later in
partnership with Major John H.
Wood in the land ventures, even-
tually proved to be the greatest
of all land speculators, insofar as
this area is concerned. Colonel
Fulton in after years built the
mansion at the town of Fulton.
Governor Smith and Sam Houston
had stood together during the
stormy days of the General Coun-
cil, and Colonel James Power had
been a faithful friend to both.
Power not only welcomed Smith
to Live Oak Point as a personal
friend, but employed him as his
personal attorney and gave him
an opportnnity to associate himself
in Power’s many ventures.

The most glamorous of all the
speculators gathered at Live Oak
Point was Colonel Henry L. Kinney
who came here in 1838. Although
then about 25 years of age, he
had left a trail of romance and
glamor in his wake, including the
almost courtship of Daniel Web-
ster’s daughter. The prospect of
lucrative trade with Mexican Fed-
eralists attracted him to Live Oak
Point, and -shortly thereafter to
Corpus Christi. While at Aransas
City he was associated with Col-
onel Power in several ventures.
After moving to Corpus Christi,
he formed a partnership with Wil-
liam B. Aubrey, whose descendants
have a prominent place in the
development of San Antonio.

Shortly after the close of the
revolution, Captain James W.
Byrne located a survey of 1428
acres on Lookout Peninsula, on
lands which had been granted by
the Mexican government govern-
ment to Powers and Hewetson.
On this tract Byrne, Geo. Robert
Hull and Geo. Armstrong laid out
a townsite which they named La-
mar. This is the only one of the
coastal towns of this area, project-
ed during the Republic, whch exists
at the present time. In 1837 set-
tlers began to move upon lands in
the Black Point area. Black Point
was a well known landing place
from the days of the Spaniards.
It is the site of the present day
village of Bayside. Major Cyrus
W. Egery, a Texan veteran who
served under General Thomas H.
Grecn, established a home on a
island which is now known as
Egery’s Island, in 1838, squarely
on Black Point itself. Peter Doran
built a house and established a
ranch about the same time.

The .Welders moved to the
Black Point area during the Re-
public. Henry Clark was in part-
nership with Welder in the cattle
business. Clark traded horses on
a large scale, and ;,made frequent
trips to Mexico on {irading ex-
peditions. Clark also did survey-
ing.

After the close of the revolution,
to the close of the Republic, in-
termittent warfare was kept by
the nationalists of both countries.
A few of the raids were made by
the Mexican military, but most
were made by guerrilla parties.
Within a short time the irregular
warfare degenerated into raids
by private individuals back and
forth across the Nueces to recover
and drive off cattle and livestock
and to make reprisals for wrongs
which nationals of one country
sustained at the hands of nation-
als of the other. The term “Cow-
boy” did not originate in Texas.
It was adopted as the designation
of guerrilla partisans in the
American Revolution. Hcewever,
the term as used in connection with
the eattle industry was originated
in Texas, and in this very section.
The Mexican equivalent of the
Texas term in the word “Vaquero.”

In March of 1838, Lt. Colonel
Antonio de los Santos, with a
detachment of about forty-five
Mexican troops, came to Live Oak
Point and arrested Colonel Power.
Colonel Power was taken to Mata-
moros whete he was thrown in
prison. There he was kept for
several days. Influential friends
intervened in his behalf and he
was released from confinement and
given liberty of the city, on his
parole that he would not leave
without permission. He remaned in
that status for about five months,
when General Woll released him.
and Pcwer returned to Live Oak
Point. These incidents led to the

formation by Colonel Power and

/
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Ewen Cameron of the Powers &
Cameron Spy Company, a company
'of mounted riflemen, in which
(most of the old citizens served at
one time or another in this little
border army,

: A number of ‘the citizens of the
area participated in“the Federalists
wars and the famed Mier Ex-
pedition. Among the coastal citi-
zens who joined the Mier Expedi-
tion were Captain Ewen Camer-
on, Henry Clark, Joseph F. Smith.
The expedition was composed of
300 adventurers which was or-
ganized into a regiment of six/
companies. Company A was com-
manded by Captain Ewen Camer-
on. Colonel S, Fisher, who had
commanded the Texas Auxiliaries
in the final Federalists Campaign,
was elected leader of the expedi-
tion, with Colonel Thomas J. Green
in command of the fleet of barges.

The expedition was organized in
the vicinity of Guerrerq on De-
cember 19, 1842. The next day it
took possession of some flatboats
below this location. Some of the
men navigated the boats while
others rode horseback down the
Texas bank, leading the horses
of the navigators. After a descent
of three days, the expedition found
itself opposite the Mexican town
of Mier, in the curve of the Al-
cantra River. During the darkness
of Christmas day in 1842, the Tex-
ans crossed the Alcantra River
and battled their way into the
center of Mier., At noon, the fol-
lowing day, victory appeared to be
within their grasp. However, the
Mexicans received heavy reinforce-
ments, and the Texans’ loss in
dead and wounded was consider-
able. Colonel Fisher was painfully
wounded, . but did not relinquish
command. Colonel Fisher was
eventually required to surrender.

Among those killed at the battle
of Mier were Alvin E. White of
Aransas City.

On January 14, the unwounded
prisoners were marched out of
Mier and headed for Monterrey.
The prisoners arrived at Monter-
rey on the 29th and on February

22, to San Luis Potosi, and enroute
effect..ed plans to escape. The next
morning at a preconcerted signal,
the prisoners, led by Capt. Cam-
eron, attacked-their guard, which

wis breakfasting and seized their

arms, .

They then successfully attacked
and got/past the outer ‘gnards.
Several’ of the guards were slain,
and several of the Texans were
killed or wounded. Captain John
R. Baker was so badly wounded
that he could not get away. The
Texans got into the mountains,
but lost their way. After becoming
starved and undergoing extreme
hardships, they gave themselves
up to their pursuers and were
brought back to the haciendo del
Salado on March 25. A few of the
Texans however, became lost in
the mountains. Sote of them were
never heard of again. James B.
Neely finally found his way to
the Rio Grande, where he was
picked up and brought back into
Mexico.

As punishment for their killing
of the guards and their escape,
Santa Anna, who was again presi-
dent of Mexico, decreed that one
of every ten of the prisoners should
be shot. Alfred S. Thurmond was
required to interpret the decree
to his fellows. As there were 173
prisoners, this meant that 17 of
them had to die. The victims were
selected by lot. Seventeen black
beans and 156 white beang were
placed in a jar, and the prisoners
were compelled to draw from be-
neath a handkerchief placed on
the jar. Captain Cameron was
personally hated by some of the
Mexican officers, and he was com-
pelled to draw the first bean. The
black beans had been placed on
top of the heap, in the hope that
Cameron would draw one of them.
However, the canny Scot delved
deep and took a bean at random.
It was a white one.

Joseph F. Smith, who later
founded St. Mary’s and was one
of the co-founders of the City of
Rockport in partnershp with Major

thereby winning his life. Henry
Clark, Major's brother-in-law also
drew a white bean.

After the drawing had been com-
pleted, the 17 holders of the black
beans were marched off and shot
on March 25,1843, Captain Cam-
eron wept bitterly and emplored
the officers to execute him and
spare his men.

During these times the entire
country was unsafe from Mexican
and Indian raids. By 1842, Live
Oak peninsula began to bear the
brunt of bloody Indian depre-
dations. The Karanqua Indians
pillaged Live Oak Point that year,
and by act of February 1, 1842,
the congress of the Republic re-
quired the removal of the Customs
House from Aransas City. A treaty
was negotiated with the Indians
in 1843 by General Edwin More-
house, one of the Texas com-
missioners. Joseph F. Smith, who
had been released by the Mexicans,
was one of the witnesses to the
treaty. However, the bloody raids
continued with slight intermis-
sions through 1845. \

CHAPTER IX

Early Land Speculations. Col-
onel James Powers and Dr. James
Hewetson, in addition to ' their
headrights and premium lands,
had bought direct from the Mex-
ican government 22 leagues of
land, and had bought from other
direct purchasers 22 more leagues.
These empresiarios had located
these grants upon some of the
most desirable land in Texas. The
locations covered the shores of
Copano and Aransas Bays, the
whole of Live Oak, Lookout and
St. Charles peninsulas, and prac-
tically all, if not the whole, of
Mustang, Harbor, Hog, St. Joseph
and Matagorda islands. Included in
these grants were practically
every good harbor in Western
Texas, including El Copano, and
the subsequent ports of Lamar,
Aransas City, Saint Mary’s, Black
Point, Saluria, and the modern
Rockport, Aransas Pass and Port
Aransas.

John H. Wood, drew a white bean,l Power and Hewetson were,

——

therefore, probably the largegt
land owners east of the Nueces ang{
bade fair to become two of the
wealthiest men in Texas. How.
ever, there was a legal technica]-
ity affecting their purchased titles,
the existence of which probably
had not occurred to either of
them. They and their prodeceg.
gsors in title had failed to obtain
the special consent of the Sy.
preme Executive of Mexico to
these purchased grants. The em.
presarios had assumed that such
consent was not necessary in vicw
of\ the fact that the lands lay
within the limits of their empresa,*
and the Supreme Executive had
consented to the colonization
grant.

The coming of Governor Smith
and members of his family, in-
cluding Joseph F. Smith, to Live
Oak Point, has been adverted to.
Power and the governor had been
close personal and political friends
and he and Power began having
business dealings with one another,
Power claimed that he had em-
ployed Henry Smith as his at.
torney, and that Smith had bary
gained to purchase a part of Pow-
er’s lands, and that the latter had
délivered to Smith his title papers,
However, the facts may be, @ov-
ernor Smth declined to consum-
mate the purchase of the lands and
to pay certain notes he had given
Power.

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South Texasls
Dotted With Ports

The South Texas coast, froms
the mouth of the Colorado to the
Mexican border, is dotted withe
harbors centering around the var-
ious bays. These range from small
basins capable of holding a few
pleasure cralft or shallow-draft
shrimp boats to others large
enough and deep enough to hold
an ocean liner.

In the Calhoun-Matagorda-Jack-
son county region, around Mata~
gorda Bay, there are eleven or
twelve, starting with the little
fishing and dredge boat port of
Matagorda, near the mouth of the
Colorado, and winding up at Long
Mott on the Victoria-Guadalupe
Canal now being dug.

Palacios, on the north shore
of the bay, is the second harbor
in this group, with two municipal
boat basins and a privately owned
slip for shrimpers. Chief tonnage
here consists of seafood, quantities
of mud shell, and some barge-borne
pipe and other oil well supplies.

To the west, the two little com-
munities of Port Alto and Olivia
furnish some facilities for small
boats, but it is not until Point
Comfort is reached on Lavaca Bay
that any sizable tonnage is hand-
led. There, over privately-owned
docks, the Aluminum Company of
America receives more than a mil-
lion tons of bauxite annually, and
ships pig aluminum bound for
the industrial centers of the north
and east. {

All of this is shipped by barge,
but a $15,000,000 deep-water chan-
nel, bound up in the controversial
Rivers and Harbors bill recently
passed by Congress of the presi-
dent’s veto, will eventually enable
ore ships and other ocean-going
vessels to land and unload at the
Alcoa wharves.

A tributary channel to Palacios
will enlarge that port’s facilities,
and municipal docks and a turning
basin for Port Lavaca will be built
near Alcoa’s Point Comfort op-
erations, which are just across the
Lavaca Bay causeway from the
town.

Another channel, finished a little
over a year ago, leads westward
$rom the present shallow-draft !
channel to Alcoa, through Lavaca
Bay and the lower reaches of the
Lavaca River to Red Bluff, in
Jackson County. A barge termin-
al at this point, which is near
Edna, handles agricultural pro-
duce and petroleum products in
small quantities.

Port Lavaca itself depends on
seafood (8,000,000 pounds an-
nually,) untold barge loads of
mud shell, and some oil equipment
to keep its present tiny municipal
basin busy. In addition there are
a nember of others owned by
dredging and ship repair com-
panies, and a harbor of refuge
to the east of town, 250 feet wide
and 1,750 feet long, in the middle
of a 144.acre tract owned by the
city.

Along the south shore of Mata-
gorda Bay there are small-boat fa-
cilities at Magnolia Beach and
Indianola. At Port O’Connor, wlere

the Intracoastal Canal leaves
Matagords Bay, there is a slip
where Air Force ferries from
Matagorda Air Force Base tie

up, and a number of small, private
basins for pleasure craft and
shrimpers.

Seadrift, around the corner from
Port O’Connor on the north shore
of San Antonio Bay, has a small,
shallow-draft basin and a recent-
ly-built harbor of refuge. It is
reached from a nine-foot channel
that runs from thc Intracoastal

Ranal up the bay to Lonug Mott, *

and will eventually stretei. west-
ward almost to the DuPont plant
near Viecteria, giving that city
cheap water transportation.

At Long Mott there are com-
pany docks belonging to Unised
Carbide ,and Carbon’s polyethylene
plant, from which products are
shipped by barge.

On the south shore of San An-
tonio Bay there is a small basin
at Austwell for shipment of mud-
shell, and another at Hopper's
landing for shallow-draft shrimp- .
ers and pleasure boats.

3 Ilog Town On Frio

Named For Catch

Dogs In Early Days

‘Dog Town on the Frio got its
name because at one time canines
outnumbered cuwboys as citizens
10 to 1, and it was no® until after
the presidential election of 1876
that it was christened Tilden.

- But, despite the post office de-
partment, it remained Dog Town

for many years, even though it
attained to the dignity of 2 coun-
ty scat.

Brush poppers of McMullen
County refused to honor such
Yankee idiosyncracies as naming a
Texas town after a New York
lawyer, even if he had been a
candidate for the presidency of
the United States.

And, according to local legend,
it didn’t make a whole lot of dif-
ference to one of the early post-
masters. This gentlemen, when the
Laredo-San Antonic stage arrived,
would stalk out to the coach, re-
ceive the mail pouch, and with a
lordly air retreat to the post of-
fice where he would dump letters
and papers on the floor, shouting,
as he did so:

“There’s your mail, boys! Pick
it out.”

When a few pioneer ranchers
built homes in a bend of the Frio
they had no intention of founding
a town; they simply did so for
protection against Mexican bandits
and plundering Comanches. But an
enterprising merchant moved in
with a few groceries; set up a
bar made from a plank over a
couple of upended whisky kegs,
and a brush country metropolis

was on its way.

The stage route was next, and
it was only a short step from that
to the christening of the little
settlement. Every cowman in the

county had a pack of catch dogs
to hunt wild cattle in the brasada
and so the name Dog Town was
inevitable.

The stage road ran from San
Antonio through Dog Town (or
Tilden), then on to old Fort Ewell
on the Neuces, in present day La-
Salle County. From there it struck
out through the brush to Laredo.
Coaches were drawn by six-ups of
little Spanish mules at a high lope
and when they struck town they
had to be circled to slow them
down at stage stations until a
helper was able to stop them.

In between towns, the driver
simply circied the mules if he had
room, and the passenger jumped
and prayed.

The population of Dog Town in
the eighties was only about 250,
or 130 more than at present, but
it made up in quality what it lack-
ad in numbers.

M. F. Lowe was the first coun-
ty judge. John Van Epps Covel,
a Baptist minister, a distinguished
educator and founder of Concrete
College, moved to Tilden and
founded McMullen College, later
teaching in the public schools
when they supplanted his private
institution of learning.

The Reverend L. D. Young, an-
other Baptist preacher, was also
the earliest postmaster, and he
and his son operated a general
store that did a business of $100,-
000 a year before moving to the
new - town of Kenedy in the
eighties.

This son was John Young, later
to become the hero of Dobie’s book,
“Vaquero of the Brush Country.”

In its heyday, Dog Town is sup-

posed to have had a population of
about 1500—exclusive of itg nan.s-
sakes—and was a distributing
point for most of McMullen and
‘much of present day LaSalle,
Atascosa, and Live Oak counties.

It was a purveyor of their com-
modities besides groceries and
saddles. On the border and sur-
rounded by the brasada—mesquite,
prickly pear and catclaw too thick
to negotiate except by hidden out-
law trails—Dog Town was ideu'ly
located for nefarious purposes and
had its share of characters de-
voted to shady pursuits,

It also had its rugged individ-
ualists. Ed Singleton, who left
Dog Town one day with John
Dwyer to buy whiskey for thirsty
McMullen County throats, mur-
dered Dwyer between Beeville and
Rockport for his money, and was
hung in ®eeville,

Before he died, he willed his
skin to J. J. Swan, then district
attorney, with the proviso that it
be stretched over a drum and
beaten before the Bee County
court house each year on the an-
niversary of his hanging, “as a
warning to evil doers.”

McMullen County, while agree-
ing principal that trials and courts
were evidence of civilization, was
a little more direct in its methods.

One of the local horse thieves
=nd gamblers, at a loss for excite-
ment, bet a crony that he could
shoot the hat off a drunk slumber-
ing beneath a mesquite in front
of one of the combination saloons
and grocery stores so prominent
a feature of the Dog Town land-
scape, without disturbing the
slumberer.

The bullet wag low, and while
no cne particularly mourned the
inebriate’s demise; they did de-
plore the work attendant on bury-
ng him in hot weather.

Old timers, frowning on such
amusements as frivolous and apt
to give the community a bad name,
and wishing to prevent a recur-
rence of such antics, did not call
upon the governor to send Rang-
ers. They merely organized the
Dog Town Vigilance Committee and
one fine morning, when it wasn’t
too hot to hang a man in comfort,
passed the word. Thieves, gambler®
and bums would probably stay
healthier longer if they left soon-
er.
Before dark, most of the outlaws
had crossed the Nueces to the

southward and were swallowed up
in the brush country.

But with the coming of the rail-
road and other evidences of civili-
zation like the Tilden “Ledger”,
first published in 1885, things be-
gan to change, and the old name

of Dog Town began to be heard
less frequently than the newer
and official one of Tilden.
Cotton culturs and other farm-
ng began to be developed around
1900, with an irrigation project
furnishing water from the Nueces
River. In 1920 discovery of oil
gave a boost to the county finances
and it was along about that time
the present courthouse was built.
Today, Tilden has a population
of around 400 people, but, as one
resident said, the brush rather
than the plow has encroached on
the prairies around it “until it
takes a good brush hand to find

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This is the plan for the traffic
interchange at the T. Noah Smith
corner, at the intersection of High-
way 35 and Loop 70, approved by
both the City Council and Highway
Department on Dec. 2, 1958, after
objections by local citizens that
delayed the letting of the contract
between two and three months,

which caused the work to extend
throughout the tourist season, in-
stead of being completed prior to
it, as the Highway Department

originally intended. As may be
seen, complete access is provided
to and from Highway 35 from bath
Houston and Corpus Christi, to
downtown Rockport, and to High-

way 35 in both directions. The
changes now asked, which would
entail (according to the Highway
Department) plurchase of more
right-of-way, in which the -city
would have to bear at least half
the expense, and still greater de-
lays, concern the two traffic is-
lands at the left of the sketch.

The changes asked for include a
cut through the traffic island on
Highway 35 opposite Wood Street,
permitting two-way traffic across
both north and south bound lanes
of the highway, and a cut through
the island in Loop 70, permitting
two way traffic across both lanes
of Loop 70. Traffic would also
cross the intersection from the

harbor to Wood Street, and U-
turns would be possible on both
Highway 35 and Loop 70, thus
dumping eight lanes of traffic and
two U-turns into the restricted
intersection. Highway Resident
Engineer Yoes said that he con-
sidered the channelization shown
here the least that could be used
for traffic safety, and this opinion

was backed up by Highway Dis-
trict Engineer T. 'O. Foster, who
stated “we feel that there is an
entirely adequate circulation of
traffic in this area. Any attempt
to furnish additional circulation
under the present conditions and
circumstances would, in our opin-
jion, create additional hazards to
the traveling public. . . . It appears

certain, however, that any other
type of channelization than that
presently planned would call for
considerable additional right-of-
way.” From whose whose adjoin-
ing property this right-of-way
would come, and what steps would
be necessary to acquire it, the

Bay, and the one now under con-
struction at the Cove, just south
of Rockport.

The group was met in Raymond-
ville by F. E. MacManus, chairman
of the Willacy County Navigation
District; Mayor Calvin Huff; Wil-
lacy County Judge Hubert Wright;
and W. A. Nicholson, manager of
the Willacy County Chamber of
Commerce.

A conference was held at Ray-
mondville, during which discus-
sions centered on land valuations,
leases, rentals, dockage charges
and other management procedures,
before proceeding to Port Mans-
field, 25 miles east of Raymond-
ville, where the Aransas County
delegation were guests of Willacy
County for lunch.

An inspection of the harbor fa-
cilities, made by boat, occupied
about an hour and a half, during
which trip Chairman MacManus
explained the physical set-up of
the port.

Port Mansfield can accommodate
400 vessels of varying sizes. It has
2000 acres of surface land and
3,100 acres of submerged property,
on whch there are 9,300 feet of
docks. Included in this are 2,000
lineal feet of ship and barge docks,
2,700 feet of wharves for shrimp
boats, 410 feet of wharfage for
commercial fishermen other than
shrimpers, and a 500-foot line of
three-pile dolphins.

There are also three docks each
100 feet long, handling ice, fuel
and water.

The remaining space in the har-
bor, MacManus pointed out, is
devoted to 85 covered stalls and
70 open ones for yachts and char-
ter boats, 35 outboard stalls, a
250-foot marine station and a tru'ck
loading ramp designed to raise
and lower with the tides.

Other improvements at the poFt,
the Willacy County chairman said,
are 14,000 fee: of paved streets,
surrounding the harbor; two wa-
ter storage tanks, each holding
160,000 gallons; a harbormaster’s
office, large warenouse, a 2,400-
square foot fish house, and two
complrte water systems!

In addition, the port has a com-
plete electric service, street lights,

marine ways, costing $125,000 has
also been completed, and a landing
strip for airplanes is available
near the port.

A channel constructed across
Red Fish Bay, through Padre Is-
land will, when deepened and wid-
ened, provide Port Mansfield with
a direct connection to the Gulf
for shrimpers and larger vessels.

The first authorization for funds
to be spent out of a total grant of
$3,431,000 for this work was an-
nounced this week, according to
Port Director Charles R. Johnson,
who has been in Washington work-
ing for the needed money.

Johnson told members of Con-
| gress that the money is urgently
needed now, so that work of deep-
ening the channel from its present
five to 18 feet may be started as
soon as possible.

MacManus said that the port
authority will probably ask for
a 36-foot channel, permitting
shipments of grain and other val-
ley products from the new port.

After inspecton of Port Mans-
field, Picton and his party left for
Brownsville, where another con-
ference was held with F. W. Hof-
mokel, director of the Port of
Bronsville, and his assistant,
Richard Schults.

Hofmokel’s vast experience and
success in developing the Port
of Brownsville proved invaluable,
Picton said, in providing Aransas
County Navgation officials and
associates with expert advice and
data for their guidance in plan-
ning local navigation facilities.

Dockage and wharfage rates
were discussed at length, as were
various other charges, leases, land
usage, construction of docks, and
numerous operational procedures.

On the following day, Picton
said, the group was taken on a con-
ducted tour of the Brownsville
Navigation District’s facilities, in-
cluding the Port of Brownsvilie and
the Industrial Shrimp Harbor.

Hofmokel sad that Brownsville’s
port had been enjoying a “good
year,” with 226,615 bales of cot-
tons and linters moving through
between June 1 and August 20, and
he pointed out the ease and rapid-
ity with which this mass of ship-
ments was handled by wuse of
proper planning and equipment.

A breakdown on this, he said,
showed 195,196 bales of cotton and
7016 bales of linters from Mexico,
while U. S. shipments for the same
period were 16,481 bales of cotton
and 7922 linters.

One day early this mcnth, Hof-
mokel sai¢ twelve freighters were
loading at once, taking on cotton,
linters, cottonseed meal, cake,
crude oil and other commodities.

From the Port of Brownsville,
Picton said, the party then went
to the industrial shrimp harbor
between Brownsvlle and Port'Isa-
bel, also operated by the Browns-
ville Navigdation District.

This, the Aransas County chair-
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man said, was undoubtedly one of
the finest of its kind in the world,
and was due for expansion in the
near future.

The small boat facilities at the
douthern end of Padre Island
were -also inspected before Ficton,
Owens, and their associates re-
turned to Rockport.

New Intracoastal
Development On
Victoria Canal

One of the latest developments
on the Intracoastal Canal—which
celebrates its 54th birthday in Cor-
pus Christi starting Sunday, Sept.
27—is taking place on the Victoria-
Guadalupe branch, now under con-
struction near Green Lake.

McGinnes Brothers of Houston
are digging away at this voint
with a gigantic dragline that would
put the mightiest dinosaur that
ever lived to shame as it waddles
forward over the Texas landscape,
scooping out eight-yard bites with
its bucket.

Back and forth the 140-foot
boom of the machine swings, scoop-
ing out pit after pit, separated
only by thin dirt dams from the
waters of Green Lake.

In one of these pius, which can
easily be flooded by breaking out
the dam and letting the waters
of Green Lake enter, there is an
almost completed steel barge, built
in the broiling sun, far below the
level of the surrounding prgirie,
and desigrad to ecarry the 750-ton
dragline piggy-back.

As soon as the barge is complet-
de, the plan calls for the huge ma-
chine to waddle aboard on its
duck-like legs (it doesn’t use cater-
pillar treads, it's too heavy), set-
tling down on a bed prepared for
it. '

Then the boom will begin to
swing once more, as the giguntic
diesel engne chuckles along, and
the dam will be removed, allowing
the barge to float.

From then on, for the next year
or tvo, the dragline will operate
from the barge, chewing its way
forward around the edge of Green
Lake, erecting a dike between it
and the canal so that salt water

on which the commerce of the
Guadalupe Valley floats to mar-
ket will not contaminate the fresh
water in the lake, which is used
for irrigation.

The canal is expected to be com-
pleted within about four or five
years, depending on how fast funds
become available, and will end in
a turning basin near the DuPont
plant about four miles east of
Victoria, forming one of the latest
tributaries of the Intracoastal Wa-
terway.

According to Harvey x. Bullis,
chief of Gulf fisheries exploration
and gear research, the M/V Ore-
gon returned 9-2-59 from a 14
day experimental lampara seining
cruise along the Mississippi coast.

Night sets were made on fish at-
tracted to lights from a light skiff
powered by 2% KW generator.

Visual spotting from the vessel
was used for location of school
fish. Steady moderate to fresh
winds prevailed throughout the
cruise and no concentrated schools
were located. Small catches were
made of menhaden (Brevoortia),
razor bellies (Harengula), spanish
mackerel (Scomberomorus), lody-
fish (Elops), anchoevies (Anchoa),
and croakers (Micropogon).

Aransas County with approxi-
mately five sixths of its area
covered by water, has turned this
into an economic asset through
constructon of a series of harbors
around Aransas and Copano Bays,
capable of handling anything from
an outboard to a giant ore car-
riers and cargo boats.

First on the program was the
Rockport Yacht Basin, a circular

harbor, capable of handling ap-
proximately 150 boats. Its ruling
depth of eight feet allows many
of the larger boats of the coast

to use its facilities, and it has
become a center for shrimpers,
pleasure boats, charter boats, tugs,
Game and Fish Commission craft
and oil company research vessels
and work boats.

This harbor filled so rapidly
that in 1955 it became necessary
to construct another at Fulton,
with room for 125 craft of all
sorts. The larger docks there are
used by Gulf-type shrimpers;

wharves In the inner harbor are
largely occupied by pleasure boats,
as are boathouses at its lower erd;
there is considerable room for
outboards; and a shipyard is aval-
able. Two or three shrimp nrocess-
ing plants also use land around
Fulton Harbor, and it has become
a favorite rendezvous during the
summer for yachts and other
pleasure boats out of Houston and
Galveston Bay area.

U. S. Engineer compilations of
waterborn commerce, made on
selected ports of the coast, show
that Rockport handled approxi-

‘| ers, barges handling hundreds of

mately 3,000 tons’ of commodities
last year, and this consisted of
shrimp, (3,000,000 pounds plus,)
ice, fuel and similar items. But
the figures gave no real picture
of the commerce of the Aransas
County ports, because they have
become headquarters for shrimp-

cattle being shipped from St.
Joseph and Matagorda Islands to
market, and for extensive tonage
of mudshell on which few reports
are turned in.

In addition there is an extensive
development in Copano bay and on
Lamar and Live Qak peninsula,
most of which moves by barge.
The Peninsula Pjpe Line Company
has been moving from 200,000 to
250,000 barrels per month by
barge, and Southern Minerals
Corporation shipments from the
company’s Oak Point and Lamar
terminals range from 45,000 to
55,000 barrels monthly.

While, these developments were
underway, the next harbor to be
constructed on Aransas County
Navigation District property got
underway on Harbor Island, not
far from Port Aransas. Completed
late in 1958, shipments by Alcoa
ore carriers began to move through
this terminal early n January.

The big ore carriers tie up at
the dock, a long string of pile
dolphins in Lydia Ann 'Channel,
and unloading cranes on barges
scuttle back and forth, transferr-
ing more than a million tons a
yvear of West Indian and South
American bauxite to cargo barges.
These barges are then towed to
Aleoa’s aluminum plant at Point
Comfort, near Port Lavaca.

This movement is expected to
continue for the next five or six

years, until a channel can be

dredgeu and deep water basins con-

structed at Port Lavaca, entering
through Pass Cavalla.

In addition to these harbors and
basi.= already outlined, the Aran-
sas County 'Navigation District
has recently dredged another, and
is now working on a barge ter-
minal. The one recently complet-
ed, in Little Bay, is for pleasure
craft and similar boats, while
the harbor under comstruction, to
be known as the Cove, will pro-
vide a storm harbor for vessels
in the area, and an industrial har-
bor with factory sites for Aransas
County.

In this same group of harbors
around Aransas Bay must be list-
ed two more at Aransas Pass.
Aransas Pass, although built by
the municipality, is actually large-
ly in Aransas County, and Conn
Brown shrimp boat harbor, where
200 or 300 of these vessels some-
times tie up, comes under this
heading, although the older or
south harbor lies largely in San
Patricio - County.

Tonnage passing through there
in 1958 amounted to 79,765 tons,
with much of it coming from
shipments of g.anite for repair
of the jetties at Port Aransas,
where the various ship channels
lead to the Gulf. The balance was
shrimp and other seafoods, for
Aransas Pass is the shrimp capital
of the Coastal Bend of Texas and
draws much of its sustenance
from that industry.

Besides Conn Brown and the
south basin, the town will soon
have another for pleasure boats,
as the San Patricio Navigation
District No. 1 completes its new
harbor for yachts, outboards an
similar vessels. /

first part of the month was the

only hinderance to production.

Contrary to popular concept,
small shrimp appeared to be more
abundant off-shore and large
shrimp inshore.

Prices duiing the month ranged
from 62¢ to 76c ex-vessel for 10/20
count headless shrimp; however,
the first three counts were not
produced in large enough quanti-]
ties to be a good indicator of the
market. 31/356 and smaller count
shrimp had a range of approxi-
mately 4c¢. 31/35’s brought from
40c to 44¢ with a 5c break on each
size count smaller. This, incident-
ally, averaged about 21c less per
pound than for the same sizes a
year ago.

The Bay commercial shrimp sea-
son opened during the month
(Sept. 15) landings remained low
and production did not warrant
Gulf vessels modifying their gear
to fish one net as required by
law.

Vessels were scattered from 20-
10 (South of Brownsville) to Sa.
bine, fishing in depths from 2 to
30 fathoms, as shrimp vessels
from all other Gulf and South
Atlantic states concentrated on

the Texas shores for the summer

season.
Production was high, but many
shrimpers and vessel owners ex=

pressed deep concern as they were.

still unabie to meet current finan-
cial * obligations. The reason, low

prices and high operating costs. .

Employment in the shrimp in-
dustry was still high in some areas®

on shore. Many of the c#otains

went two-handed to realize &
greater share and were unable to
head the large quantities of shrimp
on the deck. By the same token
some skippers put on an extra
header to save the difference of
heading on deck; dock-side head-
ing in many areas costs the crew
3c extra deducted from their share.

Finfish and crab production was
low during the month. It was noted
that there appears to be some
shoreside preparation for the fall
crab season.

Harris Magnussen, National
Fisheries Institute, Washington,
D. C., visited all the major Texas
ports to obtain information on ac-
tion desired by the industry to alle-
viate the large ~hrimp holdings
and imports. He emphasized the
possibility of grade standards, as
suggested by some industry lead-
ers; this suggestion was met with
mixed opinions depending on what
level the grading should be done.

PORT OF CORPUS
CHRISTI GROWING

The Port of Corpus Christi—
fourth largest in Texas, and ninth
in the nation—is a 80-mile long
complex of channels, canals, and
basins, soon to reach from Port
Aransas across Corpus Chrsti Bay,
to Viola on the north shore of
Nueces Bay.

The principal pert is at Corpus

tensive oil loading docks at Har-
bor Island—across the ship chan-
nel from Mustang Islandgand Port
Aransas—and at Old Ingleside.
Both areas also have extensive
pleasure boat dockage.

At La Quinta are the Reynolds
Metals Company wharves, over
which nearly three million tons of
bauxite ore are unloaded yearly.

The main harbor stretches along
the western shore of Corpus Chris-
ti Bay, where there are extensive
pleasure boat facilities, protected
by a breakwater; ducks underneath
the new high bridge which—when
opened Oct. 23—will remove a
bottle neck; then sprawls for ten
miles along the south shore of
Nuecces Bay, from which it is sep-
arated by made land used for plant
sites.

Four turning basins—Main Avery
Point, Chemical and Tule Lake—
are connected by canals, and a
fifth—just authorized in August—
will be dredged at Viola, about a
mile and a half west of the pres-
ent end of Navigation.

During 1958 over 3,000 vessels
sailed from Corpus Christi—2,513
of them from the main harbor—
carrying cargoes as diverse as
the national and house flags which
fluttered above the harbor’s wa-
ters.

Oil is the port’s number one

item, more than 50 separate pe-
troleum products—all the way
from acetone to xylene—were
handled.

In the import and export fields,
products encompassed almost the
full A to Z scale in the alphabet.
Unusual items included 14 tons of

bamboo poles, two tons of clothes
line, 106 tons of matches, two tons
of fish nets, and 65 tons of fish

meal,

Cargoes during the year totaled
21,916,624 tons—of which Main
Harbor accounted for 12,516,505;
Harbor Island, 5,188,203; La Quin-
to 2,973,384; and Ingleside, 1,238,-
532 tons. Of “his 752,793 tons were
handled over ‘he Intracoastal Ca-
nal, inbound, while outbound ship-
ments over the same waterway a-
mounted to 2,608.013 tons.

And while crude oil and petro-
leum derivatives make up the
greater portion of canal ship-
ments, a substantial volume of
bry tonnage, consisting of alumi-
num, steel pxpe ahd plates, lumber,
newsprint, zine, grain, and cotton
is handled.

Situated in the middle of Texas
sorghum grain production, 21,000,-
000 bushels were shipped in 1958
and indications are that this year
will probably outstrip that figure.
Cotton exports run between 140,-
000 and 150,000 bales a year.

The Nueces County Navigation
District, parent of the port, earn-
ed a net operating profit in 1958

of $423,027.75, with a gross oper- "

ating income of $959,997.52 and
expenses totaling $536,969. Neét
profit for 1958 was $17,941.05 more
than ‘he previous year.

Operating profits are used to
finance capital improvements such
as a new super tanker oil dock
nearing completion, and items like
the public elevator in which the
district has a $1,156,599.22 equity.

Current assets show $737,399.73
on deposit, including $365,533.61
earmarked for removal of the old
bascule bridge, $271,261.11 for op:
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erating, and $84,347.87 for the !

new buik cargo dock.
Other assets include $9,594,719.-

71 in property, buildings and
equipment; $323,5695 in sinking
funds; $320,075 in accounts re-

ceivable; $100,284 in government
bonds; and $39,238.21 in deferred
charges.
