POINTS ON POINSETTIAS |

In response to a recent letter

ertaining to the care of poinset-
ias, my desk is overflowing with
information from many readers.
My thanks to you all and to the
Extension Service of Rutgers Uni-
versity.

To all those who would like to
keep those gorgeous holiday
plants, the following information
will be helpful:

After the leaves have fallen,
rest the plant by moving it into
a basement or attic and place it
in a well-ventilated spot where the
temperature will range from 45
to 55 degrees F. Each week give
jt only about a cup of water to
keep it from drying out entirely.

In late spring the stems will
start to show new growth. This is
the time to repot the plant. Re-
move all of the old soil from the
roots and repot it in fresh, rich
soil. Use the same pot or one
only a size larger than the pre-
vious one. Put in an inch of
broken pieces from flowerpots or
pebbles into the bottom for good
drainage. Reset the plant in the
pot using a good rich soil mix-
ture and after repotting, cut the
plant back to within 3 or 4 inches
of the soil. Place it in
warm place and water it moder-
