I believe the Jones build 
now tsouslng the Chronicle was 
b u i l t  by ).

W h en the picture was 
m a d e  it  was occupied by the 
RobineonMercantile Co. The 
little building by h w a t Ernest 
Mayfield's barber shop. R wa t 
later r e m o v e d  and the brick 
picture show building was buUt 
and w a t the social center for 
jayton young people for yean.

TODAYS EDITORIAL:

‘Bochy-Trapped Highways'
A BUSINESS oganization calls attention 

to a menace millions of American motorists 
unwittingly face as they yenture on the 
highways this Summer. The Insurance In­
stitute for Highway Safety refers to what 
it calls our ‘'booby-trapped highways."

The unfortunate motorist, says the In* 
stitute, may suffer fatal injuries through 
collision with a thick, unyielding I-beam 
support of a sign which was plant^ next to 
a road and designed to stand foreyer instead 
of break away on impact. He may be speared 
by the sharp end of a so-called "guarchtiil." 
angled toward oncoming traffic rather 
than buried in the ground. Or he may be 
Confused by a misleading sign, or no sign 
at all, and set himself up for a collision with 
another vehicle.

Booby traps exist on new roads as well as 
old. F.ven the zillion-dollar, 41.(X)0-mile In­
terstate highway system, which has con­
tributed so much to safe driving in other 
wavs, has not escaped the indictment.

A m en t study of fatal accidents on sec­
tions of the Interstate system reveals that 
single-vehicle "ran off the road” accidents 
accounted for 57 per cent of the total fatal 
accidents. Of those, 78 per cent struck one 
or more fir ed  objecLf. Another study of a 
State’s entire highway system sboweid that 
51 per cent of me fatal accidents involved 
a single vehkie. Of these, 63 per cent had 
struck fixed objects.

It may be araued that fixed objects don't 
kill (leople: people kill (leople through reck­
less, or careless driving. Many do. However,

others are innocent victims of the reckless 
driver who forces them off the road; of blow, 
outs, of unexpected skids on faulty siir 
faces; of (xiorly planned grades or intersec­
tions.

In ofiening Congressional hearings E>n 
the subject. Rep. John A. RIatnik, Minne­
sota Democrat, said;

"Regardless of the reasons whv a driver 
may leave the paved portion of a high-speed 
h^hway, roadside areas should be suffi­
ciently clear of obstructions to give him an 
opportunity to regain control of his car. He 
and his passengers should be given a reason 
able chance of survival and not be faced with 
the death penalty for a comparatively minor 
error.”

That is a point that has not been im

Eressed upon the public thinks Dr. William 
[addon Jr. He is president of the Insurance 

Institute and formerly director of the Fed­
eral Government’s highway safety agencies.

The Institute says there are three fac­
tors in the over all problem: The driver, the 
car and the highway environment.

Most of the emphasis naturally is on 
driver-training and auto safety. Both are of 
tremendous importance. The average per­
son is not too well acquainted with the sub­
ject of highway environment and, therefore, 
is reluctant to discuss it. But evidently there 
is need for more study, since it contributes 
significantly to the number of fatalities. No 
stone should be left unturned in an effort 
to reduce the traffic toll, proncriy referred 
to as "a disgrace to the nation.’’
